Guidance on Alternative Odor Management Plans and Workshop Notice
On October 6, 2006, the Governing Board of the South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) adopted Rule 410 – Odors from Transfer Stations and Material Recovery Facilities.  Rule 410 requires owners or operators of facilities subject to the rule to submit either a SCAQMD-approved Rule 410 Odor Management Plan or a Local Enforcement Agency-approved Alternative Odor Management Plan (AOMP) by
January 1, 2008.
California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) staff prepared the attached document, “Instructions for Rule 410 Alternative Odor Management Plan,” to provide guidance to Local Enforcement Agencies (LEAs) and solid waste facility owners and operators with respect to AOMP content and LEA approval process.
On December 20, 2006, CIWMB and SCAQMD staff will conduct a joint workshop to discuss the CIWMB guidance document and other Rule 410 implementation issues or questions.  The workshop, which will be held at the SCAQMD headquarters, 21865 Copley Drive, Diamond Bar, CA, will be divided into two sessions.  A morning session from 10:00 am to 12:00 pm will be for regulators (i.e., LEAs, SCAQMD, CIWMB) only.  An afternoon session from 1:30 pm to 3:30 pm will be for all stakeholders.
