Contact/Consult/Circulate
Lead agency did not...

Circulate document through State
Clearinghouse

Contact all responsible agencies

Provide notice of document availability
Consult early enough with responsible agency
Consult completely with responsible agencies

File a Notice of Determination with the county
clerk and State Clearinghouse.



Common CEQA Processing Problems

Project Definition and Description
I. Project description is not clear

2. Project scope changed after review period
and prior to project approval

¢ Is Project exempt from CEQA!
