Grant Application Process
Applicant finds a site (or sites)

Complaint, request from owner, etc.

Determine site eligibility  
Site Visit 

Obtain contractor bid 

Prepare & submit application 
One or more sites/application

Application reviewed & scored 

CIWMB Approval 

Grant is awarded/begin project



Reimbursement Grants

* For sites previously remediated

* Same Application Form

* Must provide “before” photos and 

disposal/recycling receipts
