in-state location for inspection purposes

Response Requirements

-Allow involved representatives of a jurisdiction, agency, 

hauler, operator, district, and the Board to inspect

records.  Haulers and operators may only inspect

records relating to their own operations.

-Respond to requests (which must be specific and clearly 

stated) for clarification regarding records within 10 days.

-Responses, due within 10 days, may indicate that 

additional time is necessary -not to exceed 14 

additional days unless agreed to by the requestor.

-Supply copies of specific records as requested (cost not  

to exceed 10 cents/page unless local public records

act requirements establish another rate).

-Haulers do not need to provide a jurisdiction’s records

for reporting years for which the Board has already

completed the biennial review cycle.

*If a reporting entity believes a records request includes 

confidential or proprietary information as defined

In 14 CCR sections 17044-46, they shall inform 

the Board which will use the procedures set

forth in 14 CCR section 17046 to determine what 

records or portion of records may be inspected.

Note:  Board may investigate all information, methods and 

calculations and may require corrected information
