NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED REgulations for the Handling of Compostable Materials (SECOND 15-DAY COMMENT PERIOD)

The proposed regulations alter and clarify the existing Composting Operations Regulatory Requirements (California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 7, Chapter 3.1, Articles 1-9).  A 15-day public comment period for these proposed regulations ran from August 29 through 

September 13, 2002.  

After considering comments received during the 15-day comment period, Board staff modified the proposed regulations.  Board staff was directed to initiate a second 15-day comment period for the proposed changes to the regulations at the Permitting and Enforcement Committee meeting on 

October 7, 2002.
