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The proposed regulations define, for purpose of regulation by the California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB), operations and facilities that transfer solid waste which may include incidental salvaging but do not process waste.  These include the following types of operations and facilities:





	(	Sealed containers transfer operations;


	(	Small volume transfer operations; 


	(	Medium volume transfer facilities; or


	(	Large volume transfer facilities.  





Salvaging is defined to mean the manual recovery of materials, such as, but not limited to metals, paper, and glass incidental to the transferring of solid waste.





Waste processing is defined to mean the separation, recovery, or recycling of solid waste by mechanical methods, including but not limit to conveyor belts or sorting lines.  Mechanical methods do not include the use of vehicles for moving or spreading of salvaged waste.





The regulations place these operations and facilities into the CIWMB's new regulatory tiers framework.  The level of CIWMB review and oversight for these operations and facilities would be reduced from what is currently required under a full solid waste facilities permit to that provided under a lower regulatory tier level.  The regulations set out what the owner or operator must do to be permitted under the Registration or Standardized tiers, or to qualify under the Enforcement Agency (EA) Notification tier.  


The regulations also explain requirements for the siting and design of an operation or facility, general minimum operating standards, record keeping, and additional operating requirements that apply  only to facilities.





PROPOSED REGULATORY TIERS FOR TRANSFER OPERATIONS AND FACILITIES





Excluded Operations





The following transfer operations are excluded from the proposed regulations:





	(	Locations where 15 cubic yards or less of combined container is provided to serve as multi-residential receptacles for residential refuse; 


	(	Storage receptacles for waste from multi-residential buildings or for commercial solid wastes; 


	(	Containers used to store construction or demolition wastes at the place of generation; or


	(	Containers used to store salvaged materials.  





The regulations make clear that an excluded operation is still subject to inspection by the enforcement agency or the CIWMB to verify that the operation is being conducted in a manner that qualifies as an excluded operation, and that appropriate enforcement action may still be taken. 





Sealed Containers and Small Volume Transfer Operations





Transfer operations in the EA Notification tier are those that do the following:





	(	Sealed containers transfer operations that only handle solid waste that has been placed within air-tight containers prior to receipt.  The solid waste shall remain within the unopened air-tight containers while on-site at all times; or 


	(	Transfer operations that receive 60 cubic yards or less of solid waste on any operating day and does not store more than 60 cubic yards of solid waste on-site at any time. 





Medium Volume Transfer Facilities





Transfer operations in the Registration tier are those that receive more than 60 cubic yards but less than 200 cubic yards of solid waste on any operating day.    





Large Volume Transfer Facilities





Transfer operations in the Standardized tier are those that receive 200 cubic yards or more of solid waste on any operating day. 





PROPOSED REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS





Sealed Containers and Small Volume Transfer Operations





The owner and/or operator is subject to all of the following requirements:





	(	Submission of a letter to the enforcement agency providing all of the following information:


		(1)		The name, address, and phone number where the operator can be contacted if these differ from the operation site; and, the name, address, and phone number of the owner if these differ from the operator.


		(2)	The section in Chapter 3 of Division 7 of Title 14 authorizing  eligibility for this tier, which is section 17362.2 for EA Notification, and a description of the operation, including but not limited to, volume and types of wastes/materials handled, peak and annual loading, and hours of operation. 


		(3)	A statement by the owner and operator certifying under penalty of perjury that the information which they have provided is true and accurate to the best of their knowledge and belief.


	(	Annual inspections by the enforcement agency.


	(	State minimum standards (see below).





A permit is not issued.





Medium Volume Transfer Facilities





The owner or operator is subject to the following requirements:





	(	Submission of a complete Registration Permit Application (CIWMB Form 83) to the enforcement agency,  accompanied by the fee specified by the enforcement agency, containing all of the following information: 


		(1)	The name and address of the enforcement agency, and the section in Chapter 3 of Division 7 of Title 14 authorizing eligibility for this tier, which is section 17362.3 for the Standardized Permit.


		(2)	General description of the facility including, but not limited to name, location, site map, and location map.


		(3)	 Facility information, including, but not limited to volume and type of waste/material handled, peak and annual loading, hours of operation, traffic, facility size, site capacity, and operating area.


		(4)	Operator information, including identification of the landowner, his/her address and telephone number; identification of the facility operator, his/her address and telephone number; and the address(es) at which process may be served on the operator and owner.


		(5)	Conformance finding information as follows:


			(a)	Until a countywide or regional agency integrated waste management plan has been approved by the CIWMB, the application shall include statements that:  issuance of the permit will not prevent or substantially impair achievement of the diversion goals of the jurisdiction from which it receives solid waste; that the facility is identified and described in or conforms with the County Solid Waste Management Plan or otherwise complies with Public Resource Code (PRC) section 50000; and that the facility is consistent with the city or county General Plan.





			(b)	After a countywide or regional agency integrated waste management plan has been approved by the CIWMB, the application shall include a statement that the facility is identified either in the countywide siting element or the nondisposal facility element  for the jurisdiction in which it is located; or, the facility is not required to be identified in this element pursuant to section 50001 of the PRC.


			(6)	The owner and operator shall each certify under penalty of perjury that the information provided is true and accurate to the best of their knowledge and belief.


		(	Issuance of a Registration permit (CIWMB Form 81) by the enforcement agency does not require CIWMB concurrence.


