PROPOSED NEGATIVE DECLARATION FOR THE ADOPTION OF REGULATIONS ON NONDISPOSAL FACILITY ELEMENTS �PRIVATE ��





PROJECT DESCRIPTION





The project being considered is the approval, adoption, and subsequent implementation of regulations which provide procedures for the preparation of Nondisposal Facility Elements (NDFE).  This proposed negative declaration has been prepared to fulfill the requirements set forth by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).

CEQA requires that potential significant adverse environmental impacts associated with the adoption and implementation of regulations be assessed within the scope of an environmental document.





BACKGROUND





�
The California Integrated Waste Management Act (Act), Public Resources Code (PRC) section 40000 et seq., provides for the protection of public health and safety and the environment through waste prevention, waste diversion, and safe waste processing and disposal.  PRC section 40502 requires the Board to adopt rules and regulations in the implementation of the Act.   





To help preserve remaining landfill capacity and increase the amount of materials diverted from disposal and transformation facilities, the State Legislature requires each jurisdiction to develop comprehensive programs to divert 25 percent of all solid waste from land disposal or transformation by 1995 and 50 percent by the year 2000.





PRC sections 41730 through 41736 further require every city, county, and regional agency to prepare and adopt a NDFE which identifies the facilities a jurisdiction is using to reach the diversion goals.  The NDFE will also identify new facilities or expansion of existing facilities a jurisdiction will use to reach the mandated goals. 





In accordance with PRC section 40502 (c) the Board must transmit a Certificate of Compliance to OAL by January 3, 1997 or the emergency language will be repealed by operation of law on the fol�lowing day.  The purpose of this regulatory change is to comply with the Certificate of Compliance requirements of PRC section 40502 (c).





The Board has prepared a Statement of Reasons for the revised regulations, which is available from the Board upon request.  A copy of the text of the regulations is also available upon request.  Additionally, all information upon which the regulations are based (the rulemaking file) is available for review at the Board's office at 8800 Cal Center Drive, Sacramento, California, 95826.





Conclusion
