8. Description of Project:  The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) proposes to amend Title 14, California Code of Regulations (CCR), Division 7, Chapter 4, Article 3, sections 17944(a) and 17946.5 (a).  The proposed regulations add a compliance criteria for rigid plastic packaging containers containing floral preservative that are subsequently reused by the floral industry for at least two years.  The regulaitons also add a method for the product manufacturer to certify compliance, to the Board, for the two year reuse option.
