Section 17944 (a)





(5)  Be a container which contains floral preservative and is subsequently reused by the floral industry for at least two years.  This com�pli�ance op�tion is only available for contain�ers used by the flo�ral indus�try in Califor�nia.  Similar contain�ers sold to nurs�er�ies, land�scap�ers, retail stores, and other outlets that are not flo�rists wholesale or retail flower sellers or growers do not qualify for this compliance option. 





Section 17946.5 (a)





(6)  Product manufacturers using the floral industry compli�ance option, as specified in section 17944 (a)(5), shall submit to the Board for review and approval a methodology showing how af�fect�ed con�tain�ers will meet the two year reuse crite�ria.  For 1997, the prod�uct manufac�turer shall submit the proposed methodology to the Board on or before April July 1, 1997.  For subse�quent years, the manufacturer shall submit the proposed methodology to the Board on or before July 1 of the cal�en�dar year immediately prior to the year the manu�fac�turer intends to use this compli�ance option. 





The meth�odology shall include:





(A)  The proposed method used to determine the number of containers sold to the flo�ral industry in California;





(B)  The proposed method used to determine the total number of containers sold in Cali�fornia; and





(C)  The proposed method used to determine the average reuse (in years) of the con�tain�ers purchased by the floral industry in California.  One acceptable method would be a statistically valid survey of the prod�uct manufacturer's floral industry customers,  to be conducted by an indepen�dent contractor.  If this method is used, a copy of the proposed survey form must be included in any submittals to the Board.
