(	Repealing Article 6.4; 





and to Amend Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 7, Chapter 5 by:





(	Amending Article 3.0 section 18100, and


(	Adding Article 3.2 section 18221.5 and 18221.6; 


(	Repealing section 18221.





The proposed regulations define transfer/processing operations and facilities, place the activities into the California Integrated Waste Management Board's (CIWMB) regulatory tiers, and amend permitting requirements and minimum operating standards.  This version of the proposed regulations includes the latest modifications to the text.





Any person may present written comments relevant to the proposed action during the prescribed 15-day comment period.  The proposed regulations have undergone an official 45-day public comment period which ended March 16, 1998.  During the 45-day public comment period, the public presented to the CIWMB written and oral comments concerning the proposed action.  CIWMB staff has considered the comments received and made changes to the text of the proposed regulations.  





Staff noticed an additional 15-day comment period which began on July 1, 1998 and ended on July 15, 1998.  On August 26, 1998, the Board considered comments received and directed staff to make changes and notice the draft regulations which are the subject of this subsequent 15-day comment period. 


























The public is invited to comment on the proposed regulatory changes in the September 1, 1998 version of the proposed Transfer/Processing regulations.  Proposed additions amending the existing regulations are shown in single underline and proposed deletions from the existing regulations are shown in strike-out.  Proposed additions amending the originally proposed regulatory language (45 day comment period) are shown in double underline, and proposed deletions from the originally proposed regulatory language are shown in strike-out with double underline.  Proposed additions amending the proposed regulatory language from the 15-day comment period are shown in redline, and subsequent proposed deletions are shown in strike-out with redline.





The official 15-day comment period for review of the September 1,1998, version of the proposed regulations and amendments ends at 5:00 p.m. on September 18, 1998.  No comments will be accepted after that time.  Comments or questions should be directed to:
