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Article 1.
General Provisions and Definitions

18600. Introduction
This chapter is adopted by the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) pursuant to and for the purpose of implementing the California Oil Recycling Enhancement Act (Act), commencing with Section 48600 of the Public Resources Code (PRC), as amended.  These regulations are intended to be read concurrently with the Act.

18601. General Provisions

(a) Violations of the Act or of any regulation contained in this chapter are subject to the provisions of PRC section 48680. The Board may request any information necessary to aid in a finding of compliance with the Act.

(b)
Nothing in this chapter is intended to limit the authority of any other State or local agency over any person or entity affected by the Act.

18602. Public Signage At Retail Businesses Selling Oil

Pursuant to PRC section 3465, purchasers of oil in containers must be informed of conveniently located used oil collection centers. The signage requirement applies to businesses such as auto parts stores, discount department stores, warehouse stores, and membership stores which sell a total of over 500 gallons of oil to the public each year in containers of five gallons or less. Businesses primarily engaged in the sale of food and household items such as convenience stores, drug stores, grocery stores, markets and supermarkets are excluded from the requirement. Certified centers are also excluded from this signage requirement.

Signage must include a used oil recycling message and the name and location of local collection centers or a telephone number that refers the public to collection center locations.  

(b)
Signs must be posted at or near the point of purchase or the shelf where the oil products are on display.

18603. Definitions

In addition to the definitions provided in PRC sections 48610 through 48625, the following definitions shall apply whenever the terms are used in this chapter:

(a) “Certified center” means a used oil collection center that is certified by the Board.

(b) “CIWMB Identification Number” means the identification number issued by the Board to a certified center or registered operator. 

(c) “Curbside program” means a program that provides for the collection of used oil at households at least monthly or by appointment.

(d) “EPA Identification Number” means the identification number issued by the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency or the California Department of Toxic Substances Control to used oil generators, haulers, recycling facilities, and disposal facilities.

(e) “Generator Categories” are the sources of used oil listed below:


(1)Agricultural;


(2)Generators other than agricultural;


(3)Transfer or storage facilities; and 


(4)Outside California.

(f) “Lubricating oil” or “Oil” means lubricating oil as defined in PRC section 48618 and also includes consumer additives which are intended to be mixed with lubricating oils in an internal combustion engine (i.e., engine oil treatments and engine flush products), 2-stroke engine oils, and synthetic lubricating oils. Any industrial oil used in or in conjunction with an internal combustion engine shall be considered lubricating oil for the purposes of this chapter.

(g) “Manifest” means a uniform hazardous waste manifest as referenced in Section 25250.8 of the Health and Safety Code, which is incorporated herein by reference.

(h) “Modified manifest receipt” means the receipt attached to the manifest pursuant to sections 25250.8 of the Health and Safety Code.

(i) “Nonprofit entity” means an organization which is identified by the Internal Revenue Service as having a tax‑exempt status under sections 501©(3) or 501©(6) of the United States Code, Title 26, Internal Revenue Code.

(j) “Operator” means the person or entity responsible for the overall operation of a business, corporation, site, or facility participating in the Board’s Used Oil Recycling Program.

(k) “Program participant” means an operator, grantee, contractor, subcontractor, vendor, or other entity participating in or receiving benefit from the Board’s Used Oil Recycling Program.

(l) “Quarter” means a three-month period during a calendar year. For each year, the first quarter commences January 1 and ends March 31, the second quarter commences April 1 and ends June 30, the third quarter commences July 1 and ends September 30, and the fourth quarter commences October 1 and ends December 31, all inclusive.

(m) “Recycling incentive” means an amount of money paid or credit given based on the current incentive value times the volume of used lubricating oil collected or recycled. 

(n)  "Registered operator" means any industrial generator, curbside collection operator, or electric utility operator registered by the Board.

(o)
“Used Oil Collection Center” means a used oil collection center as defined in PRC section 48622 and also includes centers which have received a variance to the requirements of Section 25250.11 of the Health and Safety Code from the Department.

Article 2.
General Recordkeeping and Document Submission Requirements

18610. Scope and Purpose
The regulations contained in this article set forth the general recordkeeping and document submission requirements for program participants pursuant to PRC sections 48631(d), 48660, 48670, 48671, 48672, and 48673.

18611. Record Maintenance and Examination of Records

(a)
All program participants must keep records of transactions relating to the Board's Used Oil Recycling Program for a minimum of three years or until resolution of any outstanding litigation, claims, negotiations, or audits, whichever is later.  Records must be kept according to generally accepted accounting principles and good business practices.  These records include bills, receipts, invoices, manifests, modified manifest receipts, cash register tapes, bid summaries, contracts, change orders, purchase orders, paid warrants, cancelled checks, time sheets, labor distribution reports, payroll registers, and other relevant documents.  

