NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL AND CODISPOSAL SITE CLEANUP PROGRAM REGULATIONS (15-DAY COMMENT PERIOD)

At its meetings on February 23, 2000, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) held  a public hearing on the proposed Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal Site Cleanup Program regulations.  The proposed regulations cover administration of Board-conducted cleanups, and grants and loans to local agencies provided through the solid waste disposal and co-disposal site cleanup program

After considering both comments received during the 45-day comment period, comments made during the first public hearing and receiving no comments during an additional 15-day comment period for proposed changes to the draft regulations, the Board forwarded the adopted regulations to the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) on October 8, 1999.  The rulemaking action was disapproved based on failure to comply with the clarity, necessity, consistency and reference standards of the Administrative Procedure Act.  In response to OAL's comments Board staff changed the proposed regulations in order to comply with the Government Code.  At the January meeting, the Board directed staff to initiate a second 15-day public comment period for revised proposed regulations that reflect OAL's comments.  Based on comments received, the Board directed a third 15-day comment period.  One substantive comment was received necessitating a fourth comment period directed by the Board at the April 18, 2000 meeting.

A copy of the full text of the regulation as originally proposed, with the most recent proposed changes clearly indicated is enclosed for your review and comment.  Additions to the originally proposed language are shown in single underline and deletions are shown in strikeout.

The 15-day comment period extends from April 19,2000 to May 3, 2000.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on May 3, 2000.  Comments should be directed to:
