ADDENDUM TO FINAL STATEMENT OF REASONS

Where a local governing body intends for the Board to become the new enforcement agency, the regulation provides that the Board shall provide notification that it is prepared to assume such responsibility “on or before: (1) the end of the current fiscal year; or (2) 90 days after the notice of withdrawal is given to the Board, whichever is later.  These time frames are necessary so that the Board has sufficient time to both set up a new arm of the Board to act as the enforcement agency, and to allocate funding for this venture.  As funding allocations are generally made for each fiscal year, the regulations provide that the Board may assume responsibility concurrently with the end of the current fiscal year, so that the new agency may be budgeted as part of the next fiscal year.
