NOTICE OF CHANGES TO PROPOSED REgulations for WASTE TIRE MONOFILLS  (15-DAY COMMENT PERIOD)

A 45-day public comment period for these proposed regulations ran from September 6 through 

October 21, 2002.  The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) held a public hearing on the proposed regulations on November 12, 2002.  The proposed regulations govern the proper and safe disposal of waste tires in the ground and protect public health and safety and the environment (California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Division 7, Chapter 3, Article 5.4, Section 17346 through 17349.)

After considering comments received during the 45-day comment period and comments made at the public hearing, Board staff modified the proposed regulations.  Board staff was directed to initiate an additional 15-day comment period for the proposed changes to the regulations at the Permitting and Enforcement Committee meeting on January 6, 2003.

Board staff is only required to respond to comments related to the newly proposed changes to the regulations.

The 15-day comment period extends from January 17 through February 3, 2003.  The Board must receive written comments on the proposed changes no later than 5:00 p.m. on February 3, 2003.
