PUBLIC HEARING

· Planning commission needs guidance as well as LEAs --- APA needs to know about EJ hearing

· Planning commission meeting different than public hearing

· LEAs would like [Public Hearing] removed from regulations (this was prior to AB 1497)—It should be up to locals to determine if needed

· AB 1497 timeframe is difficult for LEAs (1st 30 days)

· Under current regulations –could planning commission suffice?  AB 1497 requires hearing related to permit process

· Part of guidance document—How does EPA trickle down as part of process?

· Indication from CIWMB on implementation of AB 1497

· Staff working w/ legal

· Language suggests Board as resource for determining significant change, which drives potential number of hearings

· CDI language applies to new permit

· AB 1497 refers to ‘Revisions’

· CDI language allows different hearing

· Legislation far broader—should be high priority

· Look at regulation package—CDI Public Hearing as an expansion of 1497

· Apply to new permits

· Fine tune what it applies to

· Details

· If we put public hearing in CDI (specifics) it should apply to all other packages

· Look at 1497 as a policy statement

· 1497 applies to revision, not new permits—should we apply to new?

· There may be times when several other hearings have already taken place.  Not necessary then.

· Some within 5 miles--Big difference between CDI and 1497—Consistency needed

· Conclusion cannot be reached that 1497 makes broad change in policy—Look at CDI language either broad or different facilities

· Need guidance issued to LEAs on what can or cannot happen during hearings

· Whatever is done w/ CDI, including any changes needs to be applied to all waste types

· 1497 setup specifically for revised permits, not new, which have already gone through CEQA, etc.

· Clarification that it should apply to registration and full tier

· On new—Local process should be adhered to-_Combine

· State would have difficulty determining local issues

· CUP and CEQA need to be heard by the public closer to actual permit

· What is going to be outcome of public hearing?  Could kill business if hearing imposes additional requirements

· Already have entitlement—what would public hearing accomplish?  Could create legal problem

· Most people get all government entitlements at same time—CDI unique situation

· Is there sense from public they have a say?  Modify CDI regs

· If current approval process actually worked how it was supposed to, would anyone show up at a public hearing with LEA?

· City council makes decision—Minority may be vocal party.  That minority will look at this as a second chance, when the difficult decision was already made

· Some groups will oppose at every step to delay whenever possible and kill the project

· What would you hear differently at a hearing?
