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UPDATED INFORMATIVE DIGEST

The Integrated Waste Management Act provides for the protection of public health and safety and the environment through waste prevention, waste diversion, and safe waste processing and disposal.  PRC section 40502 requires the Board to adopt rules and regulations to implement this act.

PRC section 41821.5 requires the Board to adopt and revise regulations, which set forth minimum standards for operators of disposal facilities to submit to counties, information on tons of solid waste disposed at each facility from each jurisdiction of origin.  The tonnage allocations are to be based on periodic tracking surveys of waste origin information provided by solid waste handlers (haulers) and transfer station operators delivering solid waste to the disposal facilities.  Jurisdictions use the tonnage allocations to calculate their diversion rates to demonstrate their degree of compliance with the diversion requirements of PRC 41780.  The Board is authorized to amend regulations to require practices and procedures that are reasonable and necessary to conduct the tracking surveys without posing an unreasonable burden on solid waste handling, processing, and disposal operations.  Board staff finds it is necessary for the health, safety, and welfare of the people of the state that these regulations apply to and require reports on disposal data from businesses.

PRC section 41780.2 sets forth the method to be used by jurisdictions to calculate their diversion rates in compliance with PRC section 41780.  The Adjustment Method, developed by the Board pursuant to PRC section 41780.1, estimates reporting year generation based on a jurisdiction’s change in population, employment, and inflation-adjusted taxable sales since the base-year generation calculation.  The estimated reporting year generation is then compared to the measured reporting year disposal tonnage and used to determine the estimated rate of diversion achieved in the reporting year.

In a report to the Legislature prepared pursuant to PRC section 41821.5(e) and (f), several Board-approved recommendations for regulatory changes were identified.  The proposed amended regulations address most of the Board-approved recommendations for regulatory changes found in this report. 
With regards to Disposal Reporting System (DRS) regulations, the recommendations were:  
1) Establish statewide standards for collecting information on disposal tonnage and jurisdiction of origin, 
2) Base origin information from commercial haulers on the records kept by the hauling companies, 
3) Require scales at facilities above a certain threshold of waste intake, 
4) Require cooperation with the DRS as part of the minimum standards at permitted landfills, and 
5) Improve timely jurisdictions access to disposal information.  
Proposed recommendations for changes to the Adjustment Method clarified and expanded default employment factor types and measurement levels.
Revisions made to California Code of Regulations Title 14, Division 7, Chapter 9, Article 9.1:  Adjustment Method for Calculating Changes in Waste Generation Tonnage include:
· Clarify that county level Employment Development Department (EDD) labor force employment, or county level EDD industry employment, may be used as a default factor in the Adjustment Method formula, and

· Add a third default employment factor option:  county level EDD labor force employment for the residential adjustment calculation and county level EDD industry employment for the non-residential adjustment calculation.
Revisions made to California Code of Regulations Title 14, Division 7, Chapter 9, Article 9.2:  Disposal Reporting System include:

· Increase survey frequency from one week per quarter to daily for all compacted loads and uncompacted loads greater than 12 cubic yards at non-rural facilities;
· Require scales and establish minimum weighing requirements at facilities over certain thresholds;
· Require public contract haulers to base jurisdiction allocations on relevant hauling company records (e.g., company records of hauling routes);
· Require DRS training of relevant staff at hauling companies, facilities, agencies, jurisdictions, and districts;
· Establish a provision for optional origin survey signage at solid waste facilities;

· Require additional quarterly reporting categories and a new annual report on facility disposal reporting methods;

· Make existing record keeping requirements more explicit; and

· Establish a more detailed mechanism for dealing with allegations of non-compliance.

Revision made to California Code of Regulations Title 27, Division 2, Chapter 3, Subchapter 4, Article 1:  CIWMB Operating Criteria:
· Require DRS record keeping as part of the state minimum standards for landfills.
