The additional 45-day comment period for the proposed DRS regulations ended on January 18, 2005. CIWMB staff received comments from various stakeholders.  Some portions of the waste industry raised concerns about the impact and timing of these regulations. In an effort to understand and address these concerns, CIWMB staff met with these stakeholders and identified a number of issues where some adjustments might be made to the regulations in response to these issues. However, since the current version of the proposed revisions were arrived at through extensive input from all stakeholders (both during development of the CIWMB’s Report to the Legislature required by SB 2202 and the informal DRS regulations development process), CIWMB staff want to provide an opportunity to all stakeholders to provide input on these specific issues prior to recommending any adjustments to the proposed DRS regulations revisions.

The following issues will be included in the workshop discussions and included in the issue paper that will be posted on the CIWMB web site (see details below): 

· Hauler's responsibility to identify the origin and material types for all loads of potential alternative daily and intermediate cover, construction and demolition, disaster and designated wastes; 
· alternative daily cover, alternative intermediate cover, beneficial use and disaster waste definitions; 
· volumetric conversion factor requirements; 

· alternatives for the term “commercial hauler”; 

· clean and contaminated soil definitions; 

· off-site weighing for transfer stations; 

· request to raise the weighing threshold to loads larger than 12 cubic yards (current version of regulations proposes a weighing threshold of loads larger than 6 cubic yards or 1 ton); 

· training requirements; 

· signage requirements; 

· landfill capacity related definitions and reporting requirements (such as airspace utilization factor); 

· consideration of a later effective date for regulations; 

· daily reporting requirements; 

· access to and review of records requirements; and 

· request for pre-emption of local authority (not to exceed state requirements).

Following the workshop, CIWMB staff will consider all stakeholder comments and prepare an agenda item to obtain Sustainability and Market Development Committee direction for changes to the proposed regulations at a future Committee meeting. 
The CIWMB encourages your participation at the workshop to discuss the above issues. The CIWMB wants to hear your supporting comments and/or alternative suggestions. As a reminder, the CIWMB Board Chair explicitly requested that participants include specific suggestions for changes to the regulations or specific alternatives, rather than general comments in order to enable the CIWMB to address the issues raised.
An issue paper will be available by April 6, 2005 on both the CIWMB’s Board Committee and Agendas web page (http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Agendas/default.asp?Year=2005&Month=4&PageType=MonthView) and the Proposed Regulations web page (http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Rulemaking/DRSAdjMethod/).  The latest version of the proposed revised regulations is also available on the proposed regulations web page.
