You can place your listing via the Internet, by phone, or
fax the catalog-provided form to CalMAX. Materials
p reviously discarded, with the potential for reuse can be
listed. Materials are grouped into 15 categories for easy
re f e rence. They are: 

The California Materials Exchange (CalMAX) is a
s e rvice sponsored by the California Integrated
Waste Management Board. It is designed to help
businesses find markets for materials that have
been traditionally discarded. CalMAX pro v i d e s
businesses, industries, nonprofits, and institutions
with the ability to locate and utilize industry by-
p roducts, salvaged materials, and other re s o u rc e s
p reviously discarded.

CalMAX Services Include...
■ E l e c t ronic Database/Web Site

The CalMAX database categorizes materials
into 15 separate classifications and is
accessible 24 hours a day through the
CalMAX Web site. Users can create new
listings or search existing listings of available
or wanted materials.  Advanced searc h
f e a t u res by county, region, material type, or
key word help users find the materials they
a re looking for.  The CalMAX Website also
f e a t u res articles and links to other material
exchange sites throughout California and
N o rth America.

■ Q u a rterly Catalog
The CalMAX catalog is published quart e r l y,
p roviding listings similar to traditional
classified advertising. Businesses, nonpro f i t
g roups, and government agencies may list
materials they have to offer (“available”) or
that they are looking for (“wanted”). Items
a re available free or at a substantially re d u c e d
fee and are negotiated solely between
i n t e rested parties. 
The catalog also features articles on cre a t i v e
reuse and successful material exchanges, and
includes a dire c t o ry of organizations involved
