Building Design, Construction, and Demolition

Reusing and recycling C&D materials is just one component of a larger, holistic practice called “sustainable” or “green” building construction. The key is early planning. Work with your architect to plan how to avoid sending useful demolition material to the landfill, and select a building contractor with a favorable attitude toward C&D reuse and recycling.

Recycling Market Development Zone Loan Program
This program funds up to 75 percent of costs—up to $2 million per business—of qualified recycling-based businesses, if the businesses are located in any of California’s 40 Recycling Market Development Zones (RMDZ). The RMDZ loan program provides direct loans to businesses that use postconsumer or secondary waste materials to manufacture new products, or that reduce the waste resulting from the manufacture of a product. R-Team Helps Find Markets, Materials, Technology, and Money

The R-Team (Referral Team) is the “port of entry” for people who are interested in the services of the RMDZ loan program who are not sure where to start.

The R-Team also offers a broad range of nearly identical services to business owners whose companies are not located in an RMDZ, including business development, technical advice, and marketing assistance. One exception is the Board’s low-interest loans. Businesses must be located within a Recycling Market Development Zone (see above) to qualify for the loans.
