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Preface








The Legislative Summary identifies solid waste management legislation introduced at the State and Federal levels during 1995 and 1996.  State bills from the California Legislature’s 1995�96 Regular and Extraordinary Sessions can be located under subject categories (see Table of Contents) or by bill number, using the index at the end of the summary.  Federal legislation introduced during the 104th Congress of the United States has its own category as well as an individual listing in the index.





The summary includes state bills that were enacted, as well as those which were vetoed, failed passage in the Legislature, or "held in committee".  The summaries of vetoed bills include excerpts from the Governor’s veto message.  Urgency measures, which become effective immediately upon chaptering by the Secretary of State, are marked with an asterisk (*).  The effective date for urgency measures is noted at the end of the entry.  All other enacted legislation takes effect on January 1st, following the year the legislation was chaptered into law.  (For example, bills chaptered in 1996 take effect on January 1, 1997.)





Since the 1995–1996 Regular and Extraordinary Sessions of the Legislature cover  a two-year period, some bills were introduced in the first year of the session and others in the second year.  When using the legislative summary, please note that, not including resolutions and constitutional amendments, Assembly Bills 1 through 1965 and Senate Bills 1 though 1299 were introduced in 1995; and Assembly Bills 2009 through 3476 and Senate Bills 1385 through 2168 were introduced in 1996.





Federal legislation also spans a two-year session.  Federal bills are effective on the date of approval by the President (or passage over the President's veto), unless a bill expressly provides for a different effective date.�

State Legislation

Agricultural Wastes





AB 389 (Cannella)


Agriculture:  Environmental Farming:  Wetland Habitat


Chapter 928, Statutes of 1995





Enacts the Cannella Environmental Farming Act of 1995, which, among other things, requires the Department of Food and Agriculture (DFA) to establish and oversee an environmental farming program to provide incentives to farmers whose practices promote the well-being of ecosystems, air quality, and wildlife and their habitat.  Provides that a "bank site" or "mitigation bank site," as defined by the Sacramento-San Joaquin Valley Wetlands Mitigation Bank Act of 1993, may include any lands on which rice is grown, as long as those lands are managed as ricelands and meet other specified criteria.





AB 2997  (Bustamante)


Agricultural Waste and Forest Waste


Failed passage - Senate Appropriations Committee





Would have required the CIWMB to conduct by December 31, 1998, a feasibility study on expanding the use of agricultural waste and forest waste in the production of commercial products. Would have required the CIWMB to transmit the study to the Governor and to the Legislature.  Would have repealed the pro-visions of this bill as of January 1, 2000, unless a later enacted statute deleted or extended that date.





AB 3345 (Bustamante) was amended into this bill;  AB 2997 was previously authored by Assemblyman Bustamante and dealt with swimming pool modernization in the City of Dinuba.





�AB 3345 (Bustamante)


Agricultural Waste and Forest Waste


Chapter 991, Statutes of 1996





Requires the CIWMB to conduct by December 31, 1998, a feasibility study on expanding the use of agricultural waste and forest waste in the production of commercial products.  Requires the CIWMB to transmit the study to the Governor and to the Legislature.  Repeals the provisions of this bill as of January 1, 2000, unless a later enacted statute deletes or extends that date.





Air Pollution





AB 177 (Mountjoy)


Air Pollution


Failed passage - Assembly Floor





Would have required the Legislative Analyst to prepare and transmit to the Legislature by January 1, 1998, a study of the effect on manufacturing businesses in the South Coast Air Quality Management District of legislation that, if enacted, would (1) prohibit any business that uses the latest proven technological equipment available to maintain air quality from being subjected to any State or local limitation on product production on account of air emission regulations, (2) prohibit any facility that has installed and uses air pollution control technology equivalent to Best Available Retrofit Control Technology (BARCT) from being subject to any ARB or local agency production limit on an industrial process, and (3) authorize a personal income tax and bank and corporation tax credit for environmental quality expenses.





AB 2809 (Rainey)


Toxic Air Contaminants:  Landfill Gas Control Methods


Chapter 736, Statutes of 1996





Requires the ARB by January 1, 1998, in con-sultation with the South Coast Air Quality Management District, to study and report on commercially available, noncombustible tech-nologies to control landfill gas emissions.

AB 3206 (Escutia)


Air Pollution:  South Coast Air District


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have required the South Coast Air Quality Management District Board to annually evaluate the performance of the Board’s executive officer and would have mandated that the executive officer be dismissed for failure to successfully and adequately meet the required performance standards.





Earlier versions of this bill would have required any hazardous waste facilities permit issued by the DTSC to be for a fixed term, not to exceed five years, for any land disposal facility, storage facility, incinerator, or other treatment facility.





SB 151 (Mountjoy)


Environmental Regulation:  Income and Bank Corporation Taxes:  Credits:  Environmental Expenses


Failed passage - Senate Natural Resources Committee 





Would have provided that any manufacturer who used the latest proven technological equipment available to maintain air quality, shall not be subject to any State or local limitation on product production on account of air emission regulations.  Would have authorized a tax credit of 10 percent of the amount paid or incurred for environmental quality expenses under the Personal Income Tax Law and the Bank and Corporation Tax Law. 





SB 1889 (Calderon)


Regulated Substances


Chapter 715, Statutes of 1996





Provides that the program for the prevention of accidental releases of regulated substances adopted by the Cal/EPA pursuant to the Clean Air Act is the accidental release prevention program for California.





Earlier versions of this bill would have prohibited an administering agency from disclosing information collected in the review of the risk management and prevention program.  Bill removed from CIWMB priority list.


�Audits





AB 856 (Caldera)


Environmental Audits:  Violations Disclosure


Failed passage - Senate Judiciary Committee





Would have enacted the Environmental Audit Incentive Act of 1996.  Would have provided that no civil or administrative action prescribed for the violation of an environmental requirement would be assessed against any person who, as a result of an environmental audit, fully disclosed a violation.





AB 1729 (Morrow)


Evidence:  Compliance Audit Privilege


Failed passage - Senate Judiciary Committee





Would have provided that a person for whom a safety and health audit is being, or was, performed had the privilege to refuse to disclose, and to prevent another from disclosing, all or part of the safety and health audit report.  Would have provided that the court or administrative tribunal, after an in-camera review, could order materials disclosed to which it found the privilege did not apply.





AB 3023 (Sher)


Environmental Audits:  Violations:  Disclosure


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have enacted the Environmental Audit Incentive Act of 1996.  (See also SB 1752, Sher, under this category.)





SB 974 (Alquist)


State and Local Government:  Performance Audits


Failed passage - Assembly Appropriations Committee





Would have required, until January 1, 2000, each State agency, county, city and county, and community college district to conduct a performance audit of its activities and operations in order to identify opportunities to reduce costs and identify activities, services, projects, or systems in which the audited agency’s involvement may be inappropriate, no longer necessary, or duplicative of another agency.  Would have required the State Controller to withhold funds from the agency until the audit report is submitted, if the agency failed to do a performance audit within two years of the effective date of this bill.





SB 1432 (Calderon)


Evidence:  Environmental Audit Privilege


Failed passage - Senate Judiciary Committee





Would have provided, with certain exceptions, that in any civil proceeding an environmental audit report is privileged, is not admissible in the civil proceeding, and is not subject to discovery.  Would have provided that in any civil proceeding, the person for whom an environmental audit was or is being conducted has a privilege to refuse to testify about or otherwise disclose and to prevent another from testifying about or otherwise disclosing, all or part of the environmental audit report and actions undertaken solely for the purpose of conducting the environmental audit.





SB 1752 (Sher)


Environmental Audits:  Violations:  Disclosure


Failed passage - Assembly Rules Committee





Would have enacted the Environmental Audit Incentive Act of 1996, which would have remained in effect until January 1, 2002.  Would have provided that no civil or administrative sanction prescribed for the violation of an environmental requirement, as defined, shall be assessed against any person who, as the result of an environmental audit, as defined, fully discloses a violation, as defined, of the environmental requirement to the regulatory agency or agencies with jurisdiction and to the Cal/EPA if the person establishes that they have met certain conditions.  Would have required Cal/EPA to prepare and submit to the Legislature, on or before January 1, 2001, a report that examined the use by the regulated community of these provisions and included a listing of all cases in which a person had sought the benefits of these provisions and stated the outcome of the cases.





�Batteries





*AB 1530 (Richter)


Hazardous Waste:  Batteries:   Federal


Regulation


Chapter 575, Statutes of 1996





Provides that the Federal battery management act shall be deemed to be the law of this State, with regard to the easy removability, environmental labeling, collection, storage, and transportation of federally regulated batteries.  Requires that any battery that is a federally regulated battery be managed in accordance with the Federal battery management act.





Urgency measure effective September 17, 1996.





SB 219 (Thompson)


Household Hazardous Waste


Chapter 633, Statutes of 1995





Increases the amount of batteries that can be collected at a household hazardous waste collection facility from 200 pounds to 600 pounds, without changing the facility's exemption from certain requirements concerning the receipt, storage, and transportation of hazardous waste. Provides that the disposal of spent batteries does not include a battery that is delivered to a collection location or an intermediate collection location and subsequently transported to a household hazardous waste collection facility.  Allows household hazardous waste facilities to refuse to accept spent batteries as specified, and allows these facilities to charge a handling, storage, and disposal fee to recover the costs of storage of spent batteries.  Requires that batteries which are not subsequently recycled or transferred to a facility permitted to recycle them be transferred to an authorized disposal facility.

Biomass Energy





AB 382 (Baca)


Solid Waste:  Transformation:  Biomass Conversion


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have made legislative findings and declarations regarding new technologies for the conversion of biomass and would have stated the intent of the Legislature to promote and encourage the use of those technologies.





*AB 1890 (Brulte)


Public Utilities:  Electrical Restructuring


Chapter 854, Statutes of 1996





Provides the foundation for restructuring the regulatory framework for California's electric power industry.  Helps create a new market structure by ending the utility monopoly on electric power generation, while continuing regulated monopoly structures for transmission and distribution of electric power.  Opens the electric power generation market to competition. Of interest to the CIWMB, the bill requires the Secretary of Cal/EPA to report to the Legislature by March 31, 1997, on public policy strategies to ensure retention of economic and environmental benefits of the solid-fuel biomass industry, while promoting reduction in ratepayer costs for electric power.





Urgency measure effective September 24, 1996.





California  Environmental Quality Act





AB 165 (Richter)


Environmental Quality:  Action or Proceeding


Failed passage - Senate Judiciary Committee





Would have required lead State agencies to notify public agencies when an environmental impact report on a project is required.  Would have required the responsible or public agency, upon receipt of the notice, to specify to the lead agency the scope and content of the environmental information that is germane to their statutory responsibilities.  Would have prohibited the responsible or public agency from maintaining an action or proceeding for noncompliance unless the responsible agency specified to the lead agency the scope and the statutory responsibilities of their agency, or commented or otherwise proceeded information to the agency on the project prior to the close of the public comment period.





AB 1860 (Allen)


Environmental Quality:  Actions and Proceedings


Chapter 801, Statutes of 1995





Repeals the CEQA provision, which allowed persons to request copies of an agency’s “notice of determination”, and provided that the statute of limitations extended for thirty days from the date the notice was mailed.  Requires, instead, that parties to CEQA litigation file and serve a statement of issues ten days after being served with the petitioner or plaintiff’s statement of issues.





AB 2099 (Miller)


Environmental Impact Reports


Failed passage - Assembly Floor





Among other things, would have amended CEQA to remove the discussion of economic and social factors from the EIR (but would allow the lead agency to consider such factors when determining whether to approve the project), and would have required courts, rather than invalidating the certification of an EIR, to identify deficiencies in the EIR and order them corrected.





AB 3049 (Olberg)


Environmental Impact Reports:  Environment:  Significant Effects:  Actions and Proceedings


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have limited the requirement to prepare an EIR to situations where the lead agency has determined that the proposed project is likely to have a significant effect on the environment, as environment is defined by this bill.


�
SB 57 (Leonard)


Environmental Quality


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have exempted from CEQA the issuance of a permit or any approval for any physical modification, process change, or new equipment required to comply with any law or regulation enacted or adopted for the protection of the environment, as specified.





SB 1180 (Calderon)


Environmental Quality:  Military Base or Reservation Reuse Plan


Chapter 861, Statutes of 1995





Provides that when preparing and certifying an EIR for a military base or reservation reuse plan, as defined, including when utilizing a Federal environmental impact statement, the determination of whether the reuse plan may have a significant effect on the environment may, at the discretion of the lead agency, be made in the context of the physical conditions which were present at the time that the base or reservation closure or realignment decision became final.





SB 1676 (Mountjoy)


Environmental Impact Reports:  Material Recovery Facility


Failed passage - Assembly Floor Inactive File





Would have required a local lead agency, prior to preparing and certifying a final environmental impact report for a proposed MRF, to hold one or more public hearings to solicit, and respond to, comments in writing on the potential environmental impacts of the proposed facility from any city or county whose territory is located within 2,000 feet of the boundaries of the property that is proposed to be sited.





SB 2128 (Haynes)


Environmental Impact Reports:  Environment:  Significant Effects:  Actions and Proceedings


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have authorized a master environmental impact report to be prepared for any project.  Would have revised the circumstances under which an environmental impact report or a negative declaration is to be prepared.  Would have required an environmental impact report to be prepared where the lead agency had not determined that the proposed project would not have a significant effect on the environment, as environment is defined by the bill.  Would have defined “environment” as the physical conditions that exist as of the date of the project application within the area which would have been affected by a proposed project, including land, air, water, minerals, flora, fauna, noise and objects of historic or aesthetic significance.





SB 2131 (Johannessen)


State of Emergency:  Suspension of Environmental Laws


Failed passage - Senate Natural Resources and Wildlife Committee





Would have prohibited any person from being held liable for any violation of a suspended law, if the suspension is subsequently determined by a court to have been invalid, and the person, in good faith, has acted in accordance with the suspension of the law.





Composting





SB 637 (Haynes)


Solid Waste:  Composting:  Air Contaminants


Failed passage - Senate Natural Resources and Wildlife Committee





Would have permanently exempted the compost operations from air pollution control provisions prohibiting the discharge of air contaminants that cause, among other things, nuisance or annoyance.  Would have required an air pollution control district or air quality management district to immediately transmit any complaint relating to those odors to the enforcement agency having jurisdiction over the facility.  Would have required the enforcement agency to inspect the facility within 10 days of receipt of the complaint, and to notify the district of the result of the inspection and any enforcement actions that have been taken to control the odor-causing substances.








�
Department of Conservation/�Bottle Bill





AB 995 (Sher)


Beverage Containers


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have allowed the DOC to annually expend funds from the California Beverage Container Recycling Fund for payment of handling fees to supermarket sites and curbside programs, and for grants to community conservation corps, etc.





AB 1918 (Ducheny)


Beverage Containers:  Processing Fees


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have, as of February 1, 1997, included within the definition of beverage contained in the California Beverage Container Recycling and Litter Reduction Act, wine, fortified wine, liquor, and distilled spirits and other alcoholic drinks.  Would have required manufacturers of those beverages to pay the DOC a recycling refund value for the beverage containers.





