Waiting to Exhale �Proposed Revisions to the Tiered Regulatory Structure 

Since the regulatory tiers came into existence in 1995, the tier structure has been assessed and we have received suggestions for revisions.  At its September 17, 1998 meeting, the IWMB directed staff to pursue changes to the tiered regulatory structure as follows.

Revise the regulations to provide for “up-tiering” when the operator and enforcement agency agree on the action and establish an appeals process when they do not.

Revise the regulations to include a process similar to the one applied to landfills through Title 27, whereby the enforcement agency can approve changes to design or operation through amendments to the Report of Facility Information (RFI) or a comparable descriptive document, when specified criteria are met.

Revise the regulations to include requirements for an operations plan for Enforcement Agency Notification and Registration tiers.

For Standardized and Full permits, establish a mechanism for determining when the IWMB portion of the permit processing period begins.

Items 1-3 will require rulemaking.  IWMB staff will pursue changes in the same manner as with other regulatory packages through working groups, workshops, etc.  

Item 4 may or may not require rulemaking depending on the mechanism proposed.  IWMB staff members are considering possible options as outlined in the April 29, 1998 Board agenda item regarding this subject.

Defining Roles

MOU Includes DOSH Response to Referrals

T

he Board adopted a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with the Division of Occupational Safety and Health (DOSH) to confirm the division of jurisdiction between the agencies at transfer/processing facilities.  Among other items, the MOU included a referral procedure whereby DOSH has agreed to respond to referrals of serious hazards within three working days, and to all others within 14 calendar days, and to notify the LEA, in writing, of the results.
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At its October 21 meeting, the IWMB considered adding provisions to the MOU that would allow individual LEAs to take additional actions, on their own initiative, to resolve hazards prior to referral to DOSH ("Enforcement Assistance").  The IWMB decided that it would not adopt these additional provisions at this time because the effectiveness of the referral procedure should be monitored first.  

The MOU will be in force upon the effective date of the transfer/processing operations and facilities regulations.  Staff members anticipate that the transfer/processing operations and facilities regulations will be approved and effective in early January 1999. Performance Based�Concept for C&D

A New Approach Is Being Discussed 

B

oard staff from the Waste Prevention and Markets Development (WPMD) and the Permitting and Enforcement divisions have drafted a new regulatory concept for construction and demolition (C&D) processors to facilitate and encourage waste diversion efforts.  The purpose of the program is to develop a more flexible regulatory system for C&D debris that would allow C&D processors (with over 100 tons per day) to develop their own innovative strategies for achieving both environmental protection and waste diversion goals.  Participation in the program would be on a voluntary basis, as an alternate management strategy to the Registration Permit tier.  The program’s duration would be five years, after which its effectiveness and success in achieving its goals would be evaluated.  

P&E staff believes this type of management strategy would interface more closely with the IWMB’s other C&D efforts.  One of its primary objectives would be to assist C&D processors in operating more efficiently, so they can “graduate” from being solid waste handlers to C&D recycling centers.  The C&D regulations work group will be reconvened after the holidays to assist in the program’s development.  It is anticipated that work group participation may change to include more recycling advocates.  Workshops to receive public input will also be scheduled early next year.  Questions? More on C&D Diversion Efforts

Triumvirate This!

�Three staff, representing three different divisions at IWMB, were recruited to form the triumvirate who will work on an innovative approach to diversion of C&D wastes.  Under the direction of the C&D Strategy Team, the triumvirate has completed a work plan and will select two regions to assist in the development of two regional action plans for C&D debris.  Once completed, these plans will serve as models for a regional approach to C&D debris diversion. 

In addition, the C&D Strategy Team has successfully developed partnerships with the State Contractors Licensing Board and the Building Industry Institute (the educational arm of the Building Industry Assoc.), and is now seeking partnership with a retail business such as Home Depot or similar retailer.  These partnerships should serve to develop better building design/techniques and promote the use of recycled content products (RCP).  The C&D Priority Team has also developed a system for maintaining an RCP information database and is working to include C&D/RCP questions on contractor licensing exams.  Questions? Points to Ponder

Largest Landfill in the Nation
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The October 26 issue of Waste News reports that Puente Hills Landfill (L.A. County) has displaced Fresh Kills Landfill in New York as the nation’s largest landfill.  In 1997, Puente Hills received 3,694,506 tons and Fresh Kills received 3,454,405 tons of waste.  At this time, most of New York’s waste is being exported to landfills in Ohio, Pennsylvania, Virginia and elsewhere.  The article reported 33 landfills nationwide to have accepted more than one million tons of garbage in 1997.  Seventeen of those landfills are owned by Waste Management Inc. 

