he Board has embarked on an effort to set our course for the 21st Century.  I would like to take this opportunity to let you know about the progress we've made to date, how you can stay apprised of our progress on an ongoing basis; how you can give us feedback; and what to expect in the future.


The Board initiated the 21st Century Project in May 1998.  A steering committee composed of Chairman Eaton, Board Member Jones, Keith Smith, Susan Pedersen, Rubia Packard, Tracey Harper, John Frith, and myself have been meeting with our contractor, The Results Group, since that time to plan the necessary steps to develop solid waste management policy into the next century.


One of the driving elements of this project has been and will continue to be the involvement of internal and external stakeholders.  In December, an internal issues forum was held to gather input from Board staff on what the Board should anticipate and plan for in the next millennium.  An external stakeholder issues forum was held in Southern California in January to gain a perspective on what issues are important to meet external needs.


Approximately 400 issues were developed through the issue forums and slotted into broad issue areas.  The list of issues is available at the 21st Century Project home page at www.ciwmb.ca.gov/2000Plus/.

The nine broad issue categories are AB 939; cross media/cross governmental; education; integration of systems; waste industry consolidation; market development; new technology; the role of stakeholders; and sustainability.


Two Board teams, one led by Chairman Eaton, the other by Board Member Jones, developed a definition, scope, background, and questions relative to each issue area.  The issue analysis was used as a foundation for the Future Search Conference held on March 9th at the Sacramento Community Convention Center.  Utilizing the information obtained at the Future Search Conference, Board policy teams will be meeting to develop possible approaches and policy recommendations.  It is anticipated that the policy recommendations will be brought forward to the Board as agenda items beginning in June or July.

One size does not fit all

Currently, California lacks environmental and economic equity in its mandates for diversion and recycling.  Current mandates do not differentiate urban from rural waste generation and seem to have been ineffective.  Diversion mandates need to acknowledge and incorporate environmental and economic differences.


California is the most populated state in the country and third largest in size.  The northern area has a population density of approximately 25 people per square mile, with some counties as low as 2.5 people per square mile.  This is compared to the statewide average of 198 people per square mile.  The three most populated counties have a density of 1,584 people per square mile, over 60 times that of the northern area.  Collection and transportation costs increase greatly in the less populated areas.


Rural counties (populations less than 200,000) have approximately 6.4 percent of the population and generate only approximately 3.6 percent of the state’s waste stream.  Urban counties generate 96.4 percent of California’s waste and have 93.6 percent of the population.  A 50 percent reduction of waste generation in only urbanized areas would equate to a 48.2 percent statewide diversion rate.


Rural areas are already generating approximately 50 percent less than the state average, according to local waste generation studies and the IWMB’s annual report.  Approximately nine pounds of waste per capita per day is generated throughout the state, while rural areas generate only about five pounds of waste per capita per day (numerous counties generate less).


Rural areas generate a different waste stream, with approximately 6 percent being yard and 5 percent industrial wastes.  Yard and industrial wastes comprise 43 percent of the state’s average waste stream.  It would appear that concentrating diversion and recycling efforts on these materials would provide the most significant results for the efforts expended.


Rural counties need money and policies that address rural issues.  The AB 939 planning documents cost one rural county, population of 3,300 people, over $100,000.  This is more than $30 per capita, and has resulted in little benefit to the state and community.  


Most rural counties have 60 to 80 percent open space land that is administered by the federal government.  This land does not contribute to the tax base of the county.  These vast areas of open space also increase the risk for illegal dumping, especially when regulations and mandates drive up the costs and requirements for handling various wastes and/or recyclable materials (such as tires and appliances).  Some grant money has been provided, and a few jurisdictions have been allowed some reductions in diversion goals; however, the effort and expense for rural counties to meet ‘urban’ requirements is a squandering of our efforts and resources.

Probably the best example of a state statute I have found that provides flexibility, both in itself and in the regulations that would implement the statute, is California Health and Safety Code, Section 117590.  Ironically, it deals with solid waste matters and directs the California Department of Health Services to prepare and submit to the IWMB, for inclusion in the State policy for solid waste management, minimum standards for solid waste handling and disposal for the protection of public health, “The department may adopt varying standards for different areas of the state depending on population density, climate, geology, and other factors relevant to solid waste handling and disposal” (emphasis added).  In such a large and diverse state as California, more statutes, regulations, and policies need to be written similar to this, or with this philosophy in mind.

As a result of the transfer/processing regulations which became effective March 5, 1999, two newly revised SWIS inspection forms for transfer/-processing operations and facilities are now available for use.


These forms are working drafts, and comments are needed by June 1, 1999.  One form is for facilities only (CIWMB 53, rev. 1/99), and the other is for operations only (CIWMB 73, rev.1/99).

Regulation updates


Below is a status update for some of the proposed regulatory packages underway at the IWMB.


Transfer/Processing


The regulations were approved by the Office of Administrative Law and became effective March 5, 1999, after minor language and section numbering amendments.  The Memorandum of Understanding with the Division of Occupational Safety and Health (DOSH) became effective with the regulations.

