taff from the Office of Local Assistance and the Waste Characterization and Analysis Branch are scheduling training sessions and going out in teams to meet with local government officials responsible for 


AB 939 implementation.





These interactive training sessions target local government representatives working toward SRRE and HHWE implementation.  Board staff present a "Big Picture" overview of reporting requirements and compliance as they relate to program implementation and measuring goal achievement.  Question and answer periods complete the agenda at each location.





�


The sessions include a summary of statewide progress in implementing diversion programs, definitions of program implementation and compliance, annual reporting requirements, an overview of technical assistance available from the Board, and a "Big Picture" overview of measuring goal achievement.  The goal achievement portion of the training sessions focus on: determining base-year generation, using the adjustment method, calculating maximum allowable disposal; using disposal reporting information, determining goal achievement, and walking attendees through the Model Annual Report worksheet. 





Following a question and answer period, Board staff will work individually with interested jurisdictions to calculate goal achievement using a computer spreadsheet program.  To be 





most effective, locals are encouraged to bring the following information with them to these training sessions:





latest annualized taxable sales figures;


latest annualized employment figure for your jurisdiction;


latest annualized disposal numbers; and


a 3 1/2" disk on which to copy your calculations





If you cannot obtain your jurisdiction's taxable sales or employment figures, countywide figures will be available to use in your calculations.  Population figures for 1994 will also be available.





Training sessions have been held in San Diego, Tulare, Kern, Monterey, Alameda/San Francisco, Santa Clara, Stanislaus/Merced Counties, Butte, Fresno, Sacramento, Kern, San Mateo, Santa Barbara, and Contra Costa counties, as well as a multi-county session held in Santa Rosa for Sonoma, Mendocino, Lake, Napa, and Marin counties, and a multi-county session for Yolo and Solano counties in Davis. BASE-YEAR ADJUSTMENT METHOD�PRIVATE �� REGULATIONS TO  GO  INTO  EFFECT





T


he Board regulations which will govern the adjustment of each jurisdiction’s base-year generation tonnage were approved by the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) on January 8, 1996.  The adjustment process is an important step in calculating a jurisdiction’s progress towards the 25% and 50% waste reduction goals.  The base-year tonnage adjustment yields 





an estimate of waste generation for a chosen reporting-year, such as 1995 or 2000.





The formal title of the regulation package is "Adjustment Method for Calculating Changes in Waste Generation Tonnage, Title 14, California Code of Regulations, 9.3, Sections 18827 through 18831".  The version of the regulations approved by OAL is the same one circulated to all jurisdictions in August for their review.  The Board will send a copy of the approved regulations to each jurisdiction.





The approved method will be the standard tool for each jurisdiction to use to adjust their base-year generation tonnage amount to remove the effects of changes in population and economics between the base-year and any reporting year before calculating their disposal reduction percentage.  A jurisdiction may use the method at any time to estimate their progress toward the 25% and 50% goals, but they are not required to use the method until calculating goal achievement for their 1995 Annual Report, due August 1, 1996.





The adjustment method described in the regulations was developed by a working group of representatives from jurisdictions, the waste industry, and academia over a period of two years, with many opportunities for public input and review.  The method was field-tested in a sample of jurisdictions to insure that it was practical, accurate, and easy to use.





The adjustment method removes the effects of changes in population, inflation, taxable sales, and employment factors so the actual performance of a jurisdiction’s waste reduction programs can be accurately measured.  For the jurisdictions’ convenience, the Board will supply default numbers for each of the factors used in the adjustment calculation.  However, jurisdictions may use any other reliable source for the factor numbers, if they document that it would yield more accurate results.





At the request of jurisdictions, there will be no separate adjustment report to the Board; all calculations and reporting will be done as a part of a jurisdiction’s Annual Report.  Tonnage corrections for special events, such as natural disasters and other problems, will be addressed in the goal compliance calculations located in a different part of the Annual Report.





To help jurisdictions learn how to perform the adjustment, a basic demonstration of the adjustment method is included in the Annual Report Training Sessions being held around the State this winter.  Look for an announcement of locations and times for these sessions elsewhere in this issue.  Step-by-step instructions for performing the adjustment method, and a computer spreadsheet program which does all of the required mathematical calculations, will be available this spring as part of the 1995 Annual Report forms package.

