Each month we receive about 1,000 calls on our toll-free waste tire hot line (1-866-896-0600). The calls are from waste tire haulers, generators, and end-use facilities. Most callers are business operators/owners who want tire program ID numbers (TPID), Comprehensive Trip Log forms, or a CIWMB tire hauler registration application, or they just want to know how the waste tire manifest program works so they can comply with the law. Raymundo Martinez, a CIWMB customer representative who has answered calls on the hot line for two years, says, “You just don’t look at a waste tire pile or a truckload of waste tires quite the same way after you work for the Waste Tire Manifest Program.” Martinez states that while people don’t think waste tires are a problem, he knows this program has an impact on the environment. 


In addition to answering hot line calls, CIWMB staff keeps busy with other tasks. Recently, staff has been compiling evidence to support a number of Administrative Complaints issued to unregistered haulers. Customer representative Mike White explains, “First we ensure that letters to renew registrations are sent to haulers. If there is no response after several phone calls, we will prepare evidence to build a case against an individual who continues to haul without a registration. Unfortunately, many haulers avoid the registration process because they don’t want to pay for a bond. But eventually those haulers are caught and the penalties are far more costly than the bond.”


“There are many situations that we must deal with on the hot line,” says Adrianna Gutierrez, a customer representative who offers assistance in Spanish. Many haulers do not know that the manifest form changed in July 2005, so customer representatives routinely help callers fill out manifest or registration application forms. Mostly, the customer representatives educate the public, making it easy for callers to comply with the waste tire manifest program’s legal requirements. 


Gutierrez adds, “We are also quite busy processing hauler registration renewals, adding or deleting vehicles on the registration, and sending out mailers to the regulated community.”

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Workshops Offered Training on the Comprehensive Trip Log 


Seven training workshops on the new Comprehensive Trip Log (CTL) form were recently offered throughout California. In July 2005, the CIWMB changed the Uniform Waste Tire Hauler Manifest and Log forms to the CTL. The workshops were held to inform haulers, generators, and end-use facilities that the manifest and trip log forms have been replaced by the new CTL forms. Beginning January 1, 2006, haulers should only be using the new CTL forms. See page 2 for the new form.


There are several advantages to using the new forms. One major advantage that was greatly welcomed by the workshop participants is that the CTL, which is only one form, replaces both the manifest and trip log forms, reducing the amount of paper used and time spent filling out the forms. Another advantage for generators and end-use facilities is that they will only need to provide initials confirming that the information written on the form by the hauler is correct. Haulers must complete the entire form including receipts. After January 1, generators and end-use facility operators will be able to verify the haulers’ submission by logging onto the CIWMB website using an individual password.


Each CTL form has three perforated receipts, allowing for three separate transactions. One receipt is used for each pick-up or delivery. (Note: Please start at receipt A instead of receipt C.) The generator and end-use facility will need to keep the receipts for three years. However, the hauler will be responsible for keeping a copy of the transactions and mailing another copy to the CIWMB. 


If you missed the training workshops and want to learn how to correctly complete the forms, a training CD will be made available soon. You may also order a guidance manual, a field reference guide, or a bookmark (English and Spanish) explaining the program. The manual and reference guide will be available in Spanish in the near future. The new Comprehensive Trip Log shown on the right will replace the Uniform Waste and Used Tire Manifest and Trip Log forms shown below. All haulers must use the new form beginning January 1, 2006, to report the transportation of used and waste tires in California. To order forms, call �1-866-896-0600. 





CIWMB Steps Up Enforcement Actions


Since 1998, the CIWMB has collected $225,260 in penalties from waste tire haulers and individuals for violating California’s laws on transporting or storing waste tires. More recently, the CIWMB has stepped up efforts to enforce those laws. Individuals are given opportunities to correct violations before Administrative Complaints are issued, but some continue to operate illegally. 


Administrative Penalties increase with repeat offenses.  For instance, the penalty for first-time violation of Public Resources Code section 42956(c), which requires a hauler to present a waste and used tire hauler registration upon demand of an authorized representative of the CIWMB, is $1,000 to $3,000. The second offense carries a $2,000 to $4,000 penalty. Subsequent offenses can reach as high as $5,000. 


In addition, Administrative Penalties for hauling waste or used tires without being currently registered with the CIWMB can be as high as $2,000 for the first offense and $4,000 for the second. This includes the failure to renew a CIWMB waste tire hauler registration while continuing to haul waste tires. Penalties can also increase quickly for individuals intentionally storing waste or used tires at unpermitted sites. For example, a second-offense penalty for intentionally storing 1,000 waste tires at an unpermitted site can increase to $4,000. 


State and county inspectors routinely visit facilities to ensure that waste tire haulers, generators, and end-use facilities are not violating hauling and storage standards. Once an inspector starts talking with a company representative or owner, the CIWMB suggests that the individual do everything possible to help remediate the violation. Failure to cooperate can result in increased penalties or a criminal or civil suit to deter further violations and correct an illegal situation. 


Since 2000, the Board has issued approximately 30 Administrative Decisions against individuals and businesses. �A list of those individuals and companies can be found at � HYPERLINK "http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Orders/" ��www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Orders/�.


If penalties are not paid by the violator as required by an Administrative Decision, CIWMB has been converting the decisions to Superior Court judgments and enforcing the judgment. This means a lien may be imposed on personal property, such as equipment, or real property. In addition, the Board can garnish wages or bank accounts. Complying with California’s waste tire storage and hauling laws can save thousands of dollars.
