The Woodville Landfill is an approximately a 525-acre (152.5 disposal area footprint) existing landfill located at 19800 Road 152, Tulare, California.  On February 25, 2010, Tulare County LEA accepted for review the permit revision application package.  Tulare County Resource Management Agency has proposed to increase in the Design Capacity of the Landfill.  The proposed increase in Design Capacity will not increase the facility size, permitted tonnage, permitted height, or the existing footprint of the site. 
Tulare County LEA finds that the proposed permit revision to be acceptable, and for the permit revision to be approved.
The decision to issue or not to issue the Solid Waste Facility Permit (SWFP) must be made by Tulare County LEA within 120 days of the date the application was deemed complete and correct, required by statute.
