Concept Form for Reallocation of Unused Tire Funds

The California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) receives an annual appropriation through the Budget Act from the California Tire Recycling Management Fund (Tire Fund) to administer the Tire Recycling Act and related legislation.  Senate Bill (SB) 876 (Escutia, Statutes of 2000, Chapter 838) created the resources and the regulatory protocol to establish programs that would properly manage the waste tire flow in California.  The programs proposed to implement the provisions of SB 876 are detailed in the Five-Year Plan for the Waste Tire Recycling Management Program – 3nd Edition Covering Fiscal Year 2005/2006 – 2009/2010 – Report to the Legislature  (Five-Year Plan) and include the following elements: waste tire enforcement; waste tire remediation; tire research; market development; and waste tire hauler and manifest.

During fiscal year 2007/08 there may be unused funds available; however, the exact amounts of some of the unencumbered funds will not be known until the remaining Grant Awards and Contract recommendations are brought before the Board in May and June of 2007.  

CIWMB is currently taking suggestions on how these unused tire funds could be reallocated.  It is important to direct tire funds to those projects that will achieve significant reductions in waste tires going to landfills and illegal disposal sites.
