Example: An applicant, who has not received a TDP grant in the last two fiscal years, could apply for priority funding consideration for the first or third tier cost per PTE cap of $5.00 if the actual TDP material cost per PTE is $5.00 or less, or the applicant is willing to be responsible for paying any cost differential. Example: An applicant, who has not received a TDP grant in the last two fiscal years, could qualify for the second or fourth tier funding priority if the actual TDP material cost per PTE is $5.01or up to $7.00 or the applicant is willing to be responsible for paying any cost differential.
