· Project(s) must not have previously received CIWMB grant funds.
· Projects generally fall into one of three categories: agricultural/landscape; recreational; and transportation. 
· Products/projects for private schools are limited (see Application Cover Sheet for more details).

· $2.4 million for FY 2007/08.
· $100,000 maximum available per grant award.
