e California is a leading state in recovery of glass
containers.

* The 2014 recovery rate for glass beverage
containers included in the Bottle Bill program
was 76%.

* Overall, glass (including flat and composite
glass) sent to CA landfills in 2014 was 2.5% - of
the total waste landfilled.

policies.

e Collaboration on contamination issues within the
collection, sorting and recycling processes may assist
the state in efforts to increase highest and best use.
