INTRODUCTION

A cover letter must be included with the Proposal Package and must be signed by an individual who is authorized to contractually bind the Proposer.  The cover letter must be printed on the business letterhead and must contain the following information:

3. Name, title, address, and telephone number of the individual(s) with authority to execute a binding contract on behalf of Proposer.

SECTION II

RULES AND CONDITIONS
A.
GENERAL INFORMATION

The competitive bid process being used for this procurement of services is known as a Secondary Request for Proposal (RFP).  Award of the contract will be to the highest scored responsible Proposer whose proposal complies with all requirements as described in this Request for Proposal.  Proposals may be rejected if they are not properly completed or show any alteration of the form, additions not called for, conditional proposals, incomplete proposals, erasures, or irregularities of any kind.

The term of the agreement to be awarded under this RFP will be for approximately 12 months and is expected to begin approximately June 2002 and end May 2003.  Actual work on the agreement shall not begin until written notification is received from the Board.

B.
BUDGETED FUNDS
There is a maximum budget of $200,000 to be awarded under this solicitation process.  This figure is based on all out-of-pocket costs, reimbursements, service fees, and all other costs related to the performance of this contract, with a ceiling on the total contract amount.

C.
PROPOSAL PACKAGE AND CONTENT
The Board will determine the highest qualified Proposers based on the scores achieved on the Proposal Package, as outlined in the Proposal Scoring Sheet (Attachment D). The Proposal Package is comprised of two parts, the Proposal and the Cost Proposal Sheet.  These two parts of the Proposal Package shall include the following information:

Proposal

1. Table of Contents - Information organized as presented with corresponding page references.
2. Summary - The Proposer should include a brief overview of the project summarizing the Proposer’s approach to the work.

3. Description of Organization - Provide a brief description of the organization’s services and activities, when the business was established, history and location.  The Proposer must demonstrate that there is no conflict of interest between existing client relationships and the ability to fully and vigorously represent the Board.  Client relationships that could potentially be a conflict of interest must be listed.
4. Methodology - 
The methods to be employed by the contractor to accomplish the project objectives must be described in sufficient detail to allow the Board to evaluate those methods.  The prospective contractor's responsiveness to the RFP and approach to the project will be evaluated based on completing the tasks in the Scope of Work in a timely manner.
5. Qualifications and Resources - The prospective contractor must have the experience, qualifications and resources to perform the contract. Each proposal must include a description of the management, personnel, and subcontractors the Proposer will use on the project.  

a. Contract Manager  ‑ Identify one individual on the Proposer’s project team who will manage the contract work.  Include a thorough description of his/her experience, knowledge, and educational background that demonstrates his/her expertise to perform the activities of this RFP.  The proposal must name the project manager to be employed and describe his/her experience. The selected Contractor will not substitute the project manager without prior approval of the CIWMB Contract Manager. The proposer may name subordinate managerial staff as well.

b. Personnel  ‑ The Proposer will list all personnel who will perform the activities described in the Scope of Work, including a summary of similar work, if any, performed by those personnel.  Provide education, experience and expertise of each with pertinent information demonstrating their qualifications to perform the work required by this RFP.  Include a statement indicating how many hours each key personnel will be assigned to the project and a list of tasks each personnel will perform.  The selected Contractor will not substitute members of the project team without prior approval of the CIWMB Contract Manager.

c. Subcontractors ‑ The Proposer must list all subcontractors it intends to use on the project, if any.  Include resumes of subcontractor(s) key personnel.  Include a list of tasks each subcontractor will perform and how many hours each subcontractor will be assigned to this project.  All subcontractors used after the execution of the contract must be approved in writing by the CIWMB Contract Manager.  The Proposer will submit client references for each subcontractor.

6. Samples of Written Work  - Proposers shall include three (3) copies of a sample of a written report based on a research project conducted within last two years (2000 or 2001).  This report must be similar in nature to the required report and it’s requirements as outlined in the Scope of Work for this RFP.
7. Client References  - Each Proposal Package will include a minimum of three (3) client references that attest to the Proposer’s qualifications to conduct a literature review, perform a cost/benefit analysis and fulfill the other requirements of the Scope of Work.  The references will include the name and telephone number of a contact person who can be interviewed regarding the effectiveness of the Proposer's personnel and ability to complete projects on time and within budget parameters. 

NOTE - Negative responses from references may be cause for rejection of the Proposal Package.

