2. Cost Proposal Sheet
The Cost Proposal Sheet must be submitted in a separate sealed envelope, clearly marked “Cost Proposal Sheet.”  The RFP number must be noted on the outside of the envelope.  This envelope containing the Cost Proposal Sheet must be included with the Proposal Package.

The Contractors cost proposal will be evaluated based on whether the cost breakdown is sufficiently detailed to determine: that the proposed expenses are reasonable (e.g., salary x hours spent on project/tasks); that any costs savings are described (e.g., volunteer labor, and/or In-kind services); and that the budget for miscellaneous or contingency items are clearly described and kept to a minimum (as specified in the Proposal Scoring Sheet, Attachment D).

The Cost Proposal Sheet must specify your total proposal cost and detail total project costs, including a breakdown by tasks and by person(s) to complete the tasks.  Certified Small Business and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) commitments must be identified by task and dollar amount and shall be included in your detailed task-by-task budget.  

When preparing these costs, be sure to take into consideration the length of the project and include increases in salaries and wages, general and administrative overhead.  The rates you propose are a part of the final contract and may not be changed.  All Cost Proposal Sheets shall include all applicable federal, state and other taxes, together with the cost of all permits and licenses that may be required to perform the work specified in the Scope of Work.  Detail of total project costs to be included in your proposal shall be direct labor, overhead, supplies, equipment, consultants, travel, and any other contract-related expenses.  Any travel or per diem costs associated with this proposal shall be based on the maximum rates allowable for regular state employees as established in the California Code of Regulations, Title 2, Sections 599.619 and 599.631.

ERRORS IN PROPOSER’S SUBMITTAL 

An error in the Proposal Cost may be cause for rejection of that proposal.  However, the State may at its sole option retain the proposal and make certain corrections.  In determining if a correction will be made, the State will consider the conformance of the proposal amount to the format and content required by the solicitation document and any unusual complexity of the format and content required by the solicitation documents.  If Proposer’s intent is clearly established based on review of the complete proposal submitted, the State may at its sole option correct an error based on that established intent.  The State may at its sole option correct obvious clerical errors.

E.
MODIFICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF PROPOSALS

Any proposal that is received by the Board at the above address before the time and date set for receipt of proposals may be withdrawn or modified by written request of the Proposer.  However, in order to be considered, the modified proposal must be received by the time and date set for receipt of proposals as specified above.

A Proposer cannot withdraw a proposal after the specified final filing date and time.

F.
PROPOSER’S COST

Costs for developing proposals are entirely the responsibility of the Proposer and such costs shall not be reimbursed by the State of California.  All proposals, and the contents therein, will become the property of the Board.

 WRITTEN INQUIRES

Proposers needing clarification of the requirements of this RFP must submit questions in writing to the Board’s Contracts Unit.  All written inquiries must be received by February 5, 2002, regardless
