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SECTION I

INTRODUCTION

The California Integrated Waste Management Board (hereinafter referred to as “Board”) is the primary agency responsible for non-hazardous waste management in the State of California.  The Board is soliciting proposals for the services described as follows:

The CIWMB’s Strategic Plan (available at http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Publications/General/52001008.doc) focuses on diverting additional materials that are now being sent to landfills.  Organic materials, for example, comprise almost 40 percent (over 20 million tons) of California's solid waste stream.  These municipal materials, which primarily include yard trimmings, food scraps, and wood waste, are one of the CIWMB's priorities for diversion.  Additionally, mixed papers account for another 15 percent (5 to 10 million tons) of the waste stream and mixed plastics, 2 percent (almost 1 million tons).  Taken together, these materials annually contribute in excess of 25 million tons to California’s disposal waste stream.   Goal 2 of the Strategic Plan calls for assisting in the creation and expansion of sustainable markets to support diversion efforts and ensuring that diverted materials return to the economic mainstream.   

For approximately two years, the CIWMB has been examining non-combustion “conversion” technologies that have potential to take materials now being sent to landfills and convert them into energy, alternative fuels, and other industrial products.  These technologies include but are not limited to thermal processes such as gasification, chemical processes such as acid hydrolysis or distillation, and biological processes, other than composting, such as enzyme hydrolysis.  The CIWMB’s prior work on conversion technologies can be viewed at http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Organics/Conversion/.

To advance the understanding of conversion technologies, Assembly Bill 2770 (Chapter 740, Statutes of 2002) requires the CIWMB to prepare a report on new and emerging conversion technologies that might be able to use these currently disposed materials as feedstock.  This Request For Proposals (RFP) is designed to assist the CIWMB in addressing two key provisions of AB 2770.  Specifically, the CIWMB must describe and evaluate the lifecycle environmental and public health impacts of conversion technologies and compare them with impacts from existing solid waste management.  AB 2770 also requires the CIWMB to describe and evaluate the impacts of conversion technologies on recycling and composting markets.

The Scope of Work in this RFP consists of three parts.  Part I delineates administrative, logistic, and peer review tasks that are common to the entire project.  Parts II and III consist of two separate modeling and/or analytical efforts.  Part II, Life Cycle Analysis of Conversion Technologies (henceforth termed LCA), consists of tasks to identify, analyze, and compare the environmental performance of individual solid waste management processes (e.g., gasification, hydrolysis, composting, transformation) and for the solid waste management system as a whole, for scenarios involving given amounts of waste of specified composition from specific California regions.   Part III, Impact on Recycling and Compost Markets (henceforth termed Market Impact Assessment), consists of tasks to quantitatively analyze whether the development of conversion technologies in California will have negative, neutral, or positive impacts on the paper, plastic and organic materials management industries’ ability to remain viable and/or expand.  

To undertake the Market Impact Assessment, the Contractor will conduct quantitative analyses on how the growth of conversion technologies may affect recycling and composting in an open marketplace (i.e., where materials are transported and used solely on the basis of cost or other economic factors) and in a marketplace operating under policies designed to protect existing and future recycling and composting activities.  The Contractor will assess whether development and growth of conversion technologies in California will have negative, neutral, or positive impacts on current and future growth of the paper, plastic and organic materials management industries’ ability to remain viable and/or to expand (i.e., to increase their use of feedstock at competitive prices, and to increase production and profits).  Development of conversion technologies may also have other possible current and future economic and financial impacts on these industries, including changes in: the number of firms in operation; feedstock composition, quality, or cost; production methods, product volume, price, and employment.  The Contractor also will assess likely institutional impacts on recycling and composting (e.g., on existing and expected contractual relationships between haulers and recycling and composting businesses) in the analyzed geographic regions from the expected growth and development of conversion technology facilities.

To undertake the LCA, the Contractor will establish guidelines by which the environmental and health impacts of new and emerging conversion technologies will be compared with existing solid waste management practices.  More specifically, the Contractor will conduct comparative quantitative lifecycle analyses of the environmental performance of individual solid waste management processes (e.g., gasification, hydrolysis, composting, transformation) and for the solid waste management system as a whole, for scenarios involving given amounts of waste of specified composition from specific California regions.  

The CIWMB believes that synergies exist between the LCA and Market Impact Assessment relative to data collection and modeling/analytical approaches, which may translate into cost savings and more informative analyses.  The response to this RFP will include how the Contractor proposes to integrate the LCA and Market Impact Assessment modeling/analytical approaches, including data, reporting, and personnel. The RFP requires the bidder, as part of the bid package, to include a detailed workplan.

C. SUBMITTAL OF PROPOSAL

If you desire to submit a proposal in response to this solicitation, the Board will require one (1) unbound, reproducible copy and six (6) additional bound copies.  All documents must be submitted double-sided on paper with a minimum of 30% post-consumer recycled content fiber.

A cover letter must be included with the Proposal Package and must be signed by an individual who is authorized to contractually bind the Proposer.  The cover letter must be printed on the business letterhead and must contain the following information:

1. Name and address of Proposer;

2. Name, telephone number, and e-mail address of a contact person; and

3. Name, title, address, e-mail address, and telephone number of the individual(s) with authority to execute a binding contract on behalf of Proposer.

Please read the entire contents and all attachments carefully.  If you desire to submit a proposal in response to this solicitation, please refer to the completion checklist to ensure that all required and/or applicable documents are submitted.
SECTION II

RULES AND CONDITIONS

A.
GENERAL INFORMATION

The competitive bid process being used for this procurement of services is known as a Secondary Request for Proposal (RFP).  Award of the contract will be to the highest scored responsible Proposer whose proposal complies with all requirements as described in this Request for Proposal.  Proposals may be rejected if they are not properly completed or show any alteration of the form, additions not called for, conditional proposals, incomplete proposals, erasures, or irregularities of any kind.

The term of the agreement to be awarded under this RFP will be for approximately 12 months and is expected to begin approximately May 2003 and end May 2004.  Actual work on the agreement shall not begin until written notification is received from the Board.

B.
BUDGETED FUNDS AND PAYMENT WITHHOLDING
There is a maximum budget of $850,000 to be awarded under this solicitation process.  This figure is based on all out-of-pocket costs, reimbursements, service fees, and all other costs related to the performance of this contract, with a ceiling on the total contract amount.

The provisions for payment under this contract will be subject to a 10% withholding per task.  The withheld payment will be included in the final payment and will be released only when all required work has been completed to the satisfaction of the Board.  
C. PERFORMANCE PENALITIES
The selected contractor under this agreement will be subject to a performance penalty if required deliverables are not submitted by the due date as outlined in Section VII, Scope of Work.  The penalty will be equivalent to 5% of the budgeted amount for each task not completed in the required timeframe.

D. PROPOSAL PACKAGE AND CONTENT
The Board will determine the highest qualified Proposers based on the scores achieved on the Proposal Package, as outlined in the Proposal Scoring Sheet (Attachment B). The Proposal Package is comprised of two parts, the Proposal and the Cost Proposal Sheet.  

The bid proposal shall include the following information:

Bid Proposal

1. Table of Contents, with information organized as presented here and with this format followed and with corresponding page references.

2. Summary.  Include a brief overview of the project summarizing the Proposer’s approach to the work.

3. Description of Organization.  Provide description of the nature of the organization’s services and activities, when the business was established, brief history and location.  

(
Proposer must demonstrate that there is no conflict of interest between existing client relationships and the ability to fully and vigorously represent the Board.  Client relationships that could potentially be a conflict of interest must be listed.

4. Methodology.  The methods to be employed by Proposer to accomplish the project objectives must be described in sufficient detail to allow the Board to evaluate those methods.  The Proposer’s responsiveness to this RFP and approach to the project will be evaluated based on the feasibility of completing tasks in the Scope of Work in a timely manner.  The proposal will also be evaluated on proposer’s knowledge and experience:

· Performing life cycle analysis (LCA) for solid waste management systems;

· Performing economic and/or financial impact assessment(s) and growth projections of recycling and composting industries; 

· Collecting data for LCA, economic assessment and growth projection models; and,

· Demonstrated ability to work cooperatively with subcontractor(s) and/or other assigned personnel.

