SECTION I

INTRODUCTION

The California Integrated Waste Management Board (hereinafter referred to as ‘Board’) is the primary agency responsible for non-hazardous waste management in the State of California.  The Board is soliciting bid proposals for the services described as follows:


A major tenet of the Board’s stated mission is to reduce waste and promote the management of all materials to their highest and best use.  To accomplish this, the Board has established a commitment to quality, by striving to better understand California’s complex waste stream through collecting, developing, maintaining, and publishing accurate, up-to-date waste stream information.  Although several jurisdiction-specific studies have been performed in recent years, the only statewide waste characterization study conducted to date was completed in 1999 (see Board publication #340-00-009 “Statewide Waste Characterization Study: Results and Final Report”).  Due to rapid changes in demographics and economics, it is apparent the State’s waste stream has changed since then.  More people and more businesses mean more waste, which needs to be managed.  Thus, updated data on the waste stream is essential for solid waste planning and market development. This is reflected in the Board’s Strategic Plan Goal of conducting a statewide waste characterization study every 4 years.  Rigid Plastic Packaging Containers (RPPCs) and film plastics have been specifically addressed by the Legislature as materials to be recycled or source reduced.  Product manufacturers are held to certain RPPC recycling standards, which must be measured.  Finally, more specific data concerning used oil containers and filters, electronic waste (e-waste), and types of organics still being disposed is needed to fulfill both internal and external requirements.

The contract consists of conducting a comprehensive statewide waste characterization study to gather the following data:

1. Estimate the quantity and composition of the statewide disposed waste stream for the residential, commercial/industrial, and self-haul sectors separately, and combine this data for an overall statewide waste composition that is statistically representative.  Data for approximately 66-70 material types will be collected using CIWMB’s standard material type definitions supplemented by specific types of RPPCs, polystyrene, used oil containers and filters, and electronic waste (e-waste).  In addition, the “Leaves and Grass” subtype listed in the “Other Organic” category will be sorted according to the subtype description, and the portion of leaves and the portion of grass will be estimated visually.  Data shall also be collected to estimate the amount of used oil illegally disposed in the waste stream, through measuring used oil found in sort samples, counting containers that contain or may have contained used oil that was illegally disposed, and/or other appropriate methods.  Waste composition data will be collected through field sorting of waste samples taken at a minimum of 25 different MSW disposal facilities
 throughout California.  Multi-family residential samples will be collected at the source of generation (generator sampling).  Since the data will be added to the Board’s Solid Waste Characterization Database and web page (see the Board’s web page at http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/WasteChar/dbmain.htm or contact Board staff for more information), it is expected that approximately the same five geographical regions used in the 1999 Statewide Waste Characterization Study will be used in this study.  It is further anticipated that at least 250-300 residential, 250-300 commercial/industrial, and 250-300 self-haul samples will be characterized.  Sample numbers may be modified based on the method proposed by the contractor to obtain statistically valid statewide composition data.

2. The data regarding RPPCs will be used to determine the overall disposal amount for RPPCs in California’s waste stream.  The rate of contamination of RPPCs by food, waste, and other materials will also be determined.  This information will be used in determining the recycling rate of RPPCs.

SECTION II

RULES AND CONDITIONS

A.
GENERAL INFORMATION

The competitive bid process being used for this procurement of services is known as a Request for Proposal (RFP).  Award of this contract will be to the lowest responsible proposal whose proposal complies with all requirements as described in this Request for Proposal.  Proposals may be rejected if they are not properly completed or show any alteration of the forms, additions not called for, conditional bids, incomplete bids, erasures, or irregularities of any kind.

The term of the contract to be awarded under this RFP will be for approximately 18 Months and is expected to begin approximately April 2003 and end in October 2004.  Actual work on the contract shall not begin until written notification is received from the Board.

B.
BUDGETED FUNDS
There is a maximum budget of $290,000.00 available for services rendered provided funding is appropriated in the Board’s budget.  This figure is based on all out-of-pocket costs, reimbursements, service fees, and all other costs related to the performance of this contract, with a ceiling on the total contract amount.

C.
BID PROPOSAL AND CONTENT
The proposal is comprised of two parts:  1)  Bid Proposal, by which the Board will determine whether the bidder is qualified, and  2) Proposal Cost, by which the Board will select the lowest qualified Proposer for contract award, subject to the conditions stated herein.  These two parts of the Bid Proposal package shall include the following information.

Bid Proposal

1. Table of Contents, with information organized as presented here and this format followed and with corresponding page references.

2. Summary.  Include a brief overview of the project summarizing the Proposer’s approach to the work.

3. Description of Organization.  Provide description of the nature of the organization’s services and activities, when the business was established, brief history and location.  

(
Proposer must demonstrate that there is no conflict of interest between existing client relationships and the ability to fully and vigorously represent the Board.  Client relationships which could potentially be a conflict of interest must be listed.

4. Methodology.  The methods to be employed by Proposer to accomplish the project objectives must be described in sufficient detail to allow the Board to evaluate those methods.  Preference will be given to proposals whose methodology will ensure the best representation of the state’s waste stream.  The Proposer’s responsiveness to this RFP and approach to the project will be evaluated based on the feasibility of completing the tasks in the Scope of Work in a timely manner and the following:

· Overall knowledge and experience of the contractor performing successful disposal characterization studies, preferably statewide studies;

· Contractor’s experience in and proposed method to develop a statewide disposal characterization study that is statistically representative (study design);

·  Contractor’s experience in and proposed method to collect accurate disposal characterization data (field work);

· Contractor’s experience in and proposed method to quantify the major waste sectors that will be used in the statewide disposal characterization study;

· Contractor’s experience in and proposed method to collect contamination data for RPPCs;

· Contractor’s proposed method to develop a Health and Safety Plan and ensure proper training for field staff;

· Contractor’s data analysis procedures to develop representative compositions and accurate RPPC contamination data.

5. Personnel Management.  

a. Contract Manager.  Identify one individual on the Proposer’s project team who will manage the contract work.  Include his/her experience, knowledge, and educational background that demonstrates his/her expertise to perform the activities of this RFP.  Said Contract Manager shall have a minimum of five (5) years of service.

b. Personnel.  List all key personnel who will perform the activities described in this RFP, including a summary of similar work, if any, performed by those personnel.  Provide education, experience and expertise of each with pertinent information demonstrating their qualifications to perform the work required by this RFP.  Include a statement indicating how many hours each key personnel will be assigned to the project and a list of tasks each personnel will perform.

c. References.  The Proposer must supply the Board with a minimum of three (3) client references with needs of a similar degree of complexity from the last five (5) years, including name, address, phone and FAX numbers for each.     

6. Subcontractors.  Identify all proposed subcontractor(s).  Include resumes of subcontractor(s) key personnel.  Include a list of tasks each subcontractor will perform and how many hours each subcontractor will be assigned to this project.  All subcontractors used after the execution of the contract must be approved by the Board in writing.

7. Scope of Work.  The proposal must address all the items described in the Scope of Work in adequate detail, and specify the following:

· distribution of samples among seasons and sampling sites (i.e., number of samples at each site, and when sites will be sampled to achieve representative data for each season and the state’s annual waste stream as a whole), and rationale behind the recommendation - specific sites do not need to be identified;

· proposed number of samples for each sector and subsector, and rationale behind the recommendation;

· description of method and criteria for selecting sampling sites and determining days of week for sampling at each site;

· background information to be collected at each site in order to determine sampling logistics/strategy at each facility to perform representative sampling of the waste disposed there and collect gate survey data;

· general listing of special logistical challenges that may be encountered at individual facilities and plans for dealing with them;

· description of methods to be used to select vehicles to be sampled, select and sort samples from these vehicles, training and supervision of sorters/samplers who will be performing these tasks, number of people assigned for each field task;

· previous experience in dealing with unforeseen circumstances that may occur in all aspects of the study, including examples of challenges encountered and actions taken to resolve them successfully;

· description of method for conducting gate surveys;

· description of method for collecting representative samples and accurate accompanying data for multi-family generator samples;

· description of method for conducting contamination study, including number of samples to be used, how they will be selected, stored, handled and analyzed; 

· quality assurance and quality control measures to be used to ensure accurate data collection, including proper sorting and weighing techniques, gate survey techniques, data recording in the field, and data entry into databases; and

· statistical methods to develop composition data, sector tonnage data, contamination data, and estimated tons disposed for RPPCs.

An original plus five (5) copies of the entire Bid Proposal package must be submitted in a sealed envelope marked with Proposer’s name and address.  The original shall be unbound and clearly marked ‘MASTER’.  The RFP bid number must also be noted on the outside of the sealed envelope. 

Only one (1) copy of the Proposal Cost needs to be provided in a separate envelope.

Proposal Cost

The Proposal Cost must be submitted in a separate sealed envelope, clearly marked ‘Bid Price’.  The bid number must also be noted on the outside of the envelope.   This envelope containing the Proposal Cost shall be included with the bid proposal package.  

The Proposal Cost must specify your total bid cost and detail total project costs, including a breakdown by tasks and by the person(s) to complete the tasks.  Certified Small Business and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) commitments must be identified by task and dollar amount and shall be included in your detailed task-by-task budget.  If you plan to cost share, identify each participant’s cost.

When preparing these costs, be sure to take into consideration the length of the project and include increases in salaries and wages, general and administrative overhead.  The rates you bid are a part of the final contract and may not be changed.  All bid prices shall include all applicable federal, state and other taxes, together with the cost of all permits and licenses which may be required to perform the work specified in this RFP.  Detail of total project costs to be included in your proposal shall include direct labor, overhead, supplies, equipment, consultants, travel and any other related expenses.  Any travel or per diem costs associated with this proposal shall be based on the maximum rates allowable for regular state employees as established in the California Code of Regulations, Title 2, Sections 599.619 and 599.631.

