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SECTION I
INTRODUCTION

The California Integrated Waste Management Board (hereinafter referred to as “Board” or CIWMB) is the primary agency responsible for non-hazardous waste management in the State of California.  The Board is soliciting proposals for the services described as follows:
Public Resources Code (PRC) Section 45013 requires the California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) to provide assistance and guidance to Local Enforcement Agencies (LEAs) regarding closed, illegal and abandoned (CIA) solid waste disposal sites to protect public health and safety and the environment.  The CIA Program provides resources to assist in the inspection, investigation, and enforcement of the vast number and complexity of CIA sites.  There are approximately 1,700 non-archived CIA sites in the Board’s Solid Waste Information System (SWIS) and new sites are continually being identified.  


The purpose of the CIA Contract is to provide for a contractor to be utilized during investigations for specialized equipment and technical services.  The CIA Contract supplements the separate Laboratory Services Contract by providing services which the Laboratory Services Contract cannot supply.  Examples of work to be performed include construction of intrusive trenches and boreholes to characterize the extent and nature of waste; construction of landfill gas monitoring probes and monitoring systems; and aerial photography, photogrammetry, and topographic map surveys.  These services may be required in order to provide adequate evidence and basis for enforcement actions and to determine the adequacy of remediation activities by responsible parties.

SECTION II

RULES AND CONDITIONS 

A. GENERAL INFORMATION

Contractor selection will be based on qualifications only, subject to the successful negotiation of Agreement rates.  Contractor’s rates, markups for labor, equipment, materials, subcontractors, and fees will be negotiated following selection of the most qualified Proposers and will remain fixed for the duration of the Agreement.  If agreement cannot be reached, Board staff will terminate negotiations and negotiate with the next most qualified Proposer.

Each Proposer shall designate in the Statement of Qualifications (SOQ) (Section VII, Subsection D) a Program Manager who shall be its representative for all work performed under the Agreement.  The Program Manager shall have authority to represent and act for the Contractor.  Should it become necessary to designate a new Program Manager during the term of the Agreement, Contractor shall submit the proposed Program Manager’s qualifications for approval by Board staff.  The Contractor shall not assign a new Program Manager without prior approval of Board staff.
B. SOQ PACKAGE SUBMITTAL REQUIREMENTS
Please read the entire contents and all attachments carefully.  Failure to follow the instructions contained in this RFQ may be grounds for rejection of a SOQ Package.  The Board may reject any SOQ Package if it is conditional, incomplete or contains irregularities. The Board may waive an immaterial deviation in a SOQ Package, when it is determined to be in the best interest of the Board.  The Board’s waiver of an immaterial defect will in no way modify the RFQ documents or excuse the Proposer from full compliance with any Agreement requirements.  
The submittal shall consist of one (1) unbound, reproducible original SOQ Package marked “Original”, and four (4) complete, bound copies of the entire SOQ Package, including attachments.  All documents must be submitted double-sided on paper with a minimum of 30% post-consumer recycled content fiber, as attested to in the cover letter.  The complete submittal must be in a sealed envelope or container marked with the interested firm’s name and address and the following statement, “Response to RFQ Number IWM03032 – Mailroom do not open”.
All submittals must be received, regardless of postmark, no later than the final filing date and time identified in Section I, Subsection D, Schedule.  Submittals received after the specified date and time will not be considered and will be returned unopened.

The provisions of this RFQ and the successful Proposer’s submittal will be made a part of any Agreement awarded from this RFQ.

C. SOQ PACKAGE CONTENT REQUIREMENTS

Proposers shall provide all of the forms and/or documentation required by this RFQ.  A completion checklist is provided that identifies at a minimum the items to be included in the SOQ Package.  This checklist should be referenced when compiling the submittal package.  If any of the items listed on the checklist are missing from the submitted package, the package will be considered incomplete and may be disqualified from the process.

The following information provides details pertaining to required content of 1) the cover letter, and 2) the Statement of Qualifications (SOQ):
1. Cover Letter

A cover letter must be included in the SOQ Package and must be signed by an individual who is authorized to contractually bind the bidder.  The authorized signor’s signature on the cover letter will constitute an irrevocable offer for a 90-day period for the Board to award the Agreement.  The cover letter must be printed on the business letterhead and must contain the following information:

a. Name and address of the bidder;

b. Name, telephone number, and e-mail address of a contact person;

c. Name, title, address, telephone number, and e-mail address of the individual(s) with authority to execute a binding agreement on behalf of the bidder; 
d. A statement attesting to the use of paper containing a minimum of 30% post-consumer recycled content fiber in the compilation of the SOQ Package;
e. A statement declaring that the signature affixed hereon certifies that the submittal is an irrevocable offer good for 90 days;
f. A statement declaring that the bidder is eligible to contract with the State of California pursuant to statutory requirements as identified in Section III, Subsection B, California Taxpayer And Shareholder Protection Act Of 2003; and

g. A statement which certifies the bidder’s compliance with the provisions of Section III, Subsection D, Electronic Waste Recycling. 
2. Proposer’s Statement of Qualifications (Section VII of this RFQ)
Proposers shall respond to all items in the SOQ.  If the answer to any item is "Not Applicable" or "None" so state in the designated space.  If there is no response for an item, the SOQ may be considered non-responsive and the SOQ Package may be rejected.

Proposers must provide the name and current phone number of references that can confirm accuracy of experience and qualifications listed in the SOQ.  References who are employees of the firm submitting the SOQ or employees of firms legally associated with the Proposer submitting the SOQ will not be considered as valid references.  Experience or qualifications that cannot be confirmed by IWMB staff (e.g., inappropriate contact person or incorrect telephone number) will be disregarded.  The Board may provide and seek references in addition to the client references provided by the Proposer, as it deems necessary.

