SECTION I

INTRODUCTION

The purpose of the California Integrated Waste Management Board's (CIWMB) Closed, Illegal, and Abandoned (CIA) Disposal Sites Program is to assist local enforcement agencies (LEAs) in investigating and enforcing State Minimum Standards at CIA sites in California. 

The course is being put together by CIWMB staff to provide LEAs and Board staff with a better understanding of implementing gas monitoring and control regulations at developed sites and to share case studies of disposal sites already impacted by development.

C.    SUBMITTAL OF BID

If you desire to submit a bid in response to this solicitation, the Board will require one (1) unbound, reproducible original.  All documents must be submitted double-sided on paper with a minimum of 30% post-consumer recycled content fiber.

A cover letter must be included with the Bid Price Submittal and must be signed by an individual who is authorized to contractually bind the bidder.  The cover letter must be printed on the business letterhead and must contain the following information:

1. Name and address of the bidder;

2. Name, telephone number, and e-mail address of a contact person;

3. Name, title, address, telephone number, and e-mail address of the individual(s) with authority to execute a binding agreement on behalf of the bidder; 

4. A statement declaring that the bidder is eligible to contract with the State of California pursuant to statutory requirements as identified in Section III, Subsection A, California Taxpayer And Shareholder Protection Act Of 2003; and

5. A statement which certifies the bidder’s compliance with the provisions of Section III, Subsection D, Electronic Waste Recycling.

SECTION II

RULES AND CONDITIONS

A.
GENERAL INFORMATION

The competitive bid process being used for this procurement of services is known as an Invitation for Bid (IFB).  Award of this contract will be to the lowest responsible bidder whose bid complies with all requirements as described in this IFB.  Bids may be rejected if they are not properly completed or show any alteration of the form, additions not called for, conditional bids, incomplete bids, erasures, or irregularities of any kind.

The term of the Agreement to be awarded under this IFB will be for approximately nine months and is expected to begin approximately October 2005 and end in June 2006.  Actual work on the Agreement shall not begin until written notification is received from the Board.

B.
BUDGETED FUNDS AND PAYMENT WITHHOLDING
There is a maximum budget of $25,000 available for services rendered provided funding is appropriated in the Board’s budget.  This figure is based on all out-of-pocket costs, reimbursements, service fees, and all other costs related to the performance of this Agreement, with a ceiling on the total contract amount.

The provisions for payment under this contract will be subject to a 10% withholding per task.  The withheld payment will be included in the final payment and will be released only when all required work has been completed to the satisfaction of the Board.  
C.
BID PRICE SUBMITTAL

The bid submitted on the Bid Price Submittal (Attachment A) shall include all applicable federal, state and other taxes, together with the cost of all permits and licenses that may be required to perform the work specified in this IFB.

The Board will not reimburse either travel or per diem costs that are not included in the Bid Price Submittal.  The maximum rates allowable are those established in Title 2, California Code of Regulations, Sections 599.619 and 599.631.

Using the Bid Price Submittal template (Attachment A), provide a per task cost breakdown to complete all required tasks and deliverables as outlined in the Scope of Work.  Provide as much detail as possible under each task, including but not limited to personnel rates, number of hours per task by type of personnel, travel costs, operating costs, overhead, etc.  Make sure the bid submittal clearly aligns with the tasks, is comprehensible, and correctly calculated.

D.
ERRORS IN BIDDER’S SUBMITTAL 
An error in the Bid Price Submittal may be cause for rejection of that bid.  However, the State may at its sole option retain the bid and make certain corrections.  In determining if a correction will be made, the State will consider the conformance of the bid amount to the format and content required by the solicitation document and any unusual complexity of the format and content required by the solicitation documents.  If Bidder’s intent is clearly established based on review of the complete bid submitted, the State may at its sole option correct an error based on that established intent.  The State may at its sole option correct obvious clerical errors.

E.
MODIFICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS

Any bid that is received by the Board before the time and date set for receipt of bids may be withdrawn or modified by written request of the Bidder.  However, in order to be considered, the modified bid must be received by the time and date set for receipt of bids as specified above.

A bidder cannot withdraw a bid after the specified due date and time.

F.
BIDDER’S COST

Costs for developing bids are entirely the responsibility of the bidder and such costs shall not be reimbursed by the State of California.  All bids, and the contents therein, will become the property of the Board.

G.
WRITTEN INQUIRES

1. Bidders seeking clarification of the requirements of this IFB must submit questions in writing to the Board’s Contracts Unit.  All written inquiries must be received by the date and time indicated in Section I, Subsection B, Schedule, regardless of postmark.  If the written inquiries are faxed or e-mailed, then the time and date on the correspondence must not be later than the due date and time identified in the Schedule.

2. A summary of the Questions and Answers, if any, will be made available by issuance of addendum in accordance with the provisions of Section II, Subsection M, Addenda.  Any addenda issued for this IFB will be available on the Board’s Contract Unit’s website at: www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts.   Questions, suggestions or objections regarding the content of this IFB, including but not limited to the purpose, scope of work, etc., not submitted in writing by the deadline for questions shall be deemed waived and may not be raised at a later time.

3. Oral communications with the Board officers and employees shall be non-binding on the State and shall in no way exclude the Bidder of any obligations as set forth in this package.

