To the Request For Qualifications (RFQ)

The beginning of SOQ Section B has been revised to read as follows:

Current Class A, General Engineering Contractor’s license with a Hazardous Substance Removal Certification (HAZ) issued within the State of California is required.  Complete the following:

The "Licenses and Certifications Subsection on page 16 has been revised to read as follows:

The Contractor shall be an individual or firm licensed to do business in California.  Required documentation includes the following as applicable:  

· A copy of the Proposer’s county/city issued license with proof of expiration date, must be included with the Proposal submittal.

· Additionally, pursuant to the California Business and Professions Code, for services of a “professional” nature requiring a professional license issued by the CA Department of Consumer Affairs, Proposers must submit a copy of a Current Class A, General Engineering Contractor’s license with a Hazardous Substance Removal Certification (HAZ) issued within the State of California.
· HAZWOPR Certifications for all proposed Site Superintendents.

The following questions were submitted in response to the RFQ and answers to each follow the question.

Q1. Can you please provide the name of the current firm that holds this contract?

A1. The current firm that holds the Northern CA contract is A.J. Diani Construction Company, Inc. (A.J. Diani).  Pursuant to the California Public Records Act, copies of the current contracts for both Northern and Southern California will be posted as an Addendum to this RFQ at a later date.  The CIWMB will hold information deemed confidential by the contractors to the extent allowable by the California Public Records Act and the Public Contract Code.

Q2. Section V of the RFQ provides a Description of Work under this contract and then goes on to list the types of work.  On page 23, number 14 reads that the contractor's work may include:  "Completing environmental/engineering studies".  As a remediation contractor, we may need to ID a subcontractor to provide support on this type of work.  Would you be more specific as to what the Board is looking for in a response to address this work activity?

A2. The Contractor may be required to provide limited engineering assistance for surveying and basic grading and drainage design. To expedite remediation efforts the Contractor may provide assistance to CIWMB staff or the Program engineering services Consultant in the form of labor, equipment, and/or other support necessary to complete limited environmental/engineering studies.

Q3. The RFQ calls for remediation services, can you tell me if the contract calls for the use of Geosynthetic liners for remediation pads or covers.

A3.
Geosynthetic liners have not been used in previous remediation projects undertaken by the Solid Waste Cleanup Program, and they are not expected to be required for projects under this Contract.
Q4. On the Project Experience form, page SOQ-6, there isn't any room for a project narrative or photos, may we attached a full project description in addition to completing the form?

Q5. On page 24, the requirement for payment and performance bonds for each site cleanup is referenced.  Because you may have engineering/consulting firms bidding as prime contractors with “yellow iron” construction companies participating as subcontractors, it is possible that the prime contractors may not have in-house bonding capabilities, while the subcontractor in this case will.  Is it satisfactory for subcontractors to provide this surety for each project site, rather than the prime, so long as the surety instrument (the bonds) are properly written to protect the project/site owner?

Please keep in mind that the contractor is responsible for the fulfillment of the contract and to perform, with its own organization, not less than 50 percent of the contract price.  The contractor is required to obtain and submit the necessary bonds.  Bonds from subcontractors will not be accepted as meeting the requirement.
Q6. Section VI-Cost and Payment Provisions, Labor Rates, is confusing.  Is the following calculation for the hourly billing rate we will charge the IWMB for our work acceptable?  Billing Rate equals Actual Direct Wage paid employee ($30.00 per hour) plus indirects and overheads (3.0 times direct wage) plus profit (1.33 times employee cost).  EG….Billing Rate=($30.00)(3.0)(1.33)= $119.70; therefore, use $120.00 per hour. 

If this methodology is not acceptable, please provide an example of the proposed hourly compensation method that will be used by the IWMB to pay us for our work.

See the following Table for example calculation for prevailing wage workers. Prevailing wage workers basic hourly rates and miscellaneous payments are set by union negotiations and are listed by the Department of Industrial Relations.  The markup is to be negotiated, but not to exceed 33 percent.
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All other terms, conditions, and requirements of this RFQ will remain the same.
