» how environmental changes affected the family (jobs and health)

=« decisions the family must make to survive

» What decision(s) you think they will make and why

=« What has your city done to solve the problems?

After your presentation, the other cities’ planners will have two minutes to
ask your team questions about your city.

You may use any notes or visual aids you wish during your presentation.
