	I.  description
	The statue requires manufacturers of covered devices to provide consumer guidance regarding opportunities to manage those devices at the end of their useful life.

	II.  relevent statute
	Section #:  PRC 42465

	
	On and after July 1, 2004, it shall be unlawful to sell a covered electronic device to a consumer in this state unless the board or department determines that the manufacturer of that covered electronic device demonstrates compliance with this chapter.  

	
	Section #:  PRC 42465.2.  (a) (2)

	
	42465.2.  (a) On or before July 1, 2005, and at least once annually thereafter as determined by the board, each manufacturer of a covered electronic device who sells those devices in this state shall do all of the following: 

…

(2) Make information available to consumers, that describes where and how to return, recycle, and dispose of the covered electronic device and opportunities and locations for the collection or return of the device, through the use of a toll-free telephone number, Internet Web site, information labeled on the device, information included in the packaging, or information accompanying the sale of covered electronic device.

	III.  outline for proposed regulations
	A. Each manufacturer, or an organization representing the manufacturer, shall inform the CIWMB annually as to how the manufacturer is providing information to consumers.

B. Manufacturer, or an organization representing the manufacturer, shall provide to the CIWMB an example of the information they provide to consumers.

C. Draft standard language could be as simple as:

“When this product is no longer useable and becomes a waste, it is a hazardous waste and must be managed by the proper authority.  Please contact your local county health department, solid waste agency or call 1-800-CLEANUP or www.1800cleanup.org for proper disposal.”
Note:

Proposed regulations are not prescriptive requirements on HOW to provide information to consumers since that is clearly stated in the statute.

CIWMB will provide guidance document to manufacturers and may coordinate with manufacturers/industry organizations to develop generic materials such as fact sheets or sample language.
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
