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The information proposed below provides a basic framework for the level of noticing for report of facility information (RFI) amendments (basic level) and different types of permit actions (higher level), and identifies which permit actions would require that a public hearing (meeting) be held by the enforcement agency (EA). 

NOTE:  Please refer to “Informational Noticing and Public Meetings, List of Possibilities” (Attachment B) for information on different types of noticing that could be used (table), proposed timing for noticing, information that could be contained in the notice (list), different types of hearing requirements (list), and other ideas and approaches that could be used listed under “More Food for Thought.”   
NOTICING
Basic Level
Details on the types of noticing that would be necessary still need to be worked out, but three current Title 27 requirements (EA maintain list of applications, EA mail written notice of application to requestor, and EA maintain written comments on application) would be maintained.  Please refer to Attachment B to see a list of possible noticing alternatives.
1. RFI Amendment
Higher Level  
Details on the types of noticing that would be necessary need to be worked out, but could include Government Code Section 65091, PRC Section 44004(h)(1), plus additional measures, such as signage at existing or proposed facility entrance and posting on facility’s Web site and EA’s Web site).  Please refer to Attachment B to see a list of possible noticing options.  

The noticing for all of the items listed immediately below would include information regarding a public meeting.  
1. New Permit  - Full and Registration (Noticing required by Title 14 Sections 17383.10 and 17388.6) 
2. Revised Permit – Full (Noticing required by PRC Section 44004(h))
3. Exemption from Permit Requirements (Noticing not specified in law or regulation) 
The notice for the following item would not include information regarding a public meeting:
4. Modified Permit – Full (Noticing not specified in law or regulation)
HEARING (Meetings) 
Details still need to be worked out, but could parallel the Construction, Demolition, and Inert Debris (CDI) Regulations, Title 14 Sections 17383.10 and 17388.6, which allow a comparable hearing to be substituted and specifies suitable location, etc.  Please refer to Attachment B to see a list of options.  
The meetings would be noticed as indicated above under “Noticing, Higher Level.”  A modified permit is not listed below since a public hearing would not be required.  
1. New Permit – Full and Registration (Required by Title 14 Sections 17383.10 and 17388.6)
2. Revised Permit – Full (Required by PRC Section 44004(h))
3. Exemption from Permit Requirements (Required by Title 27 Section 21565)
� The term “Public Hearing,” as used here, means an informational meeting where the public is invited to hear and comment on the preliminary determination of the action to be taken by the EA on an application package.  The meeting is strictly informational and no official decision is made at the meeting regarding the formal determination on the permit application.   





� The noticing and hearing requirements provided above would not apply to hearing panels required by PRC Sections 44300, 44305, 44306, and 45012 (denial, suspension, or revocation of a permit; or imposition of administrative civil penalty).
