2. Allow the hearing to be combined with another hearing in which the EA participates that meets the criteria in this section. (Title 14 Section 17383.10(a))

3. Held in suitable location not more than five miles from the facility that is the subject of the hearing.  If no suitable location exists within five miles, the EA may designate an alternative suitable location that is as close to the facility as reasonably practical.  (Title 14 Section 17383.10(b)(3))
4.  Held on a day and time that the EA determines will enable attendance by residents living in the vicinity of the facility.  (Title 14 Section 17383.10(b)(4))

5. Undertake additional measures to encourage attendance by any persons who may be interested. (Title 14 Section 17383.10(c))

6. Consider recommendations of the Working Group on Environmental Justice and the advisory group made pursuant to Sections 71113 and 71114 and the report required pursuant to Section 71115. (PRC 44004(i)(2)

More Food for Thought…

· Perhaps Operators are responsible for doing report of facility information (RFI) Amendment Notices and EAs are responsible for doing Permit Modification and Revision Notices.

· Concept of providing an “informational pamphlet” at facility gates could be written into a guidance document vs. making it a requirement.  This could be promoted via Board’s web site too as part of beefing up the public participation page.

· Via advisories, training, evaluations, etc., encourage EAs to be proactive in their public outreach efforts, for example every 3 years or when significant development (house track) has taken place send out a general greeting to residents in close proximity to facilities telling them they conduit for public’s interface with SWFs. 

· Board could add a link on the “general public” web page that explains the Profiles tool.  Once in Profiles, a tab could be added for public notices.  A link already exists on the list on the general public page that talks about “Enforcement Team”, and it mentions EAs, but doesn’t link to an EA Directory, which we could install for the public’s use. 

· As part of a complete application packet, require/suggest that the operator include a description of what they’ve done in the area of public outreach and awareness.

· As part of EA Evaluation, evaluators could be checking on the EAs’ list of pending applications (EA required to maintain a list by Title 27 section 21660(a)), interested party mailing lists (EA required to mail written notice of an application to every person who requests this information, pursuant to Title 27 section 21660(b)), and other mechanisms used to notify the public.

· Garbage company bill mailings could be used a as a way to get the word out on various issues, i.e., notices, general info, who to contact, etc. 

� The term “Public Hearing,” as used here, means an informational meeting where the public is invited to hear and comment on the preliminary determination of the action to be taken by the EA on an application package.  The meeting is strictly informational and no official decision is made at the meeting regarding the formal determination on the permit application.
