Subject: Changes to Proposed Permit Implementation Regulations 

A condition of environmental justice exists when environmental risks, hazards, 
investments and benefits are equally distributed without direct or indirect discrimination 
at all jurisdictional levels and when access to environmental investments, benefits, and 
natural resources are equally distributed; and when access to information, participation in 
decision making, and access to justice in environment-related matters are enjoyed by all.  
Therefore, the state statute, Public Resources Code (h) (C) states that "the enforcement 
agency shall consider environmental justice issues when preparing and distributing the 
notice to ensure that the notice is concise and understandable for limited-English 
speaking populations.  I would modify this statute, but stating that: the enforcement 
agency shall consider environmental justice issues when preparing and distributing the 
notice and must ensure that the notice is concise and understandable for all state 
populations, and if need be, provide translation to ensure that it is understood.  These 
slight changes, I believe, make the statute clear, since the words "limited-English-
speaking populations" is vague.
