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PUBLIC NOTICE FOR
PERMIT IMPLEMENTATION REGULATIONS (AB 1497) 

PUBLIC WORKSHOP

Introduction:  The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) is developing a regulatory package of new and/or revised regulations dealing with the processes for permitting solid waste facilities (SWF) in California.  Preliminary draft regulatory language has been developed and will be discussed at a public workshop scheduled for August 22, 2005, at 1:00 p.m. at the Cal/EPA Building in Sacramento.  All interested parties (including citizens, community organizations, industry representatives, environmental groups, local enforcement personnel, and government agencies) are encouraged to participate in this informal, input gathering workshop.  The formal rulemaking process will begin later this year. The workshop will begin with a brief overview of the project and explanation of the issues under consideration for regulatory change, followed by a quick review of the preliminary draft regulatory language for each issue.  The majority of the workshop will be spent listening to comments and/or questions from the audiences.   Since it may not be possible for individuals to travel to Sacramento to attend the workshop in person, we will offer a live audio broadcast of the workshop via the Internet.
