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The California Integrated Waste Management Board proposes to 


make certain format and instructional modifications to CIWMB Form 430, Newsprint Consumer Certification. The form is incorporated by reference in Title 14 California Code of Regulations (CCR), Section 17956.  These amendments can be described as "changes without regulatory effect," as they satisfy Section 100 (4) of the California Code of Regulations, which states in relevant part,





	" ... only if the change does not materially alter any requirement, right, prescription, or other regulatory element of any California Code of Regulations provision ... Changes without regulatory effect include, but are not limited to:





	(4)  revising structure, syntax, cross-reference, grammar, or punctuation;"

Instructions in Sections II, III, and IV of CIWMB Form 430 (i.e. used to certify for 1995 consumption) refer to a 30% minimum use requirement for recycled-content newsprint.  On January 1, 1996, California consumers of newsprint were required to increase their use of recycled-content newsprint to a minimum of 35% by operation of Statute (See Public Resources Code, Section 42761 which provides for graduated increases in the minimum use requirement over several years).  As proposed, instructions in the form would change to reference the new requirement for 1996. 





During 1994 and 1995, considerable staff time was consumed in correcting reporting errors found in CIWMB Form 430.  Staff have concluded that reporting errors can be reduced by making several instructional and format changes to the form to improve clarity. If approved, these modifications would not alter the requirements, rights, responsibilities, conditions, or prescriptions contained in the regulation.  Attachment "A" provides further explanation as to why these are changes without regulatory effect.
