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                                                                                                                      INTRODUCTION





The California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) under the California Integrated Waste Management Act (Act), section 40000 et seq. , provides for the protection of public health and safety and the environment through waste prevention, waste diversion, and safe waste processing and disposal.  The CIWMB is responsible for adopting and revising regulations which set forth minimum standards for solid waste handling and disposal.  Under this rulemaking, the CIWMB was charged along with the State Water Quality Control Board (SWQCB) to minimize overlap and duplication between the two agencies as well as the Local Enforcement Agencies regarding the regulation of solid waste disposal sties.  The changes reflected during this rulemaking include moving regulations from Title 14, California Code of Regulations (CCR), Division 7, Chapters 3 and 5 to the proposed Title 27.  Other changes included removing regulations that overlapped, adding clarifying language and removing regulations that were no longer needed.

Chapter 1.		General


Article 1.		CIWMB - Purpose, Scope and Applicability of CIWMB 	Standards.





The purpose for the CIWMB standards in this subdivision is to protect public health and safety and the environment.  The regulations apply to active and inactive disposal sites including facilities or equipment used at the disposal sites.  These standards make clear that the primary responsibility for enforcing state minimum standards rests with the local enforcement agency as in cooperation with the Regional Water Quality Control Board or other oversight agency.

When the definitions for use under both the CIWMB and SWRCB were merged, duplicate definitions needed to be removed, clarified or combined.  Many definitions were only moved from Title 14 to Title 27 with no regulatory effect.

Subchapter 1.	General.


Article 1.		CIWMB - General.





The CIWMB standards in this chapter have been revised to removal duplication between the CIWMB and the enforcement agency (the agency responsible for local control); leaving sole authority with the enforcement agency for some things; the addition of clarity for statewide consistency; and removal of the aspects that overlapped with the SWRCB regulations.  These sections show that the owner and operator are the responsible party for compliance with these regulations.





Subchapter 4.	Criteria for Landfills and Disposal Sites.


Article 1.		CIWMB - Operating Criteria.





These standards apply to solid waste landfills, but may be applied to disposal sites as required by the enforcement agency.  The purpose for the CIWMB standards in this subdivision is to protect public health and safety and the environment.  These standards currently exist in Title 14 and are organized into this group which lists what is required by the owner/operator of a facility to properly operate the site.  There has been no significant regulatory impact due to the changes. This article lists the requirements for:

Article 2.		CIWMB - Daily and Intermediate Cover.





The purpose for the CIWMB standards in this article is to protect public health and safety and the environment. This article describes the requirements to have enough materials to cover waste to prevent a threat to human health and the environment. These standards currently exist in Title 14 and are organized into this group which lists what is required by the owner/operator of a facility to properly operate the site.  There has been no significant regulatory impact due to the changes. This part lists the requirements for:





Availability of Cover Material


Daily Cover (for daily operations)


Performance Standards (for demonstration projects)


Intermediate Cover (for cover other than daily usage)





Article 3.		CIWMB - Handling, Equipment and Maintenance.





The purpose for the CIWMB standards in this article is to protect public health and safety and the environment.  This article lists requirements for operations at solid waste facilities for the handling of waste and equipment needs of the site.  These standards currently exist in Title 14 and are organized into this group which lists what is required by the owner/operator of a facility to properly operate the site. There has been no significant regulatory impact due to the changes. This part lists the requirements for:

Salvaging and storage of materials,


Adequate equipment needs


Site Maintenance needs





Article 4.		CIWMB - Controls





The purpose for the CIWMB standards in this article is to protect public health and safety and the environment.  This article lists requirements for controlling activities on site. These standards currently exist in Title 14 and are organized into this group which lists what is required by the owner/operator of a facility to properly operate the site.  There has been no significant regulatory impact due to the changes.  This part lists the requirements for:

Article 5.	CIWMB - Fire Control at Active and Closed Disposal Sites.





