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INTRODUCTION 





The proposed regulations define, for purposes of regulation by the California Integrat�ed Waste Management Board (CIWMB), operations and facilities that handle only ash that is nonhazardous.  These include operations and facilities that:





	(	apply nonhazardous ash to land at an agronomic rate;


	(	apply nonhazardous ash to land as a reclamation project;


	(	serve as a transfer site for nonhazardous ash; 


	(	treat the nonhazardous ash to change its properties;	


	(	serve as a storage site for nonhazardous ash; 


	(	serve as a disposal site for nonhazardous ash.  





The regulations place these operations and facilities into the CIWMB's new regulatory tiers framework.  The level of CIWMB review and oversight for these operations and facilities would be reduced from what is currently required under a full solid waste facilities permit to that provided under a lower regulatory tier level.  The regulations establish what the owner or operator must do to be permitted under the  Standard�ized tiers, or to qualify under the Enforcement Agency (EA) Notification and Excluded tiers.  The regu�la�tions also explain requirements for the design and construction of an oper�ation or facility, minimum operating standards, record keeping, and restoration of the oper�a�tions area once the operation or facility closes.





PROPOSED REGULATORY TIERS FOR NONHAZARDOUS ASH OPERATIONS AND FA�CILI�TIES





Excluded Operations





Nonhazardous ash operations excluded from the proposed regulations are those that trans�fer, treat, or store nonhazardous ash only in the following circumstances:





	(	on the same land where it was generated; 


	(	on land owned by the same generator, but not on the land where it was


		generated; 


	(	when stored within a fully enclosed weathertight structure.

Enforcement Agency Notifications





Nonhazardous ash operations in the EA Notification tier are those that do the follow�ing:





	(	apply nonhazardous ash to land at an agronomic rate;


	(	apply nonhazardous ash to land under a reclamation project;


�ADVANCE \L 72.0�		(	transfer, treat, or store nonhazardous ash only on an ongo�ing ba�sis on land that is not owned or leased by the genera�tor of the nonhazardous ash.


�ADVANCE \L 72.0�	The operations area is that area where nonhazardous ash is stockpiled, transferred, treat�ed, stored, the land application area, or the reclamation project area .  It includes the area where equip�ment is cleaned, main�tained, and stored.  De�pend�ing on the lay out of the oper�ation, it may or may not be the same as the proper�ty boundary and could consist of a smaller area. 





Operations that use nonhazardous ash as a feedstock in the making of a finished prod�uct that is dis�tinct from the characteristics of nonhazardous ash are considered to be man�u�fac�tur�ing opera�tions and are not regulated by the CIWMB.  In addition, oper�ations that use nonhazardous ash as a cover material, in snow and ice control, and roadbase/subbase, structural fill, stabilizing material filler and similar uses is not included in the definition of disposal and are not regulated by the CIWMB.





Standardized Permit





Nonhazardous ash operations in the Standardized tier are those that handle only non�haz�ard�ous ash for purposes of disposal.





Disposal is defined accordingly:





�ADVANCE \L 72.0�		(	nonhazardous ash placed on the land for purposes of final disposal; or,


�ADVANCE \L 72.0�		(	nonhazardous ash located at a transfer, storage, and/or treatment oper�a�tion for a com�bined length of time greater than six months.  The com�bined length of time may occur at the same operation or at two or three sepa�rate opera�tions.  The six month limitation would also apply to the com�bined length of time for trans�fer and storage of nonhazardous ash prior to dis�pos�al, or prior to its beneficial use if the transfer and storage would oc�cur at a site sepa�rate from the nonhazardous ash and would be used ben�e�fi�cially.





The six month time limitation for treatment can be extended and not qualify as dis�pos�al if the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) or enforcement agency agree on the need for such an extension.





PROPOSED REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS





Nonhazardous Ash Land Applications at Agronomic Rates & Reclamation 


Pro�jects





The owner or operator is subject to the following requirements:





	(	submission of a letter and supporting documents to the enforcement agency providing speci�fied infor�ma�tion (a permit is not issued) at least two weeks prior to opera�tion;


	(	inspections by the enforcement agency on an as needed basis; and,


	(	proposed State minimum standards (see below).


