PROJECT DESCRIPTION





The project being considered is the approval, adoption, and subsequent implementation of regulations which provide procedures for preparing and revising city, county, and regional agency,  Source Reduction and Recycling Elements (SRRE); Household Hazardous Waste Elements (HHWE); and Nondisposal Facility Elements (NDFE).  This proposed negative declaration has been prepared to fulfill the requirements set forth by the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA).

CEQA requires that potential significant adverse environmental impacts associated with the adoption and implementation of regulations be assessed within the scope of an environmental document.





BACKGROUND





�
The California Integrated Waste Management Act (Act), Public Resources Code (PRC) section 40000 et seq., provides for the protection of public health and safety and the environment through waste prevention, waste diversion, and safe waste processing and disposal.  PRC section 40502 requires the Board to adopt rules and regulations in the implementation of the Act.   





PRC section 40502(c) directed the Board to adopt emergency regulations regarding jurisdiction SRREs, HHWEs, and NDFEs no later than December 31, 1993.





In order to ensure the timely implementation of state law intended to promote the diversion and safe disposal of solid waste, the Board adopted emergency regula�tions in December of 1993 that amended the SRRE, HHWE, and NDFE planning guidelines and prepara�tion procedure regulations (Ar�ti�cle 7.0).  On Janu�ary 3, 1994 the Of�fice of Ad�min�is�tra�tive Law (OAL) ap�proved these amend�ments to Article 7.0 as an emergen�cy.








In accordance with PRC section 40502 (c) the Board must transmit a Certification of Compliance to OAL by January 3, 1997 or the emergency language will be repealed by operation of law on the following day.  The purpose of this regulatory change is to comply with the Certificate of Compliance requirements.  





The Board has prepared a Statement of Reasons for the revised regulations, which is available from the Board upon request.  A copy of the text of the regulations is also available upon request.  Additionally, all information upon which the regulations are based (the rulemaking file) is available for review at the Board's office at 8800 Cal Center Drive, Sacramento, California, 95826.





Conclusion





Adoption of the procedures for preparing and revising city, regional agency, and county Source Reduction and Recycling Elements; Household Hazardous Waste Elements; and Nondisposal Facility Elements regulations will result in no significant adverse environmental impacts.  
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
