PROPOSED REGULATORY ACTION





The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) proposes to amend Title 14, California Code of Regulations (CCR), Division 7, Chapter 9, Article 7.O sections 18760 through 18775.4.  The proposed regulations provide procedures for the preparing and revising city, regional agency, and county Source Reduction and Recycling Elements (SRRE), Household Hazardous Waste Elements (HHWE), and Nondisposal Facility Elements (NDFE).  The proposed regu�la�tions also describe the procedures for petitioning for a time extension, a reduction in diversion and planning requirements, and approval of sludge diversion petitions.





WRITTEN COMMENT PERIOD





Any interested person, or his or her authorized representative, may submit written comments rele�vant to the proposed regulatory action to the Board.  The written comment period closes at 4:00 p.m. on October 28, 1996.  The Board will only consider comments received at the Board's head�quarters by that time.  Please submit your com�ments to:

PUBLIC HEARING





A public hearing to receive comments will be scheduled with the Board's Local Assistance and Planning Committee.  The hearing is scheduled for 10:00 a.m. on November 4, 1996.  The hearing will be held at 8800 Cal Center Drive, Board Room, Sacramento, California.  The Board requests that persons who make oral comments at the hearing submit a written copy of the testimony at the hearing.  The hearing room is wheelchair accessible.





INFORMATIVE DIGEST





The California Integrated Waste Management Act (Act), Public Resources Code (PRC) section 40000 et seq., provides for the protection of public health and safety and the environment through waste prevention, waste diversion, and safe waste processing and disposal.  PRC section 40502 allows the Board to adopt rules and regulations for purposes of implementing the Act.  PRC sections 41000 and 43000, 41500 and 41510, and 41730 and 41731 require each jurisdiction to prepare and submit to the Board a SRRE, HHWE, and NDFE, respectively.  PRC section 40502(c) directed the Board to adopt emergency regulations regarding jurisdiction SRREs, HHWEs, and NDFEs no later than December 31, 1993.





In order to ensure the timely implementation of state law intended to promote the diversion and safe disposal of solid waste, the Board adopted emergency regula�tions in December of 1993 that amended the SRRE, HHWE, and NDFE planning guidelines and prepara�tion procedure regulations (Ar�ti�cle 7.0).  On Janu�ary 3, 1994 the Of�fice of Ad�min�is�tra�tive Law (OAL) ap�proved these amend�ments to Article 7.0 as an emergen�cy.





In accordance with PRC section 40502 (c) the Board must transmit a Certificate of Compliance to OAL by January 3, 1997 or the emergency language will be repealed by operation of law on the fol�lowing day.  The purpose of this regulatory change is to comply with the Certification of Compliance Requirements of PRC section 40502 (c).  There are no existing comparable federal regulations or statutes.





PLAIN ENGLISH REQUIREMENTS





The Board makes every effort to ensure that its regulations are, wherever possible, written in Plain English.  The Board has determined that these proposed regulations would not impact small businesses (see Impact on Small Businesses, below,) and, therefore, the plain English requirement does not apply.





AUTHORITY AND REFERENCES





PRC section 40502 and Government Code section 15376 provide authority for these regulations.  The Board proposes to reference PRC sections 21083, 40001, 40002, 40050, 40051, 40052, 40183, 40184, 40900, 40950, 40971 through 40975, 41000, 41003, 41300, 41303, 41500, 41510, 41730, 41731, 41732, 41733, 41734, 41735, 41736, 41750, 41750.1, 41770, 41770.5, 41780, 41781.1, 41781.2, 41787, 41787.1, 41787.2, 41787.4, 41790, 41791, 41791.5, 41793, 41794, 41800, 41801, 41801.5, 41802, 41810 through 41813, 41820, 41822, 41823, 41825, and 41850.

MANDATES ON LOCAL AGENCIES OR SCHOOL DISTRICTS





Board staff has determined pursuant to Government Code section 11346.9, that adoption of the proposed regulations will not impose a mandate on school districts, nor will they impose any non-discretionary costs or savings on them.  Based on its experience with these regulations since adopted as emergency regulations, the Board has determined that the regulations do not place a mandate on local agencies.  Board staff has determined that the regulations do not impose any non-discretionary costs or savings upon local government agen�cies.





COST TO PUBLIC AGENCIES, SCHOOL DISTRICTS, 


AND STATE AND FEDERAL FUNDS





Based on its experience with these regulations since adopted as emergency regulations, Board staff has determined pursuant to Government Code section 11346.5(a)(5) and (6), that the proposed regulations will result in no costs or savings to any state agencies, and no costs to any local agencies or school districts that are required to be reimbursed under Part 7 (commencing with section 17500) of Division 4 of the Government Code, no other non-discretionary costs or sav�ings on local agencies or school districts, and no costs or sav�ings in federal funding to the state.





EFFECT ON HOUSING COSTS





Board staff has determined pursuant to Government Code section 11346.5(a)(11), that the proposed regulations will have no adverse impact on housing costs.





EFFECTS ON SMALL BUSINESS





Board staff has determined pursuant to Government Code section 11346.2(a)(1) and 11346.5(a)(3)(B) that the proposed regulations will have no impact on small businesses. 





COST IMPACT ON PRIVATE PERSONS OR ENTERPRISES





Board staff has determined pursuant to Government Code section 11346.2(a)(9), that the adoption of the proposed regulations will not have a cost impact on private persons or enterprises.





EFFECT ON COMPETITION WITH OUT-OF-STATE BUSINESS





Board staff has determined pursuant to Government Code sections 11346.3 and 11346.5, that the proposed regulations will not have an adverse economic impact on business, including California businesses' ability to compete with out-of-state busi�ness.





EFFECT ON CREATION OR ELIMINATION OF JOBS, EXISTING OR NEW BUSINESS IN THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA





In accordance with Government Code section 11346.3, the Board has determined that the proposed regulatory action will not affect the creation or elimination of jobs within the State of California, the creation of new businesses or the elimination of exist�ing businesses within California, or the expansion of businesses currently doing business within the State.

CONSIDERATION OF ALTERNATIVES





In accordance with Government Code sections 11346.2 and 11346.9, the Board must determine that no alternative it considers would be more effective in carrying out the purpose for which the action is proposed or would be as effective and less burdensome to affected private persons than the proposed action.





The Board invites interested persons to present statements or arguments with respect to alternatives to the proposed regulations during the written comment period or at the public hearing.

AVAILABILITY OF CHANGED OR MODIFIED TEXT





After close of the mandated 45-day comment period the Board may adopt the proposed regulations as described in this notice.  If the Board makes modifications which are sufficiently related to the originally proposed text, it will make the modified text, with changes clearly indicated, available to the public for at least 15 days before the Board adopts the regulations as revised.  Requests for the modified text should be made to the contact person named above.  The Board will accept written comments on the modified regulations for 15 days after the date on which they are made available.
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
