Subject:	FIRST 15-DAY PUBLIC REVIEW OF PROPOSED REGULATIONS FOR STORAGE AND CHIPPING & GRINDING REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS








Attached is a copy of regulations proposed to amend Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 7, Chapter 3.1, by adopting subsections 17852(x2), 17855(a6), 17855(a7), 17862.1 and 17862.2; and amending sections 17850, 17852, 17855 through 17859, 17863, 17867, 17868.1, 17868.2, 17868.3, and 17869.  The proposed regulations make clarifying changes, regulate storage and chipping & grinding activities, and regulate stabilized compost which has not been sold, bagged for sale, or beneficially used.  This version of the proposed regulations includes the latest modifications to the text.

Any person may present written comments relevant to the proposed action during the prescribed 15-day comment period.  The proposed regulations have undergone an official 45-day public comment period which ended July 15, 1997.  During the 45-day public comment period, the public presented to the CIWMB written and oral comments concerning the proposed action.  CIWMB staff has considered the comments received and made changes to the text of the proposed regulations.  On July 15, 1997, the CIWMB's Permitting and Enforcement Committee (Committee) considered comments received and directed staff to make changes which are the subject of this subsequent 15-day comment period.





The public is invited to comment on the proposed regulatory changes in the July 17, 1997 version of the proposed storage and chipping & grinding  regulations.  Proposed additions amending the originally proposed regulatory language for this 15-day comment period are shown by text that is redlined and underlined.  Proposed deletions amending the originally proposed regulatory language for this 15-day comment period are shown by text that has been redlined and struck-out.  Additions and deletions for the 45-day comment period are in underline and strikeout, not redlined.  Comments should be limited to the changes that are redlined.











The official 15-day comment period for review of the July 17, 1997, version of the proposed regulations and amendments ends at 5:00 p.m. on August 1, 1997.  No comments will be accepted after that time.  Comments or questions should be directed to:
