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INTRODUCTION





The proposed regulations define, for purposes of regulation by the California Inte�grat�ed Waste Management Board (CIWMB), opera�tions and facilities that transfer and/or processes solid waste.  These include the following types of operations and facili�ties:





	(	sealed container transfer operations; 


	(	limited volume transfer operations;


	(	emergency transfer/processing operations;


	(	direct transfer facilities;	


	(	medium volume transfer/processing facilities;


	(	large volume transfer/processing facilities.





The regulations place these operations and facilities into the CIWMB's regula�tory tiers framework.  In some cases, the level of CIWMB re�view and oversight for these oper�a�tions and facilities would be reduced from what is currently required under a full solid waste facilities permit to that provided under a lower regulatory tier level.  The regulations establish what the owner or operator must do to be permitted under the Registration tier, or to qualify under the Enforcement Agen�cy (EA) Notifi�cation and Excluded tiers.  The regu�la�tions also explain requirements for siting and design of an oper�ation or facility, minimum operating stan�dards, re�cord keeping and additional operating requirements that apply only to facilities.





PROPOSED REGULATORY TIERS FOR TRANSFER/PROCESSING OPERATIONS AND  FA�CILI�TIES





(	Excluded Operations





The following transfer operations are excluded from the proposed regulations:





	(	locations where < 15 cubic yards of combined container volume is provid�ed to serve as multi-residence receptacles for residential refuse; 


	(	storage receptacle at the place of generation for waste from multi-residential buildings or for commercial solid wastes at the place of generation;


	(	containers used to store construction or demolition wastes at the place of generation;


	(	containers used to store salvaged materials; 


	(	Waste Hauling Yard operations; and


	(	storage and handling of discrete waste streams.





Operations that use new or separated for reuse materials as a raw material in mak�ing a fin�ished prod�uct that is dis�tinct from those raw materials are consid�ered to be man�u�fac�tur�ing opera�tions and are not regu�lated by the CIWMB.  In addi�tion, oper�ations that are defined as: Auto Dismantlers; Auto Shred�ders; Buy Back Cen�ters; Drop-off Centers; Manu�fac�turers; Recycling Centers; Ren�dering Plants; Reuse Sal�vage Oper�ations; Scrap Metal Recyclers and Dealers; Wire Chop�pers; and Wood, Paper, or Wood Product Manu�facturers are not regu�lated by the CIWMB and are out�side the regula�tory tiers framework.





The regulations make clear that an excluded operation is still subject to inspection by the enforcement agency or the CIWMB to verify that the operation is being conducted in a manner that qualifies as an excluded operation, and that appropriate enforcement action may still be taken.





(	Enforcement Agency Notifications





Transfer operations in the EA Notification tier are those that do the following:





�ADVANCE \L 72.0�		(	emergency transfer/processing operations that handle only disaster debris and other wastes during a disaster recover phase;


	(	sealed container transfer operations that only handle solid waste that has been placed within air-tight containers prior to receipt.  The solid waste shall remain within the unopened air-tight containers while on-site at all times;


	(	limited volume transfer operations that receive 60 cubic yards of solid waste on any operating day and does not store more than 60 cubic yards of solid waste on-site at any time.

The operations area is that area where solid waste is stock�piled, transferred, un�loaded, handled, transferred, and where emergency processing takes place.  It in�cludes the area where equip�ment is cleaned, main�tained, and stored.  De�pend�ing on the lay out of the oper�ation, it may or may not be the same as the proper�ty bound�ary and could consist of a smaller area. 





(	Registration Permit





A transfer facility in the Registration tier is called either a Medi�um Vol�ume Trans�fer/Processing Facility or a Direct Transfer Facility.  The Medium Volume Trans�fer/Processing Facility re�ceives, stores, han�dles, sepa�rates, or con�verts stores more than 60 cubic yards or 15 tons (which�ev�er is great�er) of solid waste or pro�cesses up to 100 tons of solid waste per oper�at�ing day prior to trans�ferring the waste to an�other solid waste oper�a�tion or facility.  A Direct Transfer Facility receives up to or more than 60 cubic yards or 15 tons of solid waste per day and does not han�dle, separate, or process the solid waste.  The solid waste is transferred only once and directly from one covered container or vehicle to another covered contain�er or vehicle so that the waste is never put on the ground or outside the confines of a container or vehicle, before, during, or after transfer.





(	Full Permit





A transfer facility in the Full permit tier is called a Large Volume Trans�fer/Processing Facility.  This facility receives, stores, handles, separates, or con�verts 100 tons of solid waste per operating day prior to transferring the waste to another solid waste operation or facility.





PROPOSED REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS





(	Limited Volume Transfer, Sealed Container Transfer and Emer�gency Trans�fer/Processing Operations 





The owner or operator is subject to the following requirements:





	(	submission of a letter to the en�force�ment agen�cy pro�vid�ing all of the following information:


		(1)	The name, address, and phone number where the operator can be contacted if these differ from the operation site; and, the name, address, and phone number of the owner if these differ from the operator.


