INFORMATIVE DIGEST





The California Oil Recycling Enhancement Act (Act) (Stats. 1991, Ch. 817), authorizes the Board to certify used oil collection centers, issue grants to local governments and nonprofit entities, certify used oil recycling facilities, and pay recycling incentives.  The proposed regulations clarify and streamline the current Used Oil Recycling Program certification, registration, grant, and claims processes.