		(	Monthly inspections by the enforcement agency.


		(	State minimum standards (see below).





Large Volume Transfer Facilities





The owner and/or operator is subject to all of the following requirements:





	(	Submission of a complete Standardized Permit Application (CIWMB Form 92) to the enforcement agency, accompanied by the fee specified by the enforcement agency, containing all of the following information:


		(1)	The name and address of the enforcement agency, and the section in Chapter 3 of Division 7 of Title 14 authorizing eligibility for this tier, which is section 17403.5 for the Standardized Permit.


		(2)	General description of the facility including, but not limited to name, location, site map, and location map.


		(3)	 Facility information, including, but not limited to volume and type of waste/material handled, peak and annual loading, hours of operation, traffic, facility size, site capacity, and operating area.


		(4)	Operator information, including identification of the landowner, his/her address and telephone number; identification of the facility operator, his/her address and telephone number; and the address(es) at which process may be served on the operator and owner.


		(5)	A Report of Station Information that contains all of the information required by section 18221.5 of the regulations. 


		(6)	Evidence that there has been compliance with CEQA regarding the facility, or information on the status of the application's compliance with CEQA.


		(7)	Conformance finding information as follows:


			(a)	Until a countywide or regional agency integrated waste management plan has been approved by the CIWMB, the application shall include statements that issuance of the permit will not prevent or substantially impair achievement of the diversion goals of the jurisdiction from which it receives solid waste; that the facility is identified and described in or conforms with either the County Solid Waste Management Plan or otherwise complies with PRC 50000; and that the facility is consistent with the city or county General Plan.


			(b)	After a countywide or regional agency integrated waste management plan has been approved by the CIWMB, the application shall include a statement that the facility is identified in the countywide siting element or the nondisposal facility element for the jurisdiction in which it is located; or, the facility is not required to be identified in this element pursuant to section 50001 of the Public Resources Code.


		(8)	The owner and operator shall each certify under penalty of perjury that the information provided is true and accurate to the best of their knowledge and belief.


	(	Issuance of a Standardized Large Volume Transfer Facility Solid Waste Facility Permit (CIWMB Form 77) that requires CIWMB concurrence.


	(	Monthly inspections by the enforcement agency.


	(	State minimum standards (see below).





PROPOSED STATE MINIMUM STANDARDS





All operations and facilities, except those that are excluded, are subject to the following standards:





	(	Siting on Landfills - when located on top of a solid waste landfill, are required to meet postclosure land use requirements if the landfill is closed, or to locate the operations area where the intermediate cover of the landfill has been stabilized.





	(	General Design Requirements - operations/facilities are required to be designed and constructed to comply with the general operating standards.





	(	General Operating Standards - all operators are required to do the following: 


		-	Ensure that burning wastes received at the facility be handled in a safe manner;


		-	Maintain operations, facilities, and equipment clean;


		-	Ensure drainage is controlled to protect public health and safe


		-	Minimize litter, vectors, nuisances, dust, noise impacts, or other public health and safety and environmental hazards;


		-	Prohibit the receipt of hazardous and liquid wastes unless authorized by the enforcement agency;


		-	Prohibit the receipt of medical waste;


		-	Ensure on-site personnel use appropriate safety equipment;


		-	Minimize the contact between users and solid waste;


		-	Maintain roads and provide reasonable all-weather access to the operation or facility


		-	Provide adequate sanitary and handwashing facilities to personnel; 


		-	Prohibit scavenging and that salvaging be conducted in a controlled manner;


		-	Post legible signs containing the following information for operation and facilities open to the public:


			1)	name of the operator;


			2)	operator's telephone number;


			3)	schedule of charges;


			3)	hours of operation; and


			4)	specify the types of wastes which either will be accepted or not be accepted. 


		-	Ensure solid waste removal frequency;


		-	Monitor and repair deteriorated or defective conditions; and


		-	Ensure adequate supervision and training of operation/facility personnel.





(	Record Keeping Requirements - all operators are required to do the following:


		-	Keep all records accessible for five years;


		-	Maintain a daily log book or file of special occurrences encountered during operations and methods used to resolve problems arising from these events, including details of all incidents that required implementing emergency procedures.  


		-	Record any written public complaints, including:


			1)	the nature of  the complaint;


			2)	the date the complaint was received;


			3)	if available, the name, address, and telephone number of the person(s) making the complaint; and


			4)	any action taken to respond to the  complaint.


		-	Record, as specified by the EA, the weight or volumes of solid waste received at an operation or facility.


	


(	Additional Operating Requirements that apply only to facilities -  facility operators are required to do the following:


		-	Provide communication facilities to personnel for possible emergencies;


		-	Ensure adequate type, capacity, and number of equipment is available and maintained to meet the standards;


		-	Ensure that adequate fire suppression equipment be continuously available;


		-	Provide for adequate housekeeping practices and lighting for nighttime operations;


		-	Establish a loadchecking program;


		-	Prohibit the salvaging of drugs, foods, poisons, needles, pesticides, etc.;


		-	Provide a site attendant;


		-	Provide adequate perimeter barrier to discourage unauthorized access;


		-	Control vehicles entering, exiting, and operating within an operation or facility to prevent safety problems and minimize interference with operations;


		-	Ensure that the facility is visually screened to maintain an aesthetically acceptable appearance; and


		-	Ensure that safe and adequate drinking water be available for facility personnel.
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