(b)
All records must be made available and suitable for auditing by the Board or persons authorized by the Board.  Failure to maintain records or provide access may result in one or more of the following:


(1)
Denial of any pending applications for certification, recertification or registration;


(2)
Cancellation of certification or registration;


(3)
Recovery of monies paid by the Board;


(4)
Rejection of pending claims made to the Board; or


(5)
Legal actions pursuant to PRC section 48680.

18612. Public Documents

Any information obtained by the Board may be disclosed to the public upon written request, unless the information is exempt from disclosure according to the Public Records Act (Government Code section 6250 et seq.) or other applicable laws.  Program participants may request, in writing, that information submitted to the Board be exempt from disclosure.

18613. General Document Submission Requirements

(a)
Reports, forms, applications, and other documentation must be accurate, complete, and typed or legibly handwritten and submitted on or before the due date, if applicable.  Postmarks are accepted as the date submitted. The Board may reject reports, forms, applications, payment claims, or other documentation, which fail to comply with all requirements.

(b)
Reports, forms, and applications must contain the following information, if applicable:

The full name, telephone number, mailing address, and street address of the person or entity;


(2)
An identification number according to the following:



(A)
Oil manufacturers shall use the CIWMB Account Number;



(B)
Used oil generators, haulers, and recycling facility operators shall use the EPA Identification Number;

Certified center and registered operators shall use the CIWMB Identification Number;



(D)
Grantees shall use the CIWMB Grant Agreement Number; and



(E)
All other entities shall use the Federal Tax Identification Number;

The name and telephone number of a contact person;


(4)
The reporting period, if applicable;


(5)
A signature block with an affidavit stating the following:  "I certify under penalty of perjury that the information contained herein is true and correct to the best of my knowledge."; and


(6)
The printed name, signature and title of the person or authorized representative of the entity, and the date signed.

Article 3.
Oil Manufacturer Requirements

18620. Scope and Purpose
This article sets forth the additional recordkeeping and reporting requirements for oil manufacturers and other entities pursuant to PRC sections 48650 and 48671.

18621. Recordkeeping Requirements

Pursuant to the general recordkeeping requirements in Section 18611 of this chapter, oil manufacturers must keep records for all industrial and lubricating oil purchased, sold, transferred, exported, or used, including oil exempt from payment as specified in PRC section 48650. Notwithstanding Section 18611, oil manufacturers must keep records for a minimum of four years.

18622. Reporting Requirements

Oil manufacturers must submit a oil recycling fee return pursuant to PRC section 48671. Oil manufacturers must complete the oil recycling fee return pursuant to the requirements of Section 18613 of this chapter and also include:

(a) The number of gallons of both lubricating and industrial oils purchased, sold, transferred, or used, including oil exempt from payment as specified in PRC section 48650; and 

(b) The amount of lubricating oil payment due.

Article 3.1
 Lubricating Oil Payments, Exemptions, and Refunds 

18624. Scope and Purpose
This article sets forth the lubricating oil payment, exemption, and refund requirements for oil manufacturers, sellers, and purchasers of lubricating oil pursuant to PRC section 48650.

18625. Lubricating Oil Payment

Payments made pursuant to PRC section 48650(a) shall accompany the oil recycling fee return.  Oil manufacturers and other entities will be subject to interest payments, fines, and civil or criminal penalties pursuant to PRC section 48680 for payments made after the due date.  Payments must be reported, recorded, and made in United States currency.  All payments must be made by check, electronic transfer, money order, or cashiers check payable to the State of California, Integrated Waste Management Board.

18626. Lubricating Oil Payment Exemption Certificate

(a)
Purchasers may buy lubricating oil without making the payment if:


(1)
The lubricating oil purchased will be sold or used for an exempt purpose pursuant to PRC section 48650; 

(2)  The purchaser gives the seller an exemption certificate before the seller bills the purchaser or prior to delivery to the purchaser; and 


(3)  The seller accepts the exemption certificate.

(b)
If a purchaser buys lubricating oil for an exempt sale or use and, instead, subsequently sells or uses the lubricating oil for a non-exempt purpose, the purchaser must make the lubricating oil payment in accordance with the requirements specified in PRC section 48650 and in Sections 18622 and 18625 of this chapter.

(c)
Sellers of lubricating oil are not required to accept Exemption certificates from purchasers.  If the seller accepts an exemption certificate, the seller shall not charge the purchaser the lubricating oil payment for that oil.    