*AB 2219 (Mazzoni)


Beverage Containers:  Community Conservation Corps


Chapter 425, Statutes of 1996





Extends the date for the DOC to submit the Pacific Beach Pilot Mobile Recycling Program report to the Legislature to April 11, 1997, and provides that the pilot program remain in effect until January 1, 1998.  Allows the DOC to make grants from the California Beverage Container Recycling Fund to community conservation corps.





Urgency measure effective September 12, 1996.





SB 1178 (O'Connell)


Beverage Containers


Chapter 624, Statutes of 1995





Revises the California Beverage Container Recycling and Litter Reduction Act.  Among other things, provides that actions taken by recycling centers to increase recycling are not exempt from State antimonopoly and antitrust laws.  Repeals requirements that glass container manufacturers whose containers are sold in California use up to 65 percent recycled content glass in their containers, freezes minimum content requirements for glass at 35 percent, and provides that percentage content requirements shall be measured in the aggregate on an annual basis.  Requires, subject to the availability of funds, DOC to make payments of up to $5 million annually to curbside recycling programs based upon the volume of beverage containers collected and recycled by such programs.  Revises and recasts provisions affecting DOC’s authority to grant exemptions from the convenience zone requirements in the Act, and increases the number of convenience zones DOC may exempt to 35 percent of the zones in the State.  Revises laws affecting processing fees paid by beverage manufacturers.





Electric Utilities





AB 1202 (Woods)


Public Utilities:  Electrical Generation


Failed passage - Senate Energy, Utilities and Commerce Committee





Would have required the PUC to establish a renewable portfolio standard and a biomass portfolio standard, as defined, and directed that a designated amount of electricity on an annual basis, be purchased by electricity providers, including local governmental entities, from renewable energy and solid fuel biomass electricity generating plants located in California. Would have required that compliance with the renewable portfolio standard and the biomass portfolio standard would be governed by the Energy Resources Conservation and Development Commission  Would have required the Secretary of the Cal/EPA, in consultation with specified agencies, to evaluate and recommend to the Legislature public policy strategies that address the feasibility of shifting costs from electricity ratepayers to other beneficiaries.  (See also AB 1890, Brulte, under “Biomass Energy” heading).

SB 25 (Leonard)


Public Utilities:  Programs:  Electric Utilities: Restructuring


Failed passage - Assembly Utilities and Commerce Committee





Would have removed the functions relating to various programs such as economic devel-opment, low-income assistance, and weather-ization from the PUC.  Would have authorized the Energy Resources Conservation and Development Commission to perform those functions and provide for payment of those programs from the Energy Resources Programs Account instead of being recoverable increases charged by public utilities.





SB 25 previously would have prohibited the PUC from prescribing special resource additions for electric utilities and prohibited the PUC from requiring electric utilities to make generator resource additions.  Urgency measure.  Bill removed from CIWMB priority list because it would no longer have an effect on any of the CIWMB policies or programs





Energy





AB 208 (Cannella)


Income and Bank and Corporation Taxes:  Qualified Solid Waste Energy Conversion Facility


Failed passage - Senate Revenue and Taxation Committee





Would have authorized a credit against personal income and bank and corporation taxes for each tax year from 1996 through 2002, in an amount equal to 1.5 cents for each kilowatt hour of energy produced by a qualified solid waste energy conversion facility, as defined, owned and operated by the taxpayer.





AB 2706 (Cannella)


Solid Waste:  Energy Recovery


Failed passage - Senate Appropriations Committee





Would have defined “energy recovery” to provide for energy recovery in lieu of trans-formation, and would have included, as an authorized waste management practice with a higher priority than landfill disposal, environmentally safe energy recovery at the discretion of the local jurisdiction, to further reduce the amount of waste disposal in landfills. Would have defined energy recovery facilities for purposes of the bill to include only the City of Commerce, City of Long Beach, and County of Stanislaus transformation facilities permitted by the CIWMB as of January 1, 1990.





Enforcement/Permits





*AB 59 (Sher)


Waste:  Solid Waste Facilities:  Permits:  Enforcement


Chapter 952, Statutes of 1995





Revises SWF permitting and enforcement activities carried out by the CIWMB and LEAs.  Provides for the imposition of civil liabilities administratively by the LEA or the CIWMB when a solid waste facility operator is not in compliance with permitting requirements, permit terms and conditions, or with State minimum standards related to permitting, handling, or disposal of solid waste.  Establishes detailed procedures for the CIWMB when acting as the EA, and clarifies processes, procedures, and requirements for the designation, operation and evaluation of LEAs.  Clarifies in statute the requirements for operators who wish to change solid waste facility design or operations.





Urgency measure effective October 16, 1995.





AB 362 (Setencich)


Solid Waste Disposal Sites: Water Quality:  Federal Regulations


Failed passage - Senate Agriculture and Water Resources Committee





Would have prohibited the CIWMB and the SWRCB from adopting regulations with regard to performance standards for landfill liners at solid waste disposal sites that exceed the requirement imposed by Federal regulations regarding design criteria and groundwater monitoring at waste sites.

AB 1148 (Cortese)


Solid Waste Haulers:  Local Registration


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have required a solid waste enterprise that was a solid waste hauler, to register with the local agency of the jurisdiction in which the solid waste hauler was operating.  Would have required the registered solid waste hauler to maintain a record of each solid waste hauling trip, including the types of solid waste handled and the disposal destination of the solid waste, and would have provided for revocation of the solid waste hauler's registration and the imposition of a civil penalty if that hauler had disposed of solid waste in a location that was not a permitted disposal facility.





AB 2558 (Alby)


Solid Waste:  Unlawful Acts


Chapter 732, Statutes of 1996





Increases the civil penalties imposed for unauthorized scavenging of curbside recylables and applies those penalties to scavenging from any designated collection location, rather than just the residential curbside collection programs currently protected under law.  Authorizes the CIWMB to award special grants to cities or counties to support pilot programs designed to develop and evaluate enforcement techniques, and to reduce the theft of recyclable materials from commercial, industrial, or other nonresidential establishments.





AB 2937 (Brulte)


Minor Violations:  Hazardous Materials:  Air Pollution:  Water Quality


Chapter 775, Statutes of 1996.





Requires the ARB, air pollution control and air quality management districts, the SWRCB, and the RWQCBs to adopt regulations classifying minor violations.  Defines the term “notice to comply” and requires a representative of those agencies, who, in the course of conducting an inspection, detects a minor violation, to issue a notice to comply.





AB 2937 previously would have defined the terms “class I violation,” “minor violation,” and “notice to comply.”  Would have required a representative of the Department of Fish and Game, the State Fire Marshal, the ARB, air pollution control and air quality management districts, the CIWMB, local enforcement agencies, the SWRCB, California regional water quality control boards, and operators of public owned treatments works, or their representatives who, in the course of conducting an inspection, detected a minor violation, to issue a notice to comply.  Would have prescribed related requirements and procedures for such action. Bill removed from CIWMB priority list because it would no longer have an effect on any of the CIWMB policies or programs.





AB 3159 (Olberg)


Environmental Protection:  Civil Penalties


Failed passage - Assembly Floor Inactive File





Among other things, would have prohibited State and local environmental agencies from imposing and collecting any civil penalty except for violations that are intentional or the result of culpable negligence.





SB 200 (Maddy)


Environmental Permits:  Oversight


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have created the Office of Permit Oversight in Cal/EPA, and would have required the Office to monitor and upon request by a permit applicant, to intercede in the processing of permit applications for environmental permits by State and local agencies.





*SB 1107 (Leslie)


Unified Program Agencies


Chapter 635, Statutes of 1995





Allows the Cal/EPA to exempt local agencies from assessing a State surcharge on businesses or entities regulated under the unified program if certain conditions are met.





Urgency measure effective October 5, 1995.





�
SB 1299 (Peace)


Environmental Protection:  Permits


Chapter 872, Statutes of 1995





Requires the Secretary of the Cal/EPA to adopt regulations to establish the permit consolidation zone pilot program.





Environmental Labeling/Advertising





AB 227 (Sher)


Environmental Advertising


Failed passage - Assembly Consumer Protection, Governmental Efficiency, and Economic Committee





Would have deleted the current definition of "recyclable" for purposes of environmental advertising and instead required any person who represents any consumer good that it manufactured or distributed as "recyclable" to comply with specified Federal Trade Commission rules.  Urgency measure.





SB 426 (Leslie)


Environmental Advertising


Chapter 642, Statutes of 1995





Repeals the definitions contained within the existing Green Marketing Law and instead provides that environmental marketing claims be consistent with references in the Guides for Use of Environmental Market Claims, published by the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) on July 27, 1992.  Provides that the FTC guidelines be used as a defense in any suit or complaint regarding a false, deceptive, or misleading environmental marketing claim.





Fiscal (Budgets, Fees, and Revenues)





AB 573 (Goldsmith)


Restitution: Prison Damage


Chapter 803, Statutes of 1996





Provides that upon conviction of a defendant for damage to a jail or prison or jail or prison property, the court may order the defendant to make restitution to the public entity that owns the property damaged by the defendant.





As introduced, AB 573 would have prohibited the expenditure of any fines or penalties by any State agency unless the Legislature specifically provided authority for their expenditure by an appropriation in the Budget Act or other legislation. Bill removed from CIWMB priority list because it would not have an effect on any of the CIWMB policies or programs.





AB 903 (Pringle)


General Budget:  1995-96


Chapter 303, Statutes of 1995





Makes appropriations for support of State government for the 1995-96 Fiscal Year.





AB 1475 (Pringle)


Regulatory Fees


Chapter 1127, Statutes of 1996





Requires the Office of Permit Assistance (OPA) in the Trade and Commerce Agency to establish and maintain a list of fees and charges and an annual fee inventory that would be made available to the public.  Requires each State board, agency and department to submit to the OPA quarterly reports of the total dollar amount of fees collected and the number of facilities from which the fees were collected.





AB 1537 (Aguiar)


Public Employees:  Retirement:  Health Benefits


Failed passage - Assembly Floor Inactive File





Would have made survivor continuance allow-ances and special death benefits to surviving spouses applicable to surviving spouses of deceased local safety members who were firefighters or peace officers who died in the line of duty.  Would have required local employers to continue to provide health benefits to the spouses and dependents of firefighters and peace officers who died in the line of duty.  Urgency measure.





AB 1537 previously provided that, unless fully funded by the State, a State-mandated local program would not apply to any local agency or school district.  Would have authorized local agencies or school districts to implement State-mandated local programs with their own resources if full State funding was not provided. Bill removed from CIWMB priority list because it would no longer have an effect on any of the CIWMB policies or programs.


AB 2379 (Margett)


State Mandates


Failed passage - Senate Appropriations Committee





Would have provided that every unfunded mandate, except for a mandate affecting a school district or involving meeting and nego-tiating in public educational employment, imposed by statute, or the Governor or part of the executive branch with an effective date after January 1, 1977, that is suspended under a specified procedure in any two consecutive years shall be presented to the Legislature by the Governor for appropriation, modification, or repeal.  Would have required the Legislative Counsel to include in the digest of bills a determination regarding whether the mandate is being disclaimed.





AB 2402 (Miller)


State Agencies:  Fines


Failed passage - Assembly Consumer Protection, Governmental Efficiency, and Economic Development Committee





Would have required each State agency to report to the Legislature regarding fines levied by that agency that were in excess of $5,000 per fine, including the entity against which the fine was levied and the reason for the fine, on or before December 31 of each year.





AB 2507 (Ackerman)


Removal and Remedial Actions:  Responsible Parties:  Charges


Chapter 607, Statutes of 1996





Establishes a set of conditions that the SWRCB and local agencies must meet when they charge oversight fees for supervising a cleanup project and requires the SWRCB to submit a report to the Legislature on the costs of implementing this bill.





*AB 3022 (Sher)


Solid Waste:  Local Fee Authority:  Nonprofit Charitable Reusers


Chapter 519, Statutes of 1996





Authorizes a city, county, district, or regional agency to structure its solid waste management fees in a manner that limits the fees charged nonprofit, charitable reusers.  Authorizes these agencies to exempt nonprofit, charitable reusers from fees imposed on the handling and disposal of their residue.





Urgency measure effective September 16, 1996.





ABXX 20 (Morrow)


Orange County:  Solid Waste Disposal Fees


Failed passage - Assembly Desk





Would have temporarily suspended payment by Orange County of the solid waste disposal fee and would have waived any penalties or interest, or both, on the unpaid fees.  Would have provided that the suspension of payment by Orange County would remain in effect until its debt is restructured and a repayment plan for the unpaid fees is formulated between Orange County and the CIWMB.





(Note:  This measure was introduced in the Second Extraordinary Session convened to deal with Orange County's bankruptcy problems.)





ACA 7 (Pringle)


State-Mandated Local Programs


Failed passage - Assembly Local Government Committee





Would have provided that whenever the Legislature or any State agency mandates any new program, higher level of service, or increased cost on any local government, the State must provide a subvention of funds to pay the local government for the cost.  Would have provided that no statute, with specified exceptions, and no executive order or regulation that creates a mandate become operative sooner than 90 days after the Commission on State Mandates determined either that the State is not required to provide a subvention of funds for the mandate or that sufficient funds have been appropriated to pay local government for the cost.  Would have stated that the performance of suspended mandates shall not impose liability upon a local government or its officers or employees, as specified.  Would have included various other provision related to State mandates and the Commission on State Mandates.





�
ACA 8 (Goldsmith)


Funding of Local Government


Failed passage - Assembly Elections, Reapportionment and Constitutional Amendments Committee





Would have created the Government Reform and Accountability Act of 1996, which would have confirmed the right of local government to decline to perform or comply with State mandates because of reductions in revenues or failure of the State to fully fund the cost of those mandates.





ACA 21 (Brulte)


Legislation:  Cost Imposition:  Vote Requirement


Failed passage - Assembly Rules Committee





Would have required a 2/3 vote of the membership of each house of the Legislature to pass a bill that would impose or authorize requirements or prohibitions that would impose a direct aggregate cost equal to, or exceeding, an unspecified amount in any fiscal year upon business and individuals. Would have established an exclusion from this vote requirement in the case in which statutes enacted previously during the same legislative session, or the bill in question, repeals existing requirements or prohibitions to reduce the costs of businesses and individuals in an offsetting amount.





SB 11 (Ayala)


State-Mandated Local Programs


Chapter 945, Statutes of 1995





Provides four primary areas of mandate reform:  shortens the timelines for processing reimbursements; requires the State to pay interest on delinquent reimbursements; requires the Legislature to annually review mandated programs and determine if the program should be continued, eliminated or modified; and requires the Commission on State Mandates to meet at least once a month.





*SB 19 (Johannessen)


State-Mandated Local Programs


Chapter 45, Statutes of 1996.





Makes several technical changes to the pro-cessing and reimbursement procedures for local agency claims for reimbursement for implementing and administering State-mandated local programs.





Urgency measure effective May 15, 1996.