In terms of tonnage, California had four of the top ten landfills in the country, all located in Southern California.  In addition to the Puente Hills Landfill, the other largest landfills in California are listed below, in descending order, by tonnage of waste received in 1997.

1. Olinda Alpha, Orange County: 1,830,273 tons�2. Bowerman, Orange County: 1,739,596 tons�3. Bradley, Los Angeles County: 1,732,284 tons�4. Altamont, Alameda County: 1,516,481 tons�5. West Miramar, San Diego City: 1,416,209 tons

Regulations Update

Below is a status update for some of the proposed regulatory packages underway at the IWMB.

Transfer/Processing: The IWMB adopted a negative declaration and the proposed regulations on September 23, 1998.  IWMB staff is preparing the final rulemaking documents for submittal to the Office of Administrative Law and anticipate the regulations will be effective around the first of the year.  Questions? Farm and Ranch Cleanup: The 45-day public comment period ended on November 23, 1998.  A public hearing is scheduled for the December 15, 1998, IWMB meeting.  Questions?  Contact Scott Walker at (916) 255-1198 or swalker@ciwmb.ca.gov. 

Orphan Site Cleanup (2136): These regulations are scheduled for public hearing on December 15, 1998, at the IWMB meeting.  The 45-day public comment period ended on November 23, 1998.  Questions?  Contact Scott Walker at (916) 255-1198 or walker@ciwmb.ca.gov.
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Construction, Demolition, and Inert Debris: Due to inconsistent availability of the proposed text on the IWMB Web site, the public comment period has been extended to December 28, 1998.  The public hearing will be in mid-January during the regularly scheduled IWMB meeting.

Withdrawal of LEA Designation: The 45-day comment period should begin in early winter upon Cal/EPA approval of the Fiscal and Economic Impact Statement.  Questions?  Contact Diane Vlach at �(916) 255-3852 or dvlach@ciwmb.ca.gov.

Waste Tire Hauler, Facility Permitting, and Monofills:  Emergency regulations deleting some of the permit exclusions became effective June 16, 1998.  Staff will combine the permanent rulemaking for the permit exclusions with the remainder of a larger package to update waste tire hauler and permitting regulations and add standards for monofills.  It is anticipated that the formal comment period will begin in winter 98-99.  Questions?  Contact Cody Begley at (916) 255-4063 or cbegley@ciwmb.ca.gov.

Subtitle D Flexibilities: This package will incorporate the new Subtitle D flexibility into State regulation.  Emergency regulations became effective on October 28, 1998. Enforcement and Compliance: Staff revised the draft regulations based on comments from the August 1998 workshops and October round tables.  The formal comment period is anticipated for late fall/early winter.  Questions?  Contact Paul Willman at (714) 449-5331 or pwillman@ciwmb.ca.gov.

Governor Wilson Vetoes AB 2521 

This bill would have allowed local enforcement agencies, under specified conditions: to recover costs for defending themselves against appeals of denials of a solid waste facility's permit; allowed a member of an independent hearing panel to serve for more than two consecutive two-year terms; and required that a cease and desist order issued by an LEA against a solid waste facility operator remain in force and effect while any appeal by the operator is pending.  

The Governor, in his veto message, stated: "…Existing law (Public Resources Code, section 45017) currently authorizes a cease and desist order to take effect immediately, regardless of appeal, in instances that pose an imminent and substantial threat to the public health and safety or to the environment, or more specifically, if the public health and safety and environment can only be protected by the operator’s immediate compliance.  This bill would extend that provision to include virtually any activity for which the LEA is authorized to issue an order, including not only an activity that actually results in some hazard or pollution, but any activity for which a hazard or pollution is reasonable foreseeable, regardless of whether or not an actual threat is imminent.  

“While I support the bill’s protections against frivolous administrative appeals, I am concerned that this legislation unnecessarily infringes on the due process rights of those subject to an enforcement proceeding by an LEA.  Current law already provides to LEAs the immediate enforcement tools where there is a need to quickly protect public health and safety or the environment.  The tools for the enforcement of the types of scenarios envisioned by this legislation are already in place.  Accordingly, this bill is unnecessary.”  