Farm and Ranch Cleanup (SB 1330)


On January 21, 1999, the IWMB adopted regulations for the SB 1330 Farm and Ranch Solid Waste Cleanup and Abatement Grant program, under which cities and counties may seek financial assistance for cleanup of illegal solid waste disposal sites on farm or ranch property.  These regulations have yet to be approved by the Office of Administrative Law.  Subsequently, the IWMB adopted criteria and a scoring process for evaluating grant applications to be reviewed, ranked, and awarded. Orphan Site Cleanup (SB 2136)


The 45-day comment period ran from October 9, 1998, through November 21, 1998.  The IWMB held a public hearing on December 16, 1998.  The IWMB will hold a 15-day comment period after resolution of policy issues associated with the solid waste disposal and codisposal site cleanup program.  Questions? Construction, Demolition, and Inert Debris


The public comment period for the September 23, 1998, version of the regulations ended on December 28, 1998.  Because of a Web site problem, the comment period was extended to 70 days, well beyond the required 45 days.  A public hearing was subsequently held in Sacramento on January 13, 1999.  Comments presented at the public hearing and written comments are being entered into a spreadsheet format.


At the January 27-28, 1999, Board Meeting, P&E Division staff recommended certain revisions to the proposed regulations and requested approval to notice them for a 15-day comment period.  During that meeting the issue of mine reclamation sites was brought forward.  In particular, several Board members were interested in knowing what types and quantities of waste were being used to backfill old mine pits.


As currently proposed, disposal of inert waste governed by an approved mine reclamation plan would be considered beneficial reuse.  A motion was adopted directing staff to report back on used and existing mine reclamation sites that are possibly subject to any agency purview.


Specifically, the report is to discuss possible regulatory overlap, describe the quantity and composition of waste being accepted, and whether or not a tipping fee is charged.  In addition, the report should discuss past definitions of beneficial reuse and the implications of pending legislation, such as AB 219 (Gallegos).  AB 219, among other things, would specifically exclude the disposal of inert wastes at mine reclamation sites from the definition of "solid waste disposal" found in Public Resource Code Section 40192.


Given the amount of research required to report back to the Board, IWMB staff has scheduled the "Construction, Demolition, and Inert Debris" agenda item for the April 27-28, 1999, Board meeting in Sacramento.  A newly revised version of the proposed regulations is expected to be completed very soon and will be posted on the IWMB Web site. The IWMB is delaying action on the waste tire hauler and facility permitting portions of this package until completion of an IWMB report on current tire programs (required by AB 117). Enforcement and Compliance


Draft enforcement regulations were initially developed by an IWMB/LEA enforcement workgroup beginning in January 1998.  Two workshops were held in August, one in Sacramento and one in Southern California, to get input on the draft regulations.  Input from the workshops was incorporated, and the subsequent version was distributed for review and comment at the October round tables.


The current version of the regulations includes revisions based on comments received at the October round tables.  The proposed regulations will be taken before the Board in April for approval to begin the formal rulemaking process with the Office of Administrative Law.  The current version will be made available on the IWMB’s Web site as soon as IWMB legal staff’s comments are incorporated. 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�Facilities: Plan for Y2K


�Everyone's wondering how they might be affected by this transition.  There is a potential for problems at facilities.  The operators of the more highly automated types of solid waste facilities should be sure that their computer software and embedded control systems are Y2K-proofed.  These include scales, environmental monitoring systems, environmental control systems, conveyor systems, shredders, and office equipment.  


Some indirect effects could result in the loss of utilities, including water, natural or LP gas and electricity, as well as shortages of fuels for equipment operation.  Loss of utilities could result in the closing of facilities or worse.  For example, loss of electricity to maintain pumps controlling groundwater may result in flooding or inundation of low-lying areas, including landfills.  Trash pickup could be curtailed resulting in public health endangerment.  It would be prudent for facility operators and local governments to go over contingency plans for Y2K related outages that could severely impact the way the waste stream is normally managed in the state.

New financial test and guarantee for local governments ready


T


wo new financial assurance mechanisms for postclosure costs and/or corrective action costs of solid waste landfills became available to local governments on December 23, 1998.  They are the local government financial test and local government guarantee.  Developed by the U.S. EPA, they can be used to assure postclosure and corrective action costs, but not closure costs.  A public operator is not required to change its existing mechanism as a result of this rulemaking.
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A June 1997 Financial Assurances Bulletin (Publication No. 242-97-003) regarding the local government financial test and local guarantee was mailed to LEAs and landfill operators.  The updated final regulations contain only nonsubstantive changes and the referenced bulletin is still accurate.  IWMB staff is in the process of updating the Web site to include this newest regulation package.