Regional Updates
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Northern California


El Dorado County and its cities submitted all SRREs, NDFEs, HHWEs, the Siting Element and Summary Plan. The County's Siting Element and Summary Plan were approved at the CIWMB Board meeting on November 15, 1995. El Dorado County becomes the second County in the State to have a fully approved Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan. In December over 32 tons of tires were collected by the Trinty County Solid Waste Division during three "Trinty Tire Roundup" events in Weaverville and Hayfork, with the help of a California Integrated Waste Management Board Tire Recycling Grant.  The collected tires were brought to Calaveras Cement Company, where they were burned as fuel. County workers provided full time labor for three weekends but were grateful for the assistance of young adults from the local youth authority on two weekends.  In addition, U.S. Forest service employees assisted you ths from Trinity High School Wrestling Club in locating illegally dumped tires on Forest Service land.  The club will be paid for their efforts through the Tire Recycling Grant money.  Contact Tara Gauthier with the Trinty County Solid Waste Division at (916) 623-1326 for more information. 
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B ay Area - Ninety-five Bay Area cities and counties are in concert with 300 supermarkets, the Department of Conservation, the Steel Recycling Institute, and the Board in a ground-breaking regional waste prevention and buy recycled campaign, called Shop Smart. The campaign kicked off January 7 and ran through January 31, bringing shoppers messages about the importance of waste prevention, including buying products made from recycled materials, and how their personal choices can make a difference. Shoppers were also given a chance to win grocery certificates in participating supermarkets. The City of Santa Clara received approval to fund a partnership with the Board and Santa Clara Unified School District to introduce vermicomposting and provide Closing the Loop training for teachers district-wide.  The cities of Vacaville and Dixon are conducting a joint waste characterization study. The study will use landfill sampling, three sampling periods will be conducted during 1996. The sampling methodology has been developed, and the results will be analyzed by CH2M HILL. On September 20, 1995, the City of Vacaville and Vacaville Sanitary Service celebrated the grand opening of the permanent BOP (batteries, oil, and paint) facility.  The facility is located at the Vacaville Sanitary Service Recycling Center and is opened every Saturday.  The Mayor of Vacaville, Dave Fleming, commends the effort by public and private partnership to establish a much needed permanent household hazardous waste collection facility for the community.  Prior to the grand opening, more than 800 gallons of paint were collected during two Saturdays at the facility.  So far, over 200 gallons of that latex paint has been distributed for free to the public through a paint reuse program established at the BOP.  The facility serves residents from the cities of Vacaville, Dixon, and unincorporated Solano County. Through a revolving load fund, the Alameda County Recycling Board and the Materials for the Future Foundation (MFF) are offering small and start-up recycling businesses a financing break. Projects that keep waste out of county landfills are eligible for loans.  The $1 million fund derives its capital from additional tipping fees at local landfills.  The loan fund is administered jointly by MFF and the Oakland Business Development Corporation.  For more information, call Fred Broadwell at (510) 208-4542.  On December 13, 1995 the first Regional Source Reduction and Recycling Element (RSRRE) submitted to the Board was approved for the West Contra Costa Integrated Waste Management Authority.  The Authority is comprised of the member cities of Hercules, El Cerrito, Pinole, San Pablo, and Richmond.  The approved RSRRE will supersede the previously disapproved SRREs for the cities of Hercules, Pinole, San Pablo, and Richmond, and the previously approved SRRE for the city of El Cerrito.  Since the cities have become a region for the purpose of sharing disposal reduction goals and plan implementation, their Joint Powers Agreement, or Regional Agency Agreement, was required to be reviewed and approved by the Board.  The Board also voted to approve the JPA, which is now an available sample document from the OLA library.
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Central California


Monterey County in conjunction with the Federal Emergency Management Agency, and a local painting contractor, is painting hundreds of homes damaged by last winter’s floodwaters.  More than 600 homes in the region will be painted with Kelly Moore’s “E-Coat” recycled paint.  To date, the Monterey County project is one of the largest in the state to use recycled materials, placing the County at the forefront of such efforts. The Stanislaus County Department of Environmental Resources presented a series of workshops and meetings for businesses and local haulers on recycling and source reduction ideas and programs.  The workshops began in November of 1994 and concluded in October of 1995.  Presentations were given by businesses and local government staff on successful recycling and source reduction ideas as well as information on the Recycling Market Development Zone. The workshops were tailored to the needs of each community and enjoyed active participation from attendees.  This was accomplished by contacting the local businesses and representatives to give local examples of ideas and programs. The Kings Waste and Recycling Authority has recently completed construction of its Countywide Material Recovery Facility and commenced operations.  This facility uses a three-bag system and services Kings County and the cities of Corcoran, Hanford, and Lemoore.  For additional information please contact Don Cluxton with Kings County at