An original plus four (4) copies of the entire Proposal Package, including the Cost Proposal Sheet, must be submitted in a sealed envelope marked with Proposer’s name and address.  The original shall be unbound and clearly marked ‘MASTER’.  The RFP number must also be noted on the outside of the sealed envelope. 

Cost Proposal Sheet

1. The Contractors cost proposal will be evaluated based on whether the cost breakdown is sufficiently detailed to determine that the proposed expenses are reasonable (e.g., salary x hours spent on project/tasks) as specified in the Proposal Scoring Sheet, Attachment D.
2. The Cost Proposal must specify your total proposal cost and detail total project costs, including a breakdown by tasks and by person(s) to complete the tasks.  Certified Small Business and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) commitments must be identified by task and dollar amount and shall be included in your detailed task-by-task budget.  

3. When preparing these costs, be sure to take into consideration the length of the project and include increases in salaries and wages, general and administrative overhead.  The rates you propose are a part of the final contract and may not be changed.  All cost proposals shall include all applicable federal, state and other taxes, together with the cost of all permits and licenses that may be required to perform the work specified in the Scope of Work.  Detail of total project costs to be included in your proposal shall be direct labor, overhead, supplies, equipment, consultants, travel, and any other contract-related expenses.  Any travel or per diem costs associated with this proposal shall be based on the maximum rates allowable for regular state employees as established in the California Code of Regulations, Title 2, Sections 5993619 and 599.631.

D.
ERRORS IN PROPOSER’S SUBMITTAL 
An error in the Proposal Package may be cause for rejection of that proposal.  However, the State may at its sole option retain the proposal and make certain corrections.  In determining if a correction will be made, the State will consider the conformance of the proposal amount to the format and content required by the solicitation document and any unusual complexity of the format and content required by the solicitation documents.  If Proposer’s intent is clearly established based on review of the complete proposal submitted, the State may at its sole option correct an error based on that established intent.  The State may at its sole option correct obvious clerical errors.

E.
MODIFICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF PROPOSALS

Any proposal that is received by the Board at the above address before the time and date set for receipt of proposals may be withdrawn or modified by written request of the Proposer.  However, in order to be considered, the modified proposal must be received by the time and date set for receipt of proposals as specified above.

A Proposer cannot withdraw a Proposal Package after the specified final filing date.

F.
 PROPOSER’S COST

Costs for developing proposals are entirely the responsibility of the Proposer and such costs shall not be reimbursed by the State of California.  All proposals, and the contents therein, will become the property of the Board.

G.
 WRITTEN INQUIRES

1. Proposers needing clarification of the requirements of this RFP must submit questions in writing to the Board’s Contracts Unit.  All written inquiries must be received by March 19, 2002 regardless of postmark.  If the written inquiries are e-mailed or faxed, then the time and date on the correspondence must not be later than the aforementioned due date.

2. Questions, suggestions or objections regarding the content of this RFP, including but not limited to the purpose, scope of work, etc., not submitted in writing by the deadline for questions shall be deemed waived and may not be raised at a later time.

3. Oral communications with the Board officers and employees shall be non-binding on the State and shall in no way exclude the Proposer of any obligations as set forth in this package.

H.
ANTITRUST CLAIMS

In submitting a Proposal Package to a public purchasing body, the Proposer offers and agrees that if the Proposal Package is accepted, it will assign to the purchasing body all rights, title, and interest in and to all causes of action it may have under Section 4 of the Clayton Act (15 U.S.C. Sec. 15) or under the Cartwright Act (Chapter 2 [commencing with Section 16700] of Part 2 of Division 7 of the Business and Professions Code), arising from purchases of goods, materials, or services by the Proposer for sale to the purchasing body pursuant to the Proposal Package.  Such assignment shall be made and become effective at the time the purchasing body tenders final payment to the Proposer.  (See Government Code Section 4552.)

If an awarding body or public purchasing body receives, either through judgment or settlement, a monetary recovery for a cause of action assigned under this chapter, the assignor shall be entitled to receive reimbursement for actual legal costs incurred and may, upon demand, recover from the public body any portion of the recovery, including treble damages, attributable to overcharges that were paid by the assignor but were not paid by the public body as part of the Proposal Package price, less the expenses incurred in obtaining that portion of the recovery.  (See Government Code Section 4553.)
Upon demand in writing by the assignor, the assignee shall, within one year from such demand, reassign the cause of action assigned under this part if the assignor has been or may have been injured by the violation of law for which the cause of action arose and (a) the assignee has not been injured thereby, or (b) the assignee declines to file a court action for the cause of action.  (See Government Code Section 4554.)