5. Personnel Management.  

· Project Manager.  Identify one individual on the Proposer’s project team who will manage the project.  Include his/her experience, knowledge, and educational background that demonstrate his/her expertise to perform the activities of this RFP.  The Project Manager shall have a minimum of five (5) years of experience in project design and management. 

· Personnel.  List all key personnel who will perform the activities described in this RFP, including a summary of similar work, if any, performed by those personnel.  Provide education, experience and expertise of each with pertinent information demonstrating their qualifications to perform the work required by this RFP.  The proposal will include a resume for each project team member, and a table indicating how many hours each project team member will be assigned to each specific task (see 6 below).

· References.  The Proposer must supply the Board with a minimum of two (2) client references that attest to the bidder’s qualifications and experience for conducting a LCA, and a minimum of two (2) client references that attest to the bidder’s qualifications and experience for conducting economic and/or financial impact assessments and growth projections for the recycling and composting industries, including name, address, phone and FAX numbers for each.  At least two (2) letters of recommendation from these references must be submitted for the contractor, one letter for the LCA and one letter for the markets impact assessment. (Proposals that do not include the letters of recommendation may be cause for rejection.)

· Subcontractors.  Identify all proposed subcontractor(s). The proposal will include a resume for each subcontractor’s project team members, a table indicating how many hours each subcontractor’s project team member will be assigned to each task (see 6 below).  The Board must approve all subcontractors used after the execution of the contract. 
6. Presentation of Consultant, Personnel and Hours by Task.  The proposal must identify the consultant(s) and subcontractor(s) personnel and personnel hours by task.  The proposal must include this information for all tasks in Parts I, II, and III in the Scope of Work.  An example table is presented:

7. Workplan.  The workplan is a critical component of the proposal that should provide, in detail, the overall approach, tasks, deliverables, schedule, and personnel.  The workplan is the blueprint for how the project will be undertaken and, once the project commences, can be used as a progress measurement tool.  As indicated in Tasks II-1 and III-1, the initial workplan may be revised within reason based on comments from peer reviewers and subject to approval of the Contractor and CIWMB Contract Managers. The deliverables, schedules and personnel should be placed in a table.  

8. Scope of Work.  The proposal must address all the items described in the Scope of Work in adequate detail.  

9. Attachments.
a. Budget by Task and Expenditure Category (Attachments A, A-1).

(Attachment A-2 provides examples of expenditures for each of the nine (9) budget categories listed in Attachment A-1).  Attachment A-2 is for information only.  Cost figures should not be prepared for each example of expenditure listed in Attachment A-2, but for each of the nine category totals listed below: (Attachment A-1)

b. Timetable:  Include a timetable for accomplishing stated objectives for each identified task.

c. Commitment:  Include a signed letter of intent to serve, and curriculum vitae or resume from each contributing entity.

E. ERRORS IN PROPOSER’S SUBMITTAL 
An error in the Proposal Package may be cause for rejection of that proposal.  However, the State may at its sole option retain the proposal and make certain corrections.  In determining if a correction will be made, the State will consider the conformance of the proposal amount to the format and content required by the solicitation document and any unusual complexity of the format and content required by the solicitation documents.  If Proposer’s intent is clearly established based on review of the complete proposal submitted, the State may at its sole option correct an error based on that established intent.  The State may at its sole option correct obvious clerical errors and/or seek clarification of issues from the Proposer.

F. MODIFICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF PROPOSALS

Any proposal that is received by the Board at the above address before the time and date set for receipt of proposals may be withdrawn or modified by written request of the Proposer.  However, in order to be considered, the modified proposal must be received by the time and date set for receipt of proposals as specified above.

A Proposer cannot withdraw a Proposal Package after the specified final filing date.

G. PROPOSER’S COST

Costs for developing proposals are entirely the responsibility of the Proposer and such costs shall not be reimbursed by the State of California.  All proposals, and the contents therein, will become the property of the Board.

H. WRITTEN INQUIRES

1. Proposers needing clarification of the requirements of this RFP must submit questions in writing to the Board’s Contracts Unit.  All written inquiries must be received by 5:00 p.m. on January 31, 2003 regardless of postmark.  If the written inquiries are e-mailed or faxed, then the time and date on the correspondence must not be later than the aforementioned due date.

2. Questions, suggestions or objections regarding the content of this RFP, including but not limited to the purpose, scope of work, etc., not submitted in writing by the deadline for questions shall be deemed waived and may not be raised at a later time.

3. Oral communications with the Board officers and employees shall be non-binding on the State and shall in no way exclude the Proposer of any obligations as set forth in this package.

I. PROPOSER’S TELE-CONFERENCE
A proposer’s teleconference will be held on Wednesday, February 5, 2003 at 10:00 a.m..  All contractor’s interested in participating in the teleconference must notify the contact person for this RFP by 5:00 p.m. on January 31, 2003 by submitting the Conference Participant Notification form (Attachment J).  The completed notification shall be faxed, e-mailed or mailed as identified in point four (4) above.  Failure to provide notification by the specified date or to include the necessary information will result in the contractor being restricted from participating in the teleconference.

All dialogs from the proposer’s conference will be included and released by addendum, as noted in Subsection P, Addenda, on February 7, 2003.

J. ANTITRUST CLAIMS

In submitting a Proposal Package to a public purchasing body, the Proposer offers and agrees that if the Proposal Package is accepted, it will assign to the purchasing body all rights, title, and interest in and to all causes of action it may have under Section 4 of the Clayton Act (15 U.S.C. Sec. 15) or under the Cartwright Act (Chapter 2 [commencing with Section 16700] of Part 2 of Division 7 of the Business and Professions Code), arising from purchases of goods, materials, or services by the Proposer for sale to the purchasing body pursuant to the Proposal Package.  Such assignment shall be made and become effective at the time the purchasing body tenders final payment to the Proposer.  (See Government Code Section 4552.)

If an awarding body or public purchasing body receives, either through judgment or settlement, a monetary recovery for a cause of action assigned under this chapter, the assignor shall be entitled to receive reimbursement for actual legal costs incurred and may, upon demand, recover from the public body any portion of the recovery, including treble damages, attributable to overcharges that were paid by the assignor but were not paid by the public body as part of the Proposal Package price, less the expenses incurred in obtaining that portion of the recovery.  (See Government Code Section 4553.)
Upon demand in writing by the assignor, the assignee shall, within one year from such demand, reassign the cause of action assigned under this part if the assignor has been or may have been injured by the violation of law for which the cause of action arose and (a) the assignee has not been injured thereby, or (b) the assignee declines to file a court action for the cause of action.  (See Government Code Section 4554.)

K. CONFLICT OF INTEREST
In regard to current or former State employees, Contractor agrees:

A. Current State Employees (PCC 10410):

1. No officer or employee shall engage in any employment, activity or enterprise from which the officer or employee receives compensation or has a financial interest and which is sponsored or funded by any state agency, unless the employment, activity or enterprise is required as a condition of regular state employment.

2. No officer or employee shall contract on his or her own behalf as an independent contractor with any state agency to provide goods or services.

B. Former State Employees (PCC 10411):

1. For the two-year period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state officer or employee may enter into a contract in which he or she engaged in any of the negotiations, transactions, planning, arrangements or any part of the decision-making process relevant to the contract while employed in any capacity by the state agency.

2. For the twelve-month period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state officer or employee may enter into a contract with any state agency if he or she was employed by that state agency in a policy-making position in the same general subject area as the proposed contract within the 12-month period prior to his or her leaving state service.