D.
ERRORS IN PROPOSER’S SUBMITTAL 
An error in the Proposal Cost may be cause for rejection of that proposal.  However, the State may at its sole option retain the proposal and make certain corrections.  In determining if a correction will be made, the State will consider the conformance of the proposal amount to the format and content required by the solicitation document and any unusual complexity of the format and content required by the solicitation documents.  If Proposer’s intent is clearly established based on review of the complete proposal submitted, the State may at its sole option correct an error based on that established intent.  The State may at its sole option correct obvious clerical errors.

E.
MODIFICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF PROPOSALS

Any proposal which is received by the Board at the above address before the time and date set for receipt of proposals may be withdrawn or modified by written request of the Proposer.  However, in order to be considered, the modified bid must be received by the time and date set for receipt of bids as specified above.

A proposer cannot withdraw a bid after the specified due date.

F.
 BIDDER’S COST

Costs for developing proposals are entirely the responsibility of the proposer and such costs shall not be reimbursed by the State of California.  All proposals, and the contents therein, will become the property of the Board.

G.
 WRITTEN INQUIRES

1. Proposers needing clarification of the requirements of this RFP must submit questions in writing to the Board’s Contracts Unit.  All written inquiries must be received by 5:00 PM, Wednesday, December 11, 2002 regardless of postmark.  If the written inquiries are faxed or emailed, then the time and date on the correspondence must not be later than the due date.

2. Questions, suggestions or objections regarding the content of this RFP, including but not limited to the purpose, scope of work, etc., not submitted in writing by the deadline for questions shall be deemed waived and may not be raised at a later time.

3. Oral communications with the Board officers and employees shall be non-binding on the State and shall in no way exclude the Proposer of any obligations as set forth in this package.

H.
ANTITRUST CLAIMS

In submitting a bid to a public purchasing body, the bidder offers and agrees that if the bid is accepted, it will assign to the purchasing body all rights, title, and interest in and to all causes of action it may have under Section 4 of the Clayton Act (15 U.S.C. Sec. 15) or under the Cartwright Act (Chapter 2 [commencing with Section 16700] of Part 2 of Division 7 of the Business and Professions Code), arising from purchases of goods, materials, or services by the bidder for sale to the purchasing body pursuant to the bid.  Such assignment shall be made and become effective at the time the purchasing body tenders final payment to the bidder.  (See Government Code Section 4552.)

If an awarding body or public purchasing body receives, either through judgment or settlement, a monetary recovery for a cause of action assigned under this chapter, the assignor shall be entitled to receive reimbursement for actual legal costs incurred and may, upon demand, recover from the public body any portion of the recovery, including treble damages, attributable to overcharges that were paid by the assignor but were not paid by the public body as part of the bid price, less the expenses incurred in obtaining that portion of the recovery.  (See Government Code Section 4553.)
Upon demand in writing by the assignor, the assignee shall, within one year from such demand, reassign the cause of action assigned under this part if the assignor has been or may have been injured by the violation of law for which the cause of action arose and (a) the assignee has not been injured thereby, or (b) the assignee declines to file a court action for the cause of action.  (See Government Code Section 4554.)
I.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST
In regard to current or former State employees, Contractor agrees:

A. Current State Employees (PCC 10410):

1. No officer or employee shall engage in any employment, activity or enterprise from which the officer or employee receives compensation or has a financial interest and which is sponsored or funded by any state agency, unless the employment, activity or enterprise is required as a condition of regular state employment.

2. No officer or employee shall contract on his or her own behalf as an independent contractor with any state agency to provide goods or services.

B. Former State Employees (PCC 10411):

1. For the two-year period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state officer or employee may enter into a contract in which he or she engaged in any of the negotiations, transactions, planning, arrangements or any part of the decision-making process relevant to the contract while employed in any capacity by the state agency.

2. For the twelve-month period from the date he or she left state employment, no former state officer or employee may enter into a contract with any state agency if he or she was employed by that state agency in a policy-making position in the same general subject area as the proposed contract within the 12-month period prior to his or her leaving state service.

If Contractor violates any provisions of above paragraphs, such action by Contractor shall render this Agreement void.  (PCC 10420)

J.
QUALIFICATIONS

The prospective contractor must have the experience, qualifications, and resources to perform the work required by this Agreement, including experience performing at least one large-scale waste characterization study involving collection of detailed field sorting data.

K.
CORPORATE QUALIFICATION TO DO BUSINESS IN CALIFORNIA

If Proposer is a corporation, said corporation shall be qualified to do business in the State of California.  “Doing business” is defined in the California Revenue and Taxation Code, Section 23101, as actively engaging in any transaction for the purpose of financial or pecuniary gain or profit.  Although there are some statutory exceptions to taxation, rarely will a corporate contractor performing within the state not be subject to the franchise tax.  Both domestic and foreign corporations (those incorporated outside of California) must be in good standing in order to be qualified to do business in California. 

When agreements are to be performed in the state by a corporation, the Board will verify that the Contractor is currently qualified to do business in California in order to ensure that all obligations due to the state are fulfilled.  The Board will determine whether a corporation is in good standing by calling the Office of the Secretary of State.    

L. USE OF CALIFORNIA WASTE TIRES
Unless otherwise provided for in the resulting Agreement, in the event the Contractor and/or Subcontractor(s) purchases waste tires or waste-tire derived products for the performance of the Agreement, only California waste tires and California waste tire-derived products shall be used.  As a condition of payment under the Agreement, the Contractor must provide documentation substantiating the source of the tire materials used during the performance of the Agreement to the Contract Manager.

M. SUBCONTRACTORS

All subcontractors identified shall be experts in their respective disciplines and capable of performing the tasks for which they were hired.  Subcontractors shall have extensive experience in their area of expertise, with particular emphasis on prior experience on similar programs or projects that clearly illustrate their expertise in areas essential to the Board.

If awarded the contract, the successful Proposer must use the Small Business and DVBE subcontractor(s) and/or supplier(s) identified in the Small Business/DVBE Participation Summary, Attachment D, submitted with the Bid Proposal package, unless the Contractor requests substitution in writing to the Board prior to the subcontractor performing any work and the Board approves such substitution.

N. LICENSES AND PERMITS

Where applicable, pursuant to California Business and Profession Code Section 7028.15, Contractor shall be an individual or firm licensed to do business in California.  Contractor shall obtain at his/her expense all appropriate license(s) and permit(s) required by law for accomplishing any work required in connection with this Agreement.  Contractor shall submit with the proposal:  

1. Contractor’s state license number, 

2. License expiration date, and 

3. Certification, under penalty or perjury, of accuracy of items (1) and (2) above.  

Failure to provide the appropriate license(s) and permit(s), when applicable to perform this work, by the bid opening date will be grounds for finding the bid non-responsive. 

In the event any license(s) and/or permit(s) expire at any time during the term of this Agreement, Contractor agrees to provide the Board with a copy of the renewed license(s) and/or permit(s) within 30 days following the expiration date.  In the event the Contractor fails to keep in effect at all times all required license(s) and permit(s), the Board may, in addition to any other remedies it may have, terminate this Agreement upon occurrence of such event.

O. ADDENDA

The Board reserves the right to amend, alter or change the rules and conditions contained in the RFP prior to the deadline for submission of proposals.  Addenda will be posted on the Contracts Unit website at www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts and sent to those on the current mailing list.  The mailing list includes those who have requested a copy of this RFP, those who attended the Proposers Information Conference, and those who submitted questions to this RFP.  If a Proposer is not certain that they have all addenda to this RFP, contact the Contracts Unit at schow@ciwmb.ca.gov.

If a proposer discovers any ambiguity, conflict, discrepancy, omission, or other error in the RFP, it will immediately notify the State of such error in writing and request modification or clarification.  If modifications to the RFP are required, they will be made by addenda as described above.  The addenda will be given to all parties who have been furnished the RFP without divulging the source of the request.  

SECTION III

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

A.
NONDISCRIMINATION COMPLIANCE STATEMENT
The prospective contractor must be an Equal Opportunity Employer and must be willing to comply with State Fair Employment Practices.  The required signature on the Certification (Attachment B) shall constitute a certification under penalty of perjury under the laws of the State of California that you have, unless exempted, complied with the nondiscrimination program requirements of Government Code Section 12990 and of California Code of Regulations, Title 2, Section 8103.

B.
SMALL BUSINESS PREFERENCE

California Government Code Sections 14835 et seq. require that a five (5%) percent preference be given to Proposers who qualify as a small business.  The rules and regulations of this law, including the definition of a small business, are contained in Title 2, California Code of Regulations, Sections 1896 et seq.  A copy of the regulations is available upon request from the State of California, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources (OSBCR).  

To claim the Small Business Preference, which may not exceed $50,000 for any bid, your firm must have its principal place of business located in California and must be formally certified by the OSBCR.  Questions regarding the preference approval should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4940.

All Proposers claiming the Small Business Preference, must submit proof of small business status no later than proposal submittal due date for this RFP.  If you have received approval from the OSBCR verifying your small business status, submit a copy of their certification approval notice with your proposal submittal.  In addition, Proposer shall identify any subcontractors that are certified small business and enclose a copy of their OSBCR certification approval letter(s) with your proposal.