Include a list of all personnel who will perform activities described in Section VI, Subsection A, Scope of Work, including a summary of similar work performed by these personnel. Include a resume indicating related experience for each employee.  Contractor must be able to provide, within a reasonable time frame, the personnel listed in the SOQ as needed to adequately provide services.

Proposers may provide any additional information that demonstrates the Proposers’ ability to perform these types of work, experience with projects of similar scope, or any other information that demonstrates the Proposers’ capabilities to perform work listed in Section VI, Subsection A.

The variety of work may require resources beyond capabilities of some Proposers.  If other firms are proposed as partners or subcontractors, experience of those firms, in addition to experience of the prime Proposer, shall be indicated on appropriate forms in the SOQ.  All experience documented on the forms shall be clearly marked to show which firm was responsible for specific work.

Any additional information that demonstrates abilities of a proposed subcontractor shall be included.  Subcontractor personnel who are listed in the SOQ shall be clearly identified as employees of a subcontractor.

Any SOQ Package received by the Board before the required time and date may be withdrawn or modified by written request of the Proposer after verification of identification of the person requesting withdrawal or modification.  

Proposers cannot withdraw a SOQ Package after the specified due date.

E. PROPOSER’S COST

Costs for developing the SOQ Package and/or participating in this RFQ process are entirely the responsibility of the Proposer and such costs will not be reimbursed by the State of California.  All SOQ Packages and the contents therein, shall become the property of the Board.

F. COMMITMENT

This RFQ does not commit the Board to award any Agreement or to pay any costs incurred in participation of this RFQ process.  The Board reserves the right to accept or reject any or all SOQ Packages received as a result of this RFQ, to negotiate with any qualified Proposer, or to cancel this RFQ in whole or in part.

If a selected Proposer fails to enter into an Agreement within a reasonable period of time after the Board approves selection of the proposed Contractor, the Board may deem the Proposer to have rejected the offer.  At that point, the Executive Director may disqualify said Proposer and begin negotiations with the next qualified firm.  The Executive Director will determine what is a reasonable period of time for the selected Proposer to enter into the Agreement.

G. INFORMATION

All information obtained or produced during the course of work shall be made available to the Board and may be used by the Board as it determines.

H. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION

Prior to award of the Agreement, a SOQ Package may be designated "confidential" to the extent permitted by the California Public Records Act (GC Section 6250 et seq.).  The Board agrees not to disclose such information or data furnished by Proposer and to maintain such information or data as confidential when so designated by Proposer in writing at the time it is furnished to the Board, only to the extent that such information or data is exempt from disclosure under the California Public Records Act and Public Contract Code (PCC).
I. TERMINATION

The Board has the authority and express right to terminate any Agreement awarded under this RFQ at any time during the term of the Agreement for any reason, including but not limited to instances where the Board finds that the Contractor’s work is negligent, not satisfactory, or not in accordance with the Agreement requirements.

J. INQUIRIES

1. Proposers needing clarification of the requirements of this RFQ must submit questions in writing to the Board’s Contracts Unit.  All written inquiries must be received by Monday, March 22, 2004 by 5:00 p.m. Pacific Standard Time (PST), regardless of postmark.  

2. If the written inquiries are faxed or e-mailed, then the time and date on the correspondence must not be later than March 22, 2004 by 5:00 p.m.  Questions received after said date and time will be disregarded.

3. Oral communications with the Board officers and employees shall be non-binding on the Board and shall in no way exclude the Proposer of any obligations as set forth in this RFQ.

4. Sample contract provisions will be mailed only upon request to those Proposers having received a RFQ solicitation package or who requested notification through the Board’s Contracts website.  No modifications, changes, deviations, additions, deletions or exceptions to the standard terms and conditions shall be permitted.

K. ANTITRUST CLAIMS

In submitting a bid to a public purchasing body, the Proposer offers and agrees that if the bid is accepted, it will assign to the purchasing body all rights, title, and interest in and to all causes of action it may have under Section 4 of the Clayton Act (15 U.S.C. Sec. 15) or under the Cartwright Act (Chapter 2 [commencing with Section 16700] of Part 2 of Division 7 of the Business and Professions Code), arising from purchases of goods, materials, or services by the Proposer for sale to the purchasing body pursuant to the bid.  Such assignment shall be made and become effective at the time the purchasing body tenders final payment to the Proposer.  (See Government Code Section 4552.)

If an awarding body or public purchasing body receives, either through judgment or settlement, a monetary recovery for a cause of action assigned under this chapter, the assignor shall be entitled to receive reimbursement for actual legal costs incurred and may, upon demand, recover from the public body any portion of the recovery, including treble damages, attributable to overcharges that were paid by the assignor but were not paid by the public body as part of the bid price, less the expenses incurred in obtaining that portion of the recovery.  (See Government Code Section 4553.)
Upon demand in writing by the assignor, the assignee shall, within one year from such demand, reassign the cause of action assigned under this part if the assignor has been or may have been injured by the violation of law for which the cause of action arose and (a) the assignee has not been injured thereby, or (b) the assignee declines to file a court action for the cause of action.  (See Government Code Section 4554.)
L. QUALIFICATIONS

The prospective contractor must have the experience, qualifications and resources to perform the work required by this Agreement.  
All work under this contract will be performed through work orders written by the contractor and approved by the contract manager.  The contractor will initially receive a description of the work required that includes a work plan and other pertinent information.  The contractor will then develop a work order, which includes a cost estimate for the work to be done including subcontractor costs.  The work order authorizes the Contractor to perform work under Board staff guidance and/or supervision at the site described in the work plan.  Work will be carried out in accordance with an approved work plan written by CIWMB staff.  

CIWMB staff will coordinate with the contractor and negotiate any changes to the work plan.  The contract manager may thereafter approve a work order to investigate the site based on the agreed work plan and any other project documents.