H.
ANTITRUST CLAIMS

In submitting a bid to a public purchasing body, the bidder offers and agrees that if the bid is accepted, it will assign to the purchasing body all rights, title, and interest in and to all causes of action it may have under Section 4 of the Clayton Act (15 U.S.C. Sec. 15) or under the Cartwright Act (Chapter 2 [commencing with Section 16700] of Part 2 of Division 7 of the Business and Professions Code), arising from purchases of goods, materials, or services by the bidder for sale to the purchasing body pursuant to the bid.  Such assignment shall be made and become effective at the time the purchasing body tenders final payment to the bidder.  (See Government Code Section 4552.)

If an awarding body or public purchasing body receives, either through judgment or settlement, a monetary recovery for a cause of action assigned under this chapter, the assignor shall be entitled to receive reimbursement for actual legal costs incurred and may, upon demand, recover from the public body any portion of the recovery, including treble damages, attributable to overcharges that were paid by the assignor but were not paid by the public body as part of the bid price, less the expenses incurred in obtaining that portion of the recovery.  (See Government Code Section 4553.)
Upon demand in writing by the assignor, the assignee shall, within one year from such demand, reassign the cause of action assigned under this part if the assignor has been or may have been injured by the violation of law for which the cause of action arose and: (a) the assignee has not been injured thereby, or (b) the assignee declines to file a court action for the cause of action.  (See Government Code Section 4554.)
I. QUALIFICATIONS

The prospective contractor must have the experience, qualifications and resources to perform the work required by this Agreement.  Each Bidder’s submittal will include a minimum of three (3) client references (Attachment F) that attest to the Bidder’s qualifications to fulfill the requirements of the Scope of Work.  Subcontractors shall be subject to the same client reference requirements as the prime Bidder (see Subsection K below).  The references will include the name and telephone number of a contact person who can be interviewed regarding the effectiveness of the Bidder's personnel and ability to complete projects on time and within budget parameters.  The Board may provide and seek references in addition to the client references provided by the Bidder, as it deems necessary.  NOTE - Negative responses from references may be cause for the Bidder’s submittal to be deemed non-responsive and may result in the rejection of the Bidder’s submittal.

Prospective contractors must possess a minimum of 10 years experience and have worked on a minimum of 5 projects on the investigation and remedy of landfill gas migration from developed disposal sites.  Investigation includes the preparation, coordination and implementation of work plans for subsurface landfill gas investigations, the installation of gas monitoring probes and gas screening, sampling and analysis activities   Remediation includes the preparation, coordination and implementation of work plans for passive and active gas control systems as well as continuous monitoring, vapor barriers and automatic ventilation systems for structures.  Knowledge and expertise in the field of landfill gas monitoring systems at closed, illegal, and abandoned sites is required.  Experience working with governmental agencies (local, state and federal) on issues involving closed, illegal, and abandoned sites related to landfill gas monitoring and migration issues is mandatory.  Extensive knowledge of permitting, compliance, design, planning, engineering, construction, and risk assessment as they relate to solid waste facilities is a necessity.

Instructors chosen to present the training must possess the expertise in the area they are instructing in order to field questions from trainees and elaborate on details of case studies and other course materials.  

Instructors should have an excellent, working knowledge of the subject and be able to clearly articulate ideas and concepts related to the subject of landfill gas monitoring and control as well as facilitate discussions on developing strategies for gas investigations and remediation.

Resumes of key personnel assigned to work on the project must be included in the bid package.  Additionally, a sample syllabus on any course developed by the contractor may be included as an example of curriculum development experience. 

J. USE OF CALIFORNIA WASTE TIRES

Unless otherwise provided for in the resulting Agreement, in the event the Contractor and/or Subcontractor(s) purchases waste tires or waste-tire derived products for the performance of this Agreement, only California waste tires and California waste tire-derived products shall be used.  As a condition of payment under the Agreement, the Contractor must provide documentation substantiating the source of the tire materials used during the performance of the Agreement to the Contract Manager.

K. SUBCONTRACTORS

All subcontractors identified shall be experts in their respective disciplines and capable of performing the tasks for which they were hired.  Said subcontractors shall be subject to the same client reference requirements as the prime Bidder (Attachment F).  Subcontractors shall have extensive experience in their area of expertise, with particular emphasis on prior experience on similar programs or projects that clearly illustrate their expertise in areas essential to the Board.  The Board may request substitution of subcontractor(s) if it deems necessary for the successful completion of the project.

If the Agreement is awarded, the successful Bidder must use the Small Business and DVBE subcontractor(s) and/or supplier(s) identified in the Small Business/DVBE Participation Summary, Attachment D, submitted with the Bid Submittal, unless the Contractor requests substitution in writing to the Board prior to the subcontractor performing any work and the Board approves such substitution.

L. LICENSES AND PERMITS

Where applicable, pursuant to California Business and Profession Code Section 7028.15, Contractor shall be an individual or firm licensed to do business in California.  Contractor shall obtain at his/her expense all appropriate license(s) and permit(s) required by law for accomplishing any work required in connection with this Agreement.  Bidder shall submit with his/her bid:  

1. Bidder’s state license number, 

2. License expiration date, and 

3. Certification, under penalty or perjury, of accuracy of items (1) and (2) above.  

Failure to provide the appropriate license(s) and permit(s), when applicable to perform this work, by the bid opening date will be grounds for finding the bid non-responsive. 

In the event any license(s) and/or permit(s) expire at any time during the term of this Agreement, Contractor agrees to provide the Board with a copy of the renewed license(s) and/or permit(s) within 30 days following the expiration date.  In the event the Contractor fails to keep in effect at all times all required license(s) and permit(s), the Board may, in addition to any other remedies it may have, terminate this Agreement upon occurrence of such event.