The purpose for the CIWMB standard in this article is to protect public health and safety and the environment.  This standard currently exists in Title 14 and lists what is required by the owner/operator of a facility to properly operate the site to protect the site from fire threat. This section states that the owner or operator is responsible to take adequate measures for fire prevention and control as required by local fire authorities.  There has been no significant regulatory impact due to the changes.





Article 6.		Gas Monitoring and Control at Active and Closed Disposal Sites.	





The purpose for the CIWMB standards in this article is to protect public health and safety and the environment.  This article lists requirements for controlling landfill gas that is made from the decomposition of wastes on site. These standards currently exist in Title 14 and are organized into this group which lists what is required by the owner/operator of a facility to properly manage landfill gas at the site.  This article also lists the oversight and approval duties of the enforcement agency and the CIWMB.  This part lists the requirements for:





General Gas Control,


Explosive Gases Control, 


Gas Monitoring and Control for Active and Closed disposal sites.





This article also includes a standard for allowing exemptions to the requirements for monitoring and control.  There has been no significant regulatory impact due to the changes.





Subchapter 5.	Closure and Postclosure Maintenance.


Article 2.		Closure and Postclosure Maintenance Standards for 				Disposal Sites and Landfills.





In this Article, the text and the requirements have been reordered and consolidated to improve the flow.  Many of the technical requirements have been reduced, but the standards that affect public health and safety and the environment were retained.  The standards that have been reduced were related to aspects that protect water quality and were placed in the standards required by the SWRCB.  The CIWMB regulations for closure and postclosure maintenance also clarify and separate the roles of the CIWMB and certified enforcement agencies to remove overlap and duplication wherever possible.  Approvals for CIWMB requirements have been delegated solely to the enforcement agency unless the Public Resources Code requires the CIWMB to be in an approving or concurring role.  





The main purpose for this article is to provide requirements for the proper closure and maintenance of disposal sites once the active life of the site is complete for all, or a portion, of the disposal site.

Subchapter 4.	Development of Closure/Postclosure Maintenance Plans.





In this Article, the text and the requirements have been reordered and consolidated to improve the flow.  Many of the technical closure plan requirements have been reduced, but the standards that affect public health and safety and the environment were retained.  The standards that have been reduced were to protect water quality and were placed in the standards required by the SWRCB.  The CIWMB regulations for closure and postclosure maintenance plans also clarify and separate the roles of the CIWMB and certified enforcement agencies to remove overlap and duplication wherever possible.  Plan approvals for CIWMB requirements have been delegated solely to the enforcement agency unless the Public Resources Code requires the CIWMB to approve or concur.  





This article provides requirements for the preparation and approval of closure and postclosure maintenance plans which will govern activities at disposal sites once the active life of the site is complete for all, or a portion, of the disposal site. 





Chapter 6.		Financial Assurances at Solid Waste Facilities and at Waste Management Units for Solid Waste.





The regulations in this chapter are moved from Title 14 and revised to include new requirements pursuant to AB 1220 and to remove duplication.  The purpose of this chapter is to establish funds or equivalent assurances for performing closure and maintenance of disposal sites or compensating for damages resulting from the site.

This article is being moved from Title 14 to Title 27.  The purpose of this article is to make sure the operator has the ability to provide for maintenance after closure of the landfill.

This article is being moved from Title 14 to Title 27.  The purpose of this article is to make sure the operator has the ability to compensate for damages to people or property as a result of any disosal site operations. 





Article 4.	Financial Assurance Requirements for Corrective Action.





This article is being moved from Title 14 to Title 27.  The purpose of this article is to make sure the operator has the ability to clean up contamination caused by the disposal site.

Chapter 5.		Enforcement of Solid Waste Standards and Administration of Solid Waste Facilities Permit, Loan Guarantees.





This section will remain in Title 14.  The proposed change clarifies technical requirements for LEA certification due to a rule change by the Board of Registration for Professional Engineers and Professional Land Surveyors, 16 CCR Chapter 5, Section 404.1, which required that a professional engineer personally “reviews and approves proposed (engineering) decisions prior to their implementation”.
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