Nonhazardous Ash Transfer/Processing Operations





The owner or operator is subject to the following requirements:





	(	submission of a letter to the en�force�ment agen�cy pro�vid�ing speci�fied informa�tion (a permit is not issued) at least two weeks prior to oper�a�tion;


	(	inspections by the enforcement agency on an as needed basis; and,


	(	proposed State minimum standards (see below).

Nonhazardous Ash Disposal/Monofill Facilities





The owner or operator is subject to the following requirements:





	�ADVANCE \L 72.0�		(	submission of a complete application containing information as specified in the Regu�latory Tier Regulations to the enforcement agency (a Stan�dardized Nonhazardous Ash Solid Waste Facilities Permit is is�sued that re�quires CIWMB concur�rence);


�ADVANCE \L 72.0�		(	submission of a Report of Nonhazardous Ash Disposal Site Infor�mation con�taining specified information and a copy of the design of the facility to the enforce�ment agency;


�ADVANCE \L 72.0�		(	monthly inspections by the enforcement agency; and,


�ADVANCE \L 72.0�		(	proposed State minimum standards (see below).





PROPOSED STATE MINIMUM STANDARDS





All operations and facilities, except those that are excluded, are subject to the follow�ing standards:





�ADVANCE \L 72.0�	(	Siting on Landfills - when located on top of a solid waste land�fill, are required to meet postclosure land use requirements if the landfill is closed, or to locate the operations area where the inter�mediate cover of the landfill has been stabi�lized.





�ADVANCE \L 72.0�	(	General Design Requirements - are required to be designed and con�structed to comply with the general operating standards.





(	Operating Standards - all operations and facilities are required to do the follow�ing: 


	(	minimize nuisances, dust, noise impacts, or other public health, safe�ty and environmental hazards;


	�ADVANCE \L 108.0�		(	keep unauthorized humans and animals out of the opera�tion or facility;


	(	control vehicles entering, exiting, and operating with�in an opera�tion or facility;





All transfer/processing operations and disposal/monofill facilities are required to do the follow�ing:


	(	post legible signs containing specified information for oper�ations and facilities open to the public;


	(	provide adequate drainage controls


	(	provide telephone or radio communication for possi�ble emergen�cies.





All nonhazardous ash agronomic land application operations shall:





	(	apply nonhazardous ash with good agronomic practices and at an agro�nom�ic rate;


	(	not exceed the identified heavy metals limits;


	(	incorporate or apply or store the nonhazardous ash in a manner which pro�tects the public health, safety and the environment;


	(	show proof of compliance with applicable California Department of Food and Agri�culture regulations.





All nonhazardous ash reclamation project operations shall:





	(	apply to land or store the nonhazardous ash in a manner which pro�tects the public health, safety and the environment;


	(	not exceed the identified heavy metals limits.





General Record Keeping Requirements





	(	keep all records accessible for five years; 


	(	record any special occurrences and methods used to re�solve problems arising from the events;


	(	record, as specified, any written public complaints;


	(	record the types and concen�trations of constitu�ents and the location of nonhazardous ash land application oper�a�tions,  and for treatment or transfer opera�tions, the types and con�cen�tra�tions of constit�uents and the quan�tity of nonhaz�ard�ous ash leav�ing the op�er�a�tions.  


	(	record each load accepted and date of acceptance at the opera�tion.


	(	disposal/monofill facility operators shall record the name and dates of receipt of the nonhazardous ash at all facilities where the nonhazardous ash was lo�cat�ed prior to receipt at the disposal/monofill facility.





(	Nonhazardous Ash Operation and Facility Resto�ration 





	(	provide the enforcement agency written notice of intent to perform site restoration within 30 days of beginning res�toration;


�ADVANCE \L 108.0�		(	provide site restoration necessary to protect public health, safety, and the environ�ment; and,


�ADVANCE \L 108.0�		(	ensure that site restoration is performed as specified upon completion of operation.
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