		(2)	The section in Chapter 3 of Division 7 of Title 14 authorizing eligibility for this tier, which is section 17262.2 for EA Notifica�tion, and a description of the operation, including but not limited to, volume and types of wastes/materials handled, peak and an�nual loading, and hours of operation.


		(3)	A statement by the owner and operator certifying under penalty of perjury that the information which they have provided is true and accurate to the best of their knowledge and belief.


	(	inspections by the enforcement agency on an as needed ba�sis; and,


	(	state minimum standards (see below).


A permit is not issued.

(	Medium Volume Transfer/Processing Facilities





The owner or operator is subject to the following requirements:





	(	Submission of a complete Registration Application (CIWMB Form 83) to the enforcement agency, accompanied by the fee specified by the enforcement agency, containing all of the following information:


		(1)	The name and address of the enforcement agency, and the sec�tion in Chapter 3 of Division 7 of Title 14 authorizing eligibility for this tier, which is section 17403.5 for the Registration per�mit.


		(2)	General description of the facility including, but not limited to name, location, site map, and location map.


		(3)	Facility information, including, but not limited to volume and type of waste/material handled, peak and annual loading, hours of operation, traffic, facility size, site capacity, and operating area.


		(4)	Operator information, including identification of the landowner, his/her address and telephone number; identification of the facil�ity operator, his/her address and telephone number; and the address(es) at which process may be served on the operator and owner.


		(5)	An Operation Plan that con�tains all of the in�for�ma�tion re�quired by section 18221.5 of the regula�tions.


		(6)	Conformance finding information as follows:


			(a)	Until a countywide or regional agency integrated waste management plan has been approved by the CIWMB, the application shall include statements that: issuance of the permit will not prevent or substantially impair achieve�ment of the diversion goals of the jurisdiction from which it receives solid waste; that the facility is identified and described in or conforms with the County Solid Waste Management Plan or otherwise complies with Public Re�sources Code(PRC) section 50000; and that the facility is consistent with the city or count General Plan.


			(b)	After a countywide or regional agency integrated waste management plan has been approved by the CIWMB, the application shall include a statement that the facility is identified either in the countywide siting element or the nondisposal facility element for the jurisdiction in which it is located; or, the facility is not required to be identified in this element pursuant to section 50001 of the PRC.

		(7)	The owner or operator shall each certify under penalty of perju�ry that the information provided is true and accurate to the best of their knowledge and belief.


	(	Issuance of a Registration permit (CIWMB Form 83) by the enforce�ment agency does not require CIWMB concurrence.


	(	Monthly inspections by the enforcement agency.


	(	State minimum standards (see below).





(	Direct Transfer Facilities





The owner or operator is subject to the following requirements:





	(	Submission of a complete Registration Application (CIWMB Form 83) to the enforcement agency, accompanied by the fee specified by the enforcement agency, containing all of the following information:


		(1)	The name and address of the enforcement agency, and the sec�tion in Chapter 3 of Division 7 of Title 14 authorizing eligibility for this tier, which is section 17403.5 for the Registration per�mit.


		(2)	General description of the facility including, but not limited to name, location, site map, and location map.


		(3)	Facility information, including, but not limited to volume and type of waste/material handled, peak and annual loading, hours of operation, traffic, facility size, site capacity, and operating area.


		(4)	Operator information, including identification of the landowner, his/her address and telephone number; identification of the facil�ity operator, his/her address and telephone number; and the address(es) at which process may be served on the operator and owner.


		(5)	An Operation Plan that con�tains all of the in�for�ma�tion re�quired by section 18221.5 of the regula�tions.


		(6)	Conformance finding information as follows:


			(a)	Until a countywide or regional agency integrated waste management plan has been approved by the CIWMB, the application shall include statements that: issuance of the permit will not prevent or substantially impair achieve�ment of the diversion goals of the jurisdiction from which it receives solid waste; that the facility is identified and described in or conforms with the County Solid Waste Management Plan or otherwise complies with Public Re�sources Code(PRC) section 50000; and that the facility is consistent with the city or count General Plan.


			(b)	After a countywide or regional agency integrated waste management plan has been approved by the CIWMB, the application shall include a statement that the facility is identified either in the countywide siting element or the nondisposal facility element for the jurisdiction in which it is located; or, the facility is not required to be identified in this element pursuant to section 50001 of the PRC.


		(7)	The owner or operator shall each certify under penalty of perju�ry that the information provided is true and accurate to the best of their knowledge and belief.


	(	Issuance of a Registration permit (CIWMB Form 83) by the enforce�ment agency does not require CIWMB concurrence.


	(	Monthly inspections by the enforcement agency.


	(	State minimum standards (see below). 