(d)
A seller must obtain an exemption certificate from a purchaser to be relieved of the responsibility for making the lubricating oil payment for that oil.  A seller will be presumed to have received an exemption certificate in good faith in the absence of evidence to the contrary.  A seller will not be relieved of responsibility for payment if the seller knew, or should have known, that the lubricating oil would not be sold or used for an exempt purpose by the purchaser.

(e)
Civil and criminal penalties, as described in PRC section 48680, may be assessed if an exemption certificate is used improperly.

18627. Refund of Lubricating Oil Payment

Any person who has made the lubricating oil payment on oil which is later sold or used for an exempt purpose pursuant to PRC section 48650, may request a refund. For this chapter, an exempt purpose shall include lubricating oil that is subsequently sold to an agency of the Federal Government and on which the payment was not made by that agency.  The request for a refund must include the information in Section 18613 of this chapter and:

(a)
A legible copy of the original invoice showing the total amount of lubricating oil purchased and the fee paid;

(b)
A description of the manner and the equipment in which the lubricating oil was used or a statement that the oil was exported; 

(c)
The total number of gallons and total amount of refund requested; and

(d)  A copy of exemption certificate(s), if applicable.

Article 4.
Used Oil Hauler Requirements

18630. Scope and Purpose

This article sets forth the additional recordkeeping and reporting requirements for used oil haulers pursuant to PRC section 48672.

18631. Recordkeeping Requirements

Pursuant to the recordkeeping requirements in Section 18611 of this chapter, used oil haulers must keep a record of the number of gallons of used lubricating oil and industrial oil collected and transported during the reporting period by generator categories as defined in Section 18603(e) of this chapter.

18632. Information Requirements 

(a)
In addition to the information requirements specified in section 25250.8 of the Health and Safety code, used oil haulers must also include the following information on each manifest or modified manifest receipt:

The number of gallons of industrial oil, if any; and


(2)
The percentage of water in the volume collected if known. 

(b)
Used oil haulers must give estimates of the number of gallons of used lubricating oil and industrial oil to used oil recycling facility operators for each delivery.

18633. Reporting Requirements

Used oil haulers must submit a used oil hauler report to the Board on or before the last day of the month following each quarter.   Used oil haulers must complete the used oil hauler report pursuant to the requirements of Section 18613 of this chapter and also include:

The total number of gallons of used lubricating oil and industrial oil collected and transported during the reporting period by generator categories; and

(b)
A list of the used oil transfer facilities, used oil storage facilities, and used oil recycling facilities where used oil was transported to during the reporting period, including the name, EPA Identification Number, and total gallons delivered for each location.

Article 5.
Used Oil Recycling Facility Operator Requirements

18640. Scope and Purpose
This article sets forth the additional recordkeeping, reporting, and certification requirements for used oil recycling facilities pursuant to PRC sections 48662 and 48673.

18641. Recordkeeping Requirements

Pursuant to the general recordkeeping requirements in Section 18611 of this chapter, used oil recycling facility operators shall maintain the following records.

(a)  Information obtained from used oil haulers of the number of gallons of used lubricating oil and industrial oil for each delivery received.

(b)
The total number of gallons of used oil processed at the facility.

(c)
The number of gallons of products and wastes produced, listed by the following categories:


(1)
Neutral base stock (e.g., re-refined);


(2)
Industrial oil;


(3)
Fuel oil;


(4)
Asphalt additive (e.g., flux);


(5)
Consumed in the process;


(6)
Non-hazardous waste (e.g., Water); 


(7)
Hazardous Waste; and


(8)
Other (e.g., solvents, fuels, solids).

(d)
The number of gallons of used oil transferred to another facility for processing or treatment including the name and EPA Identification Number for each facility.

18642. Reporting Requirements

Used oil recycling facility operators must submit a used oil recycling facility report to the Board on or before the last day of the month following each quarter.  Operators must complete the used oil recycling facility report pursuant to the requirements of Section 18613 of this chapter and also include:

(a)
Estimates of the number of gallons of used lubricating oil and industrial oil received during the reporting period from both within and outside of California.  If used oil was received from outside of California, the report must include the state or country of origin;

(b)
The number of gallons processed during the reporting period, and the number of gallons of products and wastes listed by category as described in Section 18641(c) of this chapter; and

(c)
The number of gallons of used oil transferred to another facility for processing or treatment during the reporting period including the name and EPA Identification Number for each facility.

18643. Facility Certification

(a)
The Board will make a determination whether to certify or recertify a used oil recycling facility based on inspection reports received from the Department of Toxic Substances Control (Department) pursuant to PRC section 48661.  If certification is denied, the Board will give written notice to the operator within thirty (30) working days after receipt of the Department’s report.