SB 338 (Campbell)


State Funds


Chapter 654, Statutes of 1995





Prohibits the expenditure of any fines or penalties by any State agency unless the Legislature specifically provides authority for their expenditure by an appropriation in the Budget Act or other legislation, as specified.





SB 805 (Monteith)


Commission on State Mandates


Chapter 154, Statues of 1996





Expands the membership of the Commission on State Mandates to seven members by authorizing the Governor to appoint two additional members who would be either a city council member, a county supervisor, or a school board member.  Specifies that these members shall serve a four-year term subject to renewal and receive the per diem allowance.





SB 805 previously would have provided that any State program, rule, regulation, or administrative policy that is not fully funded by the State shall be inapplicable to any local agency or school district, unless expressly approved by a majority of the legislative body of that local agency. Bill removed from CIWMB priority list because it would no longer have an effect on any of the CIWMB policies or programs.





SB 1023 (Johnston)


Solid Waste:  Transfer Stations:  Fees


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have required each operator of a transfer station to pay a quarterly fee to the BOE, based upon the amount, by weight or volumetric equivalent, as determined by the CIWMB, of all solid waste handled at the transfer station that is to be disposed outside the State.  Would have specified that this fee must bear a direct relationship to the reasonable and necessary costs of the CIWMB in regulating the handling of the solid waste upon which the fee is imposed.


SB 1081 (Leslie)


Land Use:  Frontier Counties


Chapter 438, Statutes of 1996





Designates any county with a population of less than 30,000 as of January 1, 1997, at least 50 percent Federal land ownership, and less than 250 building permits issued in 1995, as a frontier county.





As introduced, SB 1081 would have provided that a State-mandated local program enacted after January 1, 1975, would not apply to any city with a population of 10,000 or less or any county with a population of 50,000 or less, unless the program was fully funded by the State.





SB 1215 (Solis)


Solid Waste:  Cogeneration Facilities


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have required that an unspecified percentage of the gross revenues received by cogeneration facilities operating at solid waste landfills be deposited in the Cogeneration Facilities Account, which the bill would have created in a trust fund.





SB 1393 (Thompson)


General Budget:  1996-97


Chapter 162, Statutes of 1996





Makes appropriations for support of State government for the 1996-97 Fiscal Year.





SB 1832 (Committee on Revenue and Taxation)


Taxation


Failed passage - Assembly Revenue and Taxation Committee





With respect to the refund or credit of integrated waste management fees, would have increased the threshold amount from $15,000 to $50,000 as the amount to be made available as a public record for at least 10 days prior to the effective date of that determination. Would have changed provisions for the time that interest is to be paid for refunds and define “monthly period” as the period commencing on the day after the due date of the payment and continuing through the same date in the immediately following month.  The bill would have included other provisions relating to the Sales and Use Tax Law, including provisions relating to the Use Fuel Tax Law, the Cigarette and Tobacco Products Tax Law and the Diesel Fuel Tax Law.





*SB 1839 (Committee on Revenue and Taxation)


Hazardous Waste Fees:  Prepayment


Chapter  226, Statutes of 1996





Eliminates procedures in the Hazardous Substance Tax Law dealing with the prepayment of generator fees.  Corrects an erroneous reference in provisions which requires each owner or operator of a hazardous waste facility to pay a facility fee for each reporting period.





Urgency measure effective July 22, 1996.





Glass





SB 177 (Hughes)


Glass Container Manufacturers:  Reporting Diversion Credit


Failed passage - Senate Natural Resources and Wildlife Committee





Would have required the DOC to annually determine the amount in tons of postconsumer glass food, drink, and beverage containers reused in the production of another product or otherwise diverted from landfill disposal, and the percentage of each manufacturer's production of new glass food, drink, and beverage containers.  Would have required that amount and that percentage to be applied to the calculation of a diversion credit to be used by the manufacturer in complying with the required use of postfilled glass.





Government Procurement/Waste Management





AB 571 (Machado)


State Contracts:  Procurement of Recycled Paper Products


Chapter 319, Statutes of 1996.





Conforms California law governing minimum recycled content standards for State agency printing and writing paper procurement to new Federal standards (Executive Order No. 12995, issued on March 27, 1995).  





AB 2858 (Machado) was amended into this bill.





AB 571 was previously authored by Assem-blyman Brulte and dealt with State contracts for the State Fire Marshal and Department of Forestry.





AB 826 (Sher)


Public Purchases:  Chlorine Free Products


Failed passage - Assembly Consumer Protection, Governmental Efficiency, and Economic Development Committee





Would have required that, fitness and quality being equal, all State and local agencies to purchase chlorine free paper products instead of chlorinated paper products whenever chlorine free paper products are available at the same total cost.  Would have permitted agencies to give a price preference to suppliers of chlorine free paper products.  Would have required all contractors contracting with State agencies or the Legislature, or under federally funded contracts, to certify in writing, whether or not the paper product supplied under the contract was chlorine free. 








AB 1902 (McPherson)


Solid Waste:  State Agencies 


Failed passage - Assembly Appropriations Committee





Would have required each State agency, on or before October 10, 1996, to develop, in consultation with the CIWMB, an integrated waste management program.  Would have required each State agency to complete a waste audit to determine the amount of solid waste generated by the State agency and the amount of solid waste that can be source reduced, recycled, composted, or reused on or before April 1, 1996.  Would have required each State agency to divert 25 percent of the solid waste generated by the State agency from landfill or transformation facilities by January 1, 1997, and 50 percent by January 1, 2000.





�AB 2457 (Figueroa)


State Procurement:  Forced, Convict, and Indentured Labor


Chapter 1149, Statutes of 1996





Requires contracts, with the exception of public works contracts, for the procurement of equipment, supplies, and materials by State agencies to contain a statement by the contractor, attesting that no foreign-made equipment, materials, or supplies furnished to the State by contract are produced by forced labor, convict labor, or indentured labor.





AB 2858 (Machado)


State Contracts:  Procurement of Recycled Paper Products


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Under State procurement of recycled paper products, would have deleted the definition of “recycled paper” for fine grades of paper and deleted the provisions increasing the post-consumer material content in those papers.  Would have required not less than 20 percent of fiber weight of postconsumer materials beginning December 31, 1994, and would have increased that to 30 percent beginning December 31, 1998, for the following types of papers:  high speed copier paper, offset paper, forms bond, computer printout paper, carbonless paper, file folders, white wove envelopes, and for other uncoated printing and writing papers, such as writing and office paper, book paper, cotton fiber paper con-taining 25 to 75 percent cotton fiber, and cover stock.  [This version of the bill was amended into AB 571 (Machado).]





As introduced, this bill would have enacted the Environmental Audit Privilege and Voluntary Noncompliance Act of 1996.





AB 2874 (Vasconcellos)


State Procurement


Failed passage - Assembly Consumer Protection, Governmental Efficiency, and Economic Development Committee





Would have required the Department of General Services (DGS) to consult with representatives of private vendors that contract with the State prior to the adoption of any statewide procurement plan, and to ensure the retention of the participation goals for minority business enterprises and women business enterprises in any statewide procurement program.





AB 3285 (Davis)


Solid Waste:  State Agencies


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have required each State agency to develop in consultation with the CIWMB, an integrated waste management program similar to that required to be adopted by local government agencies.  Would have required each State agency to complete a waste audit by October 1, 1997; develop an integrated waste management program by January 1, 1998, and divert at least 25 percent of the solid waste generated by the State agency from landfill or transformation facilities by July 1, 1998 and 50 percent by January 1, 2002.  Would have authorized the CIWMB to grant exemptions from the requirements of the bill.





AB 3307 (Brewer)


Public Acquisitions


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have repealed existing law and established in its place, until January 1, 2002, the California Acquisition Reform Act of 1996, to among other things, reform the State’s acquisition process for goods and supplies used by State agencies.  Would have stated the intent of the Legislature that the Attorney General represent the State in all legal matters, except as specified, and required the Attorney General to approve the use of outside counsel only in certain circumstances and where the reasons are documented, and to annually prepare a roster of outside legal counsel providing services to the State.





SB 1174 (Killea)


Public Purchases:  Recycled Steel


Chapter 427, Statutes of 1995





Adds "steel" to the list of recycled products and materials approved by the State for purchase by State agencies and the Legislature as "recycled content" products.





SB 1385 (Rosenthal)


Public Contracts:  State Purchasing:  Recycled Products


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have deleted the repeal date of January 1, 1997, for the requirement that all State agencies purchase rerefined automotive lubricants, recycled antifreeze, recycled solvents, and recycled paints.  Would have continued the requirement that State agencies purchase the listed materials only when they are available, of a fitness and quality equal to their nonrecycled product, and are not more costly than 5 percent of the lowest price quoted by suppliers.





SB 2168 (Johannessen)


Public Acquisitions


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have established the Best Value Purchasing Act that would apply in lieu of existing provisions governing the State procurement of goods and services, with limited exceptions.  Would have repealed existing State procurement of materials, supplies, equipment, and services law.  Would have established the California Acquisition Reform Act of 1996, which would have consolidated statutes pertaining to the State procurement of goods and services for State agencies.





Hazardous Waste





AB 483 (Alpert)


Hazardous Waste:  Recycling


Chapter 625, Statutes of 1995





Requires the DTSC, to the extent consistent with RCRA and the protection of the public health, safety, and the environment, to adopt regulations by January 1, 1997, exempting secondary materials, as defined, from the hazardous waste control laws.  Exempts from hazardous waste facilities requirements the puncturing, draining or crushing of aerosol cans, the separation of used oil from water, and the operation of totally enclosed treatment facilities upon adoption of regulations by the DTSC.  Requires the DTSC on or before July 1, 1997, to complete an evaluation of the phase I environmental assessment requirement applicable to facilities wishing to operate under the tiered permitting program and to make recommendations relating to the need for statutory change, to the Governor and the Legislature on or before March 1, 1998.





AB 644 (Richter)


Non-RCRA Hazardous Waste:  Regulation


Failed passage - Assembly Floor





Would have required DTSC to evaluate the difference between regulations adopted pursuant to RCRA and the criteria, guidelines and testing requirements adopted pursuant to the State hazardous waste control laws.  Would have required the DTSC to determine which RCRA regulations are not adequate to protect against hazards to public health or safety or the environment when California’s industries, waste streams, climate, resources, and other relevant factors are taken into account and to adopt, amend, or repeal hazardous waste regulations that reflect the results of this evaluation.





AB 1906 (Sher)


Hazardous Waste:  Fees:  Consolidated Statement


Chapter 637, Statutes of 1995





Requires the BOE to establish and submit annually to hazardous waste generators a fee statement consolidating the hazardous waste facility fee, hazardous waste generator fee, hazardous waste generator surcharge fee and corporate hazardous materials fees.





AB 1965 (Figueroa)


Hazardous Waste:  Wood Waste


Chapter 670, Statutes of 1995





Exempts from hazardous waste control laws any wood waste, previously treated with a preservative, that has been removed from public or private utility service if all of the following conditions are met:  (1) the wood waste is not subject to regulation under RCRA, (2) the wood waste is disposed of in a composite-lined portion of a municipal solid was landfill that meets any requirements imposed by State policy, and (3) the solid waste landfill used for disposal is authorized to accept the wood waste under waste discharge requirements issued by the appropriate RWQCB.





AB 2088 (Alpert)


Hazardous Waste:  Recycled Material


Chapter 579, Statutes of 1996





Defines a new category of materials— “intermediate manufacturing process stream.”  The intent of AB 2088 is to draw a line between materials in a manufacturing process that are used to produce products and materials that are recycled or discarded as wastes.





Bill removed from CIWMB priority list because


it would not have a direct effect on any of the CIWMB policies or programs.





AB 2102 (Rainey)


Hazardous Wastes:  Gypsum Substitutes


Failed passage - Senate Toxics and Public Safety Management Committee





Would have exempted from DTSC’s regulations as a hazardous waste, non-RCRA calcium sulfate-rich materials that are produced by power generating facilities, and that could be used in commercial applications without prior treatment as a substitute for natural gypsum.





AB 2201 (House)


Vehicles:  Cargo Tanks:  Flammable Liquids: Hazardous Waste:  Certification


Chapter 539, Statutes of 1996.





Requires the DTSC to adopt and enforce regulations that are necessary and appropriate to achieve consistency with the findings made by the Federal Highway Administration and the U.S. Department of Transportation regarding a unified program for hazardous waste transportation program of flammable liquids and hazardous waste.





AB 2202 (Baca)


Household Hazardous Products or Materials: Reusability


Chapter 647, Statutes of 1996





Defines terms relating to household hazardous waste products or materials.  Authorizes a public agency to conduct a material exchange as part of a household hazardous waste collection program.  Provides for protection from liability for the public agency as long as the program is operating under applicable hazardous waste control law.





AB 2304 (Firestone)


Hazardous Waste:  Definitions


Dropped by the author - Assembly Rules Committee





Would have made technical, nonsubstantive changes to hazardous waste control law.





AB 2776 (Miller)


Hazardous Waste:  Storage Variances:  Permits


Chapter 999, Statutes of 1996





As the DTSC omnibus bill, provides for legislative cleanup, elimination of inconsistencies with Federal law, and implementation of specific aspects of the Regulatory Structure Update program.  Revises provisions and regulations regarding the storage and disposal of hazardous waste.





AB 3198 (Rainey)


Hazardous Waste:  Storage and Consolidation


Failed passage - Senate Toxics and Public Safety Management Committee





Would have allowed a remedial action con-solidation site, as defined, to be operated without a hazardous waste facilities permit, if the hazardous waste transported to the site is a bulk non-RCRA hazardous waste from a soil or related debris generator in the course of a specified type of removal or remedial action, the remedial action consolidation site is operated by, or on behalf of, the generator, and specified requirements are met with regard to the management of the hazardous waste.





AB 3474 (Committee on Environmental Safety and Toxic Materials)


Hazardous Waste:  Recyclable Materials


Chapter 433, Statutes of 1996





Makes a number of technical nonsubstantive amendments to the hazardous waste recycling laws with two exceptions:  (1) allows hazardous waste recycling without a hazardous waste facilities permit even if the storage time before recycling is longer than 90 days if the longer time is authorized by statute or regulations consistent with Federal requirements and, (2) exempts unintentionally mixed fuel from regulation as a hazardous waste if the fuel is recycled at any type of petroleum refinery into fuel or other refined petroleum products.





SB 130 (Costa)


Hazardous Waste:  Recovery and Storage of Oil


Chapter 632, Statutes of 1995





Expands the definition of the types of oil-bearing materials that would be exempted from the hazardous waste control laws (oil-bearing materials containing gasoline would be included in the exemption), and clarifies that oil-bearing materials received from a related corporation using a common pipeline with the recycling refinery are eligible for exemption from hazardous waste control laws.





SB 352 (Wright)


Aerosol Can Recycling


Chapter 424, Statutes of 1995





Clarifies that a hazardous waste facilities permit is not required for solid waste facilities or recycling facilities to process empty aerosol cans and incidental amounts of non-empty aerosol cans if specified conditions are met.  Requires a city, county, or regional agency, if it conducts an aerosol can recycling program, to incorporate a requirement to educate the public on the safe collection and recycling or disposal of aerosol cans into its household hazardous waste element when it is revised.