One of the main issues that affected decision making in 1998 was whether  “due process” was being provided to the business community.  It seems much too early to predict the prevailing issues that may effect decision making in 1999.  Questions?  Contact your Permitting and Inspection Branch liaison.

Latest on DTSC RSU Waste Classification Proposal and New Disposal Requirements

Many changes have occurred since the last informational article was written this summer on the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) Regulatory Structure Update (RSU) Waste Classification proposal.  These changes are primarily due to the passage of AB 2784 (Chapter 326, Statutes 1998), which became effective on August 21, 1998.  

The first section of the bill prescribes timelines and procedures DTSC must follow during the regulatory process.  The second section has a more direct impact on enforcement agencies (EA) and the management of solid waste landfills by adding new requirements for the disposal of hazardous waste at solid waste landfills.

Timelines and Procedures for DTSC

The first section of AB 2784 prescribes timelines and procedures that DTSC must follow during the regulatory process for hazardous waste classification and management standard regulations.  Briefly, these include the following requirements.  

Prohibits DTSC from moving ahead with the formal rulemaking for hazardous waste classification regulations and management standard regulations for handling Special Waste until January 1, 1999.

Prohibits DTSC from moving ahead with the formal rulemaking for hazardous waste classification regulations and management standard regulations for handling Special Wastes until an external scientific peer review has been completed and DTSC has reviewed the findings.  The National Academy of Sciences (NAS) has agreed to provide the peer review for DTSC and is currently reviewing the scientific and technical basis of DTSC’s proposed risk-based approach for the classification of California-only hazardous waste.  A report containing the findings of the peer review will probably be completed by the NAS before the end of this year.  The NAS scheduled a public meeting for November 20, 1998, in Newport Beach to gather information on the scientific methods, assumptions, and models used by DTSC in developing the risk-based criteria for the proposed waste classification system. 

Requires DTSC to submit for public comment a full analysis of any hazardous waste management activity that would be exempted by the proposed regulations from hazardous waste regulation.  This analysis would include identifying the following:  the types and estimated volumes of hazardous waste involved; the impact to human health, safety, or the environment that could result from mismanagement of the waste; and the complexity of the waste handling activity and the amount of training and equipment needed to ensure the safe management of the waste.  DTSC is also required to demonstrate that the proposed exemption would be equally as protective of human health and safety and of the environment.  This full analysis would be required at the time the draft environmental impact report on the proposed regulations is issued or at the time DTSC initiates the formal rulemaking, whichever is earlier.

Requires that DTSC submit back to the external peer review entity any changes that have been made to the proposed regulations after the scientific peer review for further review and findings.  

Prohibits DTSC from changing the testing procedure currently used to determine hazardous waste based on solubility.  DTSC had proposed changing the testing procedure to the federal solubility test, which could have resulted in more inorganic toxic metals and lead-containing wastes qualifying as nonhazardous waste.  The currently used State Waste Extraction Test (WET) will continue to be used until the external peer review entity finds that a new proposed testing procedure for solubility will reasonably predict the long-term mobility in landfill leachate of each hazardous waste.

New Requirements for Disposal at Landfills

The second section of AB 2784 has a more direct impact on EAs and the management of solid waste landfills than does the first section.  Briefly, it adds the following new requirements for the disposal of hazardous waste at solid waste landfills:

Beginning January 1, 1999, no person can dispose of waste that contains total lead in excess of 350 parts per million (ppm), copper in excess of 2500 ppm, or nickel in excess of 2000 ppm at other than a Class I hazardous waste disposal facility until both of the following occur: the Regional Water Control Board (RWQCB) has amended the Waste Discharge Requirements (WDR) to specifically allow disposal of the waste, and the LEA has revised the Solid Waste Facilities Permit (SWFP) to specifically allow this disposal.  
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According to DTSC, the intent of this language is to maintain the status quo relative to existing disposal practices for these wastes for a five-year transition period should DTSC allow these wastes to exit the hazardous waste system.  The thresholds selected reflect levels that would normally fail the WET and therefore, be classified as hazardous.  The thresholds for copper and nickel are currently at the hazardous waste level; the threshold for lead is below the current 1,000 ppm for hazardous waste.  However, according to DTSC, the department knows of only two waste types that would exceed the 350 ppm for lead and also pass the WET, making them currently nonhazardous.  These are cement kiln dust and treated auto shredder fluff.  According to DTSC, this should not pose a problem for existing practices if the solid waste disposal facility has WDRs and a SWFP that specifically allow the disposal.  DTSC has indicated that WDRs and the SWFP do not have to specifically list thresholds, but do need to specify the waste type.