IWMB staff goes to Guam


A Million Tires Are Burning


On January 7, 1999, an on-scene emergency coordinator for the U.S. EPA requested Todd Thalhamer provide technical assistance regarding a tire and landfill fire in Guam.  The purpose of the assignment was to provide technical support to the Guam EPA in its emergency response to a large tire fire at the Ordot Landfill.  The tire dump erupted in flames on December 25, 1998.  Due to the intense smoke, a total of 18 families were evacuated.  The tire dump is adjacent to the Ordot Landfill and is located in the middle of Guam approximately four miles southeast of the capital of Agana.  The U.S. EPA estimated there were approximately one million tires placed in a pit at the Ordot Landfill.  Field measurements indicated the former tire pile was 180 feet wide by 800 feet long (i.e., 3.3 acres) and had an estimated depth of 50 to 80 feet.


During the trip, the IWMB provided technical support to Guam’s incident commander in evaluating various options for controlling and extinguishing the tire and landfill fire.  Todd assisted in the evaluation of engineering options for containment, stabilization, and remediation of the contaminated soils and waste materials after the fire was out.

Laboratory services available


On February 23, 1999, the IWMB approved the scope of work for an environmental laboratory services contract.  If all flows smoothly, the contract should be in place by May 1999, and funds will be available to assist LEAs with their environmental testing needs.


The contract would include environmental sampling and analysis test methods for liquids, solids, and gases.  Environmental testing would be used primarily to assist LEAs (1) in gathering information to determine the potential public health and safety or environmental threat leading to enforcement action, especially when the owner/operator is uncooperative and will not conduct sampling, and (2) to confirm results of the owner/operator, especially when the results are questionable or other evidence suggests the need for confirmation.  LEAs who have sampling needs should contact their IWMB closure staff liaison.


Compostable organic materials


The Board is currently focusing its  regulatory efforts on placing solid waste facilities and operations that handle compostable organic materials (i.e., green material, woody material, and food waste) into regulatory tiers, developing minimum standards, and adjusting existing regulations to accommodate the placement.  Regulation development placing these facilities and operations into the regulatory tiers structure continued through winter 1998-99, with informal scoping sessions.

Update on Manuals 


Hearing panel manual drafted


At the August 1998 LEA/IWMB Conference, IWMB and LEA staff held a workshop on the development of a hearing panel procedural manual.  A draft manual was presented and a mock hearing was conducted based on that draft manual.  The comments from participants of the workshop were incorporated into a draft Hearing Panel Procedural Manual and the draft was sent to the working group for review.


Once the additional comments are received, IWMB staff will revise the manual again.  The final version will be distributed to all LEAs as a model to consider for incorporation into their respective enforcement program plans.  The final draft should be available this summer. Waste Tire Enforcement Grants 


T


he 1998/99 grant program is offering $500,000 to eligible applicants to �(1) implement an effective inspection and compliance tire program at the local level which will provide guidance to facility operators, and if necessary, take the initial enforcement actions to remediate threats to public health, safety, and the environment; and (2) develop an extensive list of those waste tire facilities which fall under IWMB jurisdiction and ensure that they are operating in compliance with state laws and regulations.


The grant application deadline was March 12, 1999.  The IWMB received nine grant application packages.  The Board will be awarding grant funds at its May 1999 meeting.  Questions? Enforcement Assistance Grants


The application package for the distribution of the 1999/2000 grants was mailed to the Solid Waste Local Enforcement Agencies (LEA) on February 26, 1999.  The $1.5 million in grant funds are disbursed from the Integrated Waste Management Account with the size of each award determined by adding a base amount for each jurisdiction to additional funds weighted by population and number of solid waste facilities.  These funds are to be used solely for support of the LEA's solid waste facilities permit and inspection programs.  The completed applications must be received at the IWMB's office by 3:00 p.m. or postmarked by Friday, May 28, 1999.  Funds for individual LEAs will be encumbered in June with grant agreements and payment requests forwarded to LEAs for completion in July. SB 1330 Farm and Ranch Solid Waste Cleanup 


On January 21, 1999, the IWMB adopted regulations for the SB 1330 Farm and Ranch Solid Waste Cleanup and Abatement Grant program, under which cities and counties may seek financial assistance for cleanup of illegal solid waste disposal sites on farm or ranch property.  Subsequently, the IWMB adopted criteria and a scoring process for evaluating grant applications to be reviewed, ranked, and awarded.


In March 1999 the Notice of Funding Availability was sent to LEAs and county and city public works departments.  Additionally, the regulations will be sent to the Office of Administrative Law in April 1999 for a 30-day review.


The program provides for grant funding from the IWMB to local governments for cleanup of illegal sites on private or public properties, including easements or right-of-ways and multiple parcels on farm and ranch property as long as the property is authorized for agricultural activities.  However, the property owner can not be responsible for, or have allowed, the illegal dumping.  It is anticipated that the grant money will primarily be used to remove and properly dispose of small nuisance dumping of nonhazardous solid waste, including tires.


The grant awards are not to exceed $10,000 per site and $50,000 per jurisdiction.  The local government entity would be responsible for the grant applications and management of the cleanup projects, by either performing the cleanup work itself or contracting out for the work.


Applicants will be required to provide minimum information to the IWMB to assure that the site and the applicant meet the minimum eligibility requirements.  Applications will be accepted on a continuous basis. What’s up with training?


Free computer training