San Luis Obispo County and the cities of Arroyo Grande, Atascadero, Grover Beach, Morro Bay, Pismo Beach, and San Luis Obispo recently concluded a Countywide Household Hazardous Waste Collection Event.  The event was held in four locations throughout the County.  Over 7,100 pounds of household hazardous waste was safely collected at this event.  The County Waste Management Authority is planning more of these events in the future.  For more information on the collection event, please contact

(805) 782-8530. The cities of Lindsay, Visalia, and Woodlake in Tulare County have recently implemented split can curbside recycling programs.  The City of Visalia originally created the program to meet the diversion mandates of AB 939.  The cities of Lindsay and Woodlake teamed up with Visalia and began the process of implementing the program for their cities.  The split can program is targeted to divert a major portion of the cities waste stream from the landfill. The County of San Bernardino has entered into a contractual agreement with Norcal Waste Systems to manage and operate the County’s solid waste management system.  San Bernardino County will be responsible for the contract oversight.  The merger between the County and Norcal Waste Systems became effective November 1995.  For more information please contact Gerry Newcombe with the County at (909) 386-8722. The City of Victorville in San Bernardino County recently implemented their automated curbside program.  The program is available to all residents throughout the City (approximately 61,000 people).  A 60-gallon blue cart container has been provided to each household for commingled recyclables including; plastics, aluminum, metals, and mixed paper.  This is in addition to their 


95-gallon black container which is only used for municipal solid waste.  The recyclables are picked up once a week on the same day as the regular garbage pick up.  In addition, the City of Victorville in a joint venture with the Town of Apple Valley have recently begun operations at the Victor Valley Materials Recovery Facility.  The facility handles the commingled recyclables from the automated curbside program mentioned above as well as commingled recyclables from the Apple Valley area. Reuse = Waste Prevention + Savings





L


et's say you are helping a business with a waste assessment and you see they are generating a lot of corrugated boxes.  According to US EPA, corrugated boxes account for a whopping 37 percent of packaging in municipal solid waste, more than double any other type of packaging.  So you tell them to recycle those boxes.  This is good, but there may be a better answer.  





A new report by INFORM, Delivering the Goods: Benefits of Reusable Shipping Containers, by David Saphire, shows that in place of single-use containers such as corrugated boxes, companies can shift to reusing containers to reduce waste and save money.  The report highlights that reusing a cardboard box five times costs up to 60 percent less than using a box just once and generated 70.6 percent less waste, while reusing a plastic container 250 times can cost nearly 92 percent less over time and generates 98.5 percent less waste. 





Although corrugated boxes can be recycled, many are not, and recycling does not address the overall effect of material use on the environment.  Reusing containers reduces the use of raw materials and avoids pollution that arises from recycling and manufacturing.  In many situations containers can be backhauled minimizing pollution from transportation.   


 


Delivering the Goods finds that reusable containers offer companies financial savings, including:





Reduced packaging costs because the cost per container per use is lower than the cost of a single-use container (see Table 2),


Reduced damaged goods, because sturdier containers may offer better protection, and


Avoided container disposal costs.





When do reusable shipping containers work best? When there are: short distribution distances, frequent deliveries, a small number of parties involved, and company-owned or "dedicated" distribution vehicles hired to work solely with one company.

Like most good ideas, switching to reusable containers has its drawbacks. Obstacles include: the initial cost of reusable containers, cost of returning the containers, tracking and accounting of the containers, and corporate resistance to change. However, many firms and organizations have overcome these obstacles and are reaping cost savings.
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If you are assisting businesses with waste reduction, ask them to consider reusable containers if they aren't already using them. This may mean working closely with vendors to set up a system to backhaul containers, contacting a third party who leases containers, or developing their own reusable packaging and tracking system. If reusable containers aren't a viable option, or will take a long time to implement, reusing corrugated boxes is a good short-term alternative.