I.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST
In regard to current or former State employees, Contractor agrees:

A. Current State Employees (PCC 10410):

1. No officer or employee shall engage in any employment, activity or enterprise from which the officer or employee receives compensation or has a financial interest and which is sponsored or funded by any state agency, unless the employment, activity or enterprise is required as a condition of regular state employment.

2. No officer or employee shall contract on his or her own behalf as an independent contractor with any state agency to provide goods or services.

B. Former State Employees (PCC 10411):

1. For the two-year period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state officer or employee may enter into a contract in which he or she engaged in any of the negotiations, transactions, planning, arrangements or any part of the decision-making process relevant to the contract while employed in any capacity by the state agency.

2. For the twelve-month period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state officer or employee may enter into a contract with any state agency if he or she was employed by that state agency in a policy-making position in the same general subject area as the proposed contract within the 12-month period prior to his or her leaving state service.

If Contractor violates any provisions of above paragraphs, such action by Contractor shall render this Agreement void.  (PCC 10420)

J.
QUALIFICATIONS

The prospective contractor must have the experience, qualifications and resources to perform the work as outlined in Section VI, Scope of Work.  

K.
CORPORATE QUALIFICATION TO DO BUSINESS IN CALIFORNIA

If Proposer is a corporation, said corporation shall be qualified to do business in the State of California.  “Doing business” is defined in the California Revenue and Taxation Code, Section 23101, as actively engaging in any transaction for the purpose of financial or pecuniary gain or profit.  Although there are some statutory exceptions to taxation, rarely will a corporate contractor performing within the state not be subject to the franchise tax.  Both domestic and foreign corporations (those incorporated outside of California) must be in good standing in order to be qualified to do business in California. 

When agreements are to be performed in the state by a corporation, the Board will verify that the Contractor is currently qualified to do business in California in order to ensure that all obligations due to the state are fulfilled.  The Board will determine whether a corporation is in good standing by calling the Office of the Secretary of State.    

L.
SUBCONTRACTORS

All subcontractors identified shall be experts in their respective disciplines and capable of performing the tasks for which they were hired.  Subcontractors shall have extensive experience in their area of expertise, with particular emphasis on prior experience on similar programs or projects that clearly illustrate their expertise in areas essential to the Board.

M.
LICENSES AND PERMITS

Where applicable, pursuant to California Business and Profession Code Section 7028.15, Contractor shall be an individual or firm licensed to conduct business in California.  Contractor shall obtain at his/her expense all appropriate license(s) and permit(s) required by law for accomplishing any work required in connection with this Agreement.  Contractor shall submit with the proposal:  

1. Contractor’s state license number, 

2. License expiration date, and 

3. Certification, under penalty or perjury, of accuracy of items (1) and (2) above.  

Failure to provide the appropriate license(s) and permit(s), when applicable to perform this work, by the Proposals final filing date will be grounds for finding the Proposal Package non-responsive. 

In the event any license(s) and/or permit(s) expire at any time during the term of this Agreement, Contractor agrees to provide the Board with a copy of the renewed license(s) and/or permit(s) within 30 days following the expiration date.  In the event the Contractor fails to keep in effect at all times all required license(s) and permit(s), the Board may, in addition to any other remedies it may have, terminate this Agreement upon occurrence of such event.

N.
ADDENDA

The Board reserves the right to amend, alter or change the rules and conditions contained in the RFP prior to the deadline for submission of proposals.  Addenda will be sent to those on the current mailing list, which includes those who have requested a copy of this RFP, those who attended the Proposers Information Conference (if applicable), and those who submitted questions to this RFP.  If Proposer is not certain that they have all addenda to this RFP, log onto www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts for the latest information on this RFP.

If a Proposer discovers any ambiguity, conflict, discrepancy, omission, or other error in the RFP, it will immediately notify the State of such error in writing and request modification or clarification.  If modifications to the RFP are required, they will be made by addenda as described above.  The addenda will be given to all parties who have been furnished the RFP without divulging the source of the request.  