If Contractor violates any provisions of above paragraphs, such action by Contractor shall render this Agreement void.  (PCC 10420)

L. QUALIFICATIONS

General Qualifications 

The prospective contractor(s) must have the experience, qualifications and resources to perform all of the tasks described in the Scope of Work.  Qualifications specific to Parts II and III of the Scope of Work are discussed below.  In addition to those specific qualifications, the following general qualifications pertain:

1. Technical writing -- At least one person on the consulting team must demonstrate qualifications, knowledge, and experience as a technical report writer and/or technical editor and shall be used as the report writer and/or editor of technical memoranda and report(s).

2. Samples of written work – In order to demonstrate the bidder’s ability to qualify accomplishments based on the project’s goals, bidders will be required to submit one (1) representative report of a previous life cycle analysis and two (2) representative reports of financial/ economic impact/projection studies for recycling and composting industries.
3. Presentation/Interview – The Board may request each bidder to give a brief oral presentation of their proposal, as well as participate in an interview session.
4. References – The bidder should submit at least two (2) references relevant to Part II and two (2) references relevant to Part III.  
Qualifications Specific to Part II

The qualifications of the contractor or consulting team responsible for performing the tasks delineated in Part II,  Life Cycle Analysis of the Scope of Work are as follows:

· The Research Manager of the consulting team must demonstrate knowledge and experience in the design, management, and successful completion of projects involving life cycle analyses;

· Experience and knowledge of solid waste management systems and integrated waste management principles;

· Knowledge of non-combustion technologies that can convert solid waste residuals to electricity, alternative fuels, and other useful products; and

· Data collection, model development and simulation, analysis, and report writing.

The prospective contractor or consulting team must provide evidence by means of a written description of previous work history and contracts demonstrating knowledge and experience managing and coordinating projects that involve life cycle analyses.  

The principal members of the consulting team working on Part II must demonstrate experience and knowledge in the design, construction, and simulation of lifecycle analyses of solid waste management technologies and systems.  Specific experience in conducting life cycle analyses on solid waste management systems, use of previously peer-reviewed models, and experience in California is preferable.

Qualifications Specific to Part III
The qualifications of the contractor or consulting team responsible for performing the tasks delineated in Part III, Impact on Recycling and Compost Markets of the Scope of Work are as follows:

In support of the Scope of Work, Part III, the prospective contractor must have the experience, qualifications and resources to perform work required by this agreement.  

The Research Manager of the consulting team must demonstrate knowledge and experience in the design, management, and successful completion of projects that consist of the following:

· The development and application of models or analytical tools to assess financial/economic impacts on the recycling and composting industries.  Previous research projects related to assessing market impacts on California’s recycling and composting industries is not required, but is preferred;

· The development and application of forecasting and/or projection models or analytical tools to project growth of the recycling and composting industries.   Previous research projects related to projecting growth of California’s recycling and composting industries is not required, but is preferred;

· California solid waste management experience applicable to assesses institutional impacts on composting and recycling industries; and

· Data collection, model development and simulation, analysis, and report writing.

The prospective contractor must provide evidence by means of a written description of previous work history and contracts demonstrating knowledge and experience managing and coordinating projects that involve assessing financial/economic impacts on the recycling and composting industries and projecting economic growth of the recycling and composting industries.  Financial/economic studies that have been undertaken on recycling and/or composting businesses located in California and included a protocol to collect and analyze data, develop and simulate models are preferred.  

The principal members of the consulting team working on Part III must demonstrate advanced experience and knowledge in the design, construction, and simulation of financial and economic impact and growth projection models for recycling and composting businesses.  Additional knowledge and experience with California solid waste management is also preferred.

Advanced knowledge and experience, for the purpose of Part III, shall mean graduation from college with a degree in a research-oriented field (e.g., statistics, engineering, economics, operations research, etc.) and professional technical research experience which must have included responsibility for project design, management, data collection, and model development and simulation of at lease one (1) financial/economic impact/projection or institutional impact studies on the recycling and/or composting industries.

M. CORPORATE QUALIFICATION TO DO BUSINESS IN CALIFORNIA

If Proposer is a corporation, said corporation shall be qualified to do business in the State of California.  “Doing business” is defined in the California Revenue and Taxation Code, Section 23101, as actively engaging in any transaction for the purpose of financial or pecuniary gain or profit.  Although there are some statutory exceptions to taxation, rarely will a corporate contractor performing within the state not be subject to the franchise tax.  Both domestic and foreign corporations (those incorporated outside of California) must be in good standing in order to be qualified to do business in California. 

When agreements are to be performed in the state by a corporation, the Contractor will provide certified documentation from the California Secretary of State’s office attesting to their qualification and good standing.    

N. SUBCONTRACTORS

All subcontractors identified shall be experts in their respective disciplines and capable of performing the tasks for which they were hired.  Subcontractors shall have extensive experience in their area of expertise, with particular emphasis on prior experience on similar programs or projects that clearly illustrate their expertise in areas essential to the services outlined in the Scope of Work, Section VII.

O. LICENSES AND PERMITS

Where applicable, pursuant to California Business and Profession Code Section 7028.15, Contractor shall be an individual or firm licensed to conduct business in California.  Contractor shall obtain at his/her expense all appropriate license(s) and permit(s) required by law for accomplishing any work required in connection with this Agreement.  Contractor shall submit with the proposal:  

1. Contractor’s state license number, 

2. License expiration date, and 

3. Certification, under penalty or perjury, of accuracy of items (1) and (2) above.  

Failure to provide the appropriate license(s) and permit(s), when applicable to perform this work, by the Proposals final filing date will be grounds for finding the Proposal Package non-responsive. 

In the event any license(s) and/or permit(s) expire at any time during the term of this Agreement, Contractor agrees to provide the Board with a copy of the renewed license(s) and/or permit(s) within 30 days following the expiration date.  In the event the Contractor fails to keep in effect at all times all required license(s) and permit(s), the Board may, in addition to any other remedies it may have, terminate this Agreement upon occurrence of such event.

P. ADDENDA

The Board reserves the right to amend, alter or change the rules and conditions contained in the RFP prior to the deadline for submission of proposals.  Addenda will be sent to those on the current mailing list, which includes those who have requested a copy of this RFP, those who participated in the Proposers Tele-Conference, and those who submitted questions to this RFP.  If Proposer is not certain that they have all addenda to this RFP, log onto www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts for the latest information on this RFP.

If a Proposer discovers any ambiguity, conflict, discrepancy, omission, or other error in the RFP, it will immediately notify the State of such error in writing and request modification or clarification.  If modifications to the RFP are required, they will be made by addenda as described above.  The addenda will be given to all parties who have been furnished the RFP without divulging the source of the request.  

Q. RECYCLED CONTENT CERTIFICATION
As required by PCC § 12205(a), Contractors shall certify in writing, under penalty of perjury, to the Board, the minimum, if not the exact, percentage of post-consumer and secondary material in the products, materials, goods, or supplies purchased with contract dollars. This certification shall be provided to the Board within 30 days of contract expiration on the Recycled Content Certification Form (Attachment K) also available at: <http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Contracts/Forms/CIWMB74.pdf>.  
R. RECYCLED CONTENT PURCHASING
In the performance of this Agreement, the contractor shall purchase recycled-content products as set forth in PCC §§ 12150 et seq., the State Assistance for Recycling (STAR) Markets Act of 1989 (also known as the State Agency Buy Recycled Campaign). These minimum recycled-content requirements are listed on the back of Recycled-Content Certification Form (Attachment K). For assistance in locating recycled-content products, please contact the Board’s Contract Manager.
SECTION III

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS
A.
NONDISCRIMINATION COMPLIANCE STATEMENT
The prospective contractor must be an Equal Opportunity Employer and must be willing to comply with State Fair Employment Practices.  The required signature on the Certification (Attachment B) shall constitute a certification under penalty of perjury under the laws of the State of California that you have, unless exempted, complied with the nondiscrimination program requirements of Government Code Section 12990 and of California Code of Regulations, Title 2, Section 8103.