C.
TARGET AREA CONTRACT PREFERENCE ACT (TACPA)
The Target Area Contract Preference Act (TACPA) program is designed to stimulate business and employment in geographic areas determined to be economically distressed, with areas of high unemployment.  The Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources, administers this program and provides necessary resource information. To qualify for this preference, 100% of the work to be performed under this Agreement shall be performed at a qualifying work site.  The home base of the company must be in the State of California.  The percentage of preference associated with the work site is a total of five percent (5%).  An additional preference of one to four percent is available if the contractor agrees to perform the contract with persons with a high risk of unemployment, depending on the percentage of work force as follows:

In order for the TACPA preference to be considered, Proposer must complete the Std. 830 form (Attachment G) certifying that the contract work will be performed as specified and include the completed form with their proposal by the specified due date.  

D.
ENTERPRISE ZONE ACT (EZA)
The Enterprise Zone Act (EZA) program also is designed to stimulate business and employment in geographic areas determined to be economically distressed, with areas of high unemployment.  The Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources, administers this program and provides necessary resource information. Questions regarding this preference should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4940.    

100% of the contracted work to be performed under this Agreement shall be performed at a qualifying work site.  The home base of the company must be in the State of California.  The percentage of preference associated with the work site is a total of five percent (5%).  An additional preference of one to four percent is available if the contractor agrees to perform the Agreement with persons with a high risk of unemployment, depending on the percentage of work force as follows:

The highest preference that can be given is 9% up to $50,000.  The maximum combined preferences of EZA plus TACPA plus small business shall be 15% up to $100,000.  

In order for the EZA preference to be considered, proposer must complete the Std. 831 form

(Attachment H)  certifying that the contract work will be performed as specified and include the completed form with their proposal by the specified due date.  

E.    LOCAL AGENCY MILITARY BASE RECOVERY AREA (LAMBRA)

Government Code Section 7118 provides that California-based companies may be granted a preference when bidding on State agreements in excess of $100,000 for services if the business site is located in a local military base area as specified by the Trade and Commerce Agency.  The Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources, administers this program and provides necessary resource information.  Questions regarding this preference should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4940.  

In order for the LAMBRA preference to be considered, bidder must complete the Std. 832 form (Attachment I) certifying that the contract work will be performed as specified and include the completed form with their bid by the specified due date.

F. DISABLED VETERN BUSINESS ENTERPRISE

As required by California Public Contract Code Section 10115, et seq. this Agreement has participation goals of the total bid cost of three percent (3%) for Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE).  

Any business used to meet Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) requirements must be certified by the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources (OSBCR), as described in Section III of this Request for Proposal.

DVBE certification and information shall be submitted with the proposal.  Failure to submit the required DVBE information by the bid opening date will be grounds for finding the bid non-responsive.  Proposer’s DVBE information shall establish that the DVBE goals will be met or that a “good faith effort” to meet the goals has been made.

Proposers are cautioned that, even though their proposal indicates that they will meet the stated DVBE goals, their submittal should also include their “good faith efforts” information along with their DVBE goal information to protect their eligibility for award of the Agreement in the event the Board, in its review, finds that the goals have not been met.

Compliance with DVBE requirements are accomplished by completing Attachments D and/or E in accordance with the instructions on the attachments and the above guidance.  Failure to include properly completed DVBE documentation and certification will result in disqualification from further participation in the selection process.

A copy of the Certification Letter issued by the Department of General Services is required for all DVBE, as DVBE must be certified by the Department of General Services, Office of Small and Minority Business.  No DVBE can be counted towards participation unless it is so certified.

For the successful Proposer, DVBE requirements will continue for the life of the Agreement.  Upon contractual completion, the Contractor will be required to submit a final report identifying all DVBE firms used on the Agreement and their percentage of participation.  The State or its designees will have the right to audit records pertaining to DVBE usage and efforts made to comply with these DVBE requirements.

G.
CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE
When required, Contractor must provide:  1) a Certificate of Insurance insuring the State of California and 2) verification of Worker’s Compensation insurance.

Said Certificate of Insurance shall provide a minimum liability coverage of $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury or property damage combined.  The successful proposer must provide the Certificate of Insurance to the Board within ten (10) days after notification of the Board’s intent to award the contract to said successful proposer.  The contract will not be fully executed nor can work begin unless said Certificate of Insurance is provided to the Board.

The Certificate of Insurance shall include the following terms and conditions:

1. The State of California, its officers, agents and employees shall be included as additional insured.

2. The dates of inception and expiration of coverage shall be specified.

3. The total amount of coverage for bodily injury and property damage combined shall be a minimum of $1,000,000 per occurrence.  Coverage shall not include a deductible feature.

4. A 30-day written notice shall be provided to the State of California prior to termination of said policy.

5. The State of California is not liable for the payment of premiums or assessments on said policy.

6. The insurance coverage shall be on an occurrence basis only.

In the event the Certificate of Insurance should expire or be cancelled during the term of this Agreement, Contractor agrees to provide, at least thirty (30) days prior to said expiration or cancellation, a new Certificate of Insurance evidencing coverage, as provided for herein, for not less than one (1) year or for the remainder of the contractual agreement, whichever is greater.

The Certificate of Insurance must be mailed to the Board’s Contracts Unit to the address specified in this RFP.

H.
RECYCLED CONTENT

As required by PCC § 12205(a), Contractors shall certify in writing, under penalty of perjury, to the Board, the minimum, if not the exact, percentage of postconsumer and secondary material in the products, materials, goods, or supplies purchased with contract dollars. This certification shall be provided to the Board on the Recycled Content Certification Form (Attachment F), also available at: <http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/Contracts/Forms/CIWMB74.pdf>.  

SECTION IV

  EVALUATION AND SELECTION

A.
FAILURE TO FULFILL MINIMUM BID REQUIREMENTS

To be responsive, Proposer must comply with all minimum proposal requirements set forth in Sections I, II, and III.  Failure to meet said minimum proposal requirements or failure to follow the instructions contained in this RFP shall be grounds for rejection.   Any proposals modifying the conditions or specifications of this RFP may be rejected. Immaterial deviations may be waived by the State.

B.
SELECTION PROCESS

After the period has closed for receipt of proposals, each technical proposal will be opened and examined to determine compliance with the RFP format requirements.  If a proposal does not meet all the requirements, it will be considered non-responsive and rejected from further competition.

The proposals will next be reviewed for completion of the DVBE participation goals or verification that good faith efforts were made.  

The Contractor’s Status Form (Attachment C) will be reviewed to determine if any proposers are claiming a small business preference.  All claims will be verified with the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources.  A qualified Proposer who claims the small business preference and is certified as a small business will be granted a preference consisting of 5 percent of the lowest responsive bid, if that lowest bid has been submitted by a proposer who is not certified as a small business.  If, after deduction of the 5 percent preference from a certified small business bidder’s proposal, the proposal is equal to or less than the lowest responsive proposal, the proposal will be awarded to the certified small business.  The 5 percent preference is used only for computation purposes to a maximum of $50,000, to determine the lowest responsive Proposer and does not alter the amounts of the resulting Agreement.  An Agreement awarded by reason of the 5 percent preference is awarded for the amount of the small business firm's actual bid.

Technical proposals that meet the requirements above, including the DVBE participation goals, are submitted to the Evaluation and Selection Committee which will evaluate and score each proposal.  The Evaluation and Selection Committee meets and identifies those proposals that meet or exceed the required minimum technical points based on the established Scoring Sheet Sample (Attachment  G). The point calculations reflect the averages of the combined scores of all evaluators on the committee.

Interviews may be requested for clarification of those proposals that passed the minimum technical points.  Said interviews may occur at any time during the proposal evaluation process.  The purpose of the interviews are for clarification only.  No proposer will be allowed to alter his/her proposal.  Any attempt on the part of the proposer to do so will result in the disqualification of that proposer. 

After completion of the scoring process and identification of those qualified proposers meeting the minimum total score, the envelopes containing the sealed Proposal Budget Cost for each qualified proposer will be opened at the date and time specified in Section I, “Schedule” at the following location:

The Agreement will be awarded to the lowest responsible proposer.

C.
GROUNDS FOR REJECTION

A proposer shall be rejected if:

1. The proposal is received at any time after the exact time and date set for receipt of proposals.

2. The Proposal Cost is unsigned.

3. The Proposal Cost is not prepared as required by this RFP.

4. The Proposer has been decertified from contracting with the State by the Department of Fair Employment and Housing.

5. The Proposer has received a substantive negative contract performance evaluation from the State of California.

6. The Proposer does not meet the DVBE participation goals nor provide a good faith effort.

7. The proposal is conditional, incomplete or contains any irregularities. 

8. Required license(s) and permit(s) information is not submitted with the proposal. 

All proposals may be rejected whenever the determination is made that the proposals received are not really competitive, when the cost is not reasonable, or when the cost exceeds the amount expected.  No proposal may be rejected arbitrarily or without reasonable cause.

D.
AWARD OF STANDARD AGREEMENT
1. Award of the subject Agreement, if it is awarded, shall be to the lowest responsible proposer meeting all the bid requirements.  The Board reserves the right to not award an Agreement.  The Board will post a Notice of Intent to Award five (5) working days prior to the award being made. Notice of the proposed award shall be posted in a public place in the office of the California Integrated Waste Management Board, 1001 “I” Street, Sacramento, and on the following Internet site: www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts for five (5) working days prior to awarding the agreement.

2. Upon completion of the evaluation of acceptable proposals, if the lowest proposer is determined to be non-compliant and if the Agreement is to be awarded to another proposer, the Board must notify the lowest proposer of its’ intent at least five (5) working days prior to the award being made. 