Intrusive Investigation

Assistance in performing site investigations shall include, but not be limited to, the following elements:

1. In defining the horizontal and vertical extent of the waste, the contractor shall have a field geologist available who can provide information regarding local geology and recommend the best method for conducting an intrusive investigation, e.g. drill rig, direct push, trenching.

2. For drilling, direct push or trenching the contractor shall provide a field geologist to log borings, direct-push locations or trenches and take field notes for the operation.  Field notes and boring logs for each investigation will be submitted to the CIWMB project manager for inclusion in the final investigation report.  Additional analysis such as developing cross-sections, mapping of waste and volume estimates may also be required investigation submittals.

3. The contractor will provide or subcontract for surveying services for aerial photography and field surveying capabilities and develop topographic drawings of the site in AutoCAD for sample location maps and developing remedial designs for clean-closure, cover, drainage and erosion control, gas monitoring and security.

4. The contractor will coordinate with Board Staff on field investigation activities defined by the CIWMB Investigation Work Plan.

5. The contractor shall be able to perform services throughout the State of California and provide subcontractors in any area of the state.

6. The contractor will adhere to personal protective levels and safety procedures required by the CIWMB investigation Work Plan and Site Specific Health And Safety Plan.

7. The contractor will survey, stake (or mark) sample location points per the CIWMB Investigation Work Plan.

8. The contractor will clear sample locations for subsurface utilities (coordinate and mark utilities in the vicinity of sample location points with Underground Service Alert (USA)).

9. The contractor will provide dust control measures if necessary, during trenching, drilling or other earthmoving operation.

10. The contractor will manage the disposal of investigation-derived waste (direct push cores, boring cuttings, trench spoils, disposable personal protective equipment, sample discards, etc).

11. The contractor will restore sample location points to original conditions, e.g. backfill, grade and compact trench spoils, backfill direct-push and boring locations with bentonite and import soil.

12. The contractor will provide miscellaneous field support for sampling activities such as receiving equipment, sample packaging, containers, labels and coolers from CIWMB contracted laboratory.  Transporting or Federal Express, United Parcel Service or other overnight shipping of equipment and samples to the CIWMB or its contracted laboratory may also be required.

13. The contractor will install gas monitoring probes per 27 California Code of Regulations (CCR) Section 20925 (bored to depth of waste, multi-depth, gravel packed, bentonite sealed and finished with labcock valves and traffice rated vault).

14. All of the contractor’s field personnel and any subcontractor’s personnel shall be 40-hour HAZWOPER trained and current on their 8-hour refresher courses.  

15. The contractor shall have adequate staffing to support the CIWMB workload including:

a. At least one registered Professional Civil Engineer (PE) who is currently licensed through the California Board for Professional Engineers and Land Surveyors on staff;

b. At least one Registered Geologist (RG) who is currently licensed through the California Board for Geologists and Geophysicists; and 

c. Staff with expertise in drafting and mapping;
16. The contractor shall posses a current Contractor’s License.

The contractor shall complete the attached Statement of Qualifications (SOQ).
M. SUBCONTRACTORS

All subcontractors identified shall be experts in their respective disciplines and capable of performing the tasks for which they were hired.  Subcontractors shall have extensive experience in their area of expertise, with particular emphasis on prior experience on similar programs or projects that clearly illustrate their expertise in areas essential to the Board.

O. INSURANCE

2. Worker's Compensation Insurance, with the following limits:

a. $1,000,000 for each accident for bodily injury by accident

b. $1,000,000 policy limit for bodily injury by disease

c. $1,000,000 for each employee for bodily injury by disease

3. Errors and Omissions Insurance, with combined single limit of liability not less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.

4. Automobile Liability Insurance, including coverage for all owned, hired and non-owned automobiles, with single limit of liability not less than $1,000,000.

The Contractor shall provide the Contracts Unit, within ten (10) days after notification of the Board's intent to award the Agreement, Certificates of Insurance for each of these insurance policies.  The Agreement will not be fully executed nor can work begin until these Certificates of Insurance have been provided to the Board.  The State of California, its officers, agents and employees shall be included as additional insured under the General Liability and Umbrella Liability Policies with respect to liability arising out of or connected with work or operations performed by or on behalf of the Contractor under the Agreement.
In the event said insurance coverage expires or is cancelled at any time or times during the term of the Agreement, the Contractor shall, at least thirty (30) days prior to said expiration or cancellation date, provide a new certificate of insurance evidencing insurance coverage as provided for herein for not less than the remainder of the term of the Agreement. New Certificates of Insurance are subject to approval by the Board. The Contractor agrees that no work or services shall be performed prior to the receiving of such approval. In the event the Contractor fails to keep in effect at all times the insurance coverage as herein provided, the Board may, in addition to any other remedies it may have, terminate the Agreement upon the occurrence of such event. The State of California will not be liable for payment of any premiums or assessments on any of these policies.
P. CHILD SUPPORT COMPLIANCE ACT

O. 
The Contractor acknowledges that:

1. the Contractor recognizes the importance of child and family support obligations and shall fully comply with all applicable state and federal laws relating to child and family support enforcement, including, but not limited to, disclosure of information and compliance with earnings assignment orders, as provided in Chapter 8 (commencing with Section 5200) of Part 5 of Division 9 of the Family Code; and

SECTION III

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

A. STATEMENT OF QUALIFICATIONS PACKAGE
To respond to this RFQ, interested firms must submit a complete Statement of Qualifications (SOQ) Package including at a minimum all documents referenced on the Completion Checklist and further clarified in Section II, Subsection C, SOQ Package Content Requirements.  Each item identified in the SOQ (Section VII) must have a response.  If there is no response for an item the SOQ may be considered non-responsive and the SOQ may be rejected.  If the response to an item is “Not Applicable” or “None,” so state in the space for that item.