M. ADDENDA

The Board reserves the right to amend, alter or change the rules and conditions contained in the IFB prior to the deadline for submission of bids.  Addenda will be made available on the Board’s Contract Unit’s website at www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts and sent to those on the current mailing list.  Subsequent addenda must be followed.  The mailing list includes those who have requested a copy of this IFB, those who attended the Bidders Information Conference (if applicable), and those who submitted questions to this IFB by the deadline identified in the Schedule.  If a Bidder is not certain that they have all addenda to this IFB, contact the Contracts Unit at the contact information provided in Section I, Subsection A, General Information.

If a bidder discovers any ambiguity, conflict, discrepancy, omission, or other error in the IFB, it will immediately notify the State of such error in writing and request modification or clarification.  If modifications to the IFB are required, they will be made by addenda as described above.  The addenda will be given to all parties who have been furnished the IFB without divulging the source of the query.  

SECTION III

MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

A. CALIFORNIA TAXPAYER AND SHAREHOLDER PROTECTION ACT OF 2003

This solicitation and any resulting contract are subject to all requirements as set forth in Part 2 of Division 2 of the Public Contract Code Section 10286 et seq. which includes, but is not limited to, providing written submission of a declaration stating that the supplier is eligible to contract with the State of California pursuant to statutory requirements.  Failure of the supplier to comply with and provide information, when requested by the awarding department within the time indicated, will cause the supplier’s bid response to be considered non-responsive and their bid will be rejected.

B. CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE
When required, Contractor must provide: 1) a Certificate of Insurance insuring the State of California, and 2) verification of Worker’s Compensation insurance.  

Said Certificate of Insurance shall provide minimum liability coverage of $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury or property damage combined.  The successful bidder must provide the Certificate of Insurance to the Board within ten (10) days after notification of the Board’s intent to award the contract to said successful bidder.  The contract will not be fully executed nor can work begin unless said Certificate of Insurance is provided to the Board. 

The Certificate of Insurance shall include the following terms and conditions:

1. The State of California, its officers, agents and employees shall be included as additional insured.

2. The dates of inception and expiration of coverage shall be specified.

3. The total amount of coverage for bodily injury and property damage combined shall be a minimum of $1,000,000 per occurrence.   Coverage shall not include a deductible feature.

4. A 30-day written notice shall be provided to the State of California prior to termination of said policy.

5. The State of California is not liable for the payment of premiums or assessments on said policy.

6. The insurance coverage shall be on an occurrence basis only.

In the event the Certificate of Insurance should expire or be cancelled during the term of this Agreement, Contractor agrees to provide, at least thirty (30) days prior to said expiration or cancellation, a new Certificate of Insurance evidencing coverage, as provided for herein, for not less than one (1) year or for the remainder of the contractual agreement, whichever is greater.

The Certificate of Insurance must be mailed to the Board’s Contracts Unit to the address specified in Section I, Subsection A, General Information.

C. CHILD SUPPORT COMPLIANCE ACT

The Contractor acknowledges that:

1. the Contractor recognizes the importance of child and family support obligations and shall fully comply with all applicable state and federal laws relating to child and family support enforcement, including, but not limited to, disclosure of information and compliance with earnings assignment orders, as provided in Chapter 8 (commencing with Section 5200) of Part 5 of Division 9 of the Family Code; and

2. the Contractor, to the best of his knowledge is fully complying with the earnings assignment orders of all employees and is providing the names of all employees to the New Hire Registry maintained by the California Employment Development Department.

D. DOMESTIC PARTNERS

Pursuant to Public Contract Code Section 10295.3, no state agency may enter into any contract executed or amended after January 1, 2007, for the acquisition of goods or services in the amount of $100,000 or more with a contractor who, in the provision of benefits, discriminates between employees with spouses and employees with domestic partners, or discriminates between domestic partners and spouses of those employees.  In addition, for any contracts executed or amended, or bids received, on or after July 1, 2004 and prior to January 1, 2007, a contractor may require an employee to pay the cost of providing additional benefits that are offered to comply with this section.

E. ELECTRONIC WASTE RECYCLING
This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be subject to all requirements as set forth in: 1) Article 10.3 (commencing with Section 25214.9) to Chapter 6.5 of Division 20 of the Health and Safety Code and Article 4 (commencing with Section 41516) to Chapter 3.5 of Part 2, and 2) Chapter 8.5 (commencing with Section 42460) to Part 3 of Division 30 of the Public Resources Code.

These requirements include but are not limited to:

1. Submission of written certification submitted with bidder’s solicitation that the supplier (or agents, subsidiaries, partners, joint ventures and subcontractors) is in compliance with the provisions of PRC Chapter 8.5, electronic waste recycling, or

2. Demonstration by the bidder at bid submission that this Chapter is inapplicable to all lines of business engaged by the supplier, (or related agents, subsidiaries, partners, joint ventures and subcontractors).

Failure to comply with and provide information when requested will cause the supplier’s bid response to be considered non-responsive and their bid will be rejected.

F. ENTERPRISE ZONE ACT (EZA)

The Enterprise Zone Act (EZA) program provides that California-based companies may be granted a preference when bidding on State agreements in excess of $100,000 for services if the business site is located in designated geographic areas.  This program is designed to stimulate business and employment in geographic areas determined to be economically distressed, with areas of high unemployment.  The Department of General Services, Procurement Division, Dispute Resolution and Preference Program Section administers this program and provides necessary resource information.  Questions regarding this preference should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4609.      