(	Large Volume Transfer/Processing Facilities





The owner or operator is subject to the following requirements:





	(	Submission of a complete Full Permit Application (CIWMB Form 92) to the en�forcement agency, accompanied by the fee spec�i�fied by the en�force�ment agency, containing all of the following infor�mation:


		(1)	The name and address of the enforcement agency, and the sec�tion in Chapter 3 of Division 7 of Title 14 authorizing eligibility for this tier, which is section 17403.6 for the Full Per�mit.


		(2)	General description of the facility including, but not limited to name, location, site map, and location map.


		(3)	Facility information, including, but not limited to volume and type of waste/material handled, peak and annual loading, hours of operation, traffic, facility size, site capacity, and operating area.


		(4)	Operator information, including identification of the landowner, his/her address and telephone number; identification of the facil�ity operator, his/her address and telephone number; and the address(es) at which process may be served on the operator and owner.


		(5)	A Transfer/Processing Report that con�tains all of the in�for�ma�tion required by section 18221.6 of the regula�tions.


		(6)	Evidence that there has been compliance with CEQA regarding the facility, or information on the status of the application's compliance with CEQA.


		(7)	Conformance finding information as follows:


			(a)	Until a countywide or regional agency integrated waste management plan has been approved by the CIWMB, the application shall include statements that: issuance of the permit will not prevent or substantially impair achieve�ment of the diversion goals of the jurisdiction from which it receives solid waste; that the facility is identified and described in or conforms with the County Solid Waste Management Plan or otherwise complies with Public Re�sources Code(PRC) section 50000; and that the facility is consistent with the city or count General Plan.


			(b)	After a countywide or regional agency integrated waste management plan has been approved by the CIWMB, the application shall include a statement that the facility is identified either in the countywide siting element or the nondisposal facility element for the jurisdiction in which it is located; or, the facility is not required to be identified in this element pursuant to section 50001 of the PRC.


		(8)	The owner or operator shall each certify under penalty of perju�ry that the information provided is true and accurate to the best of their knowledge and belief.


	(	Issuance of a Large Volume Transfer/Processing Facility Full Solid Waste Permit (CIWMB Form 83) by the en�force�ment agen�cy re�quires CIWMB concur�rence.


	(	Monthly inspections by the enforcement agency.


	(	State minimum standards (see below).





PROPOSED STATE MINIMUM STANDARDS





All operations and facilities, except those that are excluded, are subject to the follow�ing standards:





�ADVANCE \L 72.0�	(	Siting on Landfills - when located on top of a solid waste land�fill, are re�quired to meet postclosure land use require�ments if the landfill is closed, or to locate the operations area where the inter�mediate cover of the landfill has been stabi�lized.





�ADVANCE \L 72.0�	(	General Design Requirements - are required to be designed and con�structed to comply with the general operating stan�dards.





(	Operating Standards - all operations and facilities are required to do the fol�low�ing: 





	(	separate and extinguish any burning wastes;


	(	clean the operation or facility;


	(	provide adequate drainage controls;


	(	minimize the creation of dust and particulates;


	(	prevent the acceptance or storage of hazardous, liquid and spe�cial wastes unless approved by the EA;;


	(	control litter;


	(	provide adequate load checking;


	(	maintain all aspects of the program;


	(	reject medical waste;


	(	control noise;


	(	prevent salvaging of specified items which are capable of impairing public health;


	(	prevent nuisances;


	(	provide adequate parking;


	(	make the Injury, Illness, and Prevention Program Plan available for review by inspectors;


	(	protect the public from contact with solid waste;


	(	prevent the generation of dust and tracking of soil onto roads and driveways;


	(	provide adequate sanitary facilities;


	(	conduct scavenging and salvaging in a safe manner;


	(	post legible signs containing specified information;


	(	frequently remove all solid wastes;


	(	provide adequate supervision and a sufficient number of qualified per�sonnel;


	(	provide adequate training;


	(	prevent the reproduction and shelter of ani�mals and in�sects.





(	Additional Operating Standards for Facilities only - all facilities are re�quired to do the fol�low�ing:


 


	(	provide telephone or radio communication for possi�ble emergen�cies;


	(	provide fire suppression equipment;


	(	conduct adequate housekeeping;


	(	provide adequate lighting;


	(	maintain and provide adequate equipment;


	(	maintain site security by operational design;


	(	provide a site attendant during public operating hours;


	(	control vehicles entering, exiting, and operating with�in an opera�tion or facility;	


	(	create and maintain visual screening;


	(	maintain a safe and adequate water supply.





(	General Record Keeping Requirements





For transfer/processing operations and facili�ties:





	(	keep all records accessible for three years;


	(	submit copies of specified records to the EA;


	(	record any special occurrences and methods used to re�solve problems arising from the events;


	(	record, as specified, any written public complaints;


	(	maintain records of weights or volumes handled;


	(	maintain a copy of pertinent names, addresses and telephone num�bers;


	(	maintain records of employee training.
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