(b)
The Board may deny or revoke certification of a used oil recycling facility pursuant to PRC section 48662.  Denials are based on information from the Department indicating that the facility has been cited three times within the most recent five-year period for the same Class I violation as defined in Section 66260.10 of Title 22 of the California Code of Regulations.  The Board may subsequently certify the facility when the Department notifies the Board that the facility:


(1)
Is no longer in violation of the Department's requirements cited as the basis for denying certification; or


(2)
Has entered into an enforceable agreement with the Department that contains a specified schedule of compliance for the violation(s) cited as the basis for denying certification.

(c)
The Board may revoke certification if a facility changes operator or location, or ceases operation.

Article 6.
Certified Used Oil Collection Center and Registered Operator Requirements

18650. Scope and Purpose
This article sets forth requirements for certified centers and registered entities pursuant to PRC section 48660.

18651. Eligibility to Apply for Certification or Registration

(a)
Any person or entity that does not own or operate a used oil hauling business, transfer facility, or recycling facility is eligible to apply for certification. Certified centers cannot be located on the property of a used oil storage facility, used oil transfer facility, or used oil recycling facility.

(b)
Any industrial generator, curbside collection operator, or electric utility operator is eligible to apply for registration.

18652. Certification and Registration Application Procedure

The following describes the application procedure to certify as a used oil collection center, or register as a curbside program, industrial generator or electric utility. 

(a)
Applicants must complete and submit a certification or registration application according to the requirements of Section 18613. The application filing period is continuous. Applicants who want to certify or register more than one site must attach a list of the sites and include application information for each site. 

(b)
Upon receipt of an application, the Board will issue a CIWMB Identification Number to the applicant.  The application will be reviewed to determine if it is complete and accurate.  Applicants will be given written notice within thirty (30) working days that certification or registration is either granted, pending, or rejected. 

(1)
If the application is deemed complete and correct; registration applicants will be sent a notification letter indicating that registration is granted, and certified center applicants will be contacted to verify that the center is prepared to fulfill the operating requirements as described in section 18653 of this chapter. 

(A)
If the certification applicant is prepared to fulfill the operating requirements, the Board will certify the center and issue a certified center sign; or 

(B)
If the certification applicant is not prepared to fulfill the operating requirements, certification will be held as pending.  When the applicant is prepared, the Board will certify the center and issue a certified center sign.

(2)
If the application is rejected, the application will be returned with a letter explaining the reason(s) for rejection.

18653. Requirements for Certified Center Operators

In addition to the requirements specified in the Act and any applicable Federal, State, and local laws pertaining to the management of used oil, operators of certified centers must comply with the following:  

(a)
Operators must display a Board-approved certified center sign.  Signs may only be displayed by persons or entities certified by the Board, and may only be displayed at the certified center site.  Both the large informational sign and the smaller exterior symbolic sign, if used, shall be in compliance with PRC section 48660(b)(4) and include the phrase, "State of California Certified."  The large informational sign must also include the phrase, "For more information or complaints concerning this center, please call the California Integrated Waste Management Board at (916) 341-6300.";  

(b)
Operators and employees must accept used oil from the public and offer to pay the recycling incentive in cash pursuant to PRC section 48660 unless one of the following applies:


(1)
The used oil is suspected of being contaminated.  If the operator or employee refuses to accept used oil because of suspected contamination, they must provide the name, address, and phone number of the nearest business or governmental entity that accepts contaminated used oil; or


(2)
The operator is eligible to offer the recycling incentive in the form of a credit at twice the value of the monetary incentive pursuant to PRC section 48660(b)(2).



(A)
Operators who are eligible and wish to offer a credit must submit a written request to the Board. The request must include a sample of the credit, i.e., coupon, scrip, or voucher. 



(B)
The Board will review the request and provide written confirmation whether the request is approved or denied within thirty working days.  The center shall not offer a credit until the operator obtains written approval from the Board;

(c)
Operators may set a maximum amount of used oil accepted from any one person per day, however the maximum amount may not be less than five (5) gallons per person per day;

(d)
Operators of centers that generate used oil by performing motor vehicle service on site must keep a receipt log for used oil accepted from the public.  At a minimum the log must include the date and number of gallons of used oil received from each person; and

(e)
Operators must advertise in local media at least once every six months.  An advertisement must include the Board's Used Oil Program logo, the business name, and a statement that the center offers a recycling incentive for used oil.  Two or more centers may jointly advertise.  Advertisements placed by local governments or the Board will satisfy this requirement.