SB 415 (Thompson)


Hazardous Materials Transporter Fees


Failed passage - Senate Appropriations Committee





Would have extended the requirement to December 31, 1999, for the Secretary of Cal/EPA to establish a fee schedule, to be paid by each surface transporter of hazardous materials in California.





�
SB 1133 (Wright)


Environmental Protection:  Regulations:  Hazardous Waste


Failed passage - Senate Toxics and Public Safety Management Committee





Would have required the Director of OEHHA, on or before March 1, 1996, to adopt, by regulation, a petition process allowing a person to petition for the review of a regulation adopted by the DTSC that classifies as a hazardous waste, any non-RCRA waste, or any other waste that is exempted from RCRA.





*SB 1191 (Calderon)


Hazardous Materials and Wastes:  Unified Program


Chapter 639, Statutes of 1995





Revises specific provisions of law regulating hazardous waste, the storage of hazardous substances in underground storage tanks, and the handling of hazardous materials, in regards to a specified unified hazardous waste and hazardous material management and regulatory program.  Revises requirements imposed upon certified local agencies in regards to the issuance of unified program facility permits by providing that these permits replace the permits required for underground storage tanks and required by specified local ordinances or regulations.  Requires a certified unified program agency to develop an inspection program for specified generators.  Requires the State Fire Marshal to establish a Hazardous Materials Advisory Committee to study the extent to which specified hazardous materials handling requirements should be included in the unified program and to report the Committee's recommendations to the Governor and the Legislature by January 1, 1998.





Urgency measure effective October 5, 1995.





SB 1222 (Calderon)


Hazardous Waste Management


Chapter 638, Statutes of 1995





Enacts the Hazardous Waste Management Reform Act of 1995.  Among other things, makes a variety of changes to the hazardous waste laws that affect the standards for identifying hazardous wastes, standards for treatment before a waste may be disposed to land, the requirements that apply to the operation or permitting of hazardous waste facilities and the fees that are paid to support the State hazardous waste program.





SB 1285 (Killea)


Hazardous Materials Liability:  Lenders and Fiduciaries


Chapter  612, Statutes of 1996





Immunizes lenders and fiduciaries from liability from hazardous waste materials contamination on property in which they have a security interest.  States legislative intent that the immunity so provided may be asserted only with regard to judicial or administrative actions filed on or after January 1, 1997.





SB 1291 (Wright)


Hazardous Waste Facilities Permits


Chapter 640, Statutes of 1995





Augments and clarifies the tiered permitting program as well as other aspects of the non-RCRA program.  Allows a mobile household hazardous waste collection facility, a registered hazardous waste transporter carrying solid waste from a landfill, a transfer station loadcheck program under agreement with the household hazardous waste facility, or a registered hazardous waste transporter operating under a contract with a public agency transporting abandoned hazardous waste, to transport hazardous waste to a household hazardous waste collection facility.  Revises the definitions of the terms "used oil" and "storage facility" and defines the terms "conditional authorization" and "conditional exemption" as related to hazardous waste.





SB 1425 (Kelley)


Hazardous Substance Cleanup:  Redevelopment Agencies


Chapter 623, Statutes of 1996





Allows a local agency designated by either the DTSC or a RWQCB to oversee the cleanup of redevelopment areas and gives redevelopment agencies conditional immunity for liability for hazardous substance releases.





�
SB 1648 (Wright)


Hazardous Waste:  Petroleum Contaminated Debris


Chapter 214, Statutes of 1996





Exempts debris that is contaminated with petroleum or any of its fractions from regulation under the hazardous waste control laws under specified conditions.





Household Hazardous Waste





SB 176 (Alquist)


Household Hazardous Waste:  Information


Failed passage - Senate Toxics and Public Safety Management Committee





Would have required that the information provided by the CIWMB and other State agencies on substitutes for products that contained hazardous substances be competent and reliable.  Would have defined competent and reliable information as information which was not contrary to readily available and commonly recognized scientific information or was based on a test analysis, research, study or other evidence that yielded accurate and reliable results.  Would have required the CIWMB to evaluate the potential of proposed substitutes to be accidentally ingested or to pose other hazards to human health and safety.  Would have provided that the bill was not intended to require any State or local agency to undertake, or contract for the undertaking, of any test, analysis, research, or study, nor was it to be construed to create a claim by any person against a local agency in a court of competent jurisdiction.





SB 364 (Wright)


Household Hazardous Waste Collection


Chapter 195, Statutes of 1995





Modifies the provisions for transport of identified household hazardous waste.  Explicitly authorizes temporary, mobile and recycle-only household hazardous waste collection centers to haul their collected wastes to a permanent household hazardous waste collection center.  The transport of waste is required to meet the normal requirements for hazardous waste treatment:  registered haulers and CHP-inspected vehicles as specified.


SB 845 (Leonard)


Household Hazardous Waste Facilities


Chapter 672, Statutes of 1995





Requires the DTSC to develop regulations for a simplified operating permit system for per-manent household waste collection facilities.





Individual Facilities





AB 35 (Mazzoni)


Solid Waste Facilities:  Permits


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have prohibited a solid waste facility located within the coastal zone and within two miles of any Federal park or recreation area, State park system, or ecological reserve, for which a CUP was issued prior to January 1, 1976, from being operated or expanded in a manner that is not authorized pursuant to the terms and conditions of the CUP, unless the local agency issues a new or revised CUP which includes terms and conditions that ensure adverse impacts are fully mitigated.  Would have prohibited the SWF described above from being operated or expanded in a manner that is not authorized pursuant to the terms and conditions of the CUP, unless an EIR has been prepared and certified.  Would have prohibited the operator of the SWF described above from making any significant change in the design or operation of the facility except in conformance with the terms and conditions in an approved SWFP issued by the LEA, or by the CIWMB, acting as the enforcement agency.  (Note: This bill was a reintroduction of AB 1910 of 1994.)





AB 241 (Horcher)


BKK Solid Waste Disposal Facility


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have authorized the City of West Covina to revoke the CUP that has been granted to the BKK solid waste disposal facility located in the City of West Covina, if the city council made findings as to permit violations and a threat to public health and safety.  Would have required the enforcement agency, if the City revoked the facility's CUP, to immediately revoke the solid waste facilities permit that has been granted to the facility, prohibit the facility from accepting any solid waste for disposal at the facility, and require the closure of the facility in accordance with the closure and postclosure maintenance plan.  Urgency measure.





AB 407 (Kuehl)


Solid Waste Disposal Facilities:  Santa Monica Mountains Zone


Failed passage - Assembly Floor 





Would have prohibited a solid waste enforce-ment agency from issuing, modifying, or revising a solid waste facilities permit for the operation of a new or expanded disposal facility within the Santa Monica Mountains Zone.  Would have provided that nothing in these provisions modifies or limits the terms and conditions of any solid waste facilities permit.





AB 960 (Gallegos)


Subdivision Map Approval: Denial


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have required the legislative body of a city or county to deny approval of a tentative map, or a parcel map for which no tentative map if required, if the boundary line of the disposal site was located within 2,000 feet of any point on the boundary line of the property on which a solid waste disposal facility or transformation facility is sited.  (This bill was introduced as a result of proposed expansion of the Puente Hills landfill near the City of Hacienda Heights.)





AB 961 (Gallegos)


Solid Waste Facilities: Permits


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have prohibited an enforcement agency from issuing, modifying, or revising a solid waste facilities permit for a disposal facility site if any point on the boundary line of the property on which the disposal facility was or would be sited, was located within 2,000 feet of an area zoned for single or multiple family residences, hospitals for humans, day care centers, structures that are permanently occupied for non-industrial purposes or elementary or secondary schools.





�AB 3329 (Campbell)


Disposal Facilities:  Local Vote:  Changes in Design and Operation


Failed passage - Assembly Environmental Safety and Toxic Materials Committee





Would have prohibited a disposal facility approved by a vote of the electorate of the local jurisdiction, including, but not limited to, the Keller Canyon Landfill, located adjacent to the City of Pittsburg in Contra Costa County, from initiating any change in its design or operation, including, but not limited to, accepting any hazardous materials for disposal, and would have defined the term “hazardous materials” for that purpose.





SB 387 (Mountjoy)


Solid Waste:  Material Recovery Facility


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have prohibited an enforcement agency from issuing a solid waste facilities permit for a material recovery facility, unless an agreement was entered into, if the facility met all of the following conditions:  (1) located within a city with a population of less than 1,200 residents, where at least 60 percent of the land was zoned for commercial, industrial or manufacturing use; (2) located within a county of at least 500,000 residents; and (3) had unmitigated environmental impacts on at least one neighboring city with a population of 30,000 or more, and where 90 percent or more of the land was zoned for residential use.





SB 582 (Solis)


Wildlife Corridors


Failed passage - Assembly Water, Parks and Wildlife Committee





Would have authorized Los Angeles County to establish the Puente Hills Wildlife Corridor in the unincorporated portion of Los Angeles County.  Would have authorized, if the Los Angeles County Conditional Use Permit 92-250 is modified, funds to be set aside by the Puente Hills Landfill Native Habitat Preservation Authority for use by the Wildlife Corridor Conservation Authority for the purpose of acquiring any parcel determined to be critical by the Wildlife Conservation Authority.





SB 1445 (Kelley)


Environmental Impact Reports:  Pollution Control Financing


Chapter 757, Statutes of 1996





Exempts the refinancing of the North County Resource Recovery Facility in San Diego County from CEQA requirements.





*SBXX 17 (Craven)


Environmental Quality:  Solid Waste Handling


Chapter 4XX, Statutes of 1995





Exempts from CEQA, an amendment to Orange County ordinances to authorize importation of solid waste into the county.  The volume of solid waste handled and disposed cannot exceed the amount authorized by the local enforcement agency.  Note:  This measure was introduced in the Second Extraordinary Session convened to deal with Orange County’s bankruptcy problems.





Urgency measure effective May 12, 1995.





Information Technology





SB 1 (Alquist)


Department of Information Technology


Chapter 508, Statutes of 1995





Replaces the Office of Information Technology with the Department of Information Technology, to be managed by the Director of Information Technology.  Requires the Department or its director to, among other duties, develop plans and policies to support and promote the effective application of information technology within State government; establish policies and procedures to ensure that major State information technology projects are scheduled and funded in phases; and consolidate existing data centers, if deemed in the best interest of the State.





IWM Planning





AB 242 (Sher)


Nonyard Wood Waste Diversion:  Report


Chapter 21, Statutes of 1996.





Deletes obsolete reference to provisions regarding the nonyard  wood waste diversion report.  Requires that any civil penalty imposed by the CIWMB on a rural regional agency for failure to submit an integrated waste management plan, or element thereof, or for failure to implement its source reduction and recycling element (SRRE) or household hazardous waste element (HHWE), be imposed on the individual member of the rural regional agency which has committed the violation rather than the regional agency as a whole.  Authorizes the CIWMB to consider specific information in determining whether to impose those penalties.  Repeals an obsolete reference of a report requirement in the Public Resources Code. 





AB 381 (Baca)


Solid Waste:  Diversion Requirements


Chapter 219, Statutes of 1995





Revises the definition of "good faith efforts,"—part of the criteria used by the CIWMB in determining whether or not to impose civil penalties on a local jurisdiction for failure to implement certain planning elements—to include the evaluation by a city, county, or regional agency of improved technology for the handling and management of solid waste that would result in specified benefits. 





AB 696 (Harvey)


Solid Waste:  Diversion Goals


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have allowed the CIWMB to reduce the diversion requirements for a portion of the unincorporated part of a county if the county demonstrated that achievement of those requirements is not feasible due to both the following circumstances: (1) the low population density of the area, and (2) the small quantity of waste generated within the area.  Would have required the CIWMB to establish alternative, but less comprehensive requirements for the area, if a reduction in the diversion requirements was granted.





�
AB 1421 (Richter)


Solid Waste:  Diversion Goals


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have specified that nothing in the provisions of the IWM Act would prohibit a city or county from implementing source reduction, recycling, composting or other environmentally sound activities designed to exceed the goals of the Act.





AB 1649 (Cannella)


Solid Waste Diversion Goals


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have stated that the diversion goals of the IWM Act, which are to be achieved through source reduction, recycling and composting, shall not preclude a city or county from undertaking other environmentally sound activities designed to meet the goals of the IWM Act.





AB 1932 (Sweeney)


Solid Waste:  Diversion Requirements:  Regional Diversion Facilities:  Reporting


Chapter 665, Statutes of 1995





Allows a jurisdiction to come before the CIWMB and petition for a modification to its reported disposal amounts based on information regarding increased disposal amounts from, and lack of feasible diversion alternatives for, residual waste from regional diversion facilities.





*AB 2009 (Cortese)


Waste:  Solid Waste Facilities


Chapter 271, Statutes of 1996





Deletes the requirement that, until a countywide integrated waste management plan has been approved by the CIWMB, the CIWMB object to the solid waste facilities permit if the CIWMB determines that issuance of the permit would prevent or substantially impair achievement of the diversion requirements until the countywide integrated waste management plan is approved.





Urgency measure effective July 23, 1996.


�AB 3358 (Ackerman)


Solid Waste Management


Chapter 1041, Statutes of 1996





Makes a number of technical, definition or code cleanup clarifications within the Public Resources, Financial, Government and Public Contract Codes in areas related to solid waste management or programs administered by the CIWMB.  Changes include exempting the CIWMB from the California Finance Lenders Law and limiting the definitions of “solid waste disposal” or “disposal” for specified purposes of the IWM Act. (AB 3358 was sponsored by the CIWMB.)





AB 3395 (Gallegos)


Solid Waste:  Definitions


Failed passage - Assembly Rules Committee





Would have corrected erroneous references with regard to the provisions of the defining terms in the California Integrated Waste Management Act of 1989.





AB 3466 (Committee on Natural Resources)


Solid Waste:  Source Reduction and Recycling


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have required that a program for man-agement of solid waste, which is to be included under a city or county integrated waste management plan, to be consistent with the waste management priority as established in Public Resources Code Section 40051.





SB 439 (Ayala)


Solid Waste:  Diversion Requirements


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organizational Committee





Would have clarified that the CIWMB may grant regional agencies a one-year time extension from the diversion requirements by the CIWMB, if specified conditions are met, including making findings with regard to adverse market conditions beyond the control of the jurisdiction.





�
SB 1824 (Costa)


Unified Program Agencies:  Surcharge


Failed passage - Senate Appropriations Committee





Would have repealed the state surcharge for all certified unified program agencies (CUPA) on January 1, 1998.  Would have revised provisions of the Unified Program, which authorizes the Secretary of the Cal/EPA to waive the surcharge to instead allow a CUPA to request such a waiver, thus including cities and local agencies, in addition to counties, within the waiver provision, until January 1, 1998.  Urgency measure.





Landfill Cover





AB 1647 (Bustamante)


Solid Waste Landfills:  Alternative Daily Cover:  Diversion


Chapter 978, Statutes of 1996





Specifies that beneficial reuse in the con-struction and operation of a solid waste landfill, including use of alternative daily cover, constitutes diversion through recycling.  Requires the CIWMB to adopt rules and reg-ulations that establish conditions for the use of alternative daily cover.