No person can dispose of any material at other than a Class I hazardous waste disposal facility if the material is regulated as a hazardous waste by DTSC until all of the following have occurred: DTSC has issued a variance to specifically allow disposal of the material to a disposal facility other than a Class I disposal facility; the RWQCB has amended the WDR to specifically allow disposal of the waste;  the LEA has revised the SWFP to specifically allow this disposal.

Variances issued by DTSC prior to the effective date of AB 2784 have been grandfathered in and remain effective. 

The legislation spells out the variance process to be used by DTSC and makes clear that before a hazardous waste can be disposed at a solid waste landfill, it must be allowed in the SWFP.  Currently, statute and DTSC regulations do not require that disposal of hazardous waste via a variance be conditioned on the SWFP.  To clarify this process, IWMB staff, a representative of California Conference of Directors of Environmental Health, staff from the State Water Resources Control Board and DTSC, and Cal/EPA staff have been meeting to develop a collaborative variance process.  The goal of this process is to allow for early coordination between DTSC, the SWRCB, and the CIWMB on variance requests for disposal of hazardous waste at a solid waste landfill.  At this time, it is uncertain when a draft collaborative variance process will be completed for review and what form this will take—a joint technical document, an advisory, a regulation, or another format?  We will keep you apprised.

As in the requirement above dealing with specific waste thresholds, the EA is required to revise the SWFP to specifically allow disposal of the waste.  According to DTSC, this means that the SWFP will need to be revised to specifically list the waste type that would be disposed of via a variance, unless the waste type is already specifically listed.  This does not include having to specify the source (generator) of the waste.  DTSC has made it clear that even though the variance is landfill and generator specific, the SWFP does not have to be revised beyond showing the waste type.  

The second section of AB 2784 sunsets on July 1, 2003, unless a later-enacted statute repeals or extends the date.

The provisions of AB 2784 will most likely result in changes to DTSC’s waste classification proposal.  At this time, it is unclear how it will all play out and what the impact will be to solid waste landfills.

Closure Communiqués

�The Waste Tire Stabilization and Abatement Program 

The waste tire cleanup program has been very effective to date.  The status of the remediation projects is listed by site below. 

South Valley View Waste Tire Sites 1 and 2, San Bernardino County.  Tires and solid waste were disposed of illegally on three different parcels within the city of San Bernardino.  Seventy tons of tires and 300 tons of solid waste were removed from both sites.  The city has secured the sites against future illegal dumping.

Painted Gorge Waste Tire Site, Imperial County.  Waste tires were deposited illegally on private property.  Ten tons of tires were removed from this site. 

Chittenden Pass Waste Tire Site, near the Pajaro River in San Benito County.  Cleanup of this site began the second week of September.  The terrain in the area is steep, making cleanup efforts extremely difficult.  A significant quantity of tires was removed from this site, but a large number still remain.  The Department of Fish and Game required work to be suspended at the site on October 15.  Work will resume on this site in the spring.

Exeter Waste Tire Site, Tulare County.  This is the second largest existing waste tire pile in the state.  There are approximately 2 million waste tires at this site.  Cleanup of this site began the first week of October.  It is anticipated that the project will be completed in two to three months.

Bishop Sunland Waste Tire Site, at the Bishop Sunland Landfill in Inyo County.  There are approximately 200,000 waste tires at this site.  Cleanup was scheduled to begin the first week of November.

The Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal �Site Cleanup Program
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2136 Cleanup Program—Making a Difference

The Solid Waste Disposal and Co-disposal Site Cleanup Program, also known as the 2136 cleanup program, has been very busy for the last several months.  Projects were successful due to the large contributions and assistance from the LEAs and other county departments.  Some contributions are mentioned below, but by no means are all the efforts made by the LEAs and other county departments listed.  The following projects have been completed or will be completed by the time this newsletter is released.

Mobile Debris Box Illegal Disposal Site, City of San Francisco.  This project removed approximately 3,000 cubic yards of illegally disposed solid waste and contaminated soil.  The city and the LEA made a major effort through the court systems to gain site access and to take the necessary enforcement action.  

Enterprise Landfill, Shasta County.  The contractor relocated approximately 20,000 cubic yards of exposed solid waste from the steep fill slopes adjacent to a tributary of Stillwater Creek.  The removed material was deposited on top of the old closed landfill.  Areas of settlement were filled in with the waste and then covered with 25,000 cubic yards of soil donated by Shasta County.  As a result, not only was the exposed waste removed, but also the added benefit of correcting poor drainage conditions at the closed landfill was achieved.  