RECYCLED TONER CARTRIDGES HELP RECYCLING EFFORTS�PRIVATE ��





T


he Department of General Services' Information Technology and Education Center offers a state contract that helps conserve landfill space. The Recycled Laser Toner Cartridge contract is “geared towards making recycling efforts easier,” says Warren Whitlock of Landmark Laser, the new vendor for the contract.  Warren spoke before the Board recently to show how, by using the contract, recycling in California becomes easier.  The optional use contract is for state and local agencies in California and encourages purchasing of remanufactured Laser Toner Cartridges (LTCs) by offering them at lower than retail prices.





Warren indicates that using recycled Laser Toner Cartridges not only saves the environment but saves time and money for state and local agencies.  Warren explained that you could save as much as $500 per year, per printer, by buying recycled laser toner cartridges.  "Some people want new cartridges but if you want to save money and time Landmark may be the better option," he said.

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BUY RECYCLED CORNER








�PRIVATE ��The frontier of recycling continues to be the consistent manufacture and purchase of as many recycled-contentproducts as possible. This new feature focuses on buy-recycled success stories.








T


he City of San José, California has long been a leader in recycling. City officials recognized that as the City’s collection program grew, they needed to protect their recycling program investment.  That meant to buy more recycled-content products (RCPs).  


San José currently buys over 40 types of RCPs.  They range from office supplies to compost for  City parks.  All office supplies have recycled content, for example: copy paper, computer paper, envelopes, steno books, 


and manila folders.  Other recycled office products include Pendaflex folders, writing tablets, adding machine paper, data binders, easel pads, stacking letter trays, Post-it notes and message pads. Contractors employed by the City are encouraged to print all materials on recycled paper. The City prints its business cards on recycled paper, too.





Janitorial products have recycled-content: toilet tissue, paper towels, handy-wipes, plastic trash can liners, and plastic refuse bags.  In the landscape maintenance area, besides using compost, plastic picnic tables and park benches contain recycled materials.





Other interesting RCPs are reclaimed paint, cellulose insulation, recycling containers, and disposable wiping rags.  Still other innovative RCP purchases involve textile absorbent pads, airport parking ticket stamp cartridges, retention storage boxes, and concrete outdoor equipment reinforced with recycled fiberglass mesh.





The City of San José saves approximately $8,000 a year on the purchase of  RCPs.  These savings are relatively modest now, but the City’s net gain for protecting the environment and supporting their investment in recycling will only grow with time.

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nnual Report Emergency Regulations


Staff have been working to streamline annual reporting requirements for local plans. On November 21, 1995, the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) approved emergency regulations changing the Annual Report submittal date to August 1st of each year.





The regulations are now in effect, so jurisdictions with SRREs, CIWMPs, or Petitions for Reduction in planning and/or diversion requirements approved by the Board by December 31, 1995, do not submit an annual report to the Board until August 1, 1996, and each August 1 thereafter.  Jurisdictions whose Plans are approved on January 1, 1996, or after, will submit their annual reports on August 1st of the year following Board approval and each August 1 thereafter.  





The Board now has 120 days to finalize the emergency regulations, which include consolidating the three annual reporting requirements (CCR Sections 18771, 18775, 18787) into one report. The proposed draft regulations will be distributed for public review and comment early in 1996.  If you have any questions regarding the new annual reporting requirements contact Heidi Sanborn at

Technical assistance from various branches and divisions within the Board is available.  For instance, did you know:





A


pproximately $5-8 million will be available to local governments for the third cycle of Used Oil Opportunity Grants.  Eligible programs include, but are not limited to, establishment or expansion of used oil collection opportunities and comprehensive public education programs about the legal disposal of used oil.  The maximum grant award is $300,000 for single applicants.  Regional applications will be eligible for $300,000 plus an additional $50,000 for each city other than the lead city.  The maximum regional award is $500,000.  The grant will fund up to two years of a used oil program from June 30, 1996 to June 30, 1998.  Application packages are now available.  Proposals are due on February 16, 1996 and awards will be recommended in May, 1996. Board staff added 38 new sites to "Project Recycle", the Board's program for State agencies, institutions and facilities.