SECTION III

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS
A.
NONDISCRIMINATION COMPLIANCE STATEMENT
The prospective contractor must be an Equal Opportunity Employer and must be willing to comply with State Fair Employment Practices.  The required signature on the Certification (Attachment B) shall constitute a certification under penalty of perjury under the laws of the State of California that you have, unless exempted, complied with the nondiscrimination program requirements of Government Code Section 12990 and of California Code of Regulations, Title 2, Section 8103.

B.
CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE
When required, Contractor must provide:  1) a Certificate of Insurance insuring the State of California, and 2) verification of Worker’s Compensation insurance.

Said Certificate of Insurance shall provide minimum liability coverage of $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury or property damage combined.  The successful Proposer must provide the Certificate of Insurance to the Board within ten (10) days after notification of the Board’s intent to award the contract to said successful Proposer.  The contract will not be fully executed nor can work begin unless said Certificate of Insurance is provided to the Board.

The Certificate of Insurance shall include the following terms and conditions:

1. The State of California, its officers, agents and employees shall be included as additional insured;

2. The dates of inception and expiration of coverage shall be specified;

3. The total amount of coverage for bodily injury and property damage combined shall be a minimum of $1,000,000 per occurrence.  Coverage shall not include a deductible feature;

4. A 30-day written notice shall be provided to the State of California prior to termination of said policy;

5. The State of California is not liable for the payment of premiums or assessments on said policy; and

6. The insurance coverage shall be on an occurrence basis only.

In the event the Certificate of Insurance should expire or be cancelled during the term of this Agreement, Contractor agrees to provide, at least thirty (30) days prior to said expiration or cancellation, a new Certificate of Insurance evidencing coverage, as provided for herein, for not less than one (1) year or for the remainder of the contractual agreement, whichever is greater.

The Certificate of Insurance must be mailed to the Board’s Contracts Unit to the address specified in this RFP.

C.
RECYCLED CONTENT

During the term of the agreement, the contractor shall certify in writing under penalty of perjury, the minimum, if not exact, percentage of recycled content, both post consumer waste and secondary waste as defined in the Public Contract Code, Sections 12161 and 12200, in materials, goods, or supplies offered or products used in the performance of this Agreement, regardless of whether the product meets the required recycled product percentage as defined in the Public Contract Code, Sections 12161 and 12200.  Contractor may certify that the product contains zero recycled content. (PCC 10233, 10308.5, 10354).  A Recycled Content Certification Form (Attachment E) is provided for this purpose.

D.
SMALL BUSINESS PREFERENCE

California Government Code Sections 14835 et seq. requires that a five (5%) percent preference be given to Proposers who qualify as a small business.  The rules and regulations of this law, including the definition of a small business, are contained in Title 2, California Code of Regulations, Sections 1896 et seq.  A copy of the regulations is available upon request from the State of California, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources (OSBCR).  

To claim the Small Business Preference, which may not exceed $50,000 for any bid, your firm must have its principal place of business located in California and must be formally certified by the OSBCR.  Questions regarding the preference approval should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4940.

All Proposers claiming the Small Business Preference, must submit proof of small business status no later than proposal submittal due date for this RFP.  If you have received approval from the OSBCR verifying your small business status, submit a copy of their certification approval notice with your proposal submittal.  In addition, Proposer shall identify any subcontractors that are certified small business and enclose a copy of their OSBCR certification approval letter(s) with your proposal.
SECTION IV

  EVALUATION AND SELECTION

A.
FAILURE TO FULFILL MINIMUM PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS

To be responsive, Proposer must comply with all minimum proposal requirements set forth in Sections I, II, and III.  Failure to meet said minimum proposal requirements or failure to follow the instructions contained in this RFP shall be grounds for rejection.   Any proposals modifying the conditions or specifications of this RFP may be rejected. Immaterial deviations may be waived by the State.

B.
SELECTION PROCESS

After the period has closed for receipt of proposals, each technical proposal will be opened and examined to determine compliance with the RFP format requirements.  If a proposal does not meet all the requirements, it will be considered non-responsive and rejected from further competition.

Technical proposals that meet the requirements above are submitted to the Evaluation and Selection Committee, which will evaluate and score each proposal.  The Evaluation and Selection Committee meets and identifies those proposals that meet or exceed the required minimum technical points based on the established Proposal Scoring Sheet (Attachment D). The point calculations reflect the averages of the combined scores of all evaluators on the committee.