B.
CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE
When required, Contractor must provide:  1) a Certificate of Insurance insuring the State of California, and 2) verification of Worker’s Compensation insurance.

Said Certificate of Insurance shall provide minimum liability coverage of $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury or property damage combined.  The successful Proposer must provide the Certificate of Insurance to the Board within ten (10) days after notification of the Board’s intent to award the contract to said successful Proposer.  The contract will not be fully executed nor can work begin unless said Certificate of Insurance is provided to the Board.

The Certificate of Insurance shall include the following terms and conditions:

1. The State of California, its officers, agents and employees shall be included as additional insured;

2. The dates of inception and expiration of coverage shall be specified;

3. The total amount of coverage for bodily injury and property damage combined shall be a minimum of $1,000,000 per occurrence.  Coverage shall not include a deductible feature;

4. A 30-day written notice shall be provided to the State of California prior to termination of said policy;

5. The State of California is not liable for the payment of premiums or assessments on said policy; and

6. The insurance coverage shall be on an occurrence basis only.

In the event the Certificate of Insurance should expire or be cancelled during the term of this Agreement, Contractor agrees to provide, at least thirty (30) days prior to said expiration or cancellation, a new Certificate of Insurance evidencing coverage, as provided for herein, for not less than one (1) year or for the remainder of the contractual agreement, whichever is greater.

The Certificate of Insurance must be mailed to the Board’s Contracts Unit to the address specified in this RFP.

C.
SMALL BUSINESS PREFERENCE

California Government Code Sections 14835 et seq. requires that a five (5%) percent preference be given to Proposers who qualify as a small business.  The rules and regulations of this law, including the definition of a small business, are contained in Title 2, California Code of Regulations, Sections 1896 et seq.  A copy of the regulations is available upon request from the State of California, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources (OSBCR).  

To claim the Small Business Preference, which may not exceed $50,000 for any bid, your firm must have its principal place of business located in California and must be formally certified by the OSBCR.  Questions regarding the preference approval should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4940.

All Proposers claiming the Small Business Preference, must submit proof of small business status no later than proposal submittal due date for this RFP.  If you have received approval from the OSBCR verifying your small business status, submit a copy of their certification approval notice with your proposal submittal.  In addition, Proposer shall identify any subcontractors that are certified small business and enclose a copy of their OSBCR certification approval letter(s) with your proposal.

D. TARGET AREA CONTRACT PREFERENCE ACT (TACPA)
The Target Area Contract Preference Act (TACPA) program is designed to stimulate business and employment in geographic areas determined to be economically distressed, with areas of high unemployment.  The Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources, administers this program and provides necessary resource information.  Questions regarding this preference should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4940.  

To qualify for this preference, 100% of the work to be performed under this Agreement shall be performed at a qualifying work site.  The home base of the company must be in the State of California.  The percentage of preference associated with the work site is a total of five percent (5%).  An additional preference of one to four percent is available if the contractor agrees to perform the contract with persons with a high risk of unemployment, depending on the percentage of work force as follows:

The highest preference that can be given is 9% up to $50,000.  The maximum combined preferences of TACPA plus EZA plus small business shall be 15% up to $100,000.  

In order for the TACPA preference to be considered, Proposer must complete the Std. 830 form (Attachment G) certifying that the contract work will be performed as specified and include the completed form with their proposal by the specified due date.  

E. ENTERPRISE ZONE ACT (EZA)
The Enterprise Zone Act (EZA) program also is designed to stimulate business and employment in geographic areas determined to be economically distressed, with areas of high unemployment.  The Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources, administers this program and provides necessary resource information. Questions regarding this preference should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4940.    

100% of the contracted work to be performed under this Agreement shall be performed at a qualifying work site.  The home base of the company must be in the State of California.  The percentage of preference associated with the work site is a total of five percent (5%).  An additional preference of one to four percent is available if the contractor agrees to perform the Agreement with persons with a high risk of unemployment, depending on the percentage of work force as follows:

The highest preference that can be given is 9% up to $50,000.  The maximum combined preferences of EZA plus TACPA plus small business shall be 15% up to $100,000.  

In order for the EZA preference to be considered, proposer must complete the Std. 831 form

(Attachment H)  certifying that the contract work will be performed as specified and include the completed form with their proposal by the specified due date.  

F. LOCAL AGENCY MILITARY BASE RECOVERY AREA (LAMBRA)

Government Code Section 7118 provides that California-based companies may be granted a preference when bidding on State agreements in excess of $100,000 for services if the business site is located in a local military base area as specified by the Trade and Commerce Agency.  The Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources, administers this program and provides necessary resource information.  Questions regarding this preference should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4940.  

In order for the LAMBRA preference to be considered, bidder must complete the Std. 832 form (Attachment I) certifying that the contract work will be performed as specified and include the completed form with their bid by the specified due date.

SECTION IV

DISABLED VETERANS BUSINESS ENTERPRISE

AND SMALL BUPARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS

A. DISABLED VETERANS BUSINESS ENTERPRISE
As required by California Public Contract Code Section 10115, et seq. this Agreement has participation goals of the total Cost Proposal of three percent (3%) for Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE).  

Any business used to meet Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) requirements must be certified by the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources (OSBCR).

Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) means a business concern certified by the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources, as meeting all of the following:

1. Disabled Veteran (DV) means a veteran of the military, naval or air services of the United States with at least a 10% service-connected disability who is a resident of the State of California;

2. A sole proprietorship, fifty-one percent (51%) owned by a disabled veteran or a firm or partnership, fifty-one (51%) of the stock or partnership interests of which are owned by one or more disabled veterans;

3. Managed by, and the daily business operations are controlled by, one or more disabled veterans; and,

4. A sole proprietorship, corporation, or partnership with its home office located in the United States, which is not a branch or subsidiary of a foreign corporation, firm, or other business.

In order to be responsive to this DVBE requirement, Proposer must satisfy their participation by one of the three options listed below:

· Meet or exceed the participation goals by committing to use DVBE for not less than three percent of the contract amount;

· Make a good faith effort to meet the goals; or

· Partially meet the goals and document Proposer’s good faith efforts to meet them completely.

Proposer shall be deemed to have made “good faith efforts” upon submittal of documentary evidence that all of the following actions were taken:

1. Contact was made with the Board to identify potential DVBE firms;

2. Contact was made with other State agencies, including the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources, to identify potential DVBE firms;  

3. Advertisement was published in trade papers focusing on DVBE firms unless time limits imposed by the Board preclude such advertisement.  Plan Holder lists will not be considered as advertisement.  Attach copies of each advertisement with the submittal of the proposal;

4. Invitations to Bid were submitted to potential DVBE firms; and

5. Available DVBE firms were considered.

DVBE certification and information shall be submitted with the Proposal Package.  Failure to submit the required DVBE information by the final filing date will be grounds for finding the Proposal non-responsive.  Proposer’s DVBE information shall establish that the DVBE goals will be met or that a “good faith effort” to meet the goals has been made.

Proposers are cautioned that, even though their proposal indicates that they will meet the stated DVBE goals, their submittal should also include their “good faith efforts” information along with their DVBE goal information to protect their eligibility for award of the Agreement in the event the Board, in its review, finds that the goals have not been met.

Compliance with DVBE requirements is accomplished by completing Attachments E and/or F in accordance with the instructions on the attachments and the above guidance.  Failure to include properly completed DVBE documentation and certification will result in disqualification from further participation in the selection process.

A copy of the Certification Letter issued by the Department of General Services is required for all DVBE, as the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources must certify DVBE.  No DVBE can be counted towards participation unless it is so certified.

For the successful Proposer, DVBE requirements will continue for the life of the Agreement.  Upon contractual completion, the Contractor will be required to submit a final report identifying all DVBE firms used on the Agreement and their percentage of participation.  The State or its designees will have the right to audit records pertaining to DVBE usage and efforts made to comply with these DVBE requirements.