3. Upon award of the agreement, Contractor must complete and submit to the awarding agency the Payee Data Record (STD 204), to determine if the Contractor is subject to state income tax withholding pursuant to California Revenue and Taxation Code Sections 18662 and 26131.  This form can be found on the Board’s website at www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts. No payment shall be made unless a completed STD 204 has been returned to the awarding agency.

4. Proposer certifies that if awarded this contract, it shall in the performance of the contract conduct its programs, policies, and activities that substantially affect human health or the environment in a manner that ensures the fair treatment of people of all races, cultures, and income levels, including minority populations and low-income populations of the State.

E.
PROTEST OF AWARD

If a Proposer chooses to protest the proposed award:

1. The protest must be filed with the Board and the Department of General Services (DGS) after the Notice of Intent to Award is made, but before the actual award.  

2. If any Proposer, prior to the award of agreement, files a protest with the California Integrated Waste Management Board and the Department of General Services, Office of Legal Services, on the grounds that the (protesting) Proposer would have been awarded the contract had the Board correctly applied the evaluation standard in the RFP, or if the agency followed the evaluation and scoring methods in the RFP, the agreement shall not be awarded until either the protest has been withdrawn or the Department of General Services has decided the matter.  It is suggested that you submit any protest by certified or registered mail.

3. Within five (5) days after filing the initial protest, the protesting Proposer shall file with the Department of General Services, Office of Legal Services and the California Integrated Waste Management Board, a full and complete written statement specifying the grounds for the protest. It is suggested that you submit this complete written statement by certified or registered mail.  Protestants should include their fax numbers if they have one.

4. After filing a protest, the protestant has five calendar days to file a detailed written statement of the protest grounds if the original protest did not contain the complete grounds for the protest.

5. If no protest is filed with the Board or DGS within five (5) working days of the date of that the Notice of Intent to Award, the Agreement shall be awarded to the proposed qualified Proposer.

SECTION V

  MISCELLANEOUS

A.
INFORMATION

All information obtained or produced during the course of work shall be made available to the Board for its use as it may so be determined.

B.
COMMITMENT

This RFP does not commit the Board to award an Agreement or to pay any costs incurred in preparation of a bid responding to this RFP. The Board reserves the right to accept or reject any or all proposals received as a result of this RFP, to negotiate with any qualified source, or to cancel this RFP in whole or in part.  

If the lowest responsive proposer fails to enter into a satisfactory Agreement within a reasonable period of time after the award, the Board may deem the proposer to have rejected the award.  At that point, the Board may disqualify the awardee and award the Agreement to the next lowest responsive proposer.  The Executive Director will determine what is a reasonable period of time for the selected proposer to enter into the Agreement.  

C.
TERMINATION

The Board has the authority and express right to terminate any Agreement awarded under this RFP at any time during the term of the Agreement for any reason or if the Board finds that the Contractor's work is negligent, not satisfactory, or not in accordance with the Agreement requirements.  

D.
START OF WORK

Once the final Agreement award is made, work will not begin until the Agreement is fully executed, approved by the Department of General Services and written authorization has been received by the contractor from the Board.  

SECTION VI

  SCOPE OF WORK

I.    INTRODUCTION/OBJECTIVES 

A major tenet of the Board’s stated mission is to reduce waste and promote the management of all materials to their highest and best use.  To accomplish this, the Board has established a commitment to quality, striving to better understand California’s complex waste stream by collecting, developing, maintaining, and publishing accurate, up-to-date waste stream information.  Although several jurisdiction-specific studies have been performed in recent years, the only statewide waste characterization study conducted to date was completed in 1999 (see Board publication #340-00-009 “Statewide Waste Characterization Study: Results and Final Report”).  Due to rapid changes in demographics and economics, it is apparent the State’s waste stream has changed since then.  More people and more businesses mean more waste, which needs to be managed.  Thus, updated data on the waste stream is essential for solid waste planning and market development. This is reflected in the Board’s Strategic Plan Goal of conducting a statewide waste characterization study every 4 years.  Rigid Plastic Packaging Containers (RPPCs) and film plastics have been specifically addressed by the Legislature as materials to be recycled or source reduced.  Product manufacturers are held to certain RPPC recycling standards, which must be measured.  Finally, more specific data concerning used oil containers and filters, electronic waste (e-waste), and types of organics still being disposed is needed to fulfill both internal and external requirements.

II.  WORK TO BE PERFORMED 

The contract consists of conducting a comprehensive statewide waste characterization study to gather the following data:

1. Estimate the quantity and composition of the statewide disposed waste stream for the residential, commercial/industrial, and self-haul sectors separately, and combine this data for an overall statewide waste composition that is statistically representative.  Data for approximately 66-70 material types will be collected using CIWMB’s standard material type definitions supplemented by specific types of RPPCs, polystyrene, used oil containers and filters, and electronic waste (e-waste).  In addition, the “Leaves and Grass” subtype listed in the “Other Organic” category will be sorted according to the subtype description, and the portion of leaves and the portion of grass will be estimated visually.  Data shall also be collected to estimate the amount of used oil illegally disposed in the waste stream, through measuring used oil found in sort samples, counting containers that contain or may have contained used oil that was illegally disposed, and/or other appropriate methods.  Waste composition data will be collected through field sorting of waste samples taken at a minimum of 25 different MSW disposal facilities
 throughout California.  Multi-family residential samples will be collected at the source of generation (generator sampling).  Since the data will be added to the Board’s Solid Waste Characterization Database and web page (see the Board’s web page at http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/WasteChar/dbmain.htm or contact Board staff for more information), it is expected that approximately the same five geographical regions used in the 1999 Statewide Waste Characterization Study will be used in this study.  It is further anticipated that at least 250-300 residential, 250-300 commercial/industrial, and 250-300 self-haul samples will be characterized.  Sample numbers may be modified based on the method proposed by the contractor to obtain statistically valid statewide composition data.

2. The data regarding RPPCs will be used to determine the overall disposal amount for RPPCs in California’s waste stream.  The rate of contamination of RPPCs by food, waste, and other materials will also be determined.  This information will be used in determining the recycling rate of these materials.

To meet the requirements and to fulfill the terms of this contract, the contractor shall complete the following six tasks.  These tasks outline a general approach for meeting the requirements. However, alternative approaches for some or all of the tasks may be proposed if they meet or exceed the requirements, and this is adequately demonstrated in the proposed work plan.  The Board, in agreement with the contractor, may modify the work plans based on new information gathered during the contract term.  Additional related tasks may be added if funding augmentations permit.

III. TASKS IDENTIFIED 
Task 1:  Study Design

The study design is a critical step in collecting statistically valid data.  The contractor shall prepare a study design describing how representative sampling techniques will be used to develop data on the state’s disposed waste stream, as outlined below.  All composition samples will be physically sorted, except where impractical and visual sorting is more appropriate (for example, some construction and demolition waste, or for health and safety considerations).  The sampling plans shall take into account seasonal variation, geographic and demographic differences, and other factors that may cause variability in the waste stream.  It is anticipated that sampling will occur during the four seasons as follows: summer (July 2003); autumn (October 2003); winter (January 2004) and spring (April 2004).  Since this is the first 4-season study conducted by the Board, these sampling timeframes must be adhered to.  However, the specific dates may be modified somewhat due to unforeseen circumstances as agreed upon by the Board and the contractor.  The Board will provide the following information to the successful bidder after contract award in order to finalize the study design:

· Total amount disposed statewide in 2002 (from BOE reports) and in regions used for the study;

· Total amounts disposed at disposal facilities used in the study
;

· Population estimates for jurisdictions, counties, regions, and the state as a whole;

· List of types of RPPCs to be sorted and definitions of these RPPCs to be used for sorting;

· Definition of e-waste type(s);

· List of types of used oil containers and filters to be sorted and definitions of these containers to be used for sorting;

· List of active disposal facilities from which to choose sampling sites; and

· List of multi-family residences chosen by Board staff for sampling, from sampling areas in close proximity to disposal facilities chosen by the contractor for the study.

The contractor shall complete the following subtasks in accordance with these requirements.  The subtasks consist of:

1A – Residential sector disposal composition

1B – Commercial sector disposal composition

1C – Self-haul sector disposal composition

1D – “Gate survey” to determine overall breakdown of waste stream by sector

Subtask 1A – The contractor shall design a sampling study to develop statewide representative disposal composition data, including RPPCs, polystyrene, used oil containers and filters, and e-waste for both the single-family and multi-family residential subsectors of the residential waste stream. This stream consists of municipally and/or commercially hauled residential waste (collected by garbage trucks).  Single-family residential waste shall be characterized at disposal facilities, and multi-family residential waste shall be characterized by generator sampling.  Data for the subsectors will be combined to develop the overall residential sector data.  The study design shall include:

a) Recommendation for the number of samples to be characterized for each subsector, and explanation of how this was determined;

b) Recommendation for number of sample sites (i.e., facilities) and geographical areas where the sites would be located, and explanation of how this was determined;

c) Recommendation for numbers of samples to be characterized at each site (and proximity, for multi-family generator sampling), and explanation of how this was determined;

d) Recommendation for method for selecting and characterizing samples at the chosen sites (vehicle selection, sampling day to address issue of disposal of waste on weekends v. weekdays, etc.);

e) Timing of sampling; 

f) Preliminary identification of sampling sites for Task 2; and

g) General contingency plans to address unforeseen circumstances that may delay or adversely affect the study.