B. CALIFORNIA TAXPAYER AND SHAREHOLDER PROTECTION ACT OF 2003

This solicitation and any resulting contract are subject to all requirements as set forth in Part 2 of Division 2 of the Public Contract Code Section 25111 and Section 25113 which includes, but is not limited to, providing written submission of a declaration stating that the supplier is eligible to contract with the State of California pursuant to statutory requirements.  Failure of the supplier to comply with and provide information, when requested by the awarding department within the time indicated, will cause the supplier’s proposal response to be considered non-responsive and their proposal will be rejected.

C. CHILD SUPPORT COMPLIANCE ACT

The Contractor acknowledges that:

In addition, for any contracts executed or amended, or proposals received, on or after July 1, 2004 and prior to January 1, 2007, a contractor may require an employee to pay the cost of providing additional benefits that are offered to comply with this section.

E. ELECTRONIC WASTE RECYCLING
This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be subject to all requirements as set forth in: 1) Article 10.3 (commencing with Section 25214.9) to Chapter 6.5 of Division 20 of the Health and Safety Code and Article 4 (commencing with Section 41516) to Chapter 3.5 of Part 2, and 2) Chapter 8.5 (commencing with Section 42460) to Part 3 of Division 30 of the Public Resources Code.

These requirements include but are not limited to:

1. Submission of written certification submitted with Proposer’s solicitation that the supplier (or agents, subsidiaries, partners, joint ventures and subcontractors) is in compliance with the provisions of PRC Chapter 8.5, electronic waste recycling, or

2. Demonstration by the Proposer at proposal submission that this Chapter is inapplicable to all lines of business engaged by the supplier, (or related agents, subsidiaries, partners, joint ventures and subcontractors).

G. RECYCLED CONTENT

During the term of the resulting Agreement, the awarded contractor shall certify in writing under penalty of perjury, the minimum, if not exact, percentage of recycled content, both post consumer waste and secondary waste as defined in the Public Contract Code, Sections 12161 and 12200, in materials, goods, or supplies offered or products used in the performance of the Agreement, regardless of whether the product meets the required recycled product percentage as defined in the Public Contract Code, Sections 12161 and 12200.  Contractor may certify that the product contains zero recycled content. (PCC 10233, 10308.5, 10354).   The Recycled Content Certification form used for this purpose can be obtained either from the Contract Manager or from our website at: http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts/forms.

H. RECYCLED-CONTENT PRODUCT PURCHASING  

In the performance of the resulting Agreement, the contractor shall purchase recycled-content products as set forth in PCC §§ 12150 et seq., the State Assistance for Recycling (STAR) Markets Act of 1989 (also known as the State Agency Buy Recycled Campaign). These minimum recycled-content requirements are listed on the back of the Recycled-Content Certification form.  The Recycled Content Certification form can be obtained either from the Contract Manager or from our website at: http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts/forms.  For assistance in locating recycled-content products, please contact the Board’s Contract Manager.

I. SWEATFREE CODE OF CONDUCT

This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be subject to all applicable requirements as set forth in Public Contract Code Section 6108, which includes, but is not limited to, providing written certification of compliance issued by the Department of Industrial Relations.  The successful Proposer must provide the signed Sweatfree Code of Conduct compliance certification to the Board within ten (10) days after notification of the Board’s intent to award the contract to said successful Proposer.  The contract will not be fully executed nor can work begin unless said certification is provided to the Board. 

J. UNRELIABLE LIST

Any contractor currently on the CIWMB Unreliable List is ineligible to apply for this contract. Proposed subcontractors currently on the CIWMB Unreliable List are ineligible to participate in this contract.

K. USE TAX COLLECTION
 
This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be subject to all requirements as set forth in Section 6487, 7101 and Sections 6452.1, 6487.3, 18510 of the Revenue and Taxation Code, and Section 10295.1 of the Public Contract Code requiring suppliers to provide a copy of their reseller’s permit or certification of registration and, if applicable, the permit or certification of all participating affiliates, issued by California’s State Board of Equalization.  Effective January 1, 2004, awarding departments must obtain, prior to award, copies of the permits or certifications from the proposed awardee.  Failure of the supplier to comply by supplying the required permit or certification of registration will cause the supplier’s proposal response to be considered non-responsive and their proposal rejected.  Unless otherwise specified in this solicitation, a copy of the reseller’s permit or certification of registration must be supplied within ten (10) days after notification of the Board’s intent to award the contract to said successful Proposer.

SECTION IV

SMALL BUSINESS AND DISABLED VETERANS BUSINESS ENTERPRISE

PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS

For the successful Proposer, the Small Business and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) participation requirements identified in this section will continue for the life of the Agreement.  Any commitment to participation identified in the successful Proposer’s submittal and/or resulting contractual Agreement may not be substituted or modified without prior written approval from the Board.  The State or its designees will have the right to audit records pertaining to Small Business and DVBE utilization and the Contractor’s efforts to comply with these participation requirements.

A. SMALL BUSINESS PARTICIPATION AND CERTIFICATION

This Agreement has participation goals of twenty-five percent (25%) of the total contract amount for qualifying small businesses. This twenty-five percent (25%) goal may be achieved by a combined effort of the Contractor and subcontractors.  Any business used to meet this requirement must be certified by or have certification pending with the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business Certification and Resources.  Questions regarding the Small Business certification program should be directed to the OSBCR at (916) 375-4400.  

Attachment E must be completed and submitted with the SOQ Package if the Proposer is a certified Small Business firm or if the Proposer has identified qualified Small Business firms as subcontractors.  All other Proposers shall acknowledge on Attachment B that they will comply with this requirement or make good faith efforts to meet this goal. If awarded an Agreement, the Contractor will be required to evidence that it has either met these participation goals (Attachment E) or made a good faith effort to meet the goals (Attachment F).  A Proposer shall be deemed to have made a “good faith effort” only upon submission of the completed Demonstration of Good Faith Efforts form (Attachment F), including all required documentary evidence.