100% of the contracted work to be performed under this contract shall be performed at a qualifying work site.  The home base of the company must be in the State of California.  The percentage of preference associated with the work site is a total of five percent (5%).  An additional preference of one to four percent is available if the contractor agrees to perform the contract with persons with a high risk of unemployment, depending on the percentage of work force as follows:



1% Preference
=
5 to 9% Hired



2% Preference
=
10 to 14% Hired



3% Preference
=
15 to 19% Hired



4% Preference
=
20 or more % Hired

The highest preference that can be given is 9% up to $50,000.  The maximum combined preferences of EZA plus Target Area Contract Preference Act (TACPA) plus Small Business shall be 15% up to $100,000.  

In order for the EZA preference to be considered, Bidder must complete the Std. 831 form (Attachment H) certifying that the contract work will be performed as specified and include the completed form with their bid by the specified due date.

G. LOCAL AGENCY MILITARY BASE RECOVER AREA (LAMBRA)
Government Code Section 7118 provides that California-based companies may be granted a preference when bidding on State agreements in excess of $100,000 for services if the business site is located in a local military base area as specified by the Trade and Commerce Agency.  The Department of General Services, Procurement Division, Dispute Resolution and Preference Program Section administers this program and provides necessary resource information.  Questions regarding this preference should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4609.  In order for the LAMBRA preference to be considered, Bidder must complete the Std. 832 form (Attachment I) certifying that the contract work will be performed as specified and include the completed form with their bid by the specified due date.

H. NEGOTIATING STATE CONTRACTS

This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be subject to all requirements set forth in amended Public Contract Code Section 6611.  The Department of General Services (DGS) may perform contract negotiation, relative to contracts for goods, services, information technology and telecommunications, if it is determined to be in the State’s best interest based on meeting the criteria identified within the PCC 6611.

I. NONDISCRIMINATION COMPLIANCE STATEMENT
The prospective contractor must be an Equal Opportunity Employer and must be willing to comply with State Fair Employment Practices.  The required signature on the Contractor Certification (Attachment B) shall constitute a certification under penalty of perjury under the laws of the State of California that you have, unless exempted, complied with the nondiscrimination program requirements of Government Code Section 12990 and of California Code of Regulations, Title 2, Section 8103.

J. RECYCLED CONTENT

During the term of the resulting Agreement, the awarded contractor shall certify in writing under penalty of perjury, the minimum, if not exact, percentage of recycled content, both post consumer waste and secondary waste as defined in the Public Contract Code, Sections 12161 and 12200, in materials, goods, or supplies offered or products used in the performance of the Agreement, regardless of whether the product meets the required recycled product percentage as defined in the Public Contract Code, Sections 12161 and 12200.  Contractor may certify that the product contains zero recycled content. (PCC 10233, 10308.5, 10354).   The Recycled Content Certification form used for this purpose can be obtained either from the Contract Manager or from our website at: http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts/forms.

K. RECYCLED-CONTENT PRODUCT PURCHASING  

In the performance of the resulting Agreement, the contractor shall purchase recycled-content products as set forth in PCC §§ 12150 et seq., the State Assistance for Recycling (STAR) Markets Act of 1989 (also known as the State Agency Buy Recycled Campaign). These minimum recycled-content requirements are listed on the back of the Recycled-Content Certification form.  The Recycled Content Certification form can be obtained either from the Contract Manager or from our website at: http://www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts/forms.  For assistance in locating recycled-content products, please contact the Board’s Contract Manager.

L. SMALL BUSINESS PREFERENCE

California Government Code Sections 14835 et seq. require that a five (5%) percent preference be given to bidders who qualify as a small business or who certify that they will subcontract 25% of the total bid cost to a California certified Small Business.  The rules and regulations of this law, including the definition of a small business, are contained in Title 2, California Code of Regulations, Sections 1896 et seq.  A copy of the regulations is available upon request from the State of California, Office of Small Business and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise Certification (OSDC).  

To claim the Small Business preference, which may not exceed $50,000 for any bid, the small business firm must have its principal place of business located in California and must be formally certified by the OSDC.  Questions regarding the preference approval should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4940.

All Bidders claiming the Small Business preference must submit a complete application for certification to the OSDC by 5 p.m. on the final filing date of the IFB.  If you have received approval from the OSDC verifying your small business status, please submit a copy of their certification approval notice with your bid submittal.  In addition, Bidder shall identify any subcontractors that are certified small business and may enclose a copy of their OSDC certification approval letter(s) with your submittal of the bid.

M. SWEATFREE CODE OF CONDUCT

This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be subject to all applicable requirements as set forth in Public Contract Code Section 6108, which includes, but is not limited to, providing written certification of compliance issued by the Department of Industrial Relations.  The successful bidder must provide the signed Sweatfree Code of Conduct compliance certification to the Board within ten (10) days after notification of the Board’s intent to award the contract to said successful bidder.  The contract will not be fully executed nor can work begin unless said certification is provided to the Board. 

N. TARGET AREA CONTRACT PREFERENCE ACT (TACPA)


The Target Area Contract Preference Act (TACPA) program provides that California-based companies may be granted a preference when bidding on State agreements in excess of $100,000 for services if the business site is located in a designated geographic area.  This program is designed to stimulate business and employment in geographic areas determined to be economically distressed, with areas of high unemployment.  The Department of General Services, Procurement Division, Dispute Resolution and Preference Program Section administers this program and provides necessary resource information.  Questions regarding this preference should be directed to that office at (916) 375-4609.  