18654. Change in Status of Certified or Registered Entities

If there is a change in status of a Certified or Registered entity, the operator must notify the Board of the change to avoid any lapses in eligibility to claim the recycling incentive for that quarter and/or subsequent quarters. 

(a)
Certification and registration are neither transferable nor assignable.  Certification or registration is canceled if a certified center or registered entity ceases operation, changes ownership or changes operator. If there is a change in the information provided in the certification or registration application, the operator must notify the Board within the quarter that the change occurred. 

(b)
Certification can be placed in pending status for a center that temporarily cannot accept used oil from the public. The operator must notify the Board within five (5) calendar days of the date that oil is not being accepted.  Upon notification, the Board will place certification in pending status. Certification may be reinstated upon notice to the Board that used oil is again accepted from the public.

18655. Withdrawal of Certification or Registration

A certified center or registered operator may withdraw their certification or registration by notifying the Board.  Center operators must indicate the date they ceased or will cease accepting used oil from the public.

18656. Term of Certification and Registration

Certification is valid for two (2) years from the date issued or until withdrawn by the operator or canceled by the Board.  Registration does not expire and is valid until withdrawn by the operator or canceled by the Board.

18657. Biennial Recertification Procedure

(a)
Pursuant to PRC section 48660(a), certified center operators must reapply for certification every two years. The Board will send a recertification application to the operator 120 calendar days prior to the expiration date of the current certification.  Using the recertification application, the operator must confirm that the information in the original application is still true and accurate, or provide information to correct the application. The recertification application must be returned to the Board at least 30 calendar days prior to the expiration date of the current certification.

(b)
he Board will review the center's operational history and recertify the center unless a pattern of operation in violation of the requirements specified in Section 18653 of this chapter has been identified.

18660. Scope and Purpose

18661. Procedure for Claiming Recycling Incentives

(a)
Members of the public who take used oil to a certified center may claim the recycling incentive from the operator or employee of the certified center.

(b)
Certified center and registered operators may claim the recycling incentive from the Board pursuant to PRC section 48651. Registered curbside program operators may also claim for used oil generated by their equipment.  To claim the recycling incentive, operators must submit:


(1)
A completed Vendor Data Record (STD. 204)(Revised 12/94), incorporated herein by reference, with the initial claim or whenever there is a change in an operator's tax status;

(2) A completed Used Oil Recycling Incentive

Payment Claim/Report (CIWMB 31,Revised 10/97),        incorporated herein by reference.  Claim forms must be submitted on or before the 45th day following the quarter in which the used oil was transported.  Certified centers or registered operators that generate less than 1,000 gallons of used oil per year may request to submit one claim each year on or before the 45th day following the anniversary date of certification or registration.  Submission of the Used Oil Recycling Incentive Payment Claim/Report will satisfy reporting requirements as described in PRC section 48670; and


(3)
Legible copies of completed uniform hazardous waste manifests or modified manifest receipts for the amount of used lubricating oil transported during the reporting period.

18662. Recycling Incentive Payments

(a)
A claim will not be paid unless the requirements of Section 18661 of this chapter have been met.  Payments may be delayed, adjusted, or denied if:


(1)
Inaccuracies are found;


(2)
Required supporting documentation is illegible or missing;


(3)
The Board finds that it has previously overpaid a claimant. The Board may adjust any current claims by the amount overpaid or require that the claimant refund the difference to the Board; 


(4)
The claimant's certification or registration is no longer valid, or the requirements of Section 18653 of this chapter have not been met during the quarter claimed;


(5)
The volume of water in the shipment of used oil is greater than 10%; or


(6)
The Board finds that the used oil has not been processed by a certified used oil recycling facility or an out-of-state recycling facility registered with the Environmental Protection Agency and operating in substantial compliance with the applicable regulatory standards of the state in which the facility is located.

(b)
If a payment is adjusted or denied, the claimant may submit a written request to the Board for reconsideration.

18663. Reimbursement for Contaminated Used Oil Disposal

Operators of certified centers and curbside programs are eligible for reimbursement of additional costs for disposal of contaminated used oil if the requirements of PRC 48660.5 have been met.  To obtain reimbursement, an operator must submit a completed Contaminated Used Oil Reimbursement Application (CIWMB 325), incorporated herein by reference, to the Board.  Reimbursement forms must be submitted according to the requirements of Section 18613 of this chapter and include:

(a)
A copy of completed Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest(s);

(b)
A copy of invoices or other pertinent documentation showing costs of disposal for the contaminated oil and the costs for hauling the same amount of uncontaminated oil; and

(c)
A copy of invoices or other pertinent documentation showing the results of an EPA approved field test, or a certified laboratory analysis, which quantifies the level of contamination.