AB 1647 was previously authored by Assem-blymember Ducheny and provided that the CIWMB should be statutorily authorized to adopt regulations pertaining to composting. 





AB 2323 (Brulte)


Solid Waste Disposal:  Landfill Cover Material;  Disposal Charges


Failed passage - Senate Floor Inactive File





Would have defined “landfill cover material” for purposes of the IWM Act.  Would have specified that landfill cover material applied in conformance with certain conditions would not be subject to an State or local landfill disposal fee, surcharge, excise, or impost.  (Earlier versions of this bill were authored by Assemblyman Sher on the same topic.) 





�Local Government Issues





AB 342 (Hauser)


Municipal Functions:  Contracts with Indian Tribes


Failed passage - Assembly Local Government Committee





Would have provided that any local agency or special district could enter into an agreement or contract with any Indian tribe, as defined, to provide municipal services or functions.  The agreement would have been effective upon execution by both parties and approval by both the tribal council of the tribe and the legislative body of the local agency or special district.  Would have revised the definition of "municipal services or functions" to include probation, prosecution, defense, and court services generally provided by a local agency for the enforcement of State laws and local ordinances.





AB 429 (Hauser)


Solid Waste:  Local Government and State Agency Cooperation


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have declared that the responsibility for solid waste management is a shared responsibility between State and local govern-ments.  Would have stated legislative intent that local governments and State agencies that own or operate real property in California should work cooperatively to meet the requirements of this act (see AB 626, Sher).





AB 2467 (Rainey)


Solid Waste Enterprises:  Collection Service: Displacement


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have declared that provisions that prohibit local governments from displacing solid waste enterprises do not affect the right of a city following annexation to terminate for cause a franchise, contract, license, or permit held by a solid waste enterprise authorized by the county.  Would have declared that those provisions do not affect the right of a city following incorporation to terminate for cause such a franchise, contract, license, or permit.


SB 1712 (Calderon)


Qualifying Solid Waste Enterprises:  Exclusive Services


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have prohibited a local agency from terminating or failing to renew the franchise, contract, license, permit, or other authorization of a qualifying solid waste enterprise if the termination or failure to renew would have the purpose or effect of creating exclusive solid waste handling services in the service area, without first giving five years written notice to the qualifying solid waste enterprise that the local agency has awarded an exclusive franchise, contract, license, permit, or other authorization for the solid waste handling services that are being provided by the qualifying solid waste enterprise. 





Low-Level Radioactive Waste





SB 480 (Alquist)


Low-Level Radioactive Waste


Failed passage - Senate Toxics and Public Safety Management Committee





Would have required, as a condition of main-taining a license for a low-level radioactive waste disposal facility sited pursuant to the Southwestern Low-Level Radioactive Waste Disposal Compact, for the facility operator to obtain and maintain the maximum nuclear liability insurance available for the operation of the facility in the maximum amount generally available for the site.





SB 828 (Alquist)


Radionuclide Air Emissions


Chapter 752, Statutes of 1996





Provides DHS with the legal authority to regulate radionuclide air emissions under the provisions of National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants for Federal facilities under the Clean Air Act.





SB 828 previously addressed the Southwestern Low-Level Radioactive Waste Disposal Compact and the issue of local compensation. Bill removed from CIWMB priority list because it would not have an effect on any of the CIWMB policies or programs.





Market Development





SB 1535 (Killea)


Solid Waste:  Recycling Market Development Zone Loan Program


Chapter 615, Statutes of 1996





Extends the sunset date on the Recycling Market Development Zone (RMDZ) loan program from July 1997 to July 2006; extends the deadline for repayment of the IWMA from the Subaccount from July 1, 1997, to July 1, 2006; repeals the requirement for a March 1996 report to the Legislature on the revolving loan program; allows the CIWMB to set aside funds for the purposes of paying costs necessary to protect the State's position as a lender-creditor; allows the CIWMB to participate in the Capital Access Loan Program, on a pilot basis, in an amount not to exceed $500,000; authorizes a $5 million annual transfer, upon appropriation by the Legislature, from the IWMA to the Subaccount to July 1, 2000, and an amount up to $5 million from July 1, 2000 through July 1, 2006; and requires the CIWMB to encourage loan applicants to seek funding from private financial sources.





Medical Waste





SB 372 (Wright)


Medical Waste:  Management


Chapter 877, Statutes of 1995





Amends the Medical Waste Management Act to redefine the terms "large quantity generator" and "storage," and clarifies as to what does not qualify as hazardous waste.  Authorizes specified medical waste generators to accept home-generated sharps waste (i.e., hypodermic needles, syringes) for consolidation with their own medical waste.  Enacts specific container labeling requirements for chemical or drug-contaminated medical wastes that are required to be incinerated before disposal and for human anatomical parts that are required to be incinerated or interred.  Allows a compactor to be used to compact medical waste if the type of medical waste compactor proposed to be used is evaluated and approved by DHS.  Authorizes the use of approved alternative technologies using extreme high temperatures or other intense physical conditions to treat medical waste prior to disposal.  Requires the Office of Planning and Research (OPR), at the next revision of the guidelines after January 1, 1996, to make specified recommendations concerning the application of specified categorical exemptions in the guidelines to the treatment of medical waste by steam sterilization.





SB 1966 (Wright)


Medical Waste


Chapter 536, Statutes of 1996.





Regulates the management and handling of waste pharmaceuticals under the Medical Waste Management Act, administered by DHS.  Defines biohazardous waste to include waste pharmaceuticals that are not also regulated under the Federal hazardous waste program or the low-level radioactive waste program.  Authorizes DHS to impose an annual regulatory fee of $25 on small quantity medical waste generators in those jurisdictions where local government elect not to implement the Medical Waste Management Act, and DHS, by default, becomes the enforcement agency.





Miscellaneous





*AB 116 (Speier)


Legislative Oversight:  Reports


Chapter 970, Statutes of 1996





Provides that no State or local agency, university or college is required to prepare and submit any written report to the Legislature or the Governor until October 1, 1999, unless the report is among a list of specified reports or certain mandated reports exempted from the moratorium.  Provisions of this bill become inoperative on October 1, 1999 and are repealed on January 1, 2000.





Urgency measure effective September 27, 1996.





�*AB 626 (Sher)


Integrated Waste Management:  Advisory Committee:  Reports:  Solid Waste Disposal: Financial Assurances


Chapter 1038, Statutes of 1996





Among other things, makes the following changes to current waste management law: (1) revises the CIWMB’s annual reporting requirements, (2) revises local jurisdictions annual reporting requirements on AB 939 implementation, (3) allows the CIWMB and SWRCB to meet with a county that has a population of less than 250,000 to prepare a five-year plan that prioritizes environmental concerns with regard to the fiscal and staffing constraints of the county, (4) adds the Regional Council of Rural Counties to the list of organizations that may make recommendations for appointment to the Local Government Technical Advisory Committee (LGTAC) and provides that a representative of Regional Council of Rural Counties Environmental Services Joint Powers Authority may serve on the LGTAC as a county representative, (5) allows the establishment of a proposed new or expanded solid waste facility in the absence of a CIWMB approved IWMP, if the facility is identified and described in an approved siting element, and (6) makes a number of general “code cleanup” changes.





Urgency measure effective September 29, 1996.





AB 926 (Rainey)


State Boards and Commissions:  Members:  Salaries


Chapter 1004, Statutes of 1996.





Makes future pay increases for specified non-elected State board and commission members permissive, to be determined by the Department of Personnel Administration and subject to appropriation of funds in the annual Budget Act.  CIWMB Chairperson and each Board member are included under these proposed provisions.





AB 926 previously would have abolished the board member structure of the CIWMB and would have created the Division of Waste Management in the Resources Agency, to be administered by the Secretary of the Resources Agency.





�
AB 1909 (Campbell)


Hazardous Waste-Derived and Tire-Derived Fuels:  Cement Manufacturing


Failed passage - Assembly Environmental Safety and Toxic Materials Committee





Would have required a manufacturer of cement sold in California, until January 1, 2000, which is produced through the use of hazardous waste-derived or tire-derived fuels, to inform the purchasers and consumers of the cement through the use of a material safety data sheet and label that contains specified information.  Would not have applied to cement owned or controlled by the manufacturer as of January 1, 1997. Would have required the OEHHA to report to the Legislature by January 1, 1998, concerning the safety or risks of human exposure to cement produced through the use of hazardous waste-derived or tire-derived fuels.





*AB 1943 (Bordonaro)


Environmental Protection:  General Permits


Chapter 367, Statutes of 1996





Authorizes the Cal/EPA Secretary to adopt regulations to precertify equipment and processes as being in compliance with applicable environmental rules and regulations.  Requires State environmental agencies and local governmental agencies responsible for pollution control to precertify certain industrial processes and equipment as complying with relevant laws and regulations.





Urgency measure effective August 19, 1996.





AB 2458 (Figueroa)


Reports to the Legislature


Chapter 818, Statutes of 1996





Provides that any report that is legally required to be submitted to the Legislature by any State or local agency shall instead be submitted to the Legislative Counsel, the Secretary of the Senate, and the Chief Clerk of the Assembly.  Requires Legislative Counsel to make available to the public in electronic form, as part of a public computer network, a list of the reports submitted. Specifies that no report shall be distributed to a Member of the Legislature unless specifically requested by that member.





�AB 3083 (Olberg)


Surface Mining Operations:  Financial Assurance Mechanisms:  Public Agency Construction Contracts:  Performance Bonds


Failed passage - Assembly Appropriations Committee





Would have authorized, if a public agency entered into a contract for a construction project that included a surface mining operation, the use of a performance bond posted with the public agency by the contractor to both ensure completion of the construction project and to serve as the financial assurance mechanism for the reclamation of the surface mining operation, if the bond met specified requirements.





AB 3083 previously required the State Mining and Geology Board to adopt regulations to authorize a public agency to use a contractor’s performance bond as a financial assurance mechanism if:  (1) the public agency had entered into a contract for clay extraction, which extraction is a surface mining operation subject to the act, (2) the clay extraction was for the purpose of constructing a clay liner for a sanitary landfill, as specified, and (3) pursuant to the contract, the contractor has posted with the public agency a performance bond, executed as specified, for the completion of clay extraction in accordance with the contract.  Bill removed from CIWMB priority list because it would no longer have an effect on any of the CIWMB policies or programs.





AB 3303 (House)


Searches:  Public Employees


Failed passage - Assembly Public Safety Committee





Would have prohibited a public employee from entering a home or business for the purposes of conducting an investigation or search, without first obtaining permission or a search warrant.








SB 482 (Calderon)


State Real Property:  Department of General Services


Failed passage - Senate Floor





Among other things, would have authorized the Director of DGS to enter into agreements to lease-purchase finance, or lease with an option to purchase, for the purpose of providing office, warehouse, parking, and related facilities in the Sacramento region, to meet the facilities needs of State agencies identified in the Strategic Facilities Plan for Sacramento.





SB 1235 (Hayden)


Schools:  Environmental Education Instruction


Failed passage - Assembly Appropriations Committee





Would have authorized the Superintendent of Public Instruction to select nine school districts, based upon specific geographic area, to develop projects and courses that provide for integration of environmental principles and a foundation for the wise use of natural resources.





SB 1390 (Johnston)


State Agencies:  Written Communication


Failed passage - Held at the Assembly Desk





Would have required any person submitting a written communication to a State agency in a quasi-judicial proceeding, that is directly paid for by anyone other than the person submitting the written communication to clearly indicate any person who paid for at least $5,000 or 5 percent of the cost of producing the written communication, whichever is higher.  Would have prohibited a State agency from accepting a written communication submitted by an attorney or any other representative on behalf of a client in a quasi-judicial proceeding, unless the written communication clearly indicates the client.





*SB 1942 (O’Connell)


Tangible Personal Property:  Secondhand Dealers


Chapter 103, Statutes of 1996





Exempts from the comprehensive scheme for regulation of the acquisition of secondhand personal property, secondhand dealers whose business is limited to the reconditioning and selling of major household appliances.  Exempts persons who perform the services of an auctioneer for a fee or sale from these provisions.





Urgency measure effective July 1, 1996.





Paper Management





AB 2989 (Bowen)


Records:  Paper Reduction Act of 1996


Failed passage - Assembly Governmental Organization Committee





Would have enacted the Paper Reduction Act of 1996, to require, among other things, that any report required or requested by law to be submitted to the Governor or the Legislature by a State or local agency shall also be submitted on paper to the State Librarian.  Would have required any notice of a meeting required to be provided pursuant to the Ralph M. Brown Act or the Bagley-Keene Open Meeting Act to be submitted on paper to the State Librarian for electronic posting. Would have required all records subject to disclosure under the Public Records Act, and which exist in an electronic format, to be made available electronically.





Plastics





AB 1851 (Sher)


Solid Waste:  Trash Bags


Chapter 821, Statutes of 1995





Requires, on or after January 1, 1996, every manufacturer that manufactures plastic bags of 0.75 mil or greater thickness for sale in California to ensure that at least 20 percent, and on or after January 1, 1997, at least 30 percent, of the materials used in those plastic bags is recycled plastic postconsumer material (RPPCM).  Exempts plastic trash bags that use adhesive, heat-affixed straps attached to the bag during the manufacturing process if the manufacturer of the plastic trash bags manufactured bags of that type prior to January 1, 1995.  Prescribes a procedure for manufacturers who are exempted from this law to petition the CIWMB for a variance from those RPPCM requirements.





AB 2508 (House)


Solid Waste:  Rigid Plastic Packaging Containers:  Floral Industry


Chapter 511, Statutes of 1996





Expands the compliance options of the RPPC law by including containers containing floral preservatives that are subsequently reused by the floral industry for at least two years.


AB 2744 (Ackerman)


Solid Waste:  Plastic Trash Bags


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have required that every plastic trash bag manufacturer of plastic bags selling plastic trash bags of 0.75 mil or greater thickness in California to certify to the CIWMB by March 1, 1997, and annually thereafter, the amount in pounds of those bags sold during the prior calendar year in California.  Additionally, manufacturers would have been required to certify to the CIWMB by March 1, 1998, and annually thereafter, the amount of recycled plastic postconsumer material used, in pounds, that is equal to 30 percent of the total plastic trash bags of 0.75 mill or greater thickness sold in California during the prior calendar year.  Would have exempted plastic trash bags with self-contained handles, such as drawstring trash bags and bags that use adhesive, heat-affixed straps attached to the bag during the manufacturing process from these provisions.





AB 3263 (Ackerman)


Plastic Waste:  Containers:  Plastic Ring Devices


Chapter 990, Statutes of 1996





Conforms State standards for degradability of plastic connectors with Federal regulations.  Moves existing law prohibiting the sale in California of any containers connected to each other with a plastic ring, or similar plastic device, that is not degradable when disposed of as litter, from the Health and Safety Code to the Public Resources Code and incorporates these provisions under the IWMA.





AB 3436 (Campbell)


Solid Waste:  Plastics


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have repealed the requirement that all rigid plastic bottles, as defined, and rigid plastic containers, as defined, sold in California must have a label, as defined, which indicates their composition.