Old Dunnigan Landfill, Yolo County.  This project consisted of stabilizing approximately 1,200 feet of the stream bank running along the burn dump and recapping approximately 500 feet of exposed waste along Buckeye Creek.  The Yolo County Department of Public Works provided engineering services in the form of a project design, a survey, and a topographic map of the site.

Morro Bay Burn Dump, San Luis Obispo County.  The Morro Bay Burn Dump along the Morro Creek was remediated using an IWMB-managed construction contractor.  

Exposed waste was removed from the landfill surface, the stream bank, and the stream channel.  The waste was then encapsulated behind a gabion wall along the creek.  Burn dump slopes were reduced to a four to one ratio, (horizontal to vertical), and capped with a 2-foot earth cover.  Erosion control netting was installed on the slopes, all disturbed areas were hydroseeded, and trees were planted along the creek.

San Felipe Illegal Disposal Site, Santa Clara County.  Trash, debris and rubbish were removed from a 2-mile stretch of creek bank and roadway and taken for disposal.  Appliances, metals and tires were removed for recycling.  Hazardous waste was removed for proper disposal.  Santa Clara LEA negotiated reduced tipping fees for waste disposal, handled household hazardous waste encountered during the cleanup, and provided traffic control during the project.  During the cleanup project, there were increased sheriff's patrols of the area. 

Lewis Road Illegal Disposal Site, Solano County.  Wood waste, trash, and debris were removed from a�10-acre property.  Some 20-plus vehicles were removed and taken to a dismantler/recycler.  Appliances, metals and tires were removed for recycling and hazardous waste was removed for proper disposal.

Cappell Burn Dump, Humboldt County. This cleanup entailed a joint effort by many organizations.  Burn ash with elevated metal levels (RCRA levels) was removed by the US EPA.  The Yurok Tribe has provided ongoing enforcement and public education.  The Indian Health Services Department provided funds to clean up two nearby small dumps on tribal land.  The Humboldt County LEA assisted in identifying and characterizing the hazardous waste.  The IWMB removed the solid waste and fenced the site. 

Cobb Mountain Illegal Disposal Site, Lake County.  All solid waste was removed to a nearby landfill.  The Lake County LEA and Code Enforcement handled all hazardous waste, removed the abandoned vehicles, and obtained the necessary local permits. 

Harrington Flatt Illegal Disposal Site, Lake County.  This site was cleaned up by the owner after the IWMB approved the site for cleanup program funding.  The owner cleanup showed that sometimes good things happen!

Davenport Burn Dump, Santa Cruz County.  This project was started at the end of October 1998.  This project is a joint project with Union Pacific Railroad Company.  Burn ash is eroding from the bluffs onto the beach.  Union Pacific Railroad Company will haul the burn ash at its expense.

Wilder Ranch Burn Dump, Santa Cruz County.  This project was started on October 19, 1998.  This project is a joint project involving Union Pacific Railroad Company and DTSC.  DTSC will remove burn ash with levels above RCRA standards.  Burn ash is eroding from the bluffs into the Pacific Ocean.  Union Pacific Railroad Company. will haul the non-RCRA waste from this site as well as from the Davenport site.

West 6th Street Illegal Disposal Site, Sacramento County.  The West 6th Street Illegal Disposal Site cleanup effort was a joint project with the IWMB's Waste Tire Cleanup Program and Sacramento County.  Approximately 3,715 tons of garbage and debris were removed from throughout eight parcels where it was strewn.  The Sacramento County LEA removed all hazardous materials, including burn ash piles.  The Waste Tire Cleanup Program removed 1,514.3 tons of waste tires from West 6th Street and Straught Road.  This is the equivalent of 151,430 passenger tires.

Waste Tire Enforcement Grant 

Board staff is especially pleased to announce an increase of $100,000 over last year’s award amount of $400,000.  Qualified applicants for the 1998-99 fiscal year will be applying for a total grant amount of $500,000.  The IWMB's waste tire enforcement grant program staff are preparing to mail out the 1998-99 fiscal year Notice of Funding Available, (NOFA) applications to over 800 potential applicants in December 1998.  

Tire enforcement staff is confident many applicants from one or both grant cycles will again re-apply because of their strong commitment to ensure that waste tire facilities, auto dealers, and auto dismantlers comply with applicable laws and regulations.