Interviews may be requested for clarification of those proposals that passed the minimum technical points.  Said interviews may occur at any time during the proposal evaluation process.  The purpose of the interviews is for clarification only.  No Proposer will be allowed to alter his/her proposal.  Any attempt on the part of the Proposer to do so will result in the disqualification of that Proposer. 

After completion of the scoring process, each proposal will be ranked.  The Board will award the agreement to the highest-ranking responsible, responsive Proposer.

C.
GROUNDS FOR REJECTION

A Proposer shall be rejected if:

1. The proposal is received at any time after the exact time and date set for receipt of proposals.

2. The Proposal Cost is unsigned.

3. The Proposal Cost is not prepared as required by this RFP.

4. The Department of Fair Employment and Housing have decertified the Proposer from contracting with the State.

5. The Proposer has received a substantive negative contract performance evaluation from the State of California.

6. The proposal is conditional, incomplete or contains any irregularities. 

7. Required license(s) and permit(s) information is not submitted with the proposal. 

All proposals may be rejected whenever the determination is made that the proposals received are not really competitive, when the cost is not reasonable, or when the cost exceeds the amount expected.  No proposal may be rejected arbitrarily or without reasonable cause.

D.
AWARD OF STANDARD AGREEMENT
1. Award of the subject Agreement, if awarded, shall be to the highest ranking responsible Proposer meeting all the Proposal requirements.  The Board reserves the right to not award an Agreement.  The Board will post a Notice of Intent to Award five (5) working days prior to the award being made. Notice of the proposed award will be posted on the California Integrated Waste Management Board’s website at www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts for five (5) working days prior to awarding the agreement.

2. Upon completion of the evaluation of acceptable proposals, if any Proposer is determined to be non-compliant and if the Agreement is to be awarded to another Proposer, the Board must notify the non-compliant Proposer of its’ intent at least five (5) working days prior to the award being made. 

3. Upon award of the agreement, Contractor must complete and submit to the awarding agency the Payee Data Record (STD 204), to determine if the Contractor is subject to state income tax withholding pursuant to California Revenue and Taxation Code Sections 18662 and 26131.  This form can be found on the Board’s website at www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts. No payment shall be made unless a completed STD 204 has been returned to the awarding agency.

4. Proposer certifies that if awarded this contract, it shall in the performance of the contract conduct its programs, policies, and activities that substantially affect human health or the environment in a manner that ensures the fair treatment of people of all races, cultures, and income levels, including minority populations and low-income populations of the State.

PROTEST OF AWARD

If a Proposer chooses to protest the proposed award:

If any Proposer, prior to the award of agreement, files a protest with the California Integrated Waste Management Board and the Department of General Services, Office of Legal Services, on the grounds that the (protesting) Proposer would have been awarded the contract had the Board correctly applied the evaluation standard in the RFP, or if the agency followed the evaluation and scoring methods in the RFP, the agreement shall not be awarded until either the protest has been withdrawn or the Department of General Services has decided the matter.  It is suggested that you submit any protest by certified or registered mail.

Within five (5) days after filing the initial protest, the protesting Proposer shall file with the Department of General Services, Office of Legal Services and the California Integrated Waste Management Board, a full and complete written statement specifying the grounds for the protest. It is suggested that you submit this complete written statement by certified or registered mail.  Protestants should include their fax numbers if they have one.

4. If no protest is filed with the Board or DGS within five (5) working days of the date of that the Notice of Intent to Award, the Agreement shall be awarded to the proposed qualified Proposer.

SECTION V

  MISCELLANEOUS

A.
INFORMATION

All information obtained or produced during the course of work shall be made available to the Board for its use, as it may so be determined.

B.
COMMITMENT

This RFP does not commit the Board to award an Agreement or to pay any costs incurred in preparation of a Proposal Package responding to this RFP. The Board reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals received as a result of this RFP, to negotiate with any qualified source, or to cancel this RFP in whole or in part.  

If the Proposer fails to enter into a satisfactory Agreement within a reasonable period of time after the award, the Board may deem the Proposer to have rejected the award.  At that point, the Board may disqualify the awardee and award the Agreement to the next highest ranked Proposer.  The Executive Director will determine what is a reasonable period of time for the selected Proposer to enter into the Agreement.  

C.
TERMINATION

The Board has the authority and express right to terminate any Agreement awarded under this RFP at any time during the term of the Agreement for any reason or if the Board finds that the Contractor's work is negligent, not satisfactory, or not in accordance with the Agreement requirements.