B. SMALL BUSINESS PARTICIPATION
The Board expects that a percentage of the total contract amount will be contracted with a certified small business.  Any business used to meet the small business requirements must be certified or have certification pending with the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources.  Questions regarding the certification should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4400.  To qualify as a Small Business, your firm must have its principal place of business located in California.  This contract’s participation may apply to a combined effort of the contractor and any sub-contractors.  
Attachment E must be completed and submitted with the IFB package if the Bidder is a certified Small Business.  If the Bidder will use subcontractors to meet the above goal, all subcontractors must be listed on Attachment E.  Verification of a firm’s Small Business certification shall also be submitted.
SECTION V

  EVALUATION AND SELECTION

A.
FAILURE TO FULFILL MINIMUM PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS

To be responsive, Proposer must comply with all minimum proposal requirements set forth in Sections I, II, III, and IV.  Failure to meet said minimum proposal requirements or failure to follow the instructions contained in this RFP shall be grounds for rejection.   Any proposals modifying the conditions or specifications of this RFP may be rejected. Immaterial deviations may be waived by the State.

B.
SELECTION PROCESS

After the period has closed for receipt of proposals, each technical proposal will be opened and examined to determine compliance with the Proposal Package requirements as identified on the completion checklist.  If a proposal package does not meet all the requirements, it will be considered non-responsive and rejected from further competition.

Technical proposals that meet the requirements above are submitted to the Evaluation and Selection Committee, which will evaluate and score each proposal.  The Evaluation and Selection Committee identifies those proposals that meet or exceed the required minimum technical points based on the established Proposal Scoring Sheet (Attachment B). The point calculations reflect the averages of the combined scores of all evaluators on the committee.

Interviews may be requested for clarification of those proposals that passed the minimum technical points.  If interviews are held, Proposer’s will be notified in advance in writing.  Said interviews may occur at any time during the proposal evaluation process.  The purpose of the interviews is for clarification only.  No Proposer will be allowed to alter his/her proposal.  Any attempt on the part of the Proposer to do so will result in the disqualification of that Proposer. 

The Board reserves the right to fund one (1) or none of the proposals submitted in response to the solicitation.  The award will be offered to the highest scored proposal  (Attachment B, Proposal Score Sheet).  Bidders will be evaluated, in part, on how well their proposals address the five (5) criteria presented below.   Please note: Primary consideration will be given, but not limited to, proposals that include the following:

1. Provide sufficient details, while being as concise as possible, about the proposed project for the Board to evaluate the proposal and select the winning contractor.  Proposal text (not including personnel qualifications and samples of written work) should not exceed 30 pages maximum length. 
2. Identify the consultant’s and subcontractor’s experience and previous work history relating to conducting LCA of solid waste management systems and Market Impact Assessment(s) and growth projections for recycling and composting industries.  A letter of intent from each subcontractor is required. Failure to provide the letters of intent will result in a deduction of points for the scoring criteria identified in the Proposal Scoring Sheet.
3. Identify proposer’s knowledge and experience to collected data to develop and simulate LCA, Market Impact Assessment and growth projection models.

4. Describe in detail models or other analytical system(s) that will be used to conduct LCA, Market Impact Assessment and growth projections.  Indicate previous use and acceptance of modeling and analytical techniques and discuss integration of the LCA and Market Impact Assessment efforts.

5. Indicate the amount of administrative overhead or indirect costs as a percentage figure in the proposal and indicate the actual dollar amount in Attachment A-1 Budget Expenditure by Category. (Administrative overhead or indirect costs in excess of 20% may be cause for rejection of the bid.)
The Proposal Score Sheet (Attachment B) includes a cost-scoring component.  Those proposals that are determined by the Board to be from small businesses will receive a five percent (5%) preference.  Each proposal’s cost will be ranked.  The proposal with the lowest cost (adjusted, if necessary) will receive 80 points.  Other proposals’ cost will be scored on the basis of the least cost proposal in the following manner:

After completion of the scoring process, each proposal will be ranked.  The Board will award the agreement to the highest-ranking responsible, responsive Proposer.

C.
GROUNDS FOR REJECTION

A Proposer shall be rejected if:

1. The proposal is received at any time after the exact time and date set for receipt of proposals.

2. The Proposal Cost is unsigned.

3. The Proposal Cost is not prepared as required by this RFP.

4. The Proposer has received a substantive negative contract performance evaluation from the State of California.

5. The proposal is conditional, incomplete or contains any irregularities. 

6. Required license(s) and permit(s) information is not submitted with the proposal. 

All proposals may be rejected whenever the determination is made that the proposals received are not really competitive, when the cost is not reasonable, or when the cost exceeds the amount expected.  No proposal may be rejected arbitrarily or without reasonable cause.

D.
AWARD OF STANDARD AGREEMENT
1. Award of the subject Agreement, if awarded, shall be to the highest ranking responsible Proposer meeting all the Proposal requirements.  The Board reserves the right to not award an Agreement.  The Board will post a Notice of Intent to Award five (5) working days prior to the award being made. Notice of the proposed award will be posted on the California Integrated Waste Management Board’s website at www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts for five (5) working days prior to awarding the agreement.

2. Upon completion of the evaluation of acceptable proposals, if any Proposer is determined to be non-compliant and if the Agreement is to be awarded to another Proposer, the Board must notify the non-compliant Proposer of its’ intent at least five (5) working days prior to the award being made. 

3. Upon award of the agreement, Contractor must complete and submit to the awarding agency the Payee Data Record (STD 204), to determine if the Contractor is subject to state income tax withholding pursuant to California Revenue and Taxation Code Sections 18662 and 26131.  This form can be found on the Board’s website at www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts. No payment shall be made unless a completed STD 204 has been returned to the awarding agency.

4. Proposer certifies that if awarded this contract, it shall in the performance of the contract conduct its programs, policies, and activities that substantially affect human health or the environment in a manner that ensures the fair treatment of people of all races, cultures, and income levels, including minority populations and low-income populations of the State.

E.
PROTEST OF AWARD

If a Proposer chooses to protest the proposed award:

1. The protest must be filed with the Board and the Department of General Services (DGS) after the Notice of Intent to Award is made, but before the actual award.  

2. If any Proposer, prior to the award of agreement, files a protest with the California Integrated Waste Management Board and the Department of General Services, Office of Legal Services, on the grounds that the (protesting) Proposer would have been awarded the contract had the Board correctly applied the evaluation standard in the RFP, or if the agency followed the evaluation and scoring methods in the RFP, the agreement shall not be awarded until either the protest has been withdrawn or the Department of General Services has decided the matter.  It is suggested that you submit any protest by certified or registered mail.

3. Within five (5) days after filing the initial protest, the protesting Proposer shall file with the Department of General Services, Office of Legal Services and the California Integrated Waste Management Board, a full and complete written statement specifying the grounds for the protest. It is suggested that you submit this complete written statement by certified or registered mail.  Protestants should include their fax numbers if they have one.

4. If no protest is filed with the Board or DGS within five (5) working days of the date of that the Notice of Intent to Award, the Agreement shall be awarded to the proposed qualified Proposer.

SECTION VI

  MISCELLANEOUS

A.
INFORMATION

All information obtained or produced during the course of work shall be made available to the Board for its use, as it may so be determined.

B.
COMMITMENT

This RFP does not commit the Board to award an Agreement or to pay any costs incurred in preparation of a Proposal Package responding to this RFP. The Board reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals received as a result of this RFP, to negotiate with any qualified source, or to cancel this RFP in whole or in part.  

If the Proposer fails to enter into a satisfactory Agreement within a reasonable period of time after the award, the Board may deem the Proposer to have rejected the award.  At that point, the Board may disqualify the awardee and award the Agreement to the next highest ranked Proposer.  The Executive Director will determine what is a reasonable period of time for the selected Proposer to enter into the Agreement.  