For multi-family generator sampling (apartment buildings), all bins at the site shall be inspected to determine whether any substantial differences exist among bins, and if so, subsamples will be taken to ensure a representative sample.  Information shall also be collected at multi-family sampling sites to develop a statewide multi-family disposal rate (tons per unit per year).  This shall include confirmation of number and size of waste bins at the site, visually estimating fullness of bins, sample collection and bin observations on an appropriate day to obtain representative data, and other pertinent information as determined during study development. 

The contractor will prepare and submit a copy of the preliminary draft study design to the Board’s contract manager as soon as possible after contract approval, not to exceed 30 calendar days. Board staff will have the opportunity to comment on this plan, and the contractor will make required changes in the final plan.

The contractor will submit a copy of the final study design to the Board’s contract manager for approval at least 45 calendar days before commencement of fieldwork.

Subtask 1B – The contractor shall design a disposal facility sampling study to develop statewide representative disposal composition data, including RPPCs, polystyrene, used oil containers and filters, and e-waste for the commercial/industrial waste stream.  This stream consists of municipally and/or commercially hauled business waste (collected by garbage trucks).  Data for all commercial/industrial waste will be combined to develop the overall commercial/industrial sector data.  The study design shall include:

a) Recommendation for the number of samples to be characterized, and explanation of how this was determined;

b) Recommendation for number of sample sites (i.e., facilities) and geographical areas where the sites would be located, and explanation of how this was determined;

c) Recommendation for numbers of samples to be characterized at each site, and explanation of how this was determined;

d) Recommendation for method for selecting and characterizing samples at the chosen sites (vehicle selection, sampling day to address issue of disposal of waste on weekends v. weekdays, etc.);

e) Timing of sampling; 

f) Preliminary identification of sampling sites for Task 2; and

g) General contingency plans to address unforeseen circumstances that may delay or adversely affect the study.

The contractor will prepare and submit a copy of the preliminary draft study design to the Board’s contract manager as soon as possible after contract award, not to exceed 30 calendar days.  Board staff will have the opportunity to comment on this plan, and the contractor will make required changes in the final plan.  

The contractor will submit a copy of the final study design to the Board’s contract manager for approval at least 45 calendar days before commencement of fieldwork.

Subtask 1C – The contractor shall design a disposal facility sampling study to develop statewide representative disposal composition data, including RPPCs, polystyrene, used oil containers and filters, and e-waste for the self-haul waste stream.  Although each load sampled shall be identified by subsector (residential, commercial/industrial, construction and demolition, roofing, landscaper and other), the composition shall be representative of the overall self-haul waste stream.  The study design shall include:

a) Recommendation for the number of samples to be characterized, and explanation of how this was determined;

b) Recommendation for number of sample sites (i.e., facilities) and geographical areas where the sites would be located, and explanation of how this was determined;

c) Recommendation for numbers of samples to be characterized at each site, and explanation of how this was determined;

d) Recommendation for method for selecting and characterizing samples at the chosen sites (vehicle selection, sampling day to address issue of disposal of waste on weekends v. weekdays, etc);

e) Timing of sampling;

f) Preliminary identification of sampling sites for Task 2; and

g) General contingency plans to address unforeseen circumstances that may delay or adversely affect the study.

The contractor will prepare and submit a copy of the preliminary draft study design to the Board’s contract manager as soon as possible after contract award, not to exceed 30 calendar days.  Board staff will have the opportunity to comment on this plan, and the contractor will make required changes in the final plan.  

The contractor will submit a copy of the final study design to the Board’s contract manager for approval at least 45 calendar days before commencement of fieldwork.

Subtask 1D – As part of the overall study design, the contractor shall develop a data collection plan, including the proposed methodology, to determine the percent of the state’s waste stream that is residential, commercial/industrial, and self-haul, as well as statewide tonnage disposed by each of these sectors.  The contractor shall determine the percentages of the residential waste stream from single-family and multi-family sources, and shall develop regional and statewide residential per capita disposal rates.  The contractor shall further classify the self-haul data into residential, construction and demolition, roofing, landscaper, general commercial/industrial (other than C&D, roofing, and landscaper), and other sub-sources as identified by the Board.  Additionally, the percent each of these sub-sources contributes to the self-haul waste stream shall be estimated by the contractor.  It is assumed that data for this subtask will be collected at the disposal facilities used for sampling, but the contractor will also need to conduct additional surveys.  A minimum of 50 sites or 50 survey days at a minimum of 25 sites will be used.  Sampling and surveying shall be coordinated and scheduled to maximize efficient use of resources and time, while still meeting all data collection requirements.  Surveys will be conducted at all active gates at each facility, for the entire time the facility is open.  If the facility is open for longer than 10 hours, the survey will be conducted for a minimum of 10 hours and survey hours will be selected in order to obtain the most representative data.  

Data will also be collected on any biosolids disposed at the facility.  At a minimum, the facility operator will be interviewed to collect information on amounts of biosolids disposed, and any loads of biosolids disposed on survey day will be identified separately and weight of material disposed will be recorded separately.

To gather more information on illegal disposal of used oil, gate surveyors will also make note and record observations of any load-checking activities that occur during the survey and steps taken by the facility if contaminated loads are discovered.

The contractor will prepare and submit a copy of the preliminary draft study design to the Board’s contract manager as soon as possible after contract award, not to exceed 30 calendar days.  Board staff will have the opportunity to comment on this plan, and the contractor will make required changes in the final plan.  

The contractor will submit a copy of the final data collection plan to the Board’s contract manager for approval prior to initiation of Task 2 at least 45 calendar days before commencement of fieldwork.

Task 2:  Sample Site Selection and Schedule

Prior to final site selection, the contractor shall prepare and submit to the Board’s contract manager a sample site selection plan proposing: 

· How the actual facilities for the residential, commercial/industrial, and self-haul sampling studies (Subtasks 1A, 1B, and 1C) will be selected, including information or databases to be used to identify possible sites;

· Questionnaire used to interview facilities to determine suitability for sampling and/or surveying site; 

· How cooperation from selected facilities will be obtained;

· How sites for data collection regarding the percent each sector contributes to the waste stream (Task 1D) will be determined;

· How site selection for all field data collection activities will be coordinated to maximize efficiency of the field work;

· Plans for dealing with special logistical needs such as sampling at transfer stations that have material recovery activities, landfills with special diversion programs, etc.;

· Contingency measures to be undertaken if field sampling plans must be altered due to weather, refusal of cooperation by facilities, or other unforeseen circumstances; and

· A schedule for fieldwork, describing start-up tasks, travel, set-up, and sorting days for each area included in the study.

The contractor shall prepare and submit to the Board a list of disposal facility sites selected, with operator cooperation obtained, and the number of samples from each sector/subsector to be characterized at each site, at least 30 calendar days prior to initiation of fieldwork.  Sampling dates and schedules shall be submitted at least 30 calendar days prior to initiation of fieldwork for each season.

The contractor shall also prepare and submit to the Board a list of disposal facilities, with cooperation obtained, to be surveyed to quantify the amounts disposed by the residential, commercial/industrial, and self-haul sectors, at least 30 calendar days prior to initiation of fieldwork.

Task 3:  Field Sampling/Sorting

The contractor will conduct all field sampling/sorting of waste and gate surveys as outlined in the study design to obtain statewide waste characterization data. The contractor will include field-sorting data for each sample (weight of each material type in the sample) and total sample weight.  For multi-family samples, sample volume shall also be measured.  The contractor will also collect data on the jurisdiction and sector or subsector origin of each load (residential subsectors are single-family and multi-family, self-haul subsectors are residential, general commercial/industrial, construction and demolition, roofing, landscaper, and other), truck type, and any notes or unusual circumstances.  Only one sample will be taken from each truck selected for sampling. 

All samples will weigh at least 200 pounds.  Any samples weighing less than 200 pounds will not be accepted as fulfilling the contract (except as described below for self-haul samples), and the contract manager will have the discretion to withhold an appropriate amount of payment for each light sample.   Since self-haul loads vary greatly in size, what constitutes a "self-haul" sample depends on the size of the load brought in by the self-hauler.  If the load weighs over 250 pounds, then a sample of at least 200 pounds shall be collected and sorted.  If the total load weighs from 175 to 250 pounds, the entire load is to be sorted as a sample.  This is the only circumstance in which samples less than 200 pounds will be acceptable.  If the total load weighs less than 175 pounds (as do many passenger car loads), then additional loads from the same class of vehicle and type of origin must be collected until the total weight exceeds 200 pounds.  The combined small vehicle loads would then be counted as one sample.

The contractor will take a photograph of each sample before sorting (digital photos are acceptable).  The contractor will provide all equipment needed for fieldwork, including health and safety equipment.  Board staff and possibly other interested parties will observe some of the sorts.

At least 45 days prior to initiation of field sampling/sorting, the contractor shall prepare and submit to the Board’s contract manager a field sampling/sorting plan which describe methods to be used in the field once sampling sites have been selected, including description of:

· How field personnel will coordinate activities with the facility;

· Number of field staff and supervisors to be on-site, and role of each;

· Training and supervision of sorters and gate surveyors;

· How representative samples will be selected and collected, including how adequate sample weights will be achieved;

· How other necessary field data will be collected and recorded;

· How samples will be sorted using proper sorting and weighing techniques;

· Measures to be taken to ensure the accuracy of the data, including how data will be recorded and checked in the field;

· Health and safety measures to be used, and how to ensure they will be followed;

· General contingency measures to deal with logistical, equipment, or other problems encountered in the field;

· Schedule of field work, including start-up tasks, logistical arrangements, training, travel and set-up, and sorting; and

· A list of equipment expected to be used and examples of field sheets that could be used for the project.