Attachment E must be completed and submitted with the SOQ Package if the Proposer is a certified DVBE firm or if the Proposer has identified qualified DVBE firms as subcontractors.  All other Proposers shall acknowledge on Attachment B that they will comply with this requirement or make good faith efforts to meet this goal. If awarded an Agreement, the Contractor will be required to evidence that it has either met these participation goals (Attachment E) or made a good faith effort to meet the goals (Attachment F).  A Proposer shall be deemed to have made a “good faith effort” only upon submission of the completed Demonstration of Good Faith Efforts form (Attachment F), including all required documentary evidence.  

C. SMALL BUSINESS AND DVBE COMMERCIALLY USEFUL FUNCTIONS
This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be subject to all requirements as set forth in amended: 1) Government Code Sections 14837, 14838.6, 14839, 14842, 14842.5; and 2) the Military and Veterans Code Sections 999, 999.6.

These amended code sections in part redefine the requirements to qualify as s California Certified Small Business, Microbusiness and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise.  Effective January 1, 2004, the aforementioned companies must perform a commercially useful function to be eligible for award.  The bill also adds to the definition of a DVBE that the qualifying disabled veteran be “domiciled” in California.  Failure of the supplier to comply with the definition and detailed requirements for providing a commercially useful function will cause the supplier’s proposal response to be considered non-responsive and their proposal rejected.  Contractors found to be in violation of certain provisions contained within these codes may be subject to loss of certification, penalties and contract cancellation. SECTION V

EVALUATION AND SELECTION

A. FAILURE TO FULFILL MINIMUM BID REQUIREMENTS

To be responsive, Proposer must comply with all minimum proposal requirements set forth in Sections I, II, III and IV.  Failure to meet said minimum proposal requirements or failure to follow the instructions contained in this RFQ may be grounds for rejection.  Any SOQ Package modifying the conditions or specifications of this RFQ may be rejected.

B.
GROUNDS FOR REJECTION

The Board may reject any SOQ package if it is conditional, incomplete, or contains irregularities.  The Board may waive immaterial deviations and the SOQ Package may be evaluated based on the information provided when considered to be in the best interest of the Board.  Waiver of an immaterial deviation shall in no way modify the RFQ requirements or excuse the Proposer from full compliance with the Agreement requirements.  Grounds for rejection of a SOQ Package include, but are not limited to, the following: 

1. It does not include a reproducible master and the required number of copies;

2. It does not include all the documentation and completed forms required by this RFQ;

3. All responses to an item are not completed;

4. Required license information is not submitted with the SOQ Package; or

5. Required authorizations and certifications for the SOQ Package are not properly completed and signed.

C. SELECTION PROCESS

After the period has closed for receipt of submittals, each SOQ Package will be opened and examined to determine compliance with the submittal requirements identified in this RFQ.  If a SOQ Package does not meet all the requirements, it may be considered non-responsive and eliminated from further consideration.

SOQ Packages that meet the submittal requirements will be forwarded to the Selection Committee to evaluate and score each SOQ.  Each committee member will independently score the SOQs based on the evaluation criteria listed in Table 1.  Scores assigned based on evaluation criteria will then be converted to a ranking score.  For purposes of identifying the firms to be interviewed, staff will determine the ranking hierarchy based on the cumulative ranking score received by each firm.  At a minimum, the top three ranked firms will be invited to interview.  In the event that less than three firms are qualified, all qualified firms will be invited to interview.

Information obtained from references, client contacts, project inspectors and regulators significantly influences the ranking of responsive firms.  Proposers shall provide the name and current telephone number of references that can confirm the accuracy of experience and qualifications listed in the SOQ.  Employees of Proposer, or employees of entities legally associated with the Proposer, will not be considered valid references.  References that are inaccurately listed (e.g., inappropriate contact person or incorrect telephone number) will be disregarded.  Experience that cannot be confirmed by CIWMB staff will be disregarded.  The Board may provide and seek references in addition to the client references provided by the Proposer, as it deems necessary.

D. ORAL INTERVIEWS

Proposers selected for interviews will be notified in advance of the time and place that the interviews will be conducted.  Interviews will include discussion and evaluation of qualifications and methods for furnishing the required services.   Proposers will also be notified of additional information, if any, to be provided at the interview.  Failure to appear at the interview will be considered non-responsive and the Proposer may be eliminated from any further consideration.  

Each committee member will independently score the interviewees’ qualifications based on the criteria identified in Table 1, and when appropriate, supplemental questions.  Scores assigned will then be converted to a ranking score.   For purposes of identifying the most qualified firm, staff will determine the ranking hierarchy based on the cumulative ranking score received by each interviewed firm.  In the event of a tie, the Selection Committee will be reconvened to review the scores and identify the firm deemed most highly qualified to provide the services required.

E. NEGOTIATION OF CONTRACT

Board staff will request a detailed Fee Proposal from the highest ranked firm.  Board staff will prepare the State’s estimate of fees prior to negotiations.  The Board staff estimate will remain confidential until award of the Agreement or abandonment of any further procedure for the services to which it relates.  The Proposer’s Fee Proposal shall include appropriate wage rates for office support personnel and appropriate markup rates to be utilized in the performance of the Agreement.

Board staff will attempt to negotiate an agreement with the highest ranked firm.  If agreement is reached, staff will recommend to the Board that the selected firm be awarded an Agreement.  If agreement cannot be reached with the firm, negotiations will formally be terminated with that firm.  Negotiations will then begin with the next highest ranked firm.  Failing accord, negotiations shall be terminated.  This process will be repeated as necessary until negotiations have been terminated with all interviewed Proposers.  Should Board staff be unable to negotiate a satisfactory agreement with all of the interviewed Proposers, Board staff may select additional firms in the manner prescribed above and continue the negotiation procedure until an agreement is reached, or the Board terminates negotiations on this RFQ.