To qualify for this preference, 100% of the work to be performed under this contract shall be performed at a qualifying work site.  The home base of the company must be in the State of California.  The percentage of preference associated with the work site is a total of five percent (5%).  An additional preference of one to four percent is available if the contractor agrees to perform the contract with persons with a high risk of unemployment, depending on the percentage of work force as follows:

The highest preference that can be given is 9% up to $50,000.  The maximum combined preferences of TACPA plus EZA plus Small Business shall be 15% up to $100,000.  

In order for the TACPA preference to be considered, Bidder must complete the Std. 830 form

(Attachment G) certifying that the contract work will be performed as specified and include the completed form with their bid by the specified due date.  

O. UNRELIABLE LIST

Any contractor currently on the CIWMB Unreliable List is ineligible to apply for this contract. Proposed subcontractors currently on the CIWMB Unreliable List are ineligible to participate in this contract.

P. USE TAX COLLECTION
 
This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be subject to all requirements as set forth in Section 6487, 7101 and Sections 6452.1, 6487.3, 18510 of the Revenue and Taxation Code, and Section 10295.1 of the Public Contract Code requiring suppliers to provide a copy of their reseller’s permit or certification of registration and, if applicable, the permit or certification of all participating affiliates, issued by California’s State Board of Equalization.  Effective January 1, 2004, awarding departments must obtain, prior to award, copies of the permits or certifications from the proposed awardee.  Failure of the supplier to comply by supplying the required permit or certification of registration will cause the supplier’s bid response to be considered non-responsive and their bid rejected.  Unless otherwise specified in this solicitation, a copy of the reseller’s permit or certification of registration must be supplied within ten (10) days after notification of the Board’s intent to award the contract to said successful bidder.

SECTION IV

SMALL BUSINESS AND DISABLED VETERANS BUSINESS ENTERPRISE

PARTICIPATION REQUIREMENTS

A. DISABLED VETERANS BUSINESS ENTERPRISE PARTICIPATION
As required by California Public Contract Code Section 10115, et seq. this Agreement has participation goals of three percent (3%) of the total bid cost for Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE).  Any business used to meet the DVBE participation requirements must be certified by the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise Certification (OSDC).  No DVBE can be counted towards participation unless it is so certified.  Questions concerning the DVBE Participation Program and certification processes should be directed to the OSDC at (916) 375-4400.  

To be eligible for certification, a business must: 

1. Be at least 51% owned by one or more disabled veterans; 

2. Have its daily business operations managed and controlled by one or more disabled veterans (the disabled veteran(s) who manages and controls the business is not required to be the disabled veteran business owner(s)); and 

3. Have its home office located in the U.S. (the home office cannot be a branch or subsidiary of a foreign corporation, foreign firm, or other foreign based business). 

For certification purposes, a "disabled veteran":

1. Is a veteran of the U.S. military, naval, or air service; 

2. Has a service-connected disability of at least 10% or more; and 

3. Must be a California resident.

In order to be responsive, the Bidder must satisfy this DVBE participation requirement by one of the three options listed below:

1. Meet or exceed the participation goals by committing to use DVBE for not less than three percent of the contract amount, or
2. Make a good faith effort to meet the goals, or
3. Partially meet the goals and document the Bidder’s good faith efforts to meet them completely.

The Bidder’s DVBE information shall establish that the DVBE goals will be met or that a “good faith effort” to meet the goals has been made.  A Bidder shall be deemed to have made a “good faith effort” only upon submission of the completed Demonstration of Good Faith Efforts form (Attachment E), including all required documentary evidence.  

Compliance with DVBE requirements is accomplished by completing Attachments D and/or Attachment E (Attachment E required only if less than 3% DVBE participation is identified on Attachment D) in accordance with the instructions on the attachments and the above guidance.  Failure to include properly completed DVBE documentation will result in disqualification from further participation in the selection process.

For the successful bidder, DVBE requirements will continue for the life of the Agreement.  Any commitment to DVBE participation identified in the successful bidder’s submittal may not be substituted or modified without prior written approval from the Board.  The State or its designees will have the right to audit records pertaining to DVBE utilization and efforts made to comply with these DVBE requirements.

B. SMALL BUSINESS PARTICIPATION
The Board expects that a percentage of the total contract amount will be contracted with a certified small business.  Any business used to meet the small business requirements must be certified or have certification pending with the Department of General Services, Office of Small Business and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise Certification (OSDC).  To be certified as a Small Business, a firm must have its principal place of business located in California and meet other certification criteria. This contract’s Small Business participation may apply to a combined effort of the prime contractor and any sub-contractors.  Attachment D must be completed and submitted with the IFB package documenting the Small Business participation.  

Compliance with SB requirements is accomplished by completing Attachments D and/or Attachment E (Attachment E required only if less than 25% SB participation is identified on Attachment D) in accordance with the instructions on the attachments and the above guidance.  Failure to include properly completed SB documentation will result in disqualification from further participation in the selection process.

C. SMALL BUSINESS AND DVBE COMMERCIALLY USEFUL FUNCTIONS
This solicitation and any resulting contract shall be subject to all requirements as set forth in amended: 1) Government Code Sections 14837, 14838.6, 14839, 14842, 14842.5; and 2) the Military and Veterans Code Sections 999, 999.6.