�SB 605 (Mello)


Rigid Plastic Packaging Containers


Chapter 171, Statutes of 1995





Extends indefinitely an existing exemption from compliance with certain criteria for rigid plastic packaging containers which are manufactured for use in the shipments of hazardous materials. Revises the citation to pertinent Federal regulations regarding those specifications and testing standards.  Includes in the exemption containers to which recommendations of the United Nations on the transport of dangerous goods are applicable.





SB 1155 (Maddy)


Solid Waste:  Rigid Plastic Packaging Containers:  Cosmetics and Food


Chapter 754, Statutes of 1996





Exempts plastic containers which contain food, medical food, or infant formula, as defined in specified Federal law, from the rigid plastic packaging container law.  Includes cosmetic and food containers in annual recycling rates calculation.





SB 1163 (Hughes)


Solid Waste Glass Containers:  Plastic Packaging Containers:  Cosmetics and Food


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have exempted glass containers which contain food, medical food, or infant formula, as defined in specified Federal law, from the California Beverage Container Recycling and Litter  Reduction Act, but would have required that any such glass containers that are recycled be included in calculating the annual percentage of postfilled glass.  Would have deleted provisions regarding rigid plastic packaging containers manufactured for use with cosmetics and food and instead include cosmetics and food within other provisions that exempt specified RPPCs from meeting those criteria.





Earlier versions of this bill were authored by Senator Leslie would have abolished the Division of Recycling (DOR) in the DOC and created the DOR in the CIWMB, thereby transferring the beverage container recycling, litter reduction, plastic waste and fiberglass recycled content functions of the DOR to the CIWMB.  These earlier versions would have reduced the membership of the CIWMB to five members, all appointed by the Governor.





Public Records





AB 4 (Bates)


Government Information:  Public Access


Failed passage - Assembly Consumer Protection, Governmental Efficiency, and Economic Development Committee.





Would have required the OIT, by January 1, 1997, to develop and implement a plan to make copies of computerized public information, accessible to the public in computer-readable form by means of the largest nonproprietary, nonprofit cooperative computer network at no cost to the public.  Provisions of this bill would have been implemented only if the State received Federal funding for this purpose.





AB 142 (Bowen)


Public Records


Failed Passage - Assembly Governmental Organization Committee





Would have required any agency that has a public record in electronic format to make that information available in an electronic format, when requested by any person.  Would have specified that direct costs of duplication shall include the costs associated with duplicating electronic records. Would have defined "vital records" for this purpose and expanded the State Registrar's authority to adopt related regulations to include confidential portions of any vital record and required applicants for copies of vital records to submit an application with prescribed information under penalty of perjury.





SB 323 (Kopp)


Public Records


Vetoed by the Governor on September 29, 1996.





Would have made numerous changes to the California Public Records Act including:  �(1)  revising the definitions of "local agency," "writing," and "public record," (2) requiring that public records that do not contain information exempted from the Public Records Act be made available in computer form or any alternative form that the agency uses to maintain its records; (3) requiring agencies to identify in writing the provision of law on which they based a decision to withhold a record or, if withholding is based on the public interest, to state the public interest in disclosure and the public interest in nondisclosure; and (4) limiting the authorization to apply for judicial relief under the Act to persons who submitted a written request for a public record and that request was denied.





In his veto message, the Governor stated that SB 323“...imposes an additional and unreasonable burden on record-keeping to not only state the reasons for denial, but to specify the specific public interest in nondisclosure of the documents and the public interest in disclosure at the risk of waiving the privilege of confidentiality for the records requested.”  He further stated, “It is a significant and unnecessary, additional bureaucratic burden that provides no commensurate benefit to the public to justify the time and tax money that would have to be expended to comply with the requirement.”





SB 1507 (Petris)


Legislature:  Public Records:  Retention


Chapter 928, Statutes of 1996





Requires each committee and joint committee within the Legislature to maintain and preserve legislative records in an official committee file.  Additionally, the bill requires all State agencies to maintain a file of each rulemaking.  Both the legislative committee records and the State agency rulemaking files must either be maintained and open to public access at the Legislature or at the individual State agency, or the Legislature and the State agencies must transmit those files to the State Archives, as directed.

Regulations





AB 250 (Baldwin)


Administrative Regulations:  Review


Failed passage - Assembly Consumer Protection, Governmental Efficiency, and Economic Development Committee





Would have required the OAL and the Secretary of the TCA, on or before January 1, 1997, to recommend to the Legislature the suspension or repeal of all State regulations determined by the OAL and the Secretary to be more stringent than Federal regulations on the same subject.





AB 1135 (Morrissey)


Administrative Regulations:  State Air Resources Board:  Cumulative Economic Impact


Failed passage - Senate Appropriations Committee





Would have required the ARB, until January 1, 1999, when proposing to adopt or substantively amend any administrative regulation, to consider the cumulative economic impact of regulations that became effective on or after January 1, 1990, on specific private sector entities, and on State and local governmental agencies, that would have been affected by the proposed adoption or amendment of the regulation and to include that information in the notice of proposed action.





AB 1142 (Baldwin)


Administrative Regulations:  Compliance Review


Failed passage - Assembly Consumer Protection, Governmental Efficiency, and Economic Development Committee





Would have required the OAL, commencing January 1, 1997, to review and make determinations to ensure that all regulations were still in compliance with specified standards, and to repeal any the regulations where the standards were not met.





�AB 1179 (Bordonaro)


Trade and Commerce Agency:  Rules and Regulations


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have provided, except with regulations adopted pursuant to provisions of the Revenue and Taxation Code, that no administrative regulation adopted by State regulatory agencies after January 1, 1997, would apply to businesses, unless the regulation was necessary for the health, safety, or welfare of the people of the State, and that the intended benefits of the regulation justified its costs and it was the most cost-effective of available regulatory options.





AB 1319 (Olberg)


Regulations:  Private Property Rights Protection


Failed passage - Assembly Judiciary Committee





Would have required each State agency to evaluate its proposed regulatory actions for compliance with the most recent decisions of the U.S. Supreme Court and other relevant judicial authority to ensure protection of private property rights guaranteed by the U.S. and California Constitutions.  Would have required each State agency to take appropriate measures to assure that its actions affecting private property were properly supported by the administrative record and existing statutory and other legal authority and complied fully with judicial authority.





AB 1659 (Woods)


Administrative Regulations


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have required Cal/EPA offices, agencies, departments, boards and commissions and other State agencies, as specified, until January 1, 2001, to determine whether a proposed regulation or amended regulation would be a major regulation, as defined, prior to giving public notice of the adoption or amendment. 








�
AB 1857 (Brewer)


Administrative Regulations:  Difference from the Code of Federal Regulations


Failed passage - Assembly Consumer Protection, Governmental Efficiency, and Economic Development Committee





Would have permitted all State agencies to adopt regulations that were different from regulations contained in the Federal Code of Regulations, but would have required a State agency, prior to adopting any major regulations, to evaluate alternatives to the requirements of the proposed regulation and consider whether there is a less costly alternative or combination of alternatives that would ensure full compliance with statutory mandates in the same amount of time as the proposed regulatory requirements.





AB 2793 (Baldwin)


Administrative Regulations:  Review


Failed passage - Assembly Floor 





Would have required all State agencies, beginning January 1, 1998, and every four years thereafter, with existing resources, to review each of the regulations within an agency’s respective jurisdiction that have not been adopted or amended within the previous four years that affected the private sector, to identify all regulations suitable for amendment or repeal, and prepare a statement including specified information.  Would have required regulatory review to include input from business and environmental communities and other affected parties impacted by the regulations and all information be made available to the public.





AB 2896 (Goldsmith)


Administrative Regulations


Failed passage - Senate Appropriations Committee





Would have required Cal/EPA, the Resources Agency, and the Office of the State Fire Marshal to describe their efforts, in connection with a proposed rulemaking action, to avoid unnecessary overlap or inconsistency with Federal regulations contained in the Code of Federal Regulations addressing the same issues.  Would have authorized those agencies to adopt regulations different from Federal regulations addressing the same issues upon a finding of one or more specified justifications including that the differing State regulations are authorized by law.  Would have revised this justification to instead provide that the State regulations are expressly required by State law to be different than the Federal regulations, or that the reasonably anticipated cost of differing State regulations were justified by the reasonably anticipated benefit.





AB 3146 (Brewer)


Administrative Regulations:  Duplicative or Conflict With Federal Regulations


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have required all State agencies, with the exception of the Industrial Welfare Commission, to comply with existing law to avoid unnecessary duplication with Federal regulations by reviewing the agencies’ regulations regularly.





AB 3158 (Olberg)


Environmental Regulation Cost-Effectiveness Commission


Failed passage - Senate Natural Resources and Wildlife Committee 





Would have required the Director of Finance, the Secretary of TCA, and the Secretary of the Cal/EPA to evaluate the success and progress of each board, department, and office within their individual agencies in conducting cost-effectiveness evaluations of major regulations.  Would have required the Director of Finance to prepare a report for the Governor that summarized these evaluations.





AB 3476 (Committee on Environmental Safety and Toxic Materials)


California Environmental Protection Agency: Regulatory Compliance:  Reduced Facility Inspection Frequency Programs


Failed passage - Senate Toxics and Public Safety Management Committee





Would have required each Cal/EPA department, board, or office, not later than January 1, 1998, in consultation with local government, to adopt, by regulation, a program for reduced governmental inspection frequency for facilities under its jurisdiction that have good compliance performance.





�
SB 297 (Campbell)


State Regulatory Activities:  Principal Agencies


Chapter 650, Statutes of 1995





Requires, notwithstanding any other provision of law, if a principal State agency is not designated by statute, a principal State agency will be designated by the Governor for the coordination of procedures, forms, and deadlines in every area of regulatory activity under the jurisdiction of  the State, as determined by the Governor.  Requires all other State agencies to defer to the principal agency in the performance of their duties in a particular regulatory area, or upon a particular project with respect to procedures, forms and deadlines.





SB 329 (Campbell)


Administrative Regulations:  Legislative Notification


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Commencing January 1, 1996, would have prohibited a State agency from adopting any regulation in an area over which a Federal agency has jurisdiction, unless that State agency notifies each house of the Legislature 30 days prior to the effective date of the regulation.





SB 339 (Campbell)


Administrative Regulations: Expiration


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have prohibited all regulations adopted by a State agency after January 1, 1996 from remaining in effect for more than five years from the date of its filing with the Secretary of State, unless the regulation was readopted before its expiration date in accordance with the Administrative Procedures Act.





SB 739 (Polanco)


Administrative Health and Safety and Environmental Regulations:  Notice of Proposed Action


Failed passage - Senate Natural Resources and Wildlife Committee





Would have revised the justifications pursuant to which departments, boards, or commissions within the Cal/EPA, the Resources Agency or the Office of the State Fire Marshall could adopt regulations different from the Federal regulations contained in the Code of Federal Regulations.





SB 1122 (Mountjoy)


Small Businesses:  Environmental Regulations


Failed passage - Senate Natural Resources and Wildlife Committee





Would have required that the application of any ordinance, regulation, or rule adopted by a public entity for the purpose of alleviating, mitigating, limiting, eliminating any environmental or hazardous substance impact of a small business shall not be so burdensome as to materially impede the small business from remaining in business at its current level of production and employment.  Would have prohibited ordinances, regulations and rules that require the use of technology that has not been proven to work in a setting other than in a laboratory setting.  Would have provided that all fines for noncompliance be a reasonable amount.  Would have provided that no fine shall be used to finance the regulatory program of the public entity imposing the fine.





SB 1910 (Johannessen)


Administrative Regulations


Chapter 501, Statues of 1996





Requires the OAL to make the California Code of Regulations available on the Internet, free of charge, on and after July 1, 1998, and authorizes the OAL to contract with another State agency or private entity in order to provide this service.





Reorganization





AB 2684 (Kaloogian) - State Regulatory Agencies Created by Statutes:  Abolition and Review


Failed passage - Assembly Consumer Protection, Governmental Efficiency, and Economic Development Committee 





Would have abolished State regulatory agencies created by statutes (excluding those created by the Constitution and the initiative process) in existence on January 1, 1997, in accordance with the following schedule:  all regulatory agencies within the Business, Transportation and Housing Agency, June 30, 1999; all regulatory agencies within the Resources Agency, June 30, 2000; all regulatory agencies within the Health and Welfare Agency, June 30, 2001; all regulatory agencies within the State and Consumer Services Agency, June 30, 2002, and all other regulatory agencies, June 30, 2003. Would have provided that any State regulatory agency established by legislation which becomes effective on or after January 1, 1997, would be abolished five years after it is first empowered to exercise its regulatory authority if not sooner as provided for in the legislation, unless a contrary intent is specifically provided for in the legislation or unless, not less than 90 days prior to the date it is to be abolished as provided for in this bill, a statute was enacted which extends that date for a period not to exceed five years.





SB 1163 (Hughes) - Solid Waste Glass Containers:  Plastic Packaging Containers:  Cosmetics and Food


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have exempted glass containers which contain food, medical food, or infant formula, as defined in specified Federal law, from the California Beverage Container Recycling and Litter  Reduction Act, but would have required that any such glass containers that are recycled be included in calculating the annual percentage of postfilled glass.  Would have deleted provisions regarding rigid plastic packaging containers manufactured for use with cosmetics and food and instead include cosmetics and food within other provisions that exempt specified RPPCs from meeting those criteria.





Earlier versions of this bill were authored by Senator Leslie would have abolished the Division of Recycling (DOR) in the DOC and created the DOR in the CIWMB, thereby transferring the beverage container recycling, litter reduction, plastic waste and fiberglass recycled content functions of the DOR to the CIWMB. �Special Wastes





SB 205 (Kelley)


Waste Discharge Requirements:  Sewage Sludge: Waiver


Chapter 613, Statutes of 1995





Requires the SWRCB or a RWQCB to, among other things, establish general waste discharge requirements for agronomic applications of sewage sludge and other biological solids as a soil amendment or fertilizer, which would supersede regulations adopted by any other State agency to regulate sewage sludge and other biological solids which are applied directly to agricultural lands at agronomic rates.  Requires the standards to be developed in consultation with the CIWMB, the ARB and the DFA.





SB 206 (Kelley)


Cementitious Materials:  Definitions:  Mining Waste


Chapter 847, Statutes of 1995





Excludes from classification as a hazardous waste, cementitious material which is a non-aqueous waste, is managed at the cement manufacturing facility where it was generated, and would otherwise be classified as hazardous waste.





SB 1545 (Marks)


Electronic Products Recycling:  Program


Vetoed by the Governor on September 15, 1996





Would have required the DTSC, as part of its regulatory structure update project, not later than June 30, 1997, to review alternative regulatory approaches to promote electronic equipment recycling as prescribed, and to make available to the Legislature any recommendations the department may have on specified matters.





In his veto message, the Governor stated, “Since the provisions of this measure are consistent with the Division of Toxic Substances Control ongoing Regulatory Structure Update process there is no apparent need for this measure.  Further, it is pointless and costly to codify an activity which is already being conducted administratively.”