SECTION VI

SCOPE OF WORK

A. INTRODUCTION/OBJECTIVES

The purpose of the Scope of Work is to establish guidelines by which the Contractor shall conduct a literature review, perform a cost/benefit analysis and identify and address the barriers to increasing the lifespan of tires.  The objective is to hire a consultant or consulting firm (Contractor) that has experience in and/or knowledge of the material and engineering aspects of increasing the lifespan of tires.  The Contractor will be expected, as part of the contract, to present the findings before the Board at a Board Meeting, a workshop, and/or at a Waste Tire Conference.  The outcome of the research will result in a comprehensive study of the pros and cons of increasing the lifespan of tires.
The Contractor shall ensure that the CIWMB Contract Manager is aware of its progress during all stages of the research and analysis throughout the terms of the contract and must follow the deliverable requirements delineated under each task.

During workshops and discussions for the preparation of the Five-Year Plan for the Waste Tire Recycling Management Program (Five-Year Plan), recommendations were made to address the need to research the topic of increasing the lifespan of tires.  Further, workshop participants stressed the need to address the waste management hierarchy:  1.  source reduction; 2.  recycling and composting; 3.  environmentally save transformation and landfill disposal (Public Resources Code (PRC) § 40051(a).  Extending the lifespan of tires can potentially decrease the number of tires that need to be landfilled and addresses waste management practice number 1.

The Five-Year Plan described the Tire Lifespan study in the section: “Research Directed at Promoting and Developing Alternatives to the Landfill Disposal of Tires.”  The Five-Year Plan stated: “This activity will research the material aspects of increasing the lifespan of tires.  This project would be accomplished through a contract.”

B. WORK TO BE PERFORMED

Conduct a study of the material aspects of increasing the lifespan of tires by accomplishing the following:

1. Conduct a state, national and international literature review of research, legislation, and articles regarding increased tire lifespan. 

2. Perform a cost benefit analysis of increased tire lifespan.

3. Identify solutions to overcome the identified barriers.

4. Produce a final report.

5. Present findings before the Board.  At the direction of the CIWMB Contract Manager, present findings at workshops and at waste tire conferences.

C. TASKS IDENTIFIED
Task 1: Conduct a literature search and review

The Contractor shall research all literature including, but not limited to, the following topics:

· Research and analyze studies conducted previously on extending tire lifespan.

· Identify consumer behavior that affects lifespan of existing tires.

· Research factors affecting both the costs and benefits of increasing the tire lifespan.

· Determine trade offs and variables such as cost and performance when tires are manufactured with increased lifespan.

The Contractor shall use every possible means to identify and analyze relevant information including, but not limited to, the Internet and library searches, telephone interviews, professional journal searches, contacts with professional and trade associations, government organizations and tire manufacturers in California, the United States, and Internationally.

An analysis and summary of findings with a bibliography and names, addresses, telephone numbers and e-mail addresses of experts and stakeholders will be a chapter in the final report to CIWMB.

Deliverables upon completion of Task 1:

· A draft of a chapter summarizing the information discovered in the literature search;

· References;

· Contact List;

· A detailed outline for the final report.

The information, contacts, and bibliography with revisions and edits will become part of the Contractor’s final report.  The CIWMB Contract Manager will edit, comment on, and confer with the Contractor and approve all deliverables for Task 1.

Task 2: Conduct a cost-benefit analysis on increasing tire lifespan.

Potential costs identified should include but not be limited to:

· Technology involved to increase the lifespan of tires;

· Potential incentives to manufacturers, retailers, customers; 

· Consumer education; 

· Manufacturer costs; and

· Increased difficulty to recycle tires with an increased lifespan.

Potential benefits identified should include but not be limited to:

· Environmental issues such as a decreased use in energy to manufacture tires;

· Decreased cost per mile per tire for consumers;

· Decreased number of tires in the waste stream;

· Increased value for end-uses of scrap tires; and

· Conservation of landfill space.

Deliverables upon completion of Task 2:

At the end of this phase of the research, the Contractor shall provide the CIWMB Contract Manager with a draft chapter that identifies and addresses the costs and benefits to increasing the lifespan of tires and documents the sources of information.  The CIWMB Contract Manager will edit, comment on, and confer with the Contractor and approve the draft chapter for Task 2.

Task 3: Identify barriers and recommend solutions to overcome the identified barriers.