C.
TERMINATION

The Board has the authority and express right to terminate any Agreement awarded under this RFP at any time during the term of the Agreement for any reason or if the Board finds that the Contractor's work is negligent, not satisfactory, or not in accordance with the Agreement requirements.  

D.
START OF WORK

Once the final Agreement awards are made, work will not begin until the Agreements are fully executed, approved by the Department of General Services and the Contractor has received written authorization from the Board.  

SECTION VII

SCOPE OF WORK

INTRODUCTION/OBJECTIVES 
Assembly Bill 2770 (Chapter 740, Statutes of 2002) requires the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) to prepare a report on new and emerging conversion technologies, including but not limited to non-combustion thermal technologies such as gasification and pyrolysis, chemical technologies such as acid hydrolysis or distillation, and biological technologies, other than composting, such as enzyme hydrolysis.  The report must include a description and evaluation of the lifecycle environmental and public health impacts of conversion technologies and compare these identified impacts with the environmental and public health impacts from solid waste management.  AB 2770 also requires the Board to describe and evaluate the impacts of conversion technologies on recycling and composting markets.

This Scope of Work consists of three Parts.  The Contractor shall be responsible for completion of all tasks outlined in the Scope of Work (Parts I, II, and III).  Part I delineates administrative, logistic, and peer review tasks that are common to Parts II and III.  The Board in agreement with the Contractor may modify workplans within reason, based on new information gathered during the contract term and agreed to by mutual consent of the contracted party(s).

The purpose of the Scope of Work for Part II – Life Cycle Analysis of Conversion Technologies (henceforth termed LCA) is to establish guidelines by which the Contractor shall compare the environmental and health impacts of new and emerging conversion technologies with existing solid waste management practices.  More specifically, the goal of the LCA is to identify, analyze, and compare the environmental performance of individual solid waste management processes (e.g., gasification, hydrolysis, composting, transformation) and for the solid waste management system as a whole, for scenarios involving given amounts of waste of specified composition from specific California regions.  

The purpose of the Scope of Work for Part III – Impact on Recycling and Compost Markets (henceforth termed Market Impact Assessment) is to determine what impact conversion technologies may have on recycling (specifically, of paper and plastics) and on organic materials management (i.e., composting and mulching).  These industries use recycled paper, plastic, and organic material originating from the solid waste stream as their primary feedstock.   More specifically, the goal of the Market Impact Assessment is to quantitatively analyze whether the development and growth of conversion technologies in California will have negative, neutral, or positive impacts on the paper, plastic and organic materials management industries’ ability to remain viable and/or to expand (e.g., to maintain or increase their use of feedstock at competitive prices, and to maintain or increase production and profits).  

An important part of this project is to develop reasonable scenarios involving conversion technologies in major regions of California that can be used to conduct the LCA and the Market Impact Assessment.   The Contractor should initially use the following scenarios for modeling or analysis, for both the LCA and the Market Impact Assessment.  These reflect the Board’s interest in exploring different technologies, regions, and configurations (e.g., stand-alone vs. co-located facilities).  The Contractor shall also suggest alternative scenarios based on its experience and knowledge, including scenarios needed to ensure that the set of hypothetical facilities being evaluated has the cumulative potential to impact demand for feedstock.  The Contractor may be required to further modify the scenarios in consultation with the Board Contract Manager, as indicated in the tasks below.

The following is the scenario for development of conversion technologies for a starting base year of 2003:

· Two to three acid hydrolysis facilities in each of the San Francisco Bay Area and the greater Los Angeles regions, with capacity totaling 1500 tons per day in each region, that produce ethanol and that are co-located at landfills or materials recovery facilities (MRFs); 

· Three to four gasification facilities in each of the two regions, with capacity totaling 2000 tons per day in each region, that produce electricity and that are co-located at landfills or material recovery facilities; and

· One stand-alone 50 ton per day catalytic cracking facility in each area that converts unrecyclable plastic resins to diesel. 

The following is the potential scenario for additional development of conversion technologies in the years 2005 to 2010:  

· One additional gasification plant will be built in each region in the year 2005;

· Two additional acid hydrolysis plants will be built in each region in 2007;

· One additional gasification plant will be built in each region in 2010.

For purposes of this project, the greater Los Angeles region is comprised of the counties of:  Los Angeles, Orange, Riverside, and San Bernardino.  The San Francisco Bay Area is comprised of the counties of:  Alameda, Contra Costa, San Francisco, San Mateo, Santa Clara, Solano, Marin, Napa, and Sonoma.  The Contractor may also propose additional scenarios that encompass rural regions.

TASKS 
Part I: Tasks Common To LCA And Market Impact Assessment

Fiscal Agent and Workplan Requirements:  The Contractor shall act as the Fiscal Agent and be responsible for completing the tasks outlined in the proposal and final agreement.  The Contractor shall organize and be responsible for any sub-contractor’s efforts.  Subject to approval by the Board Contract Managers, and where required, the Contractor will refine the detailed workplan from its submitted proposal.  The Contractor will implement the detailed workplan finalized under Tasks II-1 and III-1, adhering to the milestones, review criteria, time-line and deliverables as approved by the Board Contract Managers.

Task I-1: Focus Group and Peer Review of Methodology

The Contractor shall, under the direction of the Board Contract Managers, convene a focus group to solicit public comment on suggested method(s) and data requirements.  The focus group shall consist of not more than 10 persons, from constituencies such as local government, environmental groups, and industry.  The Contractor shall provide a summary of the meeting(s), including public comments.  Meetings will be held in Northern and Southern California if needed.  Alternative means of conducting meetings, such as through videoconferencing, are acceptable.

The Board Contract Managers shall ensure that the methodologies utilized by the Contractor for the LCA and Market Impact Assessment are compliant with the International Organization of Standardization’s (ISO) 14040 Series for conducting LCAs and are peer reviewed by a panel of independent, scientific experts.  As part of this, for both the LCA and the Market Impact Assessment and in conjunction with Tasks II-1 and III-1, the Contractor will prepare and provide a technical memorandum for this peer review that describes the method(s), model(s) and/or analytical tools selected, data requirements, data collection protocol, and historical use of the methods, model(s), or analytical tools and that provides an overall justification of why the model(s) and methodology was selected. The justification will include arguments for and against use.  The Contractor will not proceed with any subsequent work on Parts II and III until approved by the Board Contract Managers.

Task I-2: Meet with Board Staff and Submit Quarterly Reports

A. The Contractor shall meet initially with the Board Contract Managers and continue to meet at least once (1) per quarter.  The Contractor will be available to make presentations to the Board detailing project progress and results (not to exceed three (3) Board presentations).

B. The Contractor will submit quarterly progress reports to the Board Contract Managers for the duration of the contract.  The quarterly progress reports will summarize work-to-date, identify completed milestones, and highlight any significant preliminary findings.  The progress report will not exceed five (5) pages in length (not including tables, graphs, and appendices).

Task I-3:  Public Workshops

The Contractor shall participate in two (2) public workshops sponsored and organized by the Board Contract Managers to solicit public input on data, draft results, and reports.  At the workshops, the Contractor will present data and draft results, facilitate public discussion, and record public comments.  The Contractor shall provide a summary of the workshop, including public comments.  Workshops will be held in Northern and Southern California.

Task I-4: Scientific Peer Review and Final Report 

A. ​Peer Review of Results:  Upon completion of the LCA, the Contractor shall prepare a draft report for peer review that describes the assessment and results required in Task II-3 and provide this draft, under the direction of the Board Contract Managers, for peer review by a panel of independent, scientific experts that are either approved by the Board Contract Manager or that are made available through Board agreements with the University of California or other appropriate institutions.  For the Market Impact Assessment, the Contractor shall similarly prepare a draft report, and similarly provide it for peer review, that describes the results of the data collection and model(s) simulation (Task III-2) and institutional analysis (Task III-3).  The draft report will describe how the data were collected and analyzed, and how the models were simulated.  The memorandum will also present an analysis of all results, including the evaluation of institutional impacts.