During field sampling operations, the contractor shall prepare and submit to the Board’s contract manager weekly reports containing the following:

· Final schedule/sampling plan for the upcoming week;

· Summary of sampling completed during the previous week, including numbers and locations of samples characterized for each sector and/or subsector; 

· Copies of all field sheets and photographs taken for the previous week’s work;

· Reports of any problems, contingency measures taken, or significant findings encountered; and

· Recommendations for adjustments for field procedures, sites, or general study design, if needed.

Not more than 30 calendar days after the end of field operations for each season, the contractor shall prepare and submit to the Board’s contract manager a preliminary report summarizing all samples completed, including numbers and locations of samples characterized for each sector and/or subsector, and a description and explanation of any differences between the final sampling plan and actual field sampling performed.  The contractor shall include sample photographs in this report.

Task 4: RPPC Contamination Study

To more accurately determine the amount of RPPCs disposed, the contractor shall determine the amount of contamination from moisture, food, labels, and other materials that may adhere to RPPCs.

The contractor shall prepare and submit to the Board’s contract manager for approval, both a preliminary and final RPPC Contamination Study sampling plan.  The preliminary plan shall be submitted at least 60 calendar days prior to the beginning of fieldwork for the contamination study, and the final plan shall be submitted 30 days prior to fieldwork.  The plan shall include the following:

· Description of the decontamination process and when the decontamination will take place;

· Recommendation for the number of samples needed;

· Recommendation for how, where, and when the samples will be selected and gathered;

· Recommendation for how the contamination amount will be determined, including the cleaning process to be used;

· Recommendations on how contamination data will be used to accurately determine the final RPPC disposal amounts;

· Identification of the facilities and equipment to be used;

· Description of how staff will be trained; and

· Description of health and safety measures to be followed.

During field sampling operations for RPPC contamination, the contractor shall prepare and submit to the Board’s contract manager weekly reports containing:

· Final schedule/sampling plan for the upcoming week;

· Summary of sampling completed during the previous week and decontamination activities/samples completed;

· Copies of all data sheets for the previous week’s work;

· Reports of any problems, contingency measures taken, or significant findings encountered; and

· Recommendations for adjustments for field procedures, sites, or general study design, if needed.

Not more than 30 calendar days after the end of field operations for the RPPC Contamination Study, the contractor shall prepare and submit to the Board’s contract manager a preliminary report summarizing all samples completed, including numbers and locations of samples selected for the contamination study and preliminary results of decontamination, and a description and explanation of any differences between the final sampling plan and actual field sampling performed.

Task 5: Data Entry and Analysis

At least 30 calendar days prior to commencement of data entry for the first season, the contractor shall submit sample printouts displaying database and/or spreadsheet format to the Board’s contract manager for approval.

The contractor shall prepare and submit to the Board’s contract manager a proposal of quality control measures to ensure the accuracy of the data entered and reports generated by the spreadsheet/database.  The contractor will include example printouts showing how data will be organized, analyzed, and reported, and showing how quality control measures will be implemented.  Any errors or discrepancies in data discovered during quality control activities will be resolved by the contractor.

The contractor will enter all data collected into spreadsheets or a database compatible with the Board’s computer system, with format and software to be approved by the Board’s contract manager.    The contractor will aggregate data and perform standard statistical analysis for each sector and residential subsector to determine average composition, standard error, and confidence interval at the 90% confidence level.  The entities for which this composition data should be reported are as follows: residential single-family subsector, residential multi-family subsector, overall residential sector; overall commercial/industrial sector; self-haul sector; overall statewide composition (all sectors combined).  Possibly some specialized statistical analyses may be required by the contractor to assess sources of variability, such as seasonal and/or regional differences.

The contractor shall submit to the Board’s contract manager both an electronic and paper copy of the following:

· Database/spreadsheets containing data for each sample grouped by subsector and/or sector where appropriate.  Data should include sample ID number, facility, date, sample weight, weight of each component, and sector and jurisdiction of origin;  

· Average composition and statistical data for each subsector and sector for which composition data was collected.  RPPC, polystyrene, and used oil container and filter data should each be reported separately or highlighted in the average composition reports; 

· Database/spreadsheets containing RPPC contamination study data for each sample grouped by sector and/or subsector, as well as a final overall contamination rate for RPPCs; and

· Composition percents and estimated tons disposed for RPPCs, adjusted to compensate for contamination.

Task 6 – Prepare Comprehensive Report and Present Results of Study

All data collected through this study will be submitted to and become the property of the Board.  The contractor will prepare and provide to the Board’s contract manager both a preliminary draft and final comprehensive report describing study design, field methods, data analysis, significant findings, summary data, and tables of all raw data collected.  The report must meet the Board’s publication standards, and these standards as well as templates and other tools will be made available to the contractor upon request.  The report and data will be submitted in both paper and electronic formats.  One hundred bound paper copies of the final report (approved by the Board’s Office of Public Affairs) must be submitted to meet requirements of the Library Distribution Act, as well as 5 additional copies for Board program staff.  One master hard copy and one master electronic copy must also be submitted.

Prior to preparing the comprehensive report, the contractor shall submit to the Board’s contract manager for approval an outline of the final report, including draft or example tables.

The final report shall incorporate any changes from the preliminary report requested by the Board’s contract manager.  The final report shall include:

· An executive summary briefly describing the background, scope, purpose, study design, field methods, and results of the study;

· An introduction including project background, the purpose and objectives of the study, and a description of how the study was conducted;

· A description of the study design used and how it was developed, including statistical background or methods used, site selection process, final sampling sites and numbers of samples taken at each, appropriate maps, explanation of any differences between the final plan and actual sampling done, and any significant problems or significant findings of this part of the project;

· A description of how fieldwork was conducted, describing the step-by-step process of how samples were selected, collected, sorted, and weighed, and how all other field data was collected for disposal facility sampling.  A description of how data was collected to estimate the percent and quantity of the residential, commercial/industrial, and self-haul sectors in the statewide waste stream.  A description of how data for the RPPC contamination study was collected.  Include explanations for any special circumstances, changes in plans or techniques, and any significant findings; 

· Results for all parts of the study, including the following:

· Waste composition tables, showing for each material subtype and category, the average percent, standard error, confidence interval at the 90% confidence level, and estimated statewide tonnage.  The number of samples characterized should also be shown.  Tables should be included for:

Single-family residential subsector

Multi-family residential subsector

Overall residential sector

Commercial/industrial sector

Self-haul sector

Overall statewide composition

NOTE:  The contractor will also provide to Board staff these tables for each region, although they need not be included in the final report.

· A table showing the number of samples characterized for each sector and subsector from each jurisdiction at each facility, to show the distribution of samples

· Explanation of how data was aggregated to develop compositions for each subsector, sector, and for the statewide overall composition;

· Quantity of RPPCs by type disposed in each sector, and statewide, including statistical analysis (average amounts, standard error, confidence interval at the 90% confidence level) and the upper and lower range for the statewide tonnage amount;

· Results of RPPC contamination study, including number of samples and average contamination rate for each RPPC type;

· Quantity of used oil containers and filters disposed by type in each sector, and statewide, including statistical analysis (average amounts, standard error, confidence interval at the 90% confidence level) and the upper and lower range for the statewide tonnage amount;

· Statewide percent and estimated tonnage for each sector and subsector; and

· Statewide and regional per capita residential disposal rates and statewide multi-family per unit disposal rate.

The contractor shall also include a discussion of new information obtained on field methods and study design, and recommendations for improving future studies.

The contractor will also present the results of the study at public meetings as required, (e.g., CIWMB Committee, Board, etc.), not to exceed 3 meetings. 

Periodic Consultation With/And Reports to Board Staff

The contractor shall confer with the contract manager and other Board staff assigned to the statewide waste disposal characterization study as necessary before implementing each major phase of the project.  Payment for all deliverables is subject to final approval by Board staff.  Specific tasks are outlined above and deliverables are outlined in the following section.

1. Product category refers to one of the product categories into which the reportable recycled-content product (RCP) purchase falls. For products made from multiple materials, choose the category that comprises most of the product, either by a weight or volume criteria. If the product does not fit into any of the product categories, put “N/A.” The product categories and corresponding content requirements are defined as follows:

Recycled-content printing and writing papers (PWP) include copy paper and xerographic papers of all colors, and higher-grade papers such as watermarked and cotton fiber papers. High-speed copier paper, offset paper, forms bond, computer printout paper, carbonless paper, ruled tablets, calendars, posters, manila file folders, index cards, white wove envelopes, and other uncoated printing and writing paper such as writing and office paper, book paper, cotton-fiber paper (containing 25–75 percent cotton fiber), and cover stock are all included in the PWP category.

Recycled steel product means flat rolled steel products with at least 25 percent of the total weight consisting of secondary and postconsumer material, with not less than 10 percent postconsumer material. Products made with flat rolled steel meeting these content percentages may include automobiles, cans, appliances, and office furniture and supplies.

Recycled-content product (RCP) for paper products, plastic products, glass products, tires, tire-derived products, compost and co-compost, lubricating oil, paints, solvents, is defined in PCC section 12200 (SB 1915, 1994) as containing at least 50 percent of the total weight of which consists of secondary and postconsumer material with not less than 10 percent of its total weight consisting of postconsumer material. This definition applies to all product categories that do not have specific statutory definitions.