G. AWARD OF AGREEMENT

Awards of the Agreement shall be to the highest-ranking firm meeting all the requirements of this RFQ after successful negotiations have been completed.  The Board reserves the right to not award the Agreement.  

The following forms and information will be required prior to the CIWMB’s execution of the Agreement:

1. Payee Data Record (Standard Form 204);

SECTION VI
DESCRIPTION OF WORK
A. SCOPE OF WORK

1. Introduction/Objectives  

Public Resources Code (PRC) Section 45013 requires the California Integrated Waste

Management Board (CIWMB) to provide assistance and guidance to Local Enforcement Agencies (LEAs) regarding closed, illegal and abandoned (CIA) solid waste disposal sites to protect public health and safety and the environment.  The CIWMB established a CIA Site Program (Program) to address this mandate.  The Program provides resources to assist in the inspection, investigation, and enforcement of the vast number and complexity of CIA sites.  There are approximately 1,700 non-archived CIA sites in the Board’s Solid Waste Information System (SWIS) and new sites are continually being identified.  

The purpose of the CIA Contract is to provide for a contractor to be utilized during investigations for specialized equipment and technical services.  The CIA Contract supplements the separate Laboratory Services Contract by providing services which the Laboratory Services Contract cannot supply.  Examples of work to be performed include construction of intrusive trenches and boreholes to characterize the extent and nature of waste, construction of landfill gas monitoring probes and monitoring systems, and aerial photogrammetry and topographic map surveys.  These services may be required in order to provide adequate evidence and basis for enforcement actions and to determine the adequacy of remediation activities by responsible parties.
2. Deliverables (Outcomes) Work To Be Performed 

All work under this contract will be performed through work orders issued to the contractor and approved by the Contract Manager.  The contractor will initially receive a planning work order that includes a proposed scope of work (SOW) and other pertinent information.  Work will be carried out in accordance with an approved work plan written by CIWMB staff.  Payment to the contractor is subject to the Contract Manager's approval.  

The contractor shall assist CIWMB staff with intrusive site investigations and provide equipment, personnel, and services as needed.  Some of the service needed will be initial site reconnaissance such as surveying and staking the site, locating underground utilities, flying aerials, and creating topographic maps.  During the site investigation, field support may be needed.  Subcontracting for the use of heavy equipment (excavation, backfilling, boring, grading) and operators (40-hour HAZWOPER trained) will be essential.  Assistance in writing the site investigation report may or may not be required.  If requested, a waste volume estimate and remedial cost estimate shall be provided.

3. Tasks Identified 
Intrusive Investigations - 
Assistance in performing site investigations shall include, but are not limited to, the following tasks:

a. Aerial photography, photogrammetry & topographic map survey
b. Preparation of topographic maps in AutoCAD 2000
c. Performance of non-intrusive geophysical survey

d. Installation of soil gas monitoring probes

e. Provision of heavy equipment and 40-hour HAZWOPER-trained equipment
f. Operators for the following activities:

1) Excavation/backfilling (trenching)

2) Grading (slopes, erosion control)

3) Boring (drill rig and/or direct push)

g. Provide CIWMB staff with field support for soil and vapor sampling, boring, trenching activities

h. Provide a field geologist for soil identification and logging of boreholes

4. Contract/Task Time Frame 

The contract will be effective for three fiscal years (including the year of award) or until the funds are expended.  Deadlines for each authorized task are to be specified in each work order.
5. Copyright Provision 
Contractor shall establish for the Board good title in all copyrightable and trademarkable materials developed as a result of this Scope of Work.  Such title shall include exclusive copyrights and trademarks in the name of the State of California, California Integrated Waste Management Board. 

6. Waste Reduction And Recycled-Content Product Procurement 
In the performance of this Agreement, Contractor shall use recycled content, used or reusable products, and practice other waste reduction measures where feasible and appropriate.  

Recycled Content Products
All products purchased and charged/billed to the CIWMB to fulfill the requirements of this contract shall be Recycled Content Products (RCPs), or used (reused, remanufactured, refurbished) products.  All RCPs purchased or charged/billed to the CIWMB to fulfill the requirements of the contract shall have both the total recycled-content (TRC) and the postconsumer content (PC) clearly identified on the products.  Specific requirements for the aforementioned purchases and identification are discussed in the Terms and Conditions of the Contractual Agreement under Recycled-Content Product Purchasing and Certification.

The Contractor should, at a minimum, ensure that the following issue is also addressed:  
Written Document Provision 
All documents and/or reports drafted for publication by or for the Board in accordance with this contract shall adhere to the Board’s Guidelines For Preparing CIWMB Reports (available upon request) and shall be reviewed by the Board’s Contract Manager in consultation with one of the Board’s editors.  

In addition, these documents and/or reports shall be printed double-sided on paper with a minimum of 30% post-consumer recycled content fiber.  The paper should identify the postconsumer recycled content of the paper (i.e., “printed on 50% postconsumer paper”).  When applicable, the Contractor shall provide the Contract Manager with an electronic copy of the document and/or report for the Board’s uses.

To the greatest extent possible, soy ink instead of petroleum-based inks should be used to print all documents.  
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B. WORK ORDERS

All work under this Agreement will be initiated by Work Order(s), authorized by the Contract Manager staff, and accepted by the Contractor.  When Board staff determines a need for the services under this Agreement, a Work Order will be issued.  The Work Order will detail specific tasks or activities to be completed, provide a schedule for completion, and give an estimated cost for accomplishing the work.  Work Order costs will be determined after discussions between the Contractor and Board staff, and preparation of a cost estimate by the Contractor.