These amended code sections in part redefine the requirements to qualify as a California Certified Small Business, Microbusiness and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise.  Effective January 1, 2004, the aforementioned companies must perform a commercially useful function to be eligible for award.  The bill also adds to the definition of a DVBE that the qualifying disabled veteran be “domiciled” in California.  Failure of the supplier to comply with the definition and detailed requirements for providing a commercially useful function will cause the supplier’s bid response to be considered non-responsive and their bid rejected.  Contractors found to be in violation of certain provisions contained within these codes may be subject to loss of certification, penalties and contract cancellation.  Additional information relating to the small business and disabled veteran business programs is available on the internet at: www.pd.dgs.ca.gov/smbus. 
SECTION V

EVALUATION AND SELECTION

A.
FAILURE TO FULFILL MINIMUM BID REQUIREMENTS

To be responsive, a bidder must comply with all minimum bid requirements set forth in Sections I, II, III and IV.  Any bids modifying the conditions or specifications of this IFB may be rejected. Immaterial deviations may be waived by the State.

B.
SELECTION PROCESS

Bids will be opened publicly at the time set for the bid opening. No bid will be considered unless it is prepared and submitted on the Bid Price Submittal (Attachment A).  The Agreement will be awarded to the lowest responsible bidder that is responsive to this IFB.  

A qualified bidder who claims the small business preference and is certified as a small business, or certifies that they will subcontract at least 25% of the total bid cost to a certified small business, will be granted a preference consisting of 5 percent of the lowest responsive bid, if that lowest bid has been submitted by a bidder who is not certified as a small business.  If, after deduction of the 5 percent preference from a certified small business bidder’s bid, the bid is equal to or less than the lowest responsive bid, the bid will be awarded to the certified small business.  The 5 percent preference is used only for computation purposes to a maximum of $50,000, to determine the lowest responsive bidder and does not alter the amounts of the resulting Agreement.  An Agreement awarded by reason of the 5 percent preference is awarded for the amount of the small business firm's actual bid.

C.
GROUNDS FOR REJECTION

A bid shall be rejected if:

1. The bid is received at any time after the exact time and date set for receipt of bids;

2. The Bid Price Submittal is unsigned;

3. The Bid Price Submittal is not prepared as required by the IFB;

4. The Bidder has been decertified from contracting with the State by the Department of Fair Employment and Housing;

5. The Bidder has received a substantive negative contract performance evaluation from the State of California;

6. The Bidder does not meet the SB and DVBE participation goals or provide a good faith effort;

7. The bid is conditional, incomplete or contains any irregularities; or 

8. Required license(s) and permit(s) information is not submitted with the bid. 

All bids may be rejected whenever the determination is made that the bids received are not really competitive, when the cost is not reasonable, or when the cost exceeds the amount expected.  No bid may be rejected arbitrarily or without reasonable cause.

D.
AWARD OF STANDARD AGREEMENT
1. Award of the Agreement, if it is awarded, shall be to the lowest responsible bidder meeting all the bid requirements.  The Board reserves the right to not award a contract.
2. Upon completion of the evaluation of acceptable bids, if the lowest bidder is determined to be non-compliant and if the Agreement is to be awarded to another bidder, the Board must notify the lowest bidder of its’ intent at least five (5) working days before making the award.  

E.
PROTEST OF AWARD

1.
Upon receipt of written request from any bidder, the Board will post a public notice of intent to award the contract on the Board’s Contracts website at: www.ciwmb.ca.gov/contracts and in the Environmental Services Center at the California Environmental Protection Agency’s headquarters building located at 1001 “I” Street, Sacramento, CA 95814.


2.
If a Bidder chooses to protest the intent to award:

a. The protest must be filed with the Board and the Department of General Services (DGS) after notice of intent to award the Agreement, but before the actual award.  

b. The Agreement award is delayed when the protest is received by DGS and the Board, and will not be awarded until the protest is withdrawn or DGS has rendered a decision.

c. A detailed, written statement of protest, including the IFB number, should be submitted to both of the following:

d. Protests may be sent by regular mail, fax, courier or personal delivery.  Protestants should include their fax numbers if they have one.

e. After filing a protest, the protestant has five calendar days to file a detailed written statement of the protest grounds if the original protest did not contain the complete grounds for the protest.

f. If no protest is filed with the Board or DGS within five (5) working days of the date of the notice of intent to award, the Agreement shall be awarded to the proposed bidder.

SECTION VI

MISCELLANEOUS

A.
INFORMATION

All information obtained or produced during the course of work shall be made available to the Board for its use, as it may so be determined.

B.
COMMITMENT

This IFB does not commit the Board to award an Agreement or to pay any costs incurred in preparation of a bid responding to this IFB. The Board reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids received as a result of this IFB, to negotiate with any qualified source, or to cancel this IFB in whole or in part.  

If the lowest responsive bidder fails to enter into a satisfactory Agreement within a reasonable period of time after the award, the Board may deem the bidder to have rejected the award.  At that point, the Board may disqualify the awardee and award the Agreement to the next lowest responsive bidder.  The Executive Director will determine what is a reasonable period of time for the selected bidder to enter into the Agreement.  

C.
TERMINATION

The Board has the authority and express right to terminate any Agreement awarded under this IFB at any time during the term of the contract for any reason or if the Board finds that the Contractor's work is negligent, not satisfactory, or not in accordance with the Agreement requirements.  