“What is more, it reduces the flexibility of the executive in making subsequent needed or desirable change without having to resort to further otherwise needless and costly legislation.”





SB 1706 (Wright)


Hazardous Waste:  Ash and Residues:  Interim Status Facilities:  Environmental Data


Chapter 962, Statutes of 1996





Makes various revisions to hazardous waste law including:  (1) exempts biomass ash from a specified pH test, (2) authorizes the DTSC to grant a variance for a reclaimed commodity-like material under certain conditions and (3) terminates the grant of interim status for facilities that fail to perform a phase I assessment or a financial assurance.  No biomass ash would be disposed in solid waste landfills because the bill  states that biomass ash that is to be declassified as nonhazardous waste must be used beneficially.  Among the beneficial uses of ash are as a soil amendment in agriculture or in road base.  Ash can also be used, when combined with sewage sludge, as an alternative daily cover for landfills.  Additionally, the bill requires the Secretary for Cal/EPA to adopt the electronic reporting criteria recommended by the existing Environmental Data Management Advisory Committee and establishes additional guidelines for electronic reporting of data to local and State agencies.





SB 1723 (Johnson)


Waste Discharge Requirements:  Sewage Sludge


Failed passage - Senate Agriculture and Water Resources Committee





Would have required, under certain circum-stances, that the SWRCB and the RWQCBs prescribe site specific individual waste discharge requirements in lieu of general waste discharge requirements for the discharge of sewage sludges and solids and would have required all such discharges to comply with general and individual waste discharge requirements, as applicable.  Would have prohibited the discharge of those sewage sludges and solids in certain locations.





�SB 2086 (Thompson)


Personal Income and Bank and Corporation Taxes:   Credit:  Purchase  of Rice Straw


Failed passage - Assembly Floor





Would have authorized a credit under both the Personal Income Tax Law and the Bank and Corporation Tax Law for each taxable or income year beginning on or after January 1, 1997, and before January 1, 2008, in an amount equal to $15 for each ton of rice straw, as defined, grown within California and purchased during the taxable or income year by the taxpayer.  Would have provided that the aggregate amount of credits granted to all taxpayers under both laws should not exceed specified amounts for specified years.  Would have imposed specified duties upon the Department of Food and Agriculture (DFA) in connection with the credit.





SB 2149 (Thompson)


Junk Dealers and Recyclers:  Written Record


Failed passage - Assembly Consumer Protection, Governmental Efficiency and Economic Development Committee





Would have required every junk dealer or recycler to set out in the written record, certain information, when either purchasing or selling junk.





SCR 49 (Kelley)


Designated Wastes


Resolution Chapter 56, Statutes of 1996





Requests the SWRCB to expeditiously adopt policies with regard to designated wastes, to identify test methods that accurately reflect conditions at industrial sites, and to consider appropriate handling options.  Encourages the maximum practical use of those nonhazardous soils and materials on site as a means of waste minimization.

Tires





AB 206 (Cannella)


Solid Waste:  Waste Tires


Failed passage - Assembly Natural Resources Committee





Would have revised and clarified the definition of "waste tire" as a tire that cannot be repaired, retreaded, or utilized as a tire in accordance with regulations adopted pursuant to Vehicle Code Section 27500.





AB 1071 (Morrow)


Solid Waste:  Waste Tires:  Cement Manufacturing Plant


Chapter 191, Statutes of 1995





Exempts a cement manufacturing plant from the requirement to obtain a major waste tire facility permit as long as the owner or operator of the plant stores not more than a one-month supply of waste tires at any time and is in compliance with CIWMB regulations pertaining to waste tire storage and disposal.





AB 2108 (Mazzoni)


Solid Waste:  New Tires:  Disposal Fee


Chapter 304, Statutes of 1996





Moves the point of collection of the tire fee imposed under the California Tire Recycling Act from the time of disposal of a used tire to the point of a retail sale of a new tire, and authorize peace officers to enforce the Tire Hauler Registration Program.





SB 1026 (Dills)


Solid Waste:  Tire Recycling


Chapter 605, Statutes of 1995





Requires Caltrans to request that the U.S. Department of Transportation revise the Federal Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act (ISTEA) requirements to allow for the use of waste tires as fuel for cement manufacturing plants in addition to, but not in lieu of, their use in asphalt pavement containing recycled rubber.





�SB 2147 (Killea)


Tire Recycling:  Fees


Failed passage - Senate Governmental Organization Committee





Would have required, until June 30, 2002,  every person who purchased a new tire from a seller of new tires to pay a disposal fee of $2 per tire to the seller, which would have been deposited into the California Tire Recycling Management Fund.





Used Oil Recycling





AB 1103 (Sher)


Oil Recycling


Chapter 822, Statutes of 1995





Makes a number of technical definition clarifications within the California Oil Recycling Enhancement Act (CORE) and changes specific portions of the Act with respect to sign posting, remittance of excess fees, contract authority with the DTSC, audits for the used oil fund and fee assessments on weight-based oil sales.





AB 2559 (Setencich)


Used Oil:  Dielectric Fluid


Vetoed by the Governor on September 30, 1996





Would have excluded dielectric fluid removed from specified oil-filled electrical equipment from the hazardous waste management requirement, if the dielectric fluid was managed in a specified manner and in accordance with the applicable requirements of the Federal regulations governing used oil.





In his veto message, the Governor stated, “Dielectric fluids being handled during maintenance activities are already granted an exclusion from the hazardous waste manage-ment requirements, provided a limited number of conditions are met.  It is both pointless to codify a practice that is already permitted and unwise to require statutory change if a better technical solution develops in the future.”





�
SB 1979 (O’Connell)


Used Oil Recycling


Chapter 901, Statutes of 1996





Among other things, mandates a funding level for CIWMB grants and loans for used oil research, testing and demonstration projects designed to develop uses and markets for products resulting from the recycling of used oil.  Includes asphalt flux produced from the reprocessing or re-refining of used oil as a recycled material to be used in specified paving materials purchased by the Department of Transportation.�

HR 1627 (Bliley, R-VA)


Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act, and the Federal Food, Drug and Cosmetic Act


Public Law 104-170, signed on August 3, 1996.  HR 1660 (Roberts, Pat, R-KS) was incorporated into this measure.





Among other things, amends the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act and the Federal Drug, and Cosmetic Act regarding disposal of household and similarly-formulated products.





HR 2024 (Klug, R-WI)


Mercury-Containing and Rechargeable Battery Management Act; Rechargeable Battery Recycling Act: Mercury-Containing Battery Management Act 


Public Law 104-142; signed into law on


May 13, 1996.





Phases out the use of mercury in batteries and provides for the efficient and cost-effective collection and recycling or proper disposal of used nickel cadmium batteries, small sealed lead-acid batteries, and certain other batteries.





HR 2036 (Oxley, R-OH)


Land Disposal Program Flexibility Act of 1995


Public Law 104-119; signed into law on


March 26, 1996.





Among other things, amends the Solid Waste Disposal Act to exempt solid waste identified as hazardous waste from land disposal restrictions if such waste:  (1) is treated in a treatment system that is permitted under the Clean Water Act; (2) is no longer considered hazardous prior to land disposal; (3) has met specific methods of treatment; and (4) would not generate toxic gases or fumes.





�HR 3610 (Young, Bill, R-FL)


Omnibus Consolidated Appropriations Act


Public Law 104-208; signed into law on September 30, 1996.





Makes appropriations for the Department of Defense for the fiscal year ending September 30, 1997 for environmental restoration and recycling of hazardous waste and removal of unsafe buildings and debris of the Department of Defense.  This bill replaces HR 3540, HR 3662, HR 3755, HR 3756, HR 3814 and HR 2202.  The bill incorporates S 1237, HR 3719, HR 1720, HR 4061, HR 3719, S 605, S 1662, HR 3567, and HR 561.  Parts of the following measures are incorporated into this measure: HR 1617, HR 3717, HR 3841 and S 394.





HR 3816 (Myers, R-IN)


Energy and Water Development Appropriations Act, 1997


Public Law 104-206, signed into law on September 30, 1996.





Makes appropriations for energy and water development for the fiscal year ending September 30, 1997, and for other purposes.  Includes language regarding nuclear waste disposal activities; cleanup of Department of Defense facilities; and interstate transportation (flow control) of municipal solid waste.





HR 4236 (Young, Don, R-AK)


Omnibus Parks and Public Lands Management Act of 1996, etc.


Public Law 104-333, signed on November 12, 1996.  HR 424 (McKeon, R-CA), HR 1296 (Pelosi, D-CA) and S 393 (Boxer, D-CA) are incorporated into this measure.





Among other things, creates a commission to oversee and manage the San Francisco Presidio.  Also prohibits the Secretary of Agriculture from transferring any National Forest System lands in the Angeles National Forest in California out of Federal ownership for use as a solid waste landfill (Elsmere Canyon).





�
S 440 (Warner, R-VA)


National Highway System Designation Act of 1995


Public Law 104-59; signed into law on November 28, 1995.





Amends Title 23, United States Code, to provide for the designation of the National Highway System and streamlining environmental impact reports for transportation enhancement projects. Repeals the requirements that mandated states to increase incrementally the percentage of rubber in asphalt from 5 percent to 20 percent from 1992-1997.  In place of this requirement, the bill added research and grant programs on crumb rubber modifiers for asphalt pavement.  However, the final version of the bill contained no funding source for the grant money and left it up to the U.S. Department of Transportation to establish a voluntary rubber in asphalt grant program for the States.

Hazardous Waste Recycling Tax Credit Act of 1995


Referred to House Committee on Ways and Means.





Would have amended the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to provide a refundable income credit for recycling of hazardous waste.





�HR 189 (Collins, Cardiss, D-IL)


Oil Recycling and Safe Handling Act of 1995


Joint referral to House Committee on Commerce Subcommittee on Commerce, Trade, and Hazardous Materials and House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act and Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 (Superfund) to provide for recycling and management of used oil and to reduce emissions of lead into the ambient air.





HR 200 (Upton, R-MI)


Lender and Fiduciary Fairness Liability Act of 1995


Joint referral to House Committee on Commerce and House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.





Would have amended the Comprehensive �Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980.





HR 225 (Dingell, D-MI)


Flow Control Act of 1995


Referred to House Committee on Commerce Subcommittee on Commerce, Trade, and Hazardous Materials.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide Congressional authorization for State Control over transportation of municipal solid waste.





HR 227 (Dingell, D-MI)


State and Local Government Interstate Waste Control Act of 1995


Referred to the House Committee on Commerce Subcommittee on Commerce, Trade, and Hazardous Materials.  





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide Congressional authorization for restrictions on receipt of out-of-state municipal solid waste.

HR 228 (Dingell, D-MI)


Superfund Reform Act of 1995; Environmental Insurance Resolution and Equity Act of 1995


Joint referral to House Committee on Commerce Subcommittee on Commerce, Trade, and Hazardous Materials, House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, and House Committee on Ways and Means.





Would have amended the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980.





HR 291 (Kanjorski, D-PA)


Solid Waste Compact Act of 1995


Referred to House Committee on Commerce Subcommittee on Commerce, Trade, and Hazardous Materials.





Would have amended the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act to improve procedures for the implementation of State compacts providing for the establishment and operation of regional disposal facilities for municipal and industrial solid waste.





HR 342 (Pallone, D-NJ)


Flow Control Act of 1995


Referred to House Committee on Commerce Subcommittee on Commerce, Trade, and Hazardous Materials.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide Congressional authorization of State control over transportation of municipal solid waste.





HR 521 (Zimmer, R-NJ)


Amendment to Bankruptcy, Title 11 U.S.C


Referred to House Committee on the Judiciary Subcommittee on Commercial and Administrative Law.





Would have amended Title 11 of the United States Code to make nondischargeable claims of governmental units for costs that are incurred to abate hazardous substances and for which the debtor is liable under the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980, certain claims under the Solid Waste Disposal Act, and claims under State laws similar in subject matter to such acts.


HR 603 (Gillmor, R-OH)


State Regulation of Certain Solid Waste, Authorization


Referred to House Committee on Commerce Subcommittee on Commerce, Trade, and Hazardous Materials.





Would have authorized individual States to regulate certain solid waste.





HR 820 (Lincoln, D-AR)


Superfund Recycling Equity Act of 1995


Joint referral to House Committee on Commerce and to House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.





Would have amended the Comprehensive �Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 to clarify liability under that act for certain recycling transactions.





HR 854 (Smith, Christopher, R-NJ)


Toxic Pollution Responsibility Act of 1995


Joint referral to House Committee on Commerce and House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.





Would have amended the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 (Superfund) to provide that municipalities and other persons shall not be liable under that act for the generation or transportation of municipal solid waste.





HR 855 (Smith, Christopher, R-NJ)


Municipal Liability Cap Act of 1995


Joint referral to House Committee on Commerce and to House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.





Would have amended the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 (Superfund) to establish a maximum limit of liability for municipalities and other persons liable under that act for the generation or transportation of municipal solid waste.





�
HR 914 (Lafalce, D-NY)


Environmental Lender and Fiduciaries Liability Amendments Act of 1995


Joint referral to House Committee on Commerce and to House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.





Would have amended the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act and the Solid Waste Disposal Act to limit the liabilities under these acts of both fiduciaries and lending institutions, including finance lessors, guarantors, and others directly or indirectly holding indicia of ownership primarily to protect a security interest in property which is subject to either act.





HR 924 (McKeon, R-CA)


Transfer of National Forest Lands, California, Prohibition


Passed the House of Representatives (voice vote) on November 13, 1995; public hearing held by the Senate Subcommittee on Forest and Public Land Management on March 7, 1996; incorporated into HR 4236 (Young, D., R-AK), which was signed into law on November 12, 1996—Public Law 104-333.





Prohibits the Secretary of Agriculture from transferring any National Forest System lands in the Angeles National Forest in California out of federal ownership for use as a solid waste landfill.





HR 1047 (Hefley, R-CO)


Voluntary Environmental Self-Evaluation Act


Joint referral to House Committee on the Judiciary, House Committee on Commerce, House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure, and House Committee on Agriculture.





Would have provided under Federal law a limited privilege from disclosure of certain information acquired pursuant to a voluntary environmental self-evaluation and, if such information is voluntarily disclosed, for limited immunity from penalties.





�HR 1080 (Minge, D-MN)


Transportation of Municipal Solid Waste


Referred to House Committee on Commerce.





Would have authorized individual States and political subdivisions of States to control the movement of municipal solid waste generated within their jurisdictions.





HR 1085 (Smith, Christopher, R-NJ)


Local Governments Flow Control Act of 1995


Referred to House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide Congressional authorization for State and local flow control authority over solid waste.





HR 1153 (Weldon, R-PA)


Recycling Information Clearinghouse Act of 1995


Referred to House Committee on Commerce.





Would have improved the collection, analysis, and dissemination of information that will promote the recycling of municipal solid waste.





HR 1180 (Upton, R-MI)


State and Local Government Interstate Waste Control Act of 1995


Referred to House Committee on Commerce.