Barriers should include but not be limited to:

· Industry roadblocks;

· Tire customer perceptions and preferences;

· Consumer awareness and behavior concerning tire maintenance and vehicle maintenance; 

· Effects of different and poorly maintained road surface(s) on tires that may decrease the lifespan; 

· Tire performance and safety issues including the effect on traction and braking distance; and

· Age of cars and consumer reluctance to purchase increased lifespan tires for a short lifespan car. (Should address trends to keep cars for an increased number of years in California, United States, and internationally.)

Solutions should include but not be limited to:

· Technological innovations;

· Consumer education on the following:  advantages of purchasing tires with increased lifespan and on tire and vehicle maintenance;

· Increased awareness of public agency civil engineering staff on effects of road surfaces and poor road maintenance on tires; 

· Potential use of incentives to encourage the purchase of tires with an increased lifespan; and

· Increase use of longer lifespan tires by fleet administrators through procurement policies.  

Deliverables upon completion of Task 3:

At the end of this phase of the research, the Contractor shall provide the CIWMB Contract Manager with a draft chapter that identifies and analyzes the barriers to increasing the lifespan of tires, documents the sources of information, and provides potential solutions and recommendations to the tire industry and CIWMB.  The CIWMB Contract Manager will edit, comment on, and confer with the Contractor and approve the draft chapter for Task 3.

Task 4: Final Report

The Contractor shall include the following chapters and appendices in the Tire Lifespan draft final report:

· Executive summary including major findings and recommendations

· Introduction, background information on increasing the lifespan of tires, description of methodology used to prepare the report and an overview of the potential to increase tire lifespan.  Analysis and summary of findings from the literature review. 

· Methodology and results of the cost/benefit analysis.

· Description of barriers to increasing tire lifespan and solutions to overcome the identified barriers. 

· Conclusions and recommendations for further research and/or for Board or industry action; and 

· References (bibliography and sources) 

Deliverables upon completion of Task 4

The Contractor shall submit a draft final report to the CIWMB Contract Manager.  After the CIWMB Contract Manager has reviewed and approved the draft final report, the Contractor shall make the changes, submit 50 copies of the final report printed back to back on recycled-content paper and an unbound camera-ready master.  In addition, the Contractor shall submit an electronic copy that can be posted on the CIWMB’s web page as a publication.  

The final report shall include the following disclaimer: 

The statements and conclusions of this report are those of the Contractor and not necessarily those of the Integrated Waste Management Board, its employees, or the State of California.  The State makes no warranty, expressed or implied, and assumes no liability for the information contained in the succeeding text.  Any mention of commercial products or processes shall not be construed as an endorsement of such products or processes.

Task 5: The Contractor will present summaries of the research, findings and recommendations to the Board.  At the direction of the CIWMB Contract Manager, present findings at workshops and at waste tire conferences.

Contractor shall:

· Review all presentation material with CIWMB Contract Manager prior to the presentation; 

· Produce hardcopy handouts of overheads or PowerPoint presentation based on research to date; and

· Be prepared to present summary of final report.

Deliverables at the completion of Task 5:

The Contractor shall be prepared to present updates of research and findings in the final report at a Board Meeting.  At the direction of the CIWMB Contract Manager, present findings at workshops and at waste tire conferences.

The CIWMB Contract Manager will edit, comment on, confer with the Contractor and approve all media and handouts prior to presentations.

D. CONTRACT/TASK TIME FRAME

The contract shall exist for 390 days following its execution.  The tasks shall be conducted and finalized during the first 300 days of the contract.  The following time frame breaks down each task.  Due dates, measured in calendar days, are based on the final execution of the contract.  If the Contractor has difficulty meeting these due dates or would like to request an extension, that request should be submitted in writing to the CIWMB Contract Manager.

SECTION VII

DISABLED VETERANS BUSINESS ENTERPRISE

PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS

As required by California Public Contract Code Section 10115, et seq. this Agreement has participation goals of the total Cost Proposal of three percent (3%) for Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE).

3. Managed by, and the daily business operations are controlled by, one or more disabled veterans; and,

4. A sole proprietorship, corporation, or partnership with its home office located in the United States, which is not a branch or subsidiary of a foreign corporation, firm, or other business.

In order to be responsive to this DVBE requirement, Proposer must satisfy their participation by one of the three options listed below:

· Meet or exceed the participation goals by committing to use DVBE for not less than three percent of the contract amount;

· Make a good faith effort to meet the goals; or

· Partially meet the goals and document Proposer’s good faith efforts to meet them completely.