B. Based on the peer review conducted under Task I-4A and under the direction of the Board Contract Manager, the Contractor shall prepare a draft Final Report.  The draft Final Report shall include an executive summary and describe the methodologies, assumptions, data, results, and limitations of the entire assessment.  The Final Report shall adhere to the Board Publications Guidelines and shall be reviewed by the Board technical editor.  The Contractor will not receive final payment until the Final Report has been approved by the Board Contract Managers.   The Final Report shall be printed double-sided, on recycled-content paper.

Task I-5:  Contractor Responsibility for Obtaining Copyright Permission
The Contractor shall be aware that if the Final Report contains copyrighted work in print (tables, graphics, or photographs), or other materials taken from copyrighted sources, the Contractor shall cite the copyrighted material in the Final Report and obtain permission to use the copyrighted material.  Contractor shall secure express written permission from the copyright holder or the holder's licensing representative. Contractor will include letters of permission to use copyright material as an Appendix in the Final Report.  If contractor does not secure permission to use copyrighted material, said material will not be used in the final report.

Part II:  Life Cycle Analysis Of Conversion Technologies

Task II-1: Detailed Workplan

The initial workplan shall include, but not be limited to the following: 

a) Methodology:  Detailed description of methodology to conduct a life cycle analysis (LCA) of stages in the waste management system, from collection, transportation, and recovery (e.g. from a materials recovery facility) to conversion, recycling, composting, or landfilling for various scenarios of waste composition, facility type and size.  The methodology used should be compliant with ISO 14040 Series for conducting LCAs.  

b) Delineation of System Boundaries:  Detailed description of system boundaries, beginning with collection of waste, for regional scenarios that include various combinations of conversion facility types, waste throughput, and site location (e.g., co-location at a materials recovery facility, transfer station, or landfill, versus location as a stand-alone facility).

c) Impacts to Be Analyzed:  Delineation and categorization of emissions and environmental and human health impacts to be inventoried and analyzed.

d) Data Collection:  Description of the methodology to collect data for the conversion processes and scenarios delineated in the Introduction/Objectives section.  Where data is unavailable for specific unit processes, the Contractor shall use surrogate data that is most applicable to the specific process and waste feedstock being modeled, such as data from national laboratories, university research, technology vendors, federal, state, and local agencies, and any other source, subject to approval of the Board Contract Managers.  The Contractor also shall use technical descriptions and technical and economic information and data on conversion technologies that are made available through other Board agreements with the University of California.

e) Description of Variations in System Parameters:  Description of what variations in system parameters, such as waste composition or amount of waste processed, will be modeled to investigate the sensitivity of results to these variations.

f) Task List, Deliverables, and Timeline:  Detailed itemized task list to complete above stated objectives and detailed description of each task with specific task assignments (i.e., specific names assigned to individual tasks).  Include timeline for implementation of workplan with deliverables and approval schedule.

All system boundaries and process descriptions shall be defined in a consistent manner for ease of comparison of waste management system analysis.  

The Contractor shall revise the initial workplan submitted as part of its proposal, based on comments from focus groups and Board Contract Managers, and subject to approval by the Board Contract Managers, for a comparative analysis of the environmental and health impacts of waste management systems that utilize non-combustion conversion technologies, as described above, with transformation, landfilling, recycling, and composting.  The Contractor will, as part of the workplan, refine analytical model(s) or modeling techniques based on review and input from the Board Contract Managers and a panel of independent, scientific experts that are either approved by the Board Contract Managers or that are made available through Board agreements with the University of California or other appropriate institutions, per Task I-1.

Task II-2: Life Cycle Inventory and Data Collection

Upon approval of Task II-1 by the Board Contract Managers, the Contractor shall compile a life cycle inventory (inventory) that quantifies energy requirements, environmental impacts, and public health impacts.  The results of the inventory shall be segregated by life cycle stage (e.g., collection, transportation, conversion), by media (air, water, land), and any other category the Contractor deems necessary to fulfill the goal of this project.  

Data collected for each unit process shall be reported in common units of measurement to allow for the comparison of emissions from each unit process.    The Contractor shall also gather production cost information for the approved scenarios in Task II-1b for purposes of completing Part III (Impact on Recycling and Composting Markets).  These data shall be made available at the public workshops described in Task I-3 and as otherwise directed by the Board Contract Managers.
Task II-3: Life Cycle Impact Assessment

Upon completion of the inventory described in Task II-2, the Contractor shall conduct a Life Cycle Impact Assessment (assessment) that includes, but is not limited to, the following impact categories: 

a) human health; 

b) air emissions; 

c) water discharges;

d) land disposal;

e) land use implications;

f) scale of each category (i.e., local, regional); and

g) energy requirements and production (e.g., energy balance).

The assessment shall include characterization factors to convert and combine inventory results into representative indicators of environmental and public health impacts.  The Contractor shall provide justification for these characterization factors and discuss how changes in the factors might affect the significance of the representative indicators.  In addition, the Contractor shall group impact categories into one or more sets to better facilitate the interpretation of the analysis results into specific areas of concern.

Upon completion of the assessment, the Contractor shall document the results of the assessment, including descriptions of methodology, systems and boundaries analyzed, and assumptions made in performing the assessment.  This documentation shall be included in the peer review and Final Report required in Task I-4.

Task II-4:  Interpretation of Life Cycle Analysis

The Contractor shall interpret (i.e., identify, quantify, check, and evaluate information from) the results of the inventory and assessment.  At a minimum, this Life Cycle Interpretation (interpretation) step shall identify significant issues and evaluate the completeness, sensitivity, and consistency of the data and results.  This interpretation shall be included in the peer review of results and the draft Final Report pursuant to Task I-4.

Part III:  Impact On Recycling And Compost Markets

Task III-1:  Development and Implementation of Workplan

The initial workplan should include but not be limited to the following areas: 

a) Analytical Methodology:  Detailed descriptions of two (2) method(s) or analytical tools and how each will be developed and used to quantitatively assess and analyze impacts of conversion technologies on recycling and composting businesses.  The descriptions shall include:  1) protocol(s) to simulate the impact of the method(s) or analytical tool(s), including the validation, interpretation, and analysis of results; 2) protocol(s) to collect existing and, where necessary, primary data, including surveying businesses if necessary to gather additional cost, production, and/or financial information; and 3) protocol(s) to ensure that data collected from recycling and composting businesses is reliable. The descriptions shall also include arguments for and against use.  The Contractor also shall use technical descriptions and technical and economic information and data on conversion technologies that are made available through other Board agreements with the University of California.

The initial workplan also shall describe how the two (2) method(s) or analytical tools, as described in part a) above, will account for different conversion technology configurations, as described in part b) below, and for varying market conditions, as described in part c) below.  The workplan also shall describe how growth projections (lower, most likely, and upper bound estimates) will be calculated and analyzed for recycling and composting businesses and for feedstock requirements, as described in part d) below. 

b) Final Delineation Of Conversion Technology Configurations and Regions To Be Analyzed:  The Contractor shall, subject to approval by the Board Contract Manager, finalize the conversion technology configurations and regions to be analyzed (i.e., modify the proposed scenarios as needed).  The initial workplan shall provide a detailed description of the conversion technology configurations to be analyzed for the base year 2003 and for the 2005 to 2010 period, based on the scenarios presented in the Background and Intent section, or other configurations recommended by the Contractor subject to approval of the CIWMB Contract Managers.

c) Delineation of Variations in Market Conditions To Be Analyzed:  Detailed description of protocols to analyze how the growth of conversion technologies might affect recycling and composting under varying market conditions, including an open marketplace (i.e., where materials are transported and used solely on the basis of cost) and a marketplace operating under specified policies designed to protect existing and future recycling and composting activities.  The variations in market conditions to be analyzed shall include:

1. No provisions to protect feedstock volume for recycling and composting (i.e., open marketplace);

2. Provisions included to protect feedstock volumes for existing recycling and composting operations, based on existing (year 2003) feedstock volumes and contractual arrangements; and

3. Provisions included to protect feedstock volumes for existing recycling and composting operations and to protect future (2005 to 2010) growth in feedstock volume that is likely to be amenable for recycling and composting.