2. Virgin material content is that portion of the product made from non-recycled material, that is, the material is neither secondary nor postconsumer material.

3. Postconsumer material is defined as “a finished material which would have been disposed of as a solid waste, having completed its life cycle as a consumer item, and does not include manufacturing wastes.” This is material such as newspaper that you read and was recycled and then made into recycled-content newsprint or some other recycled product. Postconsumer material is generally any product that was bought by the consumer, used, and then recycled into another product.

4. Secondary material is defined as “fragments of finished products or finished products of a manufacturing process, which has converted a resource into a commodity of real economic value, but does not include excess virgin resources of the manufacturing process.” This is material such as newsprint that is trimmed from a roll in the paper plant that is returned to the beginning of the process to make recycled-content newsprint. The material (product) did not get to the consumer before being recycled.

Secondary material does not include postconsumer material. For example, if a printing and writing paper contained 20 percent postconsumer material, you would indicate 20 percent in the postconsumer column and 80 percent in the virgin column. If the product had 40 percent secondary material and 20 percent postconsumer material, you would indicate 40 percent in the secondary column, 20 percent in the postconsumer column, and 40 percent in the virgin column. To meet the 50/10 content requirement of another product category, the product would contain 50 percent recycled-content (40 percent secondary and 10 percent postconsumer material) and 50 percent virgin material.

5. The sum of the virgin column, the postconsumer column, and the secondary column must equal 100 percent.

Note: Products that are made from multiple material types should be reported in the product category of the material type representing most of the product. The amount of material used in the product can be measured by weight or volume. If, for instance, a chair is made from steel, aluminum, and plastic and most of the material, either by weight or volume, is plastic, report it as a plastic product. If, however, most of the product, either by weight or volume, is steel, report the purchase as a steel product.

	CIWMB Material Type Definitions for Waste Characterization Studies

	1
	"Uncoated Corrugated Cardboard" usually has three layers. The center wavy layer is sandwiched between the two outer layers. It does not have any wax coating on the inside or outside. This subtype does not include chipboard. 
Examples: This subtype includes entire cardboard containers, such as shipping and moving boxes, computer packaging cartons, and sheets and pieces of boxes and cartons. This subtype does not include chipboard.

	2
	"Paper Bags" means bags and sheets made from kraft paper. The paper may be brown (unbleached) or white (bleached). 
Examples: This subtype includes paper grocery bags, fast food bags, department store bags, and heavyweight sheets of kraft packing paper. 

	3
	"Newspaper" means paper used in newspapers. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes newspaper and glossy inserts found in newspapers, and all items made from newsprint, such as free advertising guides, election guides, and tax instruction booklets. 

	4
	"White Ledger Paper" means bleached, uncolored bond, rag, or stationery grade paper, without ground wood fibers. It may have colored ink on it. When the paper is torn, the fibers are white. 
Examples: This subtype includes white paper used in photocopiers and laser printers, and letter paper. 

	5
	"Colored Ledger" means colored bond, rag, or stationery grade paper. When the paper is torn, the fibers are colored throughout. 
Examples: This subtype includes colored photocopy and letter paper. This subtype does not include fluorescent dyed paper or deep-tone dyed paper such as goldenrod colored paper. 

	6
	"Computer Paper" means paper used for computer printouts. This subtype usually has a strip of formfeed holes along two edges. If there are no holes, then the edges show tear marks. This subtype can be white or striped. 
Examples: This subtype includes computer paper and printouts from continuous feed printers. This subtype does not include "white ledger" used in laser or impact printers, nor computer paper containing ground wood. 

	7
	"Other Office Paper" means other kinds of paper used in offices. 
Examples: This subtype includes manila folders, manila envelopes, index cards, white envelopes, white window envelopes, notebook paper, ground wood computer paper, junk mail, and carbonless forms. This subtype does not include "white ledger," "colored ledger," or "computer paper". 

	8
	"Magazines and Catalogs" means items made of glossy coated paper. This paper is usually slick, smooth to the touch, and reflects light. 
Examples: This subtype includes glossy magazines, catalogs, brochures, and pamphlets. 

	9
	"Phone Books and Directories" means thin paper between coated covers. These items are bound along the spine with glue. 
Examples: This subtype includes whole or damaged telephone books, "yellow pages," real estate listings, and some non-glossy mail order catalogs. 

	10
	"Other Miscellaneous Paper" means items made mostly of paper that do not fit into any of the above subtypes. Paper may be combined with minor amounts of other materials such as wax or glues. This subtype includes items made of chipboard, ground wood paper, and deep-toned or fluorescent dyed paper. 
Examples: This subtype includes cereal and cracker boxes, unused paper plates and cups, goldenrod colored paper, school construction paper, butcher paper, and hard cover and soft cover books. 

	11
	"Remainder/Composite Paper" means items made mostly of paper but combined with large amounts of other materials such as wax, plastic, glues, foil, food, and moisture. 
Examples: This type includes waxed corrugated cardboard, aseptic packages, plastic-coated paper milk cartons, waxed paper, tissue, paper towels, blueprints, sepia, onion skin, fast food wrappers, carbon paper, self adhesive notes, and photographs. 

	12
	"Clear Glass Bottles and Containers" means clear glass beverage and food containers with or without a CRV label. 
Examples: This type includes whole or broken clear soda and beer bottles, fruit juice bottles, peanut butter jars, and mayonnaise jars. 

	13
	"Green Glass Bottles and Containers" means green-colored glass containers with or without a CRV label. 
Examples: This subtype includes whole or broken green soda and beer bottles, and whole or broken green wine bottles.

	14
	"Brown Glass Bottles and Containers" means brown-colored glass containers with or without a California Redemption Value (CRV) label. 
Examples: This subtype includes whole or broken brown soda and beer bottles, and whole or broken brown wine bottles.

	15
	"Other Colored Glass Bottles and Containers" means colored glass containers and bottles other than green or brown with or without a CRV label. 
Examples: This subtype includes whole or broken blue or other colored bottles and containers.

	16
	"Flat Glass" means clear or tinted glass that is flat. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes glass window panes, doors, and table tops, flat automotive window glass (side windows), safety glass, and architectural glass. This subtype does not include windshields, laminated glass, or any curved glass.

	17
	"Remainder/Composite Glass" means glass that cannot be put in any other type or subtype. It includes items made mostly of glass but combined with other materials. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes Pyrex, Corningware, crystal and other glass tableware, mirrors, light bulbs, and auto windshields.

	18
	"Tin/Steel Cans" means rigid containers made mainly of steel. These items will stick to a magnet and may be tin-coated. This subtype is used to store food, beverages, paint, and a variety of other household and consumer products. 
Examples: This subtype includes canned food and beverage containers, empty metal paint cans, empty spray paint and other aerosol containers, and bimetal containers with steel sides and aluminum ends. 

	19
	"Major Appliances" means discarded major appliances of any color. These items are often enamel-coated. 
Examples: This subtype includes washing machines, clothes dryers, hot water heaters, stoves, and refrigerators. This subtype does not include electronics, such as televisions and stereos. 

	20
	"Other Ferrous" means any iron or steel that is magnetic or any stainless steel item. This subtype does not include "tin/steel cans". 
Examples: This subtype includes structural steel beams, metal clothes hangers, metal pipes, stainless steel cookware, security bars, and scrap ferrous items. 

	21
	"Aluminum Cans" means any food or beverage container made mainly of aluminum. 
Examples: This subtype includes aluminum soda or beer cans, and some pet food cans. This subtype does not include bimetal containers with steel sides and aluminum ends. 

	22
	"Other Non-Ferrous" means any metal item, other than aluminum cans, that is not stainless steel and that is not magnetic. These items may be made of aluminum, copper, brass, bronze, lead, zinc, or other metals. 
Examples: This subtype includes aluminum window frames, aluminum siding, copper wire, shell casings, brass pipe, and aluminum foil. 

	23
	"Remainder/Composite Metal" means metal that cannot be put in any other type or subtype. This type includes items made mostly of metal but combined with other materials and items made of both ferrous metal and non-ferrous metal combined. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes brown goods (electronics and other small appliances), computers, televisions, radios, and electronic parts.

	24
	"HDPE Containers" means natural and colored HDPE (high-density polyethylene) containers. This plastic is usually either cloudy white, allowing light to pass through it (natural) or a solid color, preventing light from passing through it (colored). When marked for identification, it bears the number "2" in the triangular recycling symbol. 
Examples: This subtype includes milk jugs, water jugs, detergent bottles, some hair-care bottles, empty motor oil, empty antifreeze, and other empty vehicle and equipment fluid containers. 

	25
	"PETE Containers" means clear or colored PETE (polyethylene terephthalate) containers. When marked for identification, it bears the number "1" in the center of the triangular recycling symbol and may also bear the letters "PETE" or "PET". The color is usually transparent green or clear. A PETE container usually has a small dot left from the manufacturing process, not a seam. It does not turn white when bent. 
Examples: This subtype includes soft drink and water bottles, some liquor bottles, cooking oil containers, and aspirin bottles. 

	26
	"Miscellaneous Plastic Containers" means plastic containers made of types of plastic other than HDPE (high-density polyethylene) or PETE (polyethylene terephthalate). Items may be made of PVC (polyvinyl chloride), LDPE (low-density polyethylene), PP (polypropylene), PS (polystyrene), or mixed resins. When marked for identification, these items may bear the number "3", "4", "5", "6", or "7" in the triangular recycling symbol. 
Examples: This subtype includes food containers such as bottles for salad dressings and vegetable oils, flexible and brittle yogurt cups, syrup bottles, margarine tubs, microwave food trays, and clamshell-shaped fast food containers. This subtype also includes some shampoo containers, vitamin bottles, foam egg cartons, and clamshell-like muffin containers. 