The Contractor shall not perform or undertake any work that is not indicated or addressed in the Work Order.  The Contractor shall immediately notify Board staff of any condition or event that may interfere with completion of the work, or which may require a modification in the Work Order.  The Contract Manager will, in a reasonable time, provide written direction to the Contractor clarifying any required adjustment to the Work Order.  Any unauthorized modification of the Work Order, work in excess of that provided for in the Work Order, or changes and additions not authorized in writing by the Contract Manager, will not be considered for compensation.

D. ILLNESS AND INJURY PREVENTION PROGRAM (IIPP)
The Contractor shall have a current company IIPP that meets the requirements of 29 CFR 1910.120(b).  The IIPP shall apply to all employees involved in the Agreement.  Each subcontractor involved in the Agreement shall also have a current company IIPP.


The Contractor shall at all times be responsible for the protection of its employees and the public.  Review of the Contractor’s IIPP by Board staff shall in no way relieve the Contractor of responsibility for any aspect of its work, or for compliance with all Federal, State, and local laws pertaining to health and safety.

The Contractor’s Program Manager or on-site project support staff shall be at the site whenever work is being performed, unless otherwise authorized by Board staff.

Prior to site entry, the Contractor shall ensure that:

1. Adequate work planning, health and safety, and operating procedures have been accomplished;

2. All personnel have been properly trained and briefed in hazards and procedures for the site to be entered;

3. Equipment and materials are on-hand to safely and efficiently complete the work; and 

4. Proper site access authorization has been obtained.









E. CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT
If construction project management is required, a Work Order will be issued for inspection of construction activities.  The Work Order will specify the responsibilities and authority of the Contractor.
The Contractor shall provide a daily photo log of field activities using a digital camera.  
For construction project management, the Contractor may be required to perform the following tasks as required in the Work Order:

1. Perform inspection, surveying, environmental sampling, soil testing, and QA/QC services;
2. Maintain daily work logs;
3. Prepare and distribute weekly progress and status reports;
4. Perform geotechnical testing;
5. Prepare periodic and/or final construction reports;

10. Provide daily photo logs of field activities.
During construction, the Contractor shall furnish, at no additional cost to the Board, all necessary additional documents required to clarify and/or correct errors, inadequacies and/or omissions in any original contract drawings and specifications prepared by the Contractor.

F. WORK LOGS
The Contractor’s Project Manager and the Remediation Contractor shall prepare work logs for each day of work at a site (Daily Logs).  Work logs shall be standardized and legible. Contractor work logs shall be delivered to Board Staff no later than the second working day of the following week.  Work logs are used to determine compensation for the Board-managed Contractors and to provide information for the final documentation report.
Maintenance and submittal of Daily Logs shall extend to all subcontractors, including Contractor's subcontractors, working on the site.  It shall be the Contractor's responsibility to obtain information as related to all subcontractors’ operations, if any.  Work logs shall include, but are not limited to the following:

G. CONTROL OF WORK

1. Authority of Board Staff - The Board Staff shall decide all questions, which may arise as to the quality or acceptability of work performed and as to the manner of performance and rate of progress of the work; all questions as to the acceptable fulfillment of the Agreement on the part of the Contractor; and all questions as to compensation.  These decisions shall be final and Board Staff shall have authority to enforce and make effective such decisions and orders which the Contractor fails to carry out promptly.

2. Program Manager - The Contractor shall designate, as part of the SOQ, a Program Manager who shall be the Contractor's representative for all work performed under this Agreement.  The Program Manager shall have the authority to represent and act for the Contractor in all contractual matters.  Should it become necessary to designate a new Program Manager during the course of this Agreement, the Contractor shall submit the proposed Program Manager's qualifications to Board Staff for review and approval.  Contractor shall not assign a new Program Manager without prior Board Staff approval.

H. PROSECUTION AND PROGRESS

2. The Contractor shall give attention to fulfillment of the Agreement and shall keep the work under his control.  
No subcontractor will be recognized as such, and all persons engaged in the work will be considered as employees of the Contractor and he will be held responsible for their work, which shall be subject to the provisions of the Agreement.

Before a subcontractor starts work, the Contractor shall file with Board Staff a written statement indicating the work to be subcontracted, the names of the subcontractors and the description of each portion of the work to be subcontracted.

When a portion of the work, which had been subcontracted by the Contractor, is not being prosecuted in a manner satisfactory to Board staff, the subcontractor shall be removed immediately on the requisition of Board staff.

3. Beginning of Work
The Contractor shall begin work within ten (10) working days of issuance of the Work Order, unless otherwise indicated in the Work Order, or approved by Board staff.
4. Termination
The Board has the authority and express right to terminate any Agreement awarded under this RFQ or any Work Order at any time during the term of the Agreement for any reason or if Board staff finds that Contractor’s work is negligent, not satisfactory, or not in accordance with the Contract.

I. PAYMENT

1. Work Orders
All work under this Agreement shall be accomplished through Work Orders, authorized by the Contract Manager and accepted by the Contractor.  The Contractor will be compensated only for services authorized and performed under a Work Order, and such compensation will not exceed the monetary limitation specified in that Work Order.  If it becomes evident during the course of the work that the cost will exceed the monetary limitation, the Contractor shall immediately notify the Contract Manager.  The Contractor shall only be reimbursed for additional expenditures above the original Work Order if the Board agrees to the funding differences, new scope of work, and/or different criteria.  Once the issues are resolved, the additional charges will be paid based on an amended Work Order or new Work Order.