D.
START OF WORK

Once the final Agreement award is made, work will not begin until the Agreement is fully executed, approved by the Department of General Services, as applicable and written authorization has been received from the Board.  

SECTION VII

SCOPE OF WORK

Landfill Gas Monitoring and Control Strategies at Developed Sites Training
I.
INTRODUCTION/OBJECTIVES
The purpose of this contract is to provide “Landfill Gas Monitoring and Control Strategies at Developed Sites” training to LEA inspectors, CIWMB inspectors, and regulated parties throughout California.  This training is appropriate for inspectors that deal with already developed CIA disposal sites that have been identified as having or are suspected of having landfill gas issues.

II.
WORK TO BE PERFORMED

The training will be a two-day course conducted at two venues in California for approximately 50-60 attendees per course.  One location will be in Orange County and the second will be in Alameda County.  The class hours are from 8:30 am to 4:00 pm, both days.  The target dates for the two classes are January 2006. The format for the two-day classes will be lecture style with some interactive exercises and tests for attendees to engage in during the training.  The contractor will provide and collect a course evaluation to be completed by attendees upon conclusion of the course and administer certificates of completion to each trainee.  

The contractor’s role and responsibilities begin by developing the course content based closely on the course outline contained in this IFB (See Task 1a).  Some flexibility will be allowed for modifications to the prepared outline should the potential contractor have recommendations for useful topics/subtopics that are not identified in the existing outline. Course materials, i.e., curriculum and presentations, will be developed by the contractor and submitted for CIWMB approval.  Upon approval of the content by the CIWMB, the contractor shall develop the two-day agenda for approval by the CIWMB.  Duplication of all course materials is the responsibility of the contractor.  The contractor is responsible for conducting the training using its own instructors, except for the training topics for which the CIWMB will provide its own instructors as identified in the course outline (see Task 1a, F.2 and G).  All necessary equipment to conduct the training, such as laptop(s), projectors, easels, etc., is the responsibility of the contractor.   The CIWMB shall secure the training facilities and coordinate with on-site support personnel and the contractor to facilitate finalizing class and audio/visual (AV) logistics.  Additionally, CIWMB will handle all enrollment duties and shall keep the contractor apprised of the status of registration.  Upon conclusion of the two classes, the contractor shall tabulate and summarize the attendees’ evaluations and prepare a final report to the CIWMB summarizing the attendance at each venue and general observations about the two classes.  Finally, the contractor is required to provide two sets in hard copy of the course materials and electronic copies in the requested format to the CIWMB.  

The following section provides a breakdown of the major tasks, deliverables and desired completion dates for the project.  

III.
TASKS IDENTIFIED

Task 1:
Training Preparation 

The contractor, in consultation with CIWMB staff regarding scope and content of the course, will develop all course materials for presentation at two training classes. The course materials shall be developed for use in a lecture format (PowerPoint presentation) with an accompanying handout for attendees to use for note-taking. Additional course materials will include a capstone group exercise that will allow attendees to go through the process of siting gas monitoring probes, specifying their construction, and developing a monitoring and analytical schedule.  A test to assess attendees’ comprehension of the presented information is required, as well as trainee course evaluations and certificates of course completion. 

Task 1a:
Develop and obtain approval on course materials based upon the following course outline.  

A)
Background & Introduction.   Provide background information regarding the number of disposal sites in California that have development or are in the process of being developed.  The information presented to attendees should include the number of CIA disposal sites with landfill gas collection and control systems and the number of CIA disposal sites without systems.
B) Provide a short summary of federal and state regulations related to gas monitoring and control at closed disposal sites, e.g.  Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Subtitle D, Title 27 California Code of Regulations (CCR) Section 20920, South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) Sections 1150.1 & 2.

C) Provide a summary of Gas Monitoring Network Standards (probe construction, placement). 
D) Provide a summary of Gas Control Methods, e.g. subsurface barriers, active well-field and perimeter collection, passive venting, etc. 

E) Advanced Gas Monitoring and Control Topics:

1) Best practices for designing and implementing gas monitoring networks at a site to determine gas migration conditions and explain design deficiencies in earlier systems, e.g. Air SWAT probes, SCAQMD compliance probes, and why these systems may not detect landfill gas at depths greater than 15 feet.  Include discussion of available options for designing a monitoring probe network where the waste footprint has close property boundary characteristics.
2) Best practices for assessing data quality for gas monitoring data and the importance of time-trend data to justify the implementation of gas remedies by a responsible party. Provide tools or techniques on how to correctly interpret collected field data.
3) Present information on best practices for investigating the waste extents (both lateral and vertical) at a site, given property subdivision and development (structures, pavement, landscaping, etc), to ensure that gas monitoring probes are placed outside the waste prism and gas samples collected from the monitoring network are representative of gas movement in surrounding soil.  This discussion should include the information linkage between accurate delineation of waste footprint and the design of an effective LFG control system.
4) Present best management practices on analysis of, and identifying characteristics of landfill gas (methane) from other sources of combustible gas such as utility, biogenic (swamp), and petrogenic (petroleum deposits) sources. 

5) Present best management practices on designing and implementing gas control remedies for maximum effectiveness.   Be able to identify the feasibility criteria, advantages and disadvantages of subsurface barrier systems, passive venting, active interior well-field extraction, active perimeter well-field extraction, gas-to-energy, surface emission control and Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) control.   