Would have restored the States' authority to regulate cross-border trash shipments.  Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide Congressional authorization for restrictions on receipt of out-of-state municipal solid waste and for State control over transportation of municipal solid waste, and to clarify the authority for certain municipal solid waste flow control arrangements.





HR 1242 (Pryce, R-OH)


Highway Mandates Repeal Act of 1995


Referred to House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.





Would have amended the ISTEA of 1991 to repeal the provisions relating to the use of asphalt pavement containing recycled rubber.

HR 1249 (Greenwood, R-PA)


Amendment to Solid Waste Disposal Act


Referred to House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to permit States and political subdivisions to control the disposal of out-of-state municipal solid waste within their boundaries.





HR 1257 (Dicks, D-WA)


Landfill Technical Improvement Act of 1995


Referred to House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act.





HR 1288 (Buyer, R-IN)


Interstate Transportation of Municipal Waste Act of 1995


Referred to House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to permit Governors to limit the disposal of out-of-state solid waste in their individual states.





HR 1296 (Pelosi, D-CA)


Administration of Certain Presidio Properties


Incorporated into HR 4236 (Young, Don, R-AK), which was signed into law on


November 12, 1996—Public Law 104-333.





Would have provided for the administration of certain Presidio properties at minimal cost to the Federal taxpayer, with respect to compliance with the National Environmental Policy Act and other environmental compliance statutes.








HR 1444 (Markey, D-MA))


National Beverage Container Reuse and Recycling Act of 1995


Referred to House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to require a refund value for certain beverage containers, and to provide resources for State pollution prevention and recycling programs.





�HR 1522 (Torres, D-CA)


Lead Battery Recycling Incentives Act


Referred to House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide management standards and recycling requirements for spent lead-acid batteries.





HR 1523 (Torres, D-CA)


Newsprint Recycling Incentives Act


Reported out of House Committee on Resources on September 27, 1995.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to require producers and importers of newsprint to recycle a certain percentage of newsprint each year, to require the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency to establish a recycling credit system for carrying out such recycling requirement, and to establish a management and tracking system for such newsprint.





HR 1524 (Torres, D-CA)


Tire Recycling Incentives Act


Referred to House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to require producers and importers of tires to recycle a certain percentage of scrap tires each year, to require the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency to establish a recycling credit system for carrying out such recycling requirement, and to establish a management and tracking system for such tires.








HR 1525 (Torres, D-CA)


Oil Recycling Incentives Act


Referred to the House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to require the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency to establish a recycling credit system for carrying out recycling of used oil.

HR 1620 (Regula, R-OH)


Brownfield Cleanup and Redevelopment Revolving Loan Fund Pilot Project of 1996


Joint Referral to House Committee on Commerce and House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.





Would have authorized the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency to establish a pilot project providing loans to States to establish revolving loan funds for the environmental cleanup of sites in distressed areas that have the potential to attract private investment and create local employment.





HR 1680 (Roberts, Pat, R-KS)


Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act


Placed on House Union Calendar on June 14, 1996; incorporated into HR 1627 (Bilbray, R-CA), which was signed into law on August 3, 1996—Public Law 104-170.





Amends the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act regarding disposal of household and similarly-formulated products.





HR 2274 (Shuster, R-PA)


National Highway System Designation Act of 1995; Highway Funding Restoration Act of 1995


Passed out of the House of Representatives and incorporated into S 440 on September 20, 1995.  S 440 was signed into law on November 28, 1995—Public Law 104-59.





Would have designated the National Highway System.  Among other purposes, this bill would have provided for the relief of mandates that States include recycled rubber in asphalt pavement as part of the ISTEA of 1991.





HR 2323 (Oxley, R-OH)


State and Local Government Interstate Waste Control Act of 1995


Heard before the House Committee on Resources on September 20, 1995.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to authorized State and local governments to prohibit or restrict the receipt of out-of-state municipal solid waste, to authorize local governments to control and direct the movement of certain solid waste.


HR 2334 (Bilbray, R-CA)


Conveyance of Certain Federal Land to San Bernardino County, California


Referred to the House Committee on Commerce.





Would have conveyed 1,000 acres of Federal land in San Bernardino County, California, for use as the site of the Southwestern Low-Level Radioactive Waste Disposal Compact's regional disposal facility.





HR 2335 (Chambliss, R-GA)


Amendment to the Solid Waste Disposal Act


Referred to the House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to exempt from the solid waste designation all recoverable materials that are contained, collected, and returned to an industrial process.





HR 2349 (Shuster, R-PA)


National Highway System


Referred to the House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure; this measure incorporated into HR 2274 on September 20, 1995; HR 2274 incorporated into S 440 on September 20, 1995. S 440 was signed into law on November 28, 1995


—Public Law 104-59.





Would have designated the National Highway System and provided relief from the mandate for asphalt pavement containing recycled rubber.





HR 2443 (Paxon, R-NY)


Solid Waste Disposal Act 


Referred to the House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended Subtitle D of the Solid Waste Disposal Act.  Would have provided authority for States to limit the interstate transportation of municipal solid waste.





�
HR 2500 (Oxley, R-OH)


Amendment to Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980


Heard before the House Committee on Commerce Subcommittee on Commerce, Trade and Hazardous Materials Subcommittee on October 26, 1995.





Would have amended the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 to clarify liability for recycling transactions and would amend the definitions of "municipal solid waste" and "remediation waste."  Would have repealed retroactive liability for certain types of responsible parties and categories of sites including codisposal municipal landfills on the National Priorities List.





HR 2835 (Pallone, D-NJ)


Mercury Environmental Risk and Comprehensive Utilization Reduction Initiative


Referred to the House Committee on Commerce.





Would have reduced the risk of mercury pollution through use reduction, increased recycling, and reduction of emissions into the environment.





HR 2838 (Smith, Christopher, R-NJ)


Solid Waste Disposal Act, Amendment 


Referred to the House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide congressional authorization for State and local flow control authority over solid waste.





HR 2845 (Collins, Cardiss, D-IL)


Environmental Equal Rights Act of 1995


Referred to the House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to allow petitions to be submitted to prevent certain waste facilities from being constructed in environmentally disadvantaged communities.





�HR 3394 (Lewis, Jerry, R-CA)


Low-Level Radioactive Waste Policy Act of 1996


Referred to House Committee on Commerce.





Would have repealed the Low-Level Radioactive Waste Policy Act and provided new authority for the disposal of low-level radioactive waste.





HR 3522 (Collins, Cardiss, D-IL)


Construction and Demolition Debris Disposal Act


Referred to House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.





Would have amended Title 23, United States Code, to ensure consideration of and planning for reuse or disposal of construction and demolition debris resulting from highway projects.





HR 3893 (Towns, D-NY)


Solid Waste Disposal Act, Amendment


Referred to the House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to prohibit the international export and import of certain solid wastes.





HR 3906 (Baker, Bill, R-CA)


Development of Environmental Monitoring Technology


Joint referral to House Committee on Science, House Committee on Commerce and House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure.





Would have encouraged the development and use of new and innovative environmental monitoring technology by accelerating the move toward performance-based monitoring methods and establishing target dates for implementing a new regulatory approach across all environmental programs.

HR 3955 (Fox, R-PA)


Internal Revenue Code of 1986, Amendment


Referred to the House Committee on Ways and Means.





Would have amended the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to allow a refundable credit to businesses which recycled office wastes.





HR 4049 (Gillmor, R-OH)


Disposal of Solid Waste Imported from Other Nations, Prohibition


Referred to the House Committee on Commerce.





Would have permitted States to prohibit the disposal of solid waste imported from other nations.





HR 4218 (Schumer, D-NY)


Environmental Crimes Training Act of 1996


Joint referral to House Committee on the Judiciary, House Committee on Commerce, House Committee on Agriculture, House Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure and House Committee on Resources.





Would have increased the penalties and strengthened enforcement of environmental crimes.





H. Resolution 513 (Farr, D-CA)


Resolution Implementing the Office Recycling Program in the House of Representatives


Referred to the House Committee on House Oversight.





Would have provided for mandatory implementation of the Office Waste Recycling Program in the House of Representatives.





S 123 (Moynihan, D-NY)


Environmental Risk Evaluation Act of 1995


Referred to Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have required the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency to seek advice concerning environmental risks.





�S 229 (Baucus, D-MT)


Requirement for Certain EPA Risk Assessments


Referred to Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have required the Administrator of the Environmental Protection Agency to conduct risk assessments and cost-benefit analyses in promulgating regulations relating to human health and the environment.





S 286 (McCain, R-AZ)


Amendment to the Solid Waste Disposal Act


Referred to Senate Committee on Indian Affairs.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to grant State status to Indian tribes for purposes of the enforcement of this Act.





S 373 (Breaux, D-LA)


State Regulation and Management of Solid Waste Act of 1995


Referred to Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide for State management of solid waste, and to reduce and regulate the interstate transportation of solid wastes.





S 393 (Boxer, D-CA)


Transfer of National Forest Lands, California, Prohibition


Incorporated into HR 4236 (Young, Don R-AK) on September 27, 1996, which was signed into law—Public Law 104-333.





Would have prohibited the Secretary of Agriculture from transferring any National Forest System lands in the Angeles National Forest in California out of Federal ownership for use as a solid waste landfill.

S 398 (Lautenberg, D-NJ)


Flow Control Act of 1995


Hearings adjourned on March 1, 1995 by Senate Environment and Public Works Subcommittee on Superfund, Waste Control and Risk Assessment.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide Congressional authorization for State control over transportation of municipal solid waste.





S 465 (Baucus, D-MT)


State and Local Government Interstate Waste Control Act of 1995


Hearings adjourned on March 1, 1995 by the Senate Environment and Public Works Subcommittee on Superfund, Waste Control and Risk Assessment.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide Congressional authorization for restrictions on receipt of out-of-state municipal solid waste and for State control over transportation of municipal solid waste.





S 485 (Hutchison, R-TX)


Municipal Waste Flow Control Transition Act of 1995


Referred to Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide and clarify the authority for certain municipal solid waste flow control arrangements.





S 534 (Smith, Robert C., R-NH)


The Interstate Transportation of Municipal Solid Waste Act of 1995; Municipal Solid Waste Flow Control Act of 1995


Referred to the House Committee on Commerce on May 16, 1995; parts of this measure incorporated into HR 2036 (Chafee, R-RI).





Would have provided authority for States to limit the interstate transportation of municipal solid waste.  Would have restored localities' authority to regulate where town and city trash is dumped. Would have prohibited governors from overturning agreements between communities with waste sites and haulers that bring out-of-state waste to the so-called "host" community unless the agreements interfere with state waste disposal plans or a facility if "legally committed" to only handling regional waste.





S 542 (Conrad, D-ND)


Amendment to the Solid Waste Disposal Act


Referred to Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to allow States to regulate the disposal of municipal solid waste generated outside of the State.





S 563 (Gregg, R-NH)


Environmental Infrastructure Financing Act of 1995


Referred to Senate Committee on Finance.





Would have amended the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to treat recycling facilities as exempt facilities under the tax-exempt bond rules.





S 582 (Hatfield, R-OR)


Voluntary Environmental Audit Protection Act


Referred to Senate Committee on the Judiciary; public hearing held by Administrative Oversight and the Courts Subcommittee on May 21, 1996.





Would have amended Title 28, United States Code, to provide that certain voluntary disclosures of violations of Federal laws made pursuant to an environmental audit shall not be subject to discovery or admitted into evidence during a Federal judicial or administrative proceeding.





S 589 (Coats, R-IN)


Interstate Transportation of Municipal Waste Act of 1995


Referred to Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to permit Governors to limit the disposal of out-of-state solid waste in their States.

S 607 (Warner, R-VA)


Superfund Recycling Equity Act of 1995


Referred to Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have amended the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act of 1980 to clarify the liability of certain recycling transactions.





S 619 (Smith, Robert C., R-NH)


Mercury-Containing and Rechargeable Battery Management Act; Rechargeable Battery Recycling Act; Mercury-Containing Battery Management Act


Passed the Senate (voice vote) on 


September 21, 1995; public hearing held on March 21, 1996 by the House Committee on Commerce Subcommittee on Commerce, Trade and Hazardous Materials.





Would have phased out the use of mercury in batteries and provide for the efficient and cost-effective collection and recycling or proper disposal of used nickel cadmium batteries, small sealed lead-acid batteries, and certain other batteries.





S 689 (Murray, D-WA)


Landfill Technical Improvement Act of 1995


Referred to Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act regarding the use of organic sorbents in landfills.





S 870 (Hatfield, R-OR)


National Beverage Container Reuse and Recycling Act of 1995


Referred to the Senate Committee on Commerce, Science and Transportation.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to require a refund value for certain beverage containers, and to provide resources for state pollution prevention and recycling programs.





�S 1271 (Craig, R-ID)


Nuclear Waste Policy Act of 1996


Report filed by Senate Committee on Energy and Natural Resources on March 29, 1996; placed on Senate Legislative Calendar on March 29, 1996.





Would have amended the Nuclear Waste Policy Act of 1995 regarding the siting, design, licensing, construction or operation of any nuclear waste component of the integrated management system.





S 1274 (Lott, R-MS)


Amendment to the Solid Waste Disposal Act


Referred to the Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to improve management of  waste.





S 1286 (Smith, Robert C., R-NH)


Amendment to the Solid Waste Disposal Act


Referred to the Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act regarding management of waste, certain recyclable industrial materials, and certain products, co-products, and intermediate products.





S 1527 (Gregg, R-NH)


Environmental Infrastructure Financing Act of 1996


Referred to Senate Committee on Finance.





Would have amended the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 to treat recycling facilities as solid waste disposal facilities under the tax-exempt bond rules.





S 1672 (Thurmond, R-SC)


Changes to Laws Affecting the Management and Operation of the Department of Defense, Provision


Referred to the Senate Committee on Armed Services.





Would have made various changes to laws affecting the management and preparations of the Department of Defense.  Would have included language to withdraw and reserve certain public lands in California utilized in the mission of the Naval Air Facility, El Centro.  





Would have provided for decontamination and/or remediation of land where practicable and economically feasible, taking into consideration laws and regulations in the Solid Waste Disposal Act as amended by the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976.





S 1936 (Craig, R-ID)


Nuclear Waste Policy Act of 1982, Amendment 


Passed the Senate (63-37) on July 31, 1996; Referred to the House Committee on Commerce.





Would have amended the Nuclear Waste Policy Act of 1982 to allow construction of an interim nuclear waste storage facility at Yucca Mountain, Nevada, for spent nuclear fuel generated by power plants around the country.  Construction of the facility would have begun December 31, 1998, and waste would have been accepted in phases beginning in 1999.





�S 2028 (Lautenberg, D-NJ)


Brownfields and Environmental Cleanup Act of 1996


Referred to the Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have assisted the States and local governments in assessing and remediating brownfields and encouraging environmental cleanup programs.





S 2157 (Smith, Robert C., R-NH)


Lead-Acid Battery Recycling Act


Referred to the Senate Committee on Environment and Public Works.





Would have amended the Solid Waste Disposal Act to provide for the efficient collection and recycling of spent lead-acid batteries and educating the public concerning the collection and recycling of such batteries.