Proposer shall be deemed to have made “good faith efforts” upon submittal of documentary evidence that all of the following actions were taken:

1. Contact was made with the Board to identify potential DVBE firms;

2. Contact was made with other State agencies, including the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources, to identify potential DVBE firms;  

3. Advertisement was published in trade papers focusing on DVBE firms unless time limits imposed by the Board preclude such advertisement.  Plan Holder lists will not be considered as advertisement.  Attach copies of each advertisement with the submittal of the proposal;

4. Invitations to Bid were submitted to potential DVBE firms; and

5. Available DVBE firms were considered.

DVBE certification and information shall be submitted with the Proposal Package.  Failure to submit the required DVBE information by the final filing date will be grounds for finding the Proposal non-responsive.  Proposer’s DVBE information shall establish that the DVBE goals will be met or that a “good faith effort” to meet the goals has been made.

Proposers are cautioned that, even though their proposal indicates that they will meet the stated DVBE goals, their submittal should also include their “good faith efforts” information along with their DVBE goal information to protect their eligibility for award of the Agreement in the event the Board, in its review, finds that the goals have not been met.

Compliance with DVBE requirements are accomplished by completing Attachments F and/or G in accordance with the instructions on the attachments and the above guidance.  Failure to include properly completed DVBE documentation and certification will result in disqualification from further participation in the selection process.

A copy of the Certification Letter issued by the Department of General Services is required for all DVBE, as the Department of General Services, Office of Small and Minority Business must certify DVBE.  No DVBE can be counted towards participation unless it is so certified.

For the successful Proposer, DVBE requirements will continue for the life of the Agreement.  Upon contractual completion, the Contractor will be required to submit a final report identifying all DVBE firms used on the Agreement and their percentage of participation.  The State or its designees will have the right to audit records pertaining to DVBE usage and efforts made to comply with these DVBE requirements.

Recycled steel product means flat rolled steel products with at least 25 percent of the total weight consisting of secondary and postconsumer material, with not less than 10 percent postconsumer material.  Products made with flat rolled steel meeting these content percentages may include automobiles, cans, appliances, and office furniture and supplies.

Recycled content product (RCP) for paper products, plastic products, glass products, tires, tire-derived products, compost and co-compost, lubricating oil, paints, solvents, is defined in PCC section 12200 (SB 1915,1994) as containing at least 50 percent of the total weight of which consists of secondary and postconsumer material with not less than 10 percent of its total weight consisting of postconsumer material.  This definition applies to all product categories which do not have specific statutory definitions.

2. Virgin material content is that portion of the product made from non-recycled material, that is, the material is neither secondary nor postconsumer material.

3. Postconsumer material is defined as "a finished material which would have been disposed of as a solid waste, having completed its life cycle as a consumer item, and does not include manufacturing wastes."  This is material such as newspaper that you read and was recycled and then made into recycled content newsprint or some other recycled product.  Postconsumer material is generally any product that was bought by the consumer, used, and then recycled into another product.

4. Secondary material is defined as “fragments of finished products or finished products of a manufacturing process, which has converted a resource into a commodity of real economic value, but does not include excess virgin resources of the manufacturing process.”  This is material such as newsprint that is trimmed from a roll in the paper plant that is returned to the beginning of the process to make recycled content newsprint.  The material (product) did not get to the consumer before being recycled.

Secondary material does not include postconsumer material.  For example, if a printing and writing paper contained 20 percent postconsumer material, you would indicate 20 percent in the postconsumer column and 80 percent in the virgin column.  If the product had 40 percent secondary material and 20 percent postconsumer material, you would indicate 40 percent in the secondary column, 20 percent in the postconsumer column, and 40 percent in the virgin column.  To meet the 50/10 content requirement of another product category, the product would contain 50 percent recycled content (40 percent secondary and 10 percent postconsumer material) and 50 percent virgin material.

5. The sum of the virgin column, the postconsumer column, and the secondary column must equal 100 percent.

Note: Products that are made from multiple material types should be reported in the product category of the material type representing most of the product.  The amount of material used in the product can be measured by weight or volume.  If, for instance, a chair is made from steel, aluminum, and plastic and most of the material, either by weight or volume, is plastic, report it as a plastic product.  If, however, most of the product, either by weight or volume, is steel, report the purchase as a steel product.