Note:  These variations in market conditions are intended to reflect the potential application of different statutory or regulatory policies that could affect marketplace decisions, such as conditions under which AB 939 diversion credit might be made available to jurisdictions that send materials to conversion facilities.  They do not imply any intent on the part of the Board to alter existing contractual relationships or to re-examine statutory or judicial decisions regarding flow control issues.

d) Projection of Growth in Recycling and Composting:  Detailed description of methods or analytical tools to develop three (3) growth scenarios in recycling and composting for the years 2005 to 2010.  The three growth scenarios shall consist of lower, most likely, and upper bound projection estimates.  As part of this, the Contractor shall quantitatively describe baseline (i.e., 2003) market conditions for paper, plastics, and organic materials.

e) Task List, Deliverables, and Timeline:  Detailed itemized task list to complete above stated objectives and detailed description of each task with specific task assignments (i.e., specific names assigned to individual tasks).  Include timeline for implementation of workplan with deliverables and approval schedule.

The Contractor shall revise the detailed workplan and analytical techniques submitted as part of its proposal, subject to approval of the Board Contract Managers, based on comments from focus groups, a panel of independent, scientific experts that is either approved by the Board Contract Managers or made available through Board agreements with the University of California or other appropriate institutions, per Task I-1, and Board Contract Managers.  The revised workplan will reflect the agreed upon analytical methodology for assessing the impacts of conversion technologies on recycling and composting industries. 

Task III-2:  Determine Production/Economic and Financial Impact(s) on Recycling and Composting Industries

The Contractor shall assess the production/economic and financial (where possible) impacts of developing conversion technology facilities on recycling and composting industries.  Production, economic and financial impacts are defined as (but not limited to) changes in employment, output, business elimination and creation, competitiveness, costs, revenue, and profit.  The Contractor shall conduct this impact assessment for the varying market conditions, conversion technology configurations, and growth projections developed under Task III-1.  Production, economic, and financial impacts will be assessed for the base year (2003) and future years (2005 through 2010).   

A.  As part of this, the Contractor shall:

· Project the future growth of the organic materials, paper, and plastic recycling industries in the Greater Los Angeles and San Francisco Bay Area regions (and other regions if approved by the Board Contract Managers), for the three growth scenarios developed in Task III-1;

· Project future feedstock requirements for the paper and plastic recycling industries and for organic materials management facilities in the approved regions, for the three growth scenarios;

· Project future waste generation of organic materials, paper and plastic in the approved regions, for the three growth scenarios; and

· Project future landfill disposal rates of organic materials, paper and plastic.

B. The Contractor shall use the method(s) or analytical tools and data collection protocols described in Task III-1 to assess the impacts of conversion technologies on paper and plastic recycling industries and on the composting (organic materials management) industry in the selected regions, for the three growth projections and the three varying market conditions. In addition, the Contractor shall conduct a “typical firm” analysis, one (1) each for firms operating in the paper recycling, plastic recycling, and organic materials management industries.  The typical firm analysis will include a “before” and “after” financial accounting of the firm’s financial statements. 

C. The Contractor shall address issues and questions such as the following (the questions listed herein are intended as guidelines and as an indication of the Board interest in assessing production, economic, and financial impact(s) that conversion technologies may have on existing and future recycling and composting industries):

· What impact(s) might the development of conversion technologies, under the varying market conditions developed under Task III-2, have on recycling and composting industrial growth and expansion?  How will the varying market conditions and constraints affect existing recycling and composting businesses’ ability to stay in business and to site new facilities in the 2005 to 2010 timeframe?  What impact will likely changes in the global economy (e.g., availability of containers for shipping collected materials) have on export markets for secondary paper and plastic from California, and how will such changes in export markets impact conversion technologies?

· What impact will the development of conversion technologies have on recycling and composting feedstock availability, price, quality, and volume in the near term (e.g., 2003 to 2005) and in the years 2005 to 2010?  Would recycling and composting businesses be able to expand production and increase sales, revenue, profit, and employment in the 2005 to 2010 timeframe?

· What impact will the development of conversion technologies have on recycling and composting businesses’ ability to site new facilities?  Will facilities shut down?  How many facilities might close due to such development in 2005 to 2010?

· What conversion technology facility configuration would have the greatest impact on recycling and composting?  What configuration would have the least impact on recycling and composting?

· What modeling assumptions, when changed, cause the greatest change in impacts and/or projections?

Task III-3: Determine Institutional Impact(s) on Recycling and Composting Businesses

The Contractor shall assess the likely institutional impacts on recycling and composting (e.g., on existing and expected contractual relationships between haulers and recycling and composting businesses) in the analyzed geographic regions from the expected growth and development of conversion technology facilities, for the three growth scenarios and the three market conditions described in Task III-1.  The Contractor shall assess the impact on recycling and composting businesses starting with the year 2003, the first year of possible conversion facility development in California, and for the 2005 to 2010 time period.  The Contractor shall provide analytical results, rationale, and data to describe existing and potential future relationships between haulers and recycling and composting businesses.  The assessment should include a qualitative and, preferably, where possible a quantitative response, but not be limited to the following types of questions (the questions listed herein are intended as guidelines and as an indication of the Board interest in assessing the institutional impact(s) of conversion technologies on current and future recycling and composting businesses):

· What is the history of county and city secondary paper, plastic, and green waste contracts awarded?  What impacts would the development of a conversion technology facility in the region have on these existing contractual relationships and why?

· What factors might influence local government decisions to transfer secondary materials from recycling and composting businesses to conversion technology facilities or vice versa?  Similarly, what might influence a hauler to switch from providing collected materials to recycling and composting businesses to, instead, conversion technology facilities?

· What (qualitative and preferably quantitative) impacts will the development of conversion technologies have on the regional recycling infrastructure (hauling and processing of secondary materials)?  How would this vary under what growth scenarios, variations in market conditions, and conversion technology configurations?

· To what extent would put-or-pay contracts with conversion technology facilities affect recycling and composting businesses’ ability to receive sufficient feedstock to maintain and or expand their operations?  Will recycling and composting firms be less likely to site new facilities?

Program Description

The intent of the Target Area Contract Preference Act
(TACPA) is to promote economic development and
employment opportunities in distressed areas of the state by
offering bidding preferences on qualified solicitations.

TACPA provides for two preferences: Worksite and
‘Workforce.

Worksite Preference: Bidders may be eligible for a 5% bid
preference on state goods and services contracts valued at
more than $100,000 if the worksite is located in a
distressed area as designated by the State Office of
Planning and Research.

TACPA allows state contracting officials to award the
worksite preference when 50% of the labor hours required
to manufacture the goods and to perform a contract for
goods, or 90% of the labor hours required to perform a
contragt for services is performed at the approved
worksites.

2. Postconsumer material is material derived from used or recycled material.  Postconsumer material is generally any product that was bought by the consumer, used, and then recycled into another product.

3. Secondary material is material derived from finished products or fragments of finished products of a manufacturing process that have not been used.  An example would be a manufacturer’s paper trimmings put back into the manufacturing process for new products.  Secondary material is generally any material (product) that did not get to the consumer or was never used prior to being recycled.  Secondary material does not include postconsumer material.

Example:  If copy paper contained 20 percent postconsumer material, the remainder will be virgin material. Indicate 20 percent in the Postconsumer column and 80 percent in the Virgin Material column. If it contained 20 percent postconsumer material and 40 percent secondary material, indicate 20 percent in the Postconsumer column, 40 percent in the Secondary Material column, and 40 percent in the Virgin Material column.

4. Virgin material is that portion of the product made from new or non-recycled material.  The material is neither secondary nor postconsumer material.