	27
	"Film Plastic" means flexible plastic sheeting. It is made from a variety of plastic resins including high-density polyethylene (HDPE) and low-density polyethylene (LDPE). It can be easily contoured around an object by hand pressure. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes plastic garbage bags, agricultural film, food bags, dry cleaning bags, grocery store bags, packaging wrap, and food wrap. This type does not include rigid bubble packaging. 

	28
	"Durable Plastic Items" means plastic objects other than containers and film plastic. This type also includes plastic objects other than containers or film that bear the numbers "1" through "7" in the triangular recycling symbol. These items are usually made to last for more than one use. 
Examples: This type includes plastic outdoor furniture, plastic toys and sporting goods, and plastic housewares, such as mop buckets, dishes, cups, and cutlery. This type also includes building materials such as house siding, window sashes and frames, housings for electronics such as computers, televisions and stereos, and plastic pipes and fittings.

	29
	"Remainder/Composite Plastic" means plastic that cannot be put in any other type or subtype. This type includes items made mostly of plastic but combined with other materials. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes auto parts made of plastic attached to metal, plastic bubble packaging, drinking straws, foam drinking cups, produce trays, egg cartons, foam packing blocks, packing peanuts, cookie trays found in cookie packages, plastic strapping, foam plates/bowls, and new Formica, vinyl, or linoleum. 

	30
	"Food" means food material resulting from the processing, storage, preparation, cooking, handling, or consumption of food. This type includes material from industrial, commercial, or residential sources. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes discarded meat scraps, dairy products, egg shells, fruit or vegetable peels, and other food items from homes, stores, and restaurants. This type includes grape pomace and other processed residues or material from canneries, wineries, or other industrial sources. 

	31
	"Leaves and Grass" means plant material, except woody material, from any public or private landscapes. 
Examples: This subtype includes leaves, grass clippings, plants, and seaweed. This subtype does not include woody material or material from agricultural sources. 

	32
	"Prunings and Trimmings" means woody plant material up to 4 inches in diameter from any public or private landscape. 
Examples: This subtype includes prunings, shrubs, and small branches with branch diameters that do not exceed 4 inches. This subtype does not include stumps, tree trunks, or branches exceeding 4 inches in diameter. This subtype does not include material from agricultural sources. 

	33
	"Branches and Stumps" means woody plant material, branches and stumps that exceed 4 inches in diameter from any public or private landscape. 

	34
	"Agricultural Crop Residues" means plant material from agricultural sources. 
Examples: This subtype includes orchard and vineyard prunings, vegetable by products from farming, residual fruits, vegetables, and other crop remains after usable crop is harvested. This subtype does not include processed residues from canneries, wineries, or other industrial sources. 

	35
	"Manures" means manure and soiled bedding materials from domestic, farm, or ranch animals. 
Examples: This subtype includes manure and soiled bedding from animal production operations, race tracks, riding stables, animal hospitals, and other sources. 

	36
	"Textiles" means items made of thread, yarn, fabric, or cloth. 
Examples: This subtype includes clothes, fabric trimmings, draperies, and all natural and synthetic cloth fibers. This subtype does not include cloth covered furniture, mattresses, leather shoes, leather bags, or leather belts. 

	37
	"Remainder/Composite Organic" means organic material that cannot be put in any other type or subtype. This type includes items made mostly of organic materials, but combined with other material types. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes leather items, carpets, cork, hemp rope, garden hoses, rubber items, hair, carpet padding, cigarette butts, diapers, feminine hygiene products, small wood products(such as Popsicle sticks and tooth picks), and animal feces. 

	38
	"Concrete" means a hard material made from sand, aggregate gravel, cement mix and water. 
Examples: This type includes pieces of building foundations, concrete paving, and concrete blocks. 

	39
	"Asphalt Paving" means a black or brown, tar-like material mixed with aggregate used as a paving material. 

	40
	"Asphalt Roofing" means composite shingles and other roofing material made with asphalt. 
Examples: This type includes asphalt shingles and attached roofing tar and tar paper.

	41
	"Lumber" means processed wood for building, manufacturing, landscaping, packaging, and processed wood from demolition. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes dimensional lumber, lumber cutoffs, engineered wood such as plywood and particleboard, wood scraps, pallets, wood fencing, wood shake roofing, and wood siding. 

	42
	"Gypsum Board" means interior wall covering made of a sheet of gypsum sandwiched between paper layers. 
Examples: This type includes used or unused, broken or whole sheets. Gypsum board may also be called sheetrock, drywall, plasterboard, gypboard, gyproc, or wallboard. 

	43
	"Rock, Soil and Fines" means rock pieces of any size and soil, dirt, and other matter. 
Examples: This type includes rock, stones, and sand, clay, soil and other fines. This subtype also includes non-hazardous contaminated soil. 

	44
	"Remainder/Composite Construction and Demolition" means construction and demolition material that cannot be put in any other type or subtype. This type may include items from different categories combined, which would be very hard to separate. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes brick, ceramics, tiles, toilets, sinks, and fiberglass insulation. This type may also include demolition debris that is a mixture of items such as plate glass, wood, tiles, gypsum board, and aluminum scrap. 

	45
	"Paint" means containers with paint in them. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes latex paint, oil based paint, and tubes of pigment or fine art paint. This type does not include dried paint, empty paint cans, or empty aerosol containers.

	46
	"Vehicle and Equipment Fluids" means containers with fluids used in vehicles or engines, except used oil. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes used antifreeze and brake fluid. This type does not include empty vehicle and equipment fluid containers.

	47
	"Used Oil" means the same as defined in Health and Safety Code section 25250.1(a). This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes spent lubricating oil such as crankcase and transmission oil, gear oil, and hydraulic oil.

	48
	"Batteries" means any type of battery including both dry cell and lead acid. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes car, flashlight, small appliance, watch and hearing aid batteries.

	49
	"Remainder/Composite Household Hazardous" means household hazardous material that cannot be put in the "Paint", "Automotive Fluids", "Used Oil", or "Batteries" subtypes. This type also includes household hazardous material that is mixed. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes household hazardous waste which if improperly put in the solid waste stream may present handling problems or other hazards.

	50
	"Ash" means a residue from the combustion of any solid or liquid material. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes ash from fireplaces, incinerators, biomass facilities, waste-to-energy facilities, and barbecues. This subtype also includes ash and burned debris from structure fires.

	51
	"Sewage Solids" means residual solids and semisolids from the treatment of domestic waste water or sewage. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes biosolids, sludge, grit, screenings, and septage. This subtype does not include sewage or waste water discharged from the sewage treatment process.

	52
	"Industrial Sludge" means sludge from factories, manufacturing facilities, and refineries. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes paper pulp sludge, and water treatment filter cake sludge.

	53
	"Treated Medical Waste" has the same meaning as treated medical waste in Section 25023.5 of the Health and Safety Code. This type does not include any subtypes.

	54
	"Bulky Items" means large hard to handle items that are not defined separately, including furniture, mattresses, and other large items. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes all sizes and types of furniture, mattresses, box springs, and base components.

	55
	"Tires" means vehicle tires. This type does not include any subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes tires from trucks, automobiles, motorcycles, heavy equipment, and bicycles.

	56
	"Remainder/Composite Special Waste" means special waste that cannot be put in any other type. 
Examples: This type includes asbestos-containing materials, such as certain types of pipe insulation and floor tiles, auto fluff, auto bodies, trucks, trailers, truck cabs, untreated medical waste/pills, and artificial fireplace logs. 

	57
	"Mixed Residue" means material that cannot be put in any other type or subtype in the other categories. This category includes mixed residue that cannot be further sorted. This category does not include any types or subtypes. 
Examples: This type includes residual material from a materials recovery facility or other sorting process that cannot be put in any of the previous remainder/composite types. 


ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Examples are given for many of the material types.  The examples show some of the items to include or exclude.  They do not list all possible items.  If a Trade or Brand name is listed, it is done so for ease of use.  The Board does not intend to endorse or recommend the product by its inclusion.

When classifying composite items or objects made of more than one material type, the predominate material type by weight determines the material classification of the object.

New "custom" material classifications may be needed for special purposes.  A custom classification should be designed so that data on the new classification can be identified and added back in to standard material types.  Standard types may be further subdivided into subtypes, but the resulting data should be able to be combined into an existing standard type.

Certain common names or words used in these definitions are defined as follows:

· "Chipboard" means the single-layer paperboard such as the type used for cereal boxes and some office supplies.  It is usually gray on the inside, or unprinted side.

· "Groundwood paper" means paper containing wood fiber derived from a mechanical pulping process.  It is known by its grayish appearance.

· "Kraft paper" means a coarse paper made mainly from wood pulp produced by a chemical pulping process.  Kraft paper is known for its strength and used mainly for bags, wrapping, and packaging.

"Empty" means that no free flowing liquid, solid, or spray comes from a container.  Packaging and containers are assumed to be empty.  For example, an empty garbage bag would be "Film Plastic", a bag full of solid waste would not be "Film Plastic".

For each of the following technical terms, an acronym has been used, as follows:  

· California Redemption Value (CRV),

· High‑Density Polyethylene (HDPE),

· Polyethylene Terephthalate (PETE),

· Low‑Density Polyethylene (LDPE),

· Polyvinyl Chloride (PVC),

· Polypropylene (PP), and 

· Polystyrene (PS)