2. Fee Schedule
During Agreement negotiation, labor and equipment rates will be determined for Contractors and subcontractors.  If a rate is not listed for a required service, the Contractor agrees to accept a fair and reasonable rate for that service. Rates to be negotiated shall be as follows:

a. Labor - The Contractor will be compensated for the actual labor hours utilized in performance of the work, in accordance with the negotiated rates.  These rates shall include all employer payments to or on behalf of the workers for health and welfare, pension, vacation and payments imposed by federal and State law.  The negotiated rate shall include Contractor’s overhead and profit.

b. Field and Laboratory Testing - Field testing, including but not limited to, cost of reports, labor, supplies, small tools, necessary attachments, repairs and maintenance of any kind, depreciation, storage, insurance and all incidentals will be paid at negotiated labor and equipment rates, which includes reasonable markup and overhead.  Required laboratory testing shall be considered a subcontractor and allowed a maximum markup of five percent (5%).

c. Clerical and Administrative Support - The Contractor will not be compensated for clerical and administrative support.  Charges not reimbursable include such items as invoice preparation, project accounting, billing, photocopying invoices and billing information, and administrative overhead. Overhead costs shall be included in the agreed hourly rates for the listed personnel in the fee schedule. 

d. Equipment - The Contractor will be compensated for equipment utilized in performance of the work in accordance with negotiated rates.  Negotiated rates shall include cost of supplies, small tools, necessary attachments, repairs and maintenance of any kind, depreciation, storage, insurance, all incidentals and cost of all disposable/non-disposable items required for proper operation of the equipment.  The negotiated rates shall include Contractor’s reasonable overhead and profit.

Equipment will be compensated at the negotiated rates, for time that the equipment is utilized in the work.  The Contractor will not be compensated for idle equipment, or for "stand-by" time of equipment which is not required for a particular phase of work, or for which an operator is not available.

e. Travel Expenses - Lodging, food, and incidental expenses on trips in support of services authorized by Work Order will be reimbursed at the amounts allowed for State employees performing similar duties, and shall be considered for payment under the same conditions as reimbursement for State employees.  Mileage rates for cars, vans and trucks will be determined during negotiations.  Other travel expenses including but not limited to airfare, rental cars, and fuel will be reimbursed at cost verified by bills or printed receipts.  The Board will only reimburse the cost of mid-size/economy rental cars.  The use of 4x4 or trucks will only be allowed if pre-authorized in the Work Order.  First Class or Business Class air travel is not allowed. 

f. Communication – The Board may reimburse the Contractor and/or Subcontractor for project-related cellular charges made by a construction manager while on a project and charges related to field construction management services if approved by the Contract Manager prior to start of field work.  A monthly rate of $50.00 may be approved for these purposes only.   All other phone charges by the Contractor or subcontractor are considered part of overhead costs and will not be reimbursed.
g. Subcontractors - The Board will reimburse the Contractor for subcontractor services at negotiated rates.  Contractor will be allowed a maximum of five percent (5%) markup of approved subcontractor fees.
h. Other Services and Materials - The Board will reimburse the Contractor for other services, if authorized in the Work Order.  Examples of other services include: obtaining permits and licensing fees for site remediation to comply with state and local regulatory agency laws, codes, regulations and ordinances; aerial photographic surveys; report reproduction, over-night mail, materials and supplies; and other such costs determined reimbursable by the Contract Manager.  A maximum markup of five percent (5%) will be allowed for other services and materials.

J. NON-COMPENSABLE SERVICES 
Compensation for office support, supervision and overhead cost, office fax and telephone charges, pagers, invoice/billing preparation, miscellaneous incidentals and supplies will be deemed to be included in the mark-up percentages applied to labor, equipment, and material charges as noted above.   Examples of non-reimbursable expenses are direct or indirect overhead incidental to providing the contracted services and cost of business and professional licenses and permits.

1. STATEMENT OF COMPLIANCE:  Contractor has, unless exempted, complied with the nondiscrimination program requirements.  (GC 12990 (a-f) and CCR, Title 2, Section 8103)  (Not applicable to public entities.)

a. When agreements are to be performed in the state by corporations, the contracting agencies will be verifying that the contractor is currently qualified to do business in California in order to ensure that all obligations due to the state are fulfilled.

b. "Doing business" is defined in R&TC Section 23101 as actively engaging in any transaction for the purpose of financial or pecuniary gain or profit.  Although there are some statutory exceptions to taxation, rarely will a corporate contractor performing within the state not be subject to the franchise tax.

c. Both domestic and foreign corporations (those incorporated outside of California) must be in good standing in order to be qualified to do business in California. Agencies will determine whether a corporation is in good standing by contacting the Office of the Secretary of State.

7. LABOR CODE/WORKERS' COMPENSATION: Contractor needs to be aware of the provisions which require every employer to be insured against liability for Worker's Compensation or to undertake self-insurance in accordance with the provisions, and Contractor affirms to comply with such provisions before commencing the performance of the work of this Agreement. (Labor Code Section 3700).

8. PAYEE DATA RECORD FORM STD. 204: This form must be completed by all contractors that are not another state agency or other government entity. 
9. RECYCLED CONTENT:  Contractor hereby certifies under penalty of perjury that the materials, goods, supplies offered, or products used in the performance of this Agreement meets or exceeds the minimum percentage of recycled material, both post-consumer waste and secondary waste, as defined in Sections 12161 and 12200 of the Public Contract Code.

10. RESOLUTION: A county, city, district, or other local public body must provide the State with a copy of a resolution, order, motion, or ordinance of the local governing body that by law has authority to enter into an agreement, authorizing execution of the agreement.

11.
UNRELIABLE LIST:  Prior to authorizing a subcontractor(s) to commence work under this contract, Contractor shall submit to the CIWMB a declaration from the subcontractor(s), signed under penalty of perjury, stating that within the preceding three years, none of the events listed in Section 17050 of Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Natural Resources, Division 7, have occurred with respect to the subcontractor(s). 
Placement of Contractor on the CIWMB Unreliable List anytime after award of this contract may be grounds for termination of contract.