6) Provide best management practices in troubleshooting and correcting/upgrading existing gas control systems.  Go through potential problems with existing systems such as poor maintenance of blower and flare station, blocked headers due to settlement, improper system flow balance, poor operating and maintenance documentation, etc.   Go through potential problems with barrier trenches, such as not constructing the trench to the depth of waste, or not considering lithologic and hydrogeologic conditions.  

7) Provide best management practices for designing and implementing Continuous Gas Monitoring, vapor barriers, and automatic ventilation control for Structures and utility corridors on or near landfills.

8) Discussion on the impacts of surface development and diurnal variations in atmospheric pressure.
F)
Assist with the presentation of at least three (3) case studies.  The case studies should all be dissimilar, i.e., each should have its own unique conditions, limitations and challenges, and should illustrate aspects from the outline subtopics.

Task 1c:
Coordinate with all presenters to assure proper flow and time limits for each presentation.

· Review and verify course content with all presenters to ensure that their presentations are properly incorporated into the training.

· Coordination of presentation logistics with presenters.

Completion Deadline(s):  One month prior to first training class.

Task 1d:  Duplicate course materials. 

Deliverables:

· Copies of all course materials for attendees.

· Copy of course materials on CD.

Completion Deadline(s):  Copies of materials shall be ready for distribution on the first day of the first training. 

Task 1e:  Coordinate with CIWMB and training site personnel on classroom logistics.

Deliverables:

· Confirm each training site has proper amenities.

· Verify compatibility of AV specifications.

Completion Deadline(s):

It is the contractor’s responsibility to confirm with CIWMB two months prior to the scheduled training that all classroom logistics have been arranged and are compatible.  This will allow ample time to find an alternate training site if unforeseen problems are identified and to notify attendees of the training location. 

Task 2:  Conduct Training Classes

The contractor, with participation by presenters identified by CIWMB, shall conduct two 2-day classes at two California venues for up to 60 attendees per venue.  Class hours will be 8:30 am – 4:00 pm with a one hour lunch break.  The contractor shall provide their own presentation equipment, such as a laptop computer and projector.  To the extent possible, utilization of built-in components at training facilities will be arranged through the joint coordination of the contractor, venue site staff, and CIWMB staff. 

Task 2a:  Conduct two 2-day training sessions.

Deliverables: 

· Provide instructor(s) for two 2-day classes in the specified locations.

· Provide course materials as described in Task 1.

Completion Deadline(s):

· January 25-26, 2006.

· Second date in January or February 2006 to be determined.

All RCPs purchased or charged/billed to the CIWMB to fulfill the requirements of the contract shall have both the total recycled-content (TRC) and the postconsumer content (PC) clearly identified on the products.  Specific requirements for the aforementioned purchases and identification are discussed in the Terms and Conditions of the Contractual Agreement under Recycled-Content Product Purchasing and Certification.

The Contractor should, at a minimum, ensure that the following issues are addressed, as applicable to the services provided:

WRITTEN DOCUMENT PROVISION

All documents and/or reports drafted for publication by or for the Board in accordance with this contract shall adhere to the Board’s Guidelines for Preparing CIWMB Reports (available upon request) and shall be reviewed by the Board’s Contract Manager in consultation with one of the Board’s editors.  

In addition, these documents and/or reports shall be printed double-sided on one hundred percent (100%) recycled-content paper. CONFERENCING PROVISION

The contractor shall take any and all steps necessary to make sure that the event is a model for future recycling, waste prevention, diversion, buy recycled, and waste management events.

7118 et seq., and California Code of Regulations, Title 2,
Section 1896.100. et seq.

Other Bidding Preference Programs

In addition to the LAMBRA Act, the State has other
bidding preference programs for which you might qualify:

TACPA - Target Area Contract Preference Aot (up to a 9%
bidding preference)

EZA Enterprise Zone Act (up to 9% bidding preference)

Small Business - Certified small businesses in California
can receive a 5% bidding preference.

A non-certified small business that claims any combination
of EZA, TACPA or LAMBRA preferences cannot use
these preferences to displace a certified small business.

How the Bidding Preference Works

The LAMBRA bidding preference that you qualify for is
used only for bid solicitation purposes, to a maximum of
$50,000. The preference does not alter the amount of the
resulting contract.

bi3 o qualify for more than one bidding preference (EZA,
TACPA, LAMBRA, Small Business) the maximum
preference allowed by law is 15% or $100,000.
Reporting Requirements

Fims receiving LAMBRA preferences must report their
labor hours. Reference the state contract on which you are
bidding for specific reporting requirements.

Preference Request on Reverse

Section 1: Bnter the solicitation number and the name of
the state department or agency offering the solicitation.

Section 2: Bnter the requested information for
1) he bidding firm, and ) al firms with whom the bidder
will be subcontracting to perform the work required to
complete this bid. You must list all fimms, including the
manufacturer, if applicable, not just those requesting
worksite preference.

Firm's role in this bid: Enter the appropriate description
indicating what job the listed firm will perform.

Military Base Recovery Area Name: See instructions
above on “How to Identify LAMBRA Locations.”

Labor Hours Estimated: For each firm listed, estimate the
total labor hours to be performed. Total the estimated
‘hours for each firm and enter them into the box labeled
“Total Labor Hours Estimated.”

Criteria:

A: The firm is located in a California designated
LAMBRA.

B: The firm will establish a worksite in a California
designated LAMBRA.

C: GOODS ONLY. The firm will purchase the contract
goods from the manufacturer(s) located in a LAMBRA.
